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UKRAINIAN NATIONAL WOMEN’S LEAGUE OF AMERICA
1925-2020: WOMEN’S COMMUNITY, CITIZENSHIP,
AND COMMITMENT IN THE UKRAINIAN DIASPORA

In 2020, the Ukrainian National Women’s League of America celebrated the 95th anniversary of
our remarkable organization. Since our founding in New York City in 1925, Ukrainian National Women’s
League of America (UNWLA), or Cow3 Vxpainox Amepuxu (CYA), has been at the heart of Ukrainian
American community life. For close to a century, UNWLA has anticipated the needs of our ethnic
community, propagated Ukrainian culture, and engaged in public diplomacy on behalf of the homeland.
As we, Soyuzianky, face the future, we have every reason to be proud of the legacy of which we will
continue to be stewards. A prominent element of that legacy is The Ukrainian Museum (established by
UNWLA in 1976 and incorporated in 1977), a major cultural institution that graces the historic Little
Ukraine neighborhood of Manhattan and is the crown jewel of the community.

However, the real story of the UNWLA is the less tangible legacy of decades of volunteer service
for the community in the United States, as well as care for the well-being of women and their families in
Ukraine. The forthcoming book-length account of our history, UNWLA 1925-2020: Women’s Community,
Citizenship, and Commitment in the Ukrainian Diaspora, appearing now in English, with the expectation
of a Ukrainian language translation, reminds us of the organization’s beginning and evolution, against a
backdrop of national and global events.

(New York City) One of
UNWLA'’s first projects was a
cultural exhibit shown at the
Astor Hotel in 1926.

The UNWLA Builds Community

The UNWLA was inspired by the women’s organization that flourished in western Ukraine in the
1920-30s, Cows Yxpainok, from which the UNWLA adopted its name. The initial goal of the UNWLA
was to unite all Ukrainian women’s groups in the United States under one umbrella for a non-partisan
front to help a homeland in the center of Eastern Europe that was struggling for independence, as well as
to coordinate efforts to provide long-distance humanitarian aid. While originally focused on alleviating
the struggles in Ukraine, the efforts of the women of the UNWLA were no less essential to the
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consolidation of Ukrainian ethnic identity and the building of community in America. Their fundraising
and selfless volunteer work ensured the success of every community project - the building of churches
and community centers, the education of children, the establishment of scholarly and cultural institutions.

As an organization based on ethnic identity, the UNWLA has weathered repeated challenges to
its continuity. Realizing the importance of language as a window into Ukrainian survival and potential as
the lingua franca that could link Ukrainians across continents, the delegates to the first UNWLA
Convention in 1932 passed the first of many resolutions to cultivate the use of the Ukrainian language
within the organization. An effective influencer, the UNWLA shaped a Ukrainian style of life in the
diaspora, offering guidance on domestic décor and cuisine, as well as leisure and educational activities.
Most relevantly, the UNWLA met the community’s needs by developing, administering, and staffing a
standard Ukrainian preschool program across the country to help ensure that generations born in the US
would grow up to be bilingual and bi-culturally literate Ukrainian Americans.

The UNWLA Models Citizenship

During the UNWLA’s early years,
the organization found support with the
International Institutes of the YWCA, a
program established by Edith Bremer __ _
(1865-1964), and with a philosophy that validated immigrant women’s values of ethnic pride and
retention of culture. UNWLA members promoted the Ukrainian presence in America with exhibitions of
folk art and cultural performance in prestigious venues such as the annual Women’s International
Exposition in New York City, and the extensive folk art exhibit installed at the Ukrainian Pavilion at the
1933 Chicago World’s Fair, an exhibit that became the cornerstone of The Ukrainian Museum collection.

Encouraging proactive citizenship, the UNWLA urged members not only to vote, but also to
share their views with elected representatives. In 1933, when the Soviet-engineered genocidal famine, the
Holodomor, raged in central Ukraine, the UNWLA acted valiantly with humanitarian action and a public
relations campaign that is still noteworthy for its courage and moral clarity. During World War II,
UNWLA participated in many civic actions, such as honoring Gold Star Mothers among its membership,
selling US War Bonds, and doing impressive work for the American Red Cross. In the immediate post-
war period, the women focused on the plight of Ukrainian displaced persons that had been settled in
refugee camps throughout Western Europe, sending care packages to the camps, resettling war widows,
and greeting the refugees who arrived by ship to America.

In 1948, as UNWLA gained recognition, the organization became a member of the General
Federation of Women’s Clubs (GFWC) with whom it shared common values of community service, as
well as an anti-communist, pro-democracy agenda. UNWLA President Olena D. Lototsky served on the
board of directors of the American Federation of International Institutes (1953-1959) and in 1958, was
honored as a Woman of Achievement alongside other ethnic and minority group leaders. In 1952, the
UNWLA was admitted into the National Council of Women (NCW) of the United States. In 1993, Iryna
Kurowyckyj (UNWLA President, 1999-2008) was elected president of the NCW, the first woman of
Ukrainian descent to hold this top position of women’s representation in the country.

UNWLA Cultivates Commitment

Originally established as JKinoua Ipomaoa (Ukrainian Women’s Community) in 1921, later
transformed into UNWLA Branch 1, Ukrainian women leaders called upon the Ukrainian women of New
York to action in 1925 when the first National Council of Women of Ukraine was faced with the loss of
membership in the International Council of Women. This event of potential disaffiliation galvanized our
predecessors to unite under the UNWLA umbrella in order to restore the voice of Ukrainian women in the
international community through membership in the American National Council. These leaders could not
have imagined that in 1939, with the Soviet occupation of western Ukraine and the forced dissolution of
countless Ukrainian institutions and organizations, the responsibility for the survival of the Ukrainian
women’s movement would be placed squarely on the shoulders of Ukrainian women in the diaspora.

In 1948, the UNWLA initiated and co-founded the World Federation of Ukrainian Women’s
Organizations (WFUWOQO), an organization that gave Ukrainian women in non-Soviet countries an
entrance into the sphere of international non-governmental organizations (NGOs), direct involvement in
the United Nations and access to international women’s conferences.

Throughout the Cold War, the history of the UNWLA has been one of preservation of identity
coupled with advocacy for the individual and collective human rights of women in Soviet Ukraine. Only
after Ukraine’s independence in 1991 did the UNWLA have the satisfaction of bolstering the revival of
Ukraine’s women’s movement in Ukraine. Besides reinvigorating the women’s movement in Ukraine, the
UNWLA has offered significant support for the past three decades for Ukraine’s movement through
economic hardship and progress in social reforms focused on a future infused with European values.

Since Russia’s invasion of Ukraine in 2014, the renewed threat to Ukraine’s sovereignty has
meant a deepening of UNWLA’s humanitarian mission to ensure Ukraine’s physical, psychological, and
spiritual survival and healing, with a focus on aiding victims of war. With the challenges encountered
during the pandemic year of 2020, the UNWLA mission has continued to evolve.

Given the monumental accomplishments of the UNWLA, knowing the tremendous good the
UNWLA represents for our community in America and in Ukraine, on our 95" anniversary, Soyuzianky
have ample reasons, justifiably, to be proud!

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WHO LESIA UKRAINKA WAS,

And yet, as always, my thoughts flow towards you,
My neglected, unfortunate, native land
Lesia Ukrainka

Lesia Ukrainka (Larysa Kosach-Kvitka), writer, poet,
translator, as well as cultural figure was a pioneer of the Ukrainian
feminist movement. Among the most famous women in Ukrainian
history, she was also one of the most significant figures in Ukrainian literature. Her creative work is an
invaluable contribution to the heritage of Ukraine.

The designation in 2021 of the 150th anniversary of the birth of Lesia Ukrainka as a UNESCO
International Day comes as no surprise. She was a Ukrainian woman raised in the best of European
traditions, one imbued with a Ukrainian national spirit. She enchanted her world with her creativity, and
her work remains relevant to this day.

For close to 150 years, drinking from the spring of Lesia's poetry, readers have quenched their
thirst for humanness by turning to the work of this magnificent individual. Above all else, she loved
Ukraine and Ukrainians. She was one to whom the Lord granted extraordinary talent and great strength of
spirit. She created a pedestal of words and intellect then lifted her readers onto this pedestal!

In Ukrainian literature, Lesia Ukrainka is included as a poet of courage and struggle. More than
100 years ago, she began to radiate a powerful energy that continues to sustain us on our Ukrainian
Maidans, an energy helping transform Ukraine into a European nation.

The figure of Lesia Ukrainka continues to exemplify courage, strength of spirit, patriotism, and
not only through the poetic images that she created. She herself was courageous and strong, as well as
sensitive and tender, one who sincerely loved her native land and the people around her. Lesia wrote
about herself: “Ukraine! My beauty, my never-ending sorrow, where are you? Respond, dear one! I hear
your voice. I recognize it in the whisper of the wind, in the scents of thyme and oregano. Do you hear me,
dearest mother? This is me, your daughter, Lesia, upon whom has been conferred your sacred name. |
have not forgotten you. And never will forget ...”

Born 150 years ago, on February 25, 1871, as the youngest daughter of Petro Kosach and Olha
Drahomanova, Larysa Petrivna joined the large Kosach family that included two brothers (Mykhailo and
Mykola) and three sisters (Olha, Oksana, and Izydora).

Lesia's mother, known as Olena Pchilka, was descended from gentry. She was a poet, an author
of literature for children, a folklorist, as well as a community activist. She was not simply Ukrainian; she
was a patriot-nationalist who raised her children with love for Ukraine, for the language, culture, and
traditions. She made great efforts to ensure that her children would not be associating with Russian-
speaking chauvinists. Firm in her conviction that a native language is the primary foundation of a nation,
she raised her children in a Ukrainian-speaking village.

Her father, Peter Kosach, was a descendant of a long lineage of nobility, an attorney, and an
educator who loved literature and paintings. Her father was kind, delicate, and reserved, and Lesia was
close to him in appearance and in character.
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She spent her childhood and youth among nature in the village of Kolodiazhnomu surrounded by
relatives who were also her teachers. Folk tales, songs, and popular superstitions were the first impulses
that led her to create vivid images in her swirling childhood imagination. As a little girl, she crept silently
into the woods to spy on how Mavka awoke, to see how Perelesnyk lured Mavka into the thicket, or to
understand how the "one who sits on the cliff” threatened them. Near the end of her short life, with
unsurpassed skill, Lesia transformed these figures of native mythology into the extravagant theatrical
production Forest Song.

Within favorable conditions in which to develop and grow under the wise and skillful supervision
of her mother, and later, the influence of her uncle Mykhailo Drahomanov, Lesia received a first-rate
modern education. She assiduously studied ancient and modern world history and literature, learned
languages of world importance, such as French, German, English, Italian, ancient Greek and Latin, as
well as Bulgarian. Together with Ukrainian, Russian, and Polish, she knew ten languages.

She brilliantly translated world classics into Ukrainian: from German - Heine, Goethe, and
Schiller, from French - A. de Musset, Maupassant, Hugo and others, all who then became among her
favorite authors.

Lesia Ukrainka worked in the field of folklore (220 folk melodies were recorded in her voice),
and wrote prolifically in the genres of poetry, lyrics, epics, drama, prose, and journalism, all while being
actively involved in the Ukrainian national movement.

The figure of highest respect and authority for Lesia was her uncle Mykhailo Drahomanov. She
respected him, listened carefully to his opinions. From him, she absorbed a European worldview and,
heeding his advice, did not become a poet of exclusively personal verses. He suggested to Lesia that she
use the pseudonym "Ukrainka.”

Throughout her life, Lesia Ukrainka wrote poems. The first were written when she was just nine
years old, the last when she turned 40. During her lifetime, she wrote close to 300 rhymes and dozens of
poems and dramatic works, each of them a fascinating masterpiece. However, Forest Song is among her
best-known works and is an emblem of Ukrainian literature. World literature knows no other drama that
is equal in depth of meaning, brilliance, and enchanting images as Forest Song.

Like Mavka, the immortal heroine of Forest Song, members of the Ukrainian National Women’s
League of America also have "that in the heart that does not die” — a love for their native land, culture and
customs. The UNWLA continuously has preserved the memory of and maintained deep respect for the
beloved poet. The branches that have chosen Lesia Ukrainka as their patroness include: 10 — Philadelphia,
Pennsylvania, (Philadelphia Regional Council); 14 - Atlanta, Georgia, (Branches-at-Large); 62 - Glen
Spey, New York, (Central New York Regional Council); 73 - Bridgeport, Connecticut, (New England
Regional Council); 99 - Watervliet, New York, (Central New York Regional Council); 107 - San Jose,
California, (Branches-at-Large); 140 — Chicago, Illinois, (Chicago Regional Council) - our newest
branch!

In 1937, the UNWLA contributed to the purchase of a house in the village of Kolodiazhnomu in
Volyn region, where the poet had lived as a child.

In 1947, an English translation of her work by Percival Cundy, Spirit of Flame, was published.

In 1961, with financing from and under the management of UNWLA, a monument to Lesia
Ukrainka was erected in Cleveland, Ohio. Designed by Mykhailo Chereshnovsky, the renowned sculptor
not only created a figure resembling the poet, but also one that reflected her deep spirituality. Lesia
Ukrainka’s sister Izydora Kosach-Borysova, an honorary member of UNWLA, attended the unveiling
ceremony.

With the initiative, support and funding from UNWLA, as well as support from a sponsor, Dr.
Ivanna Ratych, one thousand copies of the book Letters Take So Long ... Discoveries from the Lesia
Ukrainka Archive of the Slavic Library in Prague was published in 2002. The book sold out instantly, and
in 2003, UNWLA published a second edition.

In 2022, UNWLA will collaborate with the Ukrainian Bandura Ensemble of North America
(conductor Oleh Makhlay) to organize a series of memorial concerts dedicated to Lesia Ukrainka.

On February 25, 2021, on the 150th anniversary of the birth date of the poet, the New York
Regional Council organized an online anniversary celebration "On the Occasion of Lesia’s Birthday!" In
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her welcoming remarks, UNWLA President Marianna Zajac emphasized that through her creativity Lesia
Ukrainka lit "the lights of dawn” in the hearts and minds of her contemporaries. The task of UNWLA is
to keep this flame alive in the hearts and minds of future generations!

Lesia Ukrainka passed into eternity on August 1, 1913. Six women, who were both friends of the
writer, as well as renowned public figures in Ukraine, carried the coffin with the body of the deceased
into Kyiv’s Baikove Cemetery.

According to the well-known Soyuzianka, philologist Dr. Natalia Pazuniak, "A poet-innovator
with her own form of expression, a defender of the idea of liberty for the Motherland, a singer of love
songs for Ukraine, for the light of truth, an Individual of Esteem and a Fighter - this is who Lesia
Ukrainka was, is and will be for us.”

Dear Marianna and all the Members of the UNWLA,
CHRIST IS AMONGST US! IS AND ALWAYS WILL BE!

I love to share a story about a group of young teens who were sitting together in
a crowed theater waiting for the movie to begin. One of the boys decided to make a quick
trip out to the refreshment counter where he bought some popcorn, a Reese’s peanut
butter cup and a Coke — a young man after my own heart — but just as he entered back
into the theater, the house lights went completely dark and the movie began. He
continued walking down the aisle looking back and forth at the audience, hoping to
find his seat among his friends. Back and forth he paced several times without success
and finally, in total frustration, he stopped and asked in a loud voice, “Does anybody
recognize me?”

In the opening chapter of the Bible the sacred author tells us that we are made in
the image of God. When we gather together at such events as the UNWLA Convention,
as people of service, people of compassion and mercy, we need to ask ourselves a few
very specific questions such as the one asked by the boy, “Does anyone recognize us?”
or more precisely, “Do we recognize ourselves as being made in the image of God?”
Do we recognize ourselves as the living icons of God?

In the creation story the Biblical author emphasized this religious truth about our
creation as images of God by repeating this truth three times. Through the ages, this
repetition has become on of the most familiar phrases in all Scripture. We need to
understand that in the opening chapters of Genesis, we are clearly being told that this
phrase does not make us “little Gods” or “copies of God.” We are told that God is God.
God is the creator and we are the finite, dependent beings — dependent upon Him for
every breath we draw, for every moment of life.

When we use the word “image” of God, we must comprehend this word as a
verb rather than a noun. We are not made to be little “images” of God...we are
made, rather, to “image” God, to reflect in our lives the Life of God Himself. This image
is not a matter of how we are formed and shaped, but how we position ourselves before
God. The biblical writers are telling us, very beautifully, that it is possible to position
our lives in the Light of Christ, so as to actually reflect God’s life, God’s Glory, and
that this is what makes us fully human. Needless to say, it is also possible to move
OUT of position and thereby distort or disfigure and even destroy the image.

Welcome to the first virtual Convention in the history of the UNWLA!

I am excited and pleased that so many of us have “gathered” for this unique and historic
convention - historic and unique for several significant reasons. The most important reason is
that the UNWLA is in our 96th year of community activism having celebrated our 95th
anniversary in a virtual celebration a few months ago in December 2020. This unique forum, a
virtual format, is a standard that has become understandable to us in the 21st century and
inevitable because of a dreadful pandemic, yet a format that could not have been imagined even
by the most visionary of our founders.

The title of our soon-to-be-released English-language publication on the history of
UNWLA — Women's Community, Citizenship, and Commitment in the Ukrainian Diaspora — best
expresses the life of our organization as we come ever closer to the century mark. In the
publication we read:

“The UNWLA was created on the initiative of women — founded by women for women
and to be led by women — independent of male organizers. UNWLA was intent on drawing
women into community work as equals to men and would do one better: [The UNWLA] was
created to be pointedly nonpartisan and nonsectarian in orvder to eschew the divisive politics that
repeatedly fractured male efforts to unite the ethnic community. The women would organize
despite differences in order to work together effectively.”

Indeed, because of these intrinsic commitments, the UNWLA has become a significant
force and contributor in our home, the United States of America, as well as in our homeland,
Ukraine. We can proudly review decades of accomplishments and approve inventive new
directions for the future of UNWLA. The underlying strength that allows us to do so is the
knowledge that UNWLA is the oldest and largest Ukrainian American women's organization in
the United States for a reason: together we have moved through an often challenging century,
managing to remain a strong and effective organization because we work with respect for one
another and are ready to partner with those who respect us.

Please note in this, my final report as UNWLA president, as well as in my previous
reports, the genuinely numerous organizations with which UNWLA has worked. By becoming
partners, we share our vision and expertise, combine our strengths to reach our mutual goals. In a
still relatively young, independent Ukraine, one that will celebrate 30 years of freedom this year,
UNWLA is establishing a legacy through our educational and social welfare projects, such as
The Women’s Studies Center at the Ukrainian Catholic University; Prostir Nadii, and the Pope
Francis Spiritual and Social Center in Severodonetsk. Rightfully we are struck with awe when
we try to grasp fully the number of lives that have been touched by the efforts of UNWLA.
Students receiving scholarships, children nurtured in summer/winter camps staffed by dedicated
volunteers, our shut-in babusi who receive a message of caring with our small gifts are all a part
of the UNWLA legacy in Ukraine.

While those who receive our aid are touched, I also know from ongoing contact with our
members how much each of you also receives. The adage that those who give gain as much as
those who get is very true for UNWLA. All of us have become deeply enriched through the local
initiatives of our branches, the national and international efforts of UNWLA to make our world
better. Thank you to each of our members, women who value and understand the importance of
being part of a greater effort to do good.
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We, members of UNWLA, have continued our good work on all levels despite having
gone through an unprecedented worldwide pandemic the past 18 months, a pandemic that
resulted in the postponement of our 2020 convention, and the decision to hold this, our first
“virtual” convention in 2021. The COVID-19 pandemic has cost each of us in either personal,
professional, or community ways, but | trust that we are emerging stronger, more determined to
live our lives to our fullest. Despite great cost, among the benefits of the pandemic restrictions
has been that many of us have learned to navigate various methods of electronic communication,
and continued resolutely with our projects during this past year. A very successful virtual
celebration of our 95" anniversary in December 2020 with more than 1,200 participants is such
an example. In this particular case, today’s technology allowed us to engage a greater number of
participants from a wider geographical area.

For those branches who struggled with these new methods of connecting, the UNWLA
Executive Committee tried to encourage and assist in maintaining internal communication,
including numerous phone calls to branch and regional leaders. I am very proud of how UNWLA
adapted. That said, face-to-face, personal meetings, visits to Regional Councils and branch
gatherings, inspiring trips to Ukraine could not take place, and we greatly miss this personal
connection that has always given us inspiration, that motivates each of us to “spread our wings.”

I have had the honor of serving as UNWLA President since 2008 and, as such, to interact
with hundreds of our members at various occasions. I continue to be inspired by and am filled
with gratitude for the dedication of our members and to UNWLA local leadership around the
country. Immeasurable levels of dedication lead countless selfless accomplishments large and
small that touch innumerable lives. This dedication led us into the 96th year of our organization’s
vibrant life, a history of which we can be most proud! Congratulations my dear Soyuzianky!

Among the many people to whom I owe thanks is my late husband Myron for his many
years of understanding, patience and support. He was my sounding board on almost every issue,
advisor on every challenge, and proudly joined me in every UNWLA success. Without his
partnership, I would not have been able to experience the many opportunities I was given — to
represent UNWLA at countless conferences, to travel multiple times to Ukraine, to meet new and
interesting people from all walks of life. These events not only enriched my life, but also ours as
a couple.

I am grateful for having had the privilege of working with each of you. Ending my term
of office, in reflection, I can say that during the past 13 years, I was always deeply proud to be
UNWLA President, that I met responsibilities to the best of my capabilities, with focus,
determination, always with gratitude and respect for each of you. May God bless our dedicated
members, your families, and guide the future endeavors of the UNWLA!

Critical Programs: Assisting Victims of War in Ukraine

February 2021 marked the seventh year of Russia’s invasion of Ukraine that resulted in the
occupation of Crimea and ongoing war in regions of eastern Ukraine. UNWLA’s impactful educational
and informational programs that address the effects of the war and displacement of people were begun
before the 2017 convention. These projects are valuable because not only have they helped vulnerable
Ukrainians by increasing access to educational tools, but because these programs also involve educators
and researchers from throughout the world.

In order for those in Ukraine affected both by war and displacement to embark on a path to
healing , the members of the UNWLA National Board felt that comprehensive healing requires physical
treatment (physical rehabilitation), psychological treatment (mental rehabilitation), as well as spiritual
engagement. In 2015, UNWLA created the War Victims Fund (WVF) and followed in 2016 with support
for the program Prostir Nadii. The WVF was established to help the physically wounded; the second
effort was focused on helping the psychologically war-traumatized. Our third and most recent effort, The
Spiritual Rebirth of Ukraine, is grounded in the premise that spirituality plays a decisive role in healing
the mind, body as well as the soul of a person.

Prostir Nadii

A trauma treatment center, Prostir Nadii is located within the Institute of Mental Health (IMH) of
Ukrainian Catholic University in Lviv, Ukraine. The IMH is at the forefront of using modern principles
and methods related to the psychological trauma of war. The importance of these treatment methods was
emphasized by Ulana Suprun, MD, Ukraine’s former Acting Minister of Health, with whom UNWLA
consulted prior to signing an agreement in 2016 with the Ukrainian Catholic Education Foundation
(representative of the Ukrainian Catholic University in the United States). UNWLA donated $100,000 in
2016 for the establishment of the trauma center, $13,600 was added in 2017, plus a commitment of
$10,000 each year for four years for

PTSD programs. As a result, Prostir Nadii
expanded outreach efforts and now
addresses broader mental health goals
through the education of therapists and the publication of informational materials for use by members of
the public who face psychological challenges. Above is an example from the most recent report (2019)
provided by Prostir Nadii Acting Director Halyna Netliukh and IMH Director Dr. Oleh Romanchuk.
UNWLA is proud to support an institution that continues to educate the public on the topic of mental
health, a topic in Ukraine that often still is not adequately addressed.

Spiritual Rebirth of Ukraine

Before the official announcement of this project in April 2019, UNWLA had established a close
relationship with Rev. Petro Zhuk, Rector, Three Saints Theological Seminary in Kyiv, a relationship that
began in 2017. At the request of Rev. Zhuk, UNWLA sent financial support for 11 seminarians ($400 per
student per academic year). The students came from the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Archiepiscopal
Exarchates of Donetsk and Kharkiv that serve the Donetsk, Luhansk, Zaporizhia, Dnipro, Kharkiv,
Poltava, Sumy regions. Rev. Zhuk wrote, “Support for the priests of our Church in these territories that
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have been burned out by the war, is an important step in establishing peace and soothing the spiritual
wounds that have been caused by the enemy.” UNWLA National Board was well aware that this project
was only one-step in the overall strategy of His Beatitude Patriarch Sviatoslav, head of the Ukrainian
Greek Catholic Church to help expand and solidify the spirituality of the people of Ukraine.

The leadership of UNWLA decided that now was the key moment in Ukraine’s history to help
both the Ukrainian Catholic and Ukrainian Orthodox Churches by committing resources to the education
of seminarians, our future priests, who would take their spiritual mission into the war-ravaged and
destabilized eastern regions of Ukraine. The 2019 recognition by the Ecumenical Patriarch of the
Orthodox Church of Ukraine was historic and vital to the development of a stable, independent Ukraine,
and UNWLA recognized the importance of supporting this process.

Chosen for this initiative were the Ukrainian Greek
Catholic Church (UGCC) Three Saints Theological
Seminary in Kyiv and the Volyn Orthodox Theological
Academy. Leaders of both institutions understand the
importance of this mission and focus their efforts on
support for eastern Ukraine. Rev. Volodymyr Vakin,
Rector, Volyn Orthodox Theological Academy, in one of
his many letters to UNWLA, on behalf of his seminarians,
expressed deep gratitude that the UNWLA project has
become a “bridge” between the two largest Churches in
Ukraine. One result of UNWLA’s efforts in support of
seminarians is that the two rectors now discuss future joint
projects. All funds raised have been and will be equally
divided between the two institutions. We continue to be
supported by our membership and the Ukrainian
community overall in this essential endeavor.

In her report, UNWLA Social Welfare Chair Oka Hrycak aptly describes two additional
important and successful UNWLA projects. I would like to add briefly some information about the
background and intent of these important projects.

Summer/Winter Camps for Children

UNWLA has sponsored children’s Christmas and summer camps in Ukraine, administered by the
Center of the Military Chaplaincy of the UGCC Archeparchy of Lviv in conjunction with our long
association with the former Reverend, now Bishop Stepan Sus. Although camps were not held in 2020
due to COVID restrictions, in recent years, the focus of these camps increasingly has been on “education”
defined not as traditional academic learning, but rather as lessons about developing strong and healthy
interpersonal relationships.

Children from the ATO Zone, or orphans from a foster home setting attend these camps. The goal
of the camps has been to give these vulnerable children a chance to relax, feel safe, and be just children.
Camp counselors guide the children’s moral and spiritual growth by giving them tools by which to live
their lives daily after their time at the camps ends.

During the 2019 winter camp sessions, parents Skyped with a psychotherapist to discuss
children’s responsibilities, independence, and strife arising from the circumstances of war. The older
group of children spoke with a psychologist about the process of planning for a solid future during times
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of stress and uncertainty. Without a doubt, children have been affected deeply by the brutality of war, by
unsettling displacements, by loss and fear. These few weeks of reprieve and support offer the children
peaceful respite and a period of happiness without worry.

Pope Francis Spiritual and Social Center

The creation of a UGCC mission in Severodonetsk, the current administrative center of the
Luhansk region, (the original capital city of this region currently is occupied by separatists supported by
Russian forces), is another initiative encouraged by Patriarch Sviatoslav, who stated, “Let us forge to the
East! The future of Ukraine lays where the war is ongoing and the people suffering.” UNWLA
contributed $25,000 for the rehabilitation of a building to serve as a chapel and the Pope Francis Spiritual
Social Center, a community center that is a home for the Ukrainian spirit in Severodonetsk. This center
offers a welcoming space for the newly established chapter of the youth organization Plast, and in
general, is a space where youth can gather safely, a public home where the spirit of being Ukrainian can
be shared comfortably. Rev Yuri Yurchyk, the first center chaplain, and the dynamic individual who
initiated this program noted, “By having such a beautiful location, we are certain Ukraine will be here in
Luhansk oblast. ... Only with this kind of spiritual and social center will there be opportunities to grow the
Ukrainian spirit and culture. The community is expanding. Luhanshchyna is Ukraine!”

All these programs, besides being essential programs that aid vulnerable Ukrainians today,
through the people helped by these programs, UNWLA is leaving a worthy legacy in Ukraine.

Partnerships with Organizations in the United States

The Ukrainian Museum: “A Modest Investment Yields a Rich Harvest”

Lubow K. Wolynetz, curator of The Ukrainian Museum 2007 exhibit Thread to the Past is the
author of the above comment. This comment refers to the initial 600 folk art objects purchased from Lviv
by UNWLA for display at the 1933 Chicago World’s Fair Ukrainian Pavilion. These objects then became
the foundation of The Ukrainian Museum’s first exhibit in New York City.

UNWLA continues to support the Museum through annual dues from our branches ($100 per
branch), as well as by donations to specific exhibits. Since 1976, the strong support from dedicated
UNWLA members has been invaluable to this wonderful institution — UNWLA members have
volunteered countless hours, have donated valuable artwork to the Museum from personal collections,
provided handcraft items for the Museum gift shop, and have made very generous financial contributions
to sustain Museum operations. We thank our members for their continued, generous support.

As 1st Vice President of The Ukrainian Museum, I have attended monthly Executive Committee
meetings, as well as quarterly meetings of the Board of Trustees. I also serve as a member of three very
active Museum committees: Personnel, Strategic Planning, and Acquisitions.

Doctors Collaborating to Help Children

This year marks the tenth anniversary of our partnership with Dr. Gennadiy Fuzaylov of
Massachusetts General Hospital, Boston-Shriners’ Hospital, Harvard University, and the not-for-profit
organization Doctors Collaborating to Help Children (DCHC). This unique project has profoundly
affected the lives of children in Ukraine, saving hundreds from a painful life of permanent disfigurement.
UNWLA supports and will continue to support the annual missions of Dr. Fuzaylov and his team to
Ukraine to treat pediatric burn patients, to choose those children who could most benefit from treatment at
Shriner’s Hospital, and to share the latest surgical techniques with the doctors in Ukraine. Currently, there
is no similar program in Ukraine and this unique effort is highly valued.

After being approved, treatment is provided free of charge to families who bring their children to
these pediatric burn clinics from throughout Ukraine. During the week of September 15 -21 2018, such a
clinic was held in Lviv. More than 120 children were examined, 64 surgeries performed, most of which
were laser treatments. Prior to the mission, the team undertakes a lengthy preparation that includes
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collecting and reviewing applications of potential patients
by a medical professional in Ukraine who forwards the
information to Dr. Fuzaylov in Massachusetts for review
and selection. Before the team travels, the logistics in ,
Ukraine are arranged onsite by a medical professional. ’ ST
Since the inception of our partnership, UNWLA has T - 1521
donated more than $120,000 towards this project, and for '
this relatively modest sum, UNWLA has changed the
lives of hundreds of children.

Seeds of Hope

The Seeds of Hope initiative was established by
United States Representative Marcy Kaptur (D-OH), a
solid supporter of Ukraine in Congress. UNWLA was
invited and agreed to join the project steering committee.
The goal of the initiative is to give recognition and support to Ukrainian women in their efforts to feed
their village communities. Another goal of the initiative is to improve production capabilities through
educational outreach and to introduce more current individual farming techniques and technologies. In
2018, Rep. Kaptur traveled to Ukraine to Zhytomyr where a training forum was held at the National
Zhytomyr Agro-ecological University. Rep. Kaptur and her team continue to develop ways to strengthen
the roles of the women farmers in Ukraine.

Student Scholarships with Shevchenko
Scientific Society

In 2015, the Shevchenko Scientific
Society initiated a scholarship program for
talented Ukrainian university students between the
ages of 17 and 22 who either lost a parent during
the Revolution of Dignity and the killings on
Maidan, or because of the war in eastern Ukraine,
or have been designated as a displaced
person/internal refugee. In 2018, the Shevchenko
Scientific Society formed a committee to review
74 applications.

The committee narrowed the selections to
35 semi-finalists. UNWLA Social Welfare Chair
Oka Hrycak and Society’s President Halyna Hryn
: _ chose the final 12 students to receive support
of the UNWLA scholarships that were offered in a specifically from UNWLA. On September 10,

Joint effort with Shevchenko Scientific Society 2018, I had the chance to meet six of these 12

scholarship recipients when I was in Kyiv. Each

student had a unique personal and often tragic story to relay and each had specific academic goals and

personal dreams. At the beginning of our meeting, the students did not know one another. By the end of
our meeting, they shared social media information in order to stay in touch.

On September 14, 2019, the Shevchenko Scientific Society hosted an appreciation evening for

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UNWLA. Both organizations will follow the academic and professional progress of the students we
supported. In addition to the students supported by the Shevchenko Scientific Society, the donation
by UNWLA of $20,000 to the joint program directly supported and additional 12 scholarship students.

Support Hospitals in Ukraine and Project C.U.R.E.

Support Hospitals in Ukraine is an American
organization led by Vitaliy Dubil, founder and
coordinator of this international humanitarian project
that has delivered $3.5 million in medical supplies from
the United States to hospitals in Ukraine. The
organization is committed to delivering this aid in a
sustainable, transparent, and cost-effective manner by
collaborating with Project C.U.R.E., one of the largest
medical surplus recovery not-for-profit organizations in
America. In May 2019, UNWLA provided a grant of
$23,000 to deliver a shipping container filled with

medical equipment and supplies to Lviv Regional Members of UNWLA Branch 38 in Denver, Colorado

Child'ren’s HOSpitE.ll and to the Zhytornyr Children’s with a representative of Support for Hospitals in
Hospital. In Lviv in September 2019, with UNWLA Ukraine, June 2018

Ist Vice President Lydia Jachnycky, we visited the
Lviv Regional Children’s Hospital where we met with the hospital’s director.

Ukrainian Historical Encounters Series

Held at the Princeton Club in New York City, the Ukrainian Historical Encounter, a series of
conferences sponsored by the Center for U.S.-Ukrainian Relations that annually addresses a topic of
historical importance related to Ukraine. On September 21, 2019, the conference topic was Celebrating
the 125th Anniversary of the Organized Ukrainian American Community. Several UNWLA members
attended this special event and I spoke during the first panel, “Foundation Stones of the Ukrainian
American Community.” Other panel participants included Roma Lisovich, Treasurer, Ukrainian National
Association (UNA) and Andrew Futey, President, Ukrainian Congress Committee of America (UCCA).
The panel moderator was Irene Jarosewich, former
editor-in-chief of the UNA newspaper Svoboda.
UNWLA stands proudly within the ranks of our
community as one of our oldest and strongest
organizations, a true “foundation stone” of the
Ukrainian diaspora in North American.

Ukrainian National Association

UNWLA was a Silver Sponsor ($2,500) of
the UNA’s 125th anniversary concert on November
2, 2019. Several years ago, the UNA sponsored the
member appreciation event at the UNWLA XXXI
Convention in Tampa, Florida. These two
organizations, UNA and UNWLA, are among the
oldest in the Ukrainian American diaspora, and each
has supported the other for generations.
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Arizona State University

In 2018, Arizona State University (ASU) introduced Ukrainian as a “critical” language, the
knowledge of which is essential to America’s national security and included language instruction as part
of a comprehensive Ukrainian program. The program is managed by the ASU Melikan Center’s Critical
Language Institute Ukrainian Fund, a program to which UNWLA has contributed $10,000 for three
consecutive years. As stated in the program’s website information guide, “Students with no previous
experience learn to understand Ukrainian culture and to speak Ukrainian.....preparing them to function in
Ukraine.” In 2020, the UNWLA donation was made in memory of historian Mark von Hagen (who
passed in 2019), a faculty member of ASU, and formerly with Columbia University in New York City. A
staunch supporter of Ukraine and Ukrainian Studies, Professor von Hagen was a co-founder of the first
post-Soviet international organization of Ukraine-subject scholars (MAU). In 2003, The New York Times
commissioned Prof. von Hagen to write an assessment of correspondent Walter Duranty’s reporting about
atrocities in the former Soviet Union, including a cover-up of the Holodomor, in an effort to have the
Pulitzer Prize Committee revoke Durant’s award.

Feeding America

In April 2020, UNWLA launched the project Feeding the
Hungry, UNWLA FOR USA. All branches were invited to donate toward
“a gift of food” for fellow Americans in need during the difficult times of
the COVID pandemic. UNWLA matched donations from individuals up
to maximum of $10,000 in total. Toward the project overall, UNWLA
donated a total of $31,140 to Feeding America, an organization that
receives an excellent Charity Navigator score of 94.3.

Ukrainian Bandurist Chorus of North America

In February 2021, the 150" anniversary of birth poet and artist Lesia Ukrainka was
commemorated worldwide. The Ukrainian Bandurist Chorus of North America (UBC), under the
leadership of Artistic Director and Conductor Oleh Mahlay, had developed a visionary concert program
dedicated to the poet’s creative work. Originally planned for as a multi-city tour to take place in autumn
2021, due to COVID restrictions, the concert tour has been postponed until 2022.

The UBC approached the UNWLA National Board with a proposal of collaboration to present
and promote the series of concerts as an official cultural event of UNWLA. The artistic goal of this
unique program is to highlight Lesia Ukrainka’s poetry, power, and place in Ukrainian culture with songs
set to the poet’s words, graphics of Lesia Ukrainka’s wax recordings of kobzari from the early 20th
century, photo projections onto a wide screen, and powerful narration to propel the story. Among the
extraordinary elements of the program is that audiences will be able to hear a recording of Lesia
Ukrainka’s actual voice as she read her poetry. This program is an exciting effort that unites an important
woman and vibrant cultural figure in Ukraine’s history with the largest and oldest Ukrainian American
women’s organization in collaboration with a leading Ukrainian American cultural organization. This is a
unique partnership for what is sure to be an historic concert series.

Social Welfare Partners

The tragic deaths on the Maidan, in 2014 and the full force of Russia’s subsequent invasion and
war in regions of eastern Ukraine meant that UNWLA gave priority to providing humanitarian aid during
the 2014-2017 term. Several of these programs, such as the War Victim’s Fund, continued to be in place
during the 2017-2021 term, but at a lower level of activity since aggression in the region had subsided
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somewhat. In the most recent term, while maintaining established projects, our focus also turned towards
current events, such as the 2020 floods in Ukraine and pandemic in the United States,.

Our organization relies on Dr. Maria Furtak, UNWLA social work representative in Ukraine to
establish contacts, verify requests for aid, arrange for delivery of aid, and follow up to confirm proper use.
Without a trusted and reliable partner such as Dr. Furtak, who has volunteered tirelessly to help us,
UNWLA would not have been able to move forward with confidence on many projects in Ukraine.
Another wonderful partner who assists UNWLA in our social welfare efforts has been Dr. Vasyl
Pazyniak, a former representative in Ukraine’s parliament. His efforts to support Dr. Furtak with logistics
have been indispensable. We thank our partners in action in Ukraine!

Another social welfare partner for UNWLA is the organization All-Ukrainian Society of Political
Prisoners and Repressed Persons (Bceykpaincoxe Tosapucmeo [lonimuunux B'sznie i Penpecosanu).
Through this group, we continue our Fund Babusi, which has expanded over the years and is very popular
with our members. This outreach began as a program with Soyuz Ukrainok Ukrainy under the leadership
of President Oreslava Khomyk. SUU continues their biannual Christmas/Easter outreach in support of
elderly women. These women, who often are shut-ins, are from families who in decades past were exiled
to Soviet Siberia and similar locations, and often live in near or total poverty.

All-Ukrainian Society President, Oryna Sokulska continues to compile for review lists of those on
the Society’s rolls and helps identify women who are most in need. Each recipient receives a monetary
gift, and receives a greeting card signed by UNWLA President. The feedback and thank you notes that we
receive are extremely touching - the messages often describe astonishment that Ukrainian women, who
live far across a mighty ocean would know of them, much less care about them!

Women’s Studies Center at UCU -- An Academic Legacy

Since its inception, the UNWLA Lectureship in Women’s Studies at Ukrainian Catholic
University (UCU) has had as goals to popularize the broad field of women’s studies, and to integrate the
program’s subjects within a general humanities curriculum. The founding principles of the program
embrace educational, academic, social, political, and
spiritual themes. The lectureship has been popular and
successful not only among students, but within the broader
community. The opening of the Women’s Studies Center in
September 2018 grew out of this original UNWLA initiative.

In 2017, Dr. Marta Bohachevsky Chomiak, a key
mentor of this endeavor, stated, “The unqualified five-year
success of the UNWLA Lectureship in Women’s Studies
Lectureship at UCU justifies our proposal for the expansion
of the program. We propose to expand the lectureship into a
center ... (an expansion) that would provide a physical home
for the center, provide for an assistant to Director Halyna
Teslyuk, continue to raise awareness of women’s studies in
all humanities courses for both faculty and students,
facilitate opportunities for an individualized minor
(eventually major) in Women’s Studies by increasing formal
offerings to four courses a year, increase the program of
visiting scholars to eight, annually.”

This expansion requires a commitment of an

National Board. By participating and hosting regional

international conferences, such as Empowering Women in Conflict held in August 2018, the Women’s
Studies Center at UCU will offer Ukrainian women a path to participate in the effective integration of
Ukraine into the international community in this discipline.
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Memorialization of the Victims of the 1932-33 Famine-Genocide — the Holodomor

For UNWLA, the history of disseminating information about the Holodomor began in the early
1930s, when UNWLA was still a very young organization. Our efforts have continued to the present. In
November 2019, UNWLA was invited to support the digitalization of the Gareth Jones diaries,
notebooks, and photographs in partnership with the Ukrainian Canadian Civil Liberties Foundation
(UCCLF). Professor Lubomyr Luciuk, a Canadian scholar, extended the invitation to UNWLA. Gareth
Jones was the Welsh journalist who traveled into Soviet Ukraine and, unlike other journalists who worked
then in the USSR, he wrote openly under his own byline about the atrocities of Stalin’s forced famine in
Ukraine, the Holodomor.

Approximately, 20 years ago, Jones’ original diaries and notes were found in a family archive in
Wales. Subsequently, excerpts were published by his niece and grandnephew. However, the full set of the
diaries are not readily available. After examining the details of the digitization project proposal, the
UNWLA Executive Committee unanimously approved to accept the invitation to work on the project. A
Memorandum of Understanding between The National Library of Wales that houses the archives,
UCCLF, and UNWLA was signed on December 20, 2019. UNWLA is the largest sponsor of this
ambitious project and contributed $20,463 of the budget total of $26,463. The total grant will cover the
preparation, digitization, and sharing of the collection. UNWLA is determined to continue to be an
important contributor to the memorialization of the ugly truth about the Holodomor.

Support for Professional Training in Ukraine

The mission of Dzherelo Children’s Rehabilitation Centre in Lviv is to “create opportunities for a
better future for children and youth with special needs and their families.” In January 2019, UNWLA
presented the Centre with $10,000 earmarked for professional in-service training for Dzherelo teachers.
So that this educational event would have as a broad an impact as possible, UNWLA requested that
special needs teachers from the region, including those outside of Dzherelo, be invited to participate.
Education is the most effective path to make an impact in any field, and UNWLA continues our
commitment to endorse and support educational projects.

UNWLA: Our Membership, Our Strength

This motto from our 2017 convention - Our Membership, Our Strength - is only four words long,
yet these four words reflect the essence of our organization. The existence of UNWLA has spanned
almost a century of tremendous change. Currently we face the reality of an aging membership and the
reality that certain branches are not able to continue their work. At the same time, we are immeasurably
grateful for these members’ dedication and commitment to UNWLA, and are honored to have worked
beside these members and with these branches for many years. We also have welcomed new branches in
Ohio, Connecticut, Illinois, Michigan, and New Jersey that include members born in America, as well
women who have emigrated from Ukraine. Besides establishing new branches, recent immigrants have
joined existing branches, as well.

Linguistic and cultural differences between members from different waves of immigrations and
these differences can present challenges; however, these newest UNWLA members are prompting us,
with their new ideas and proposals, to think “outside of the box” regarding our projects and events. At the
same time, our older members have been given the opportunity to guide and teach our newest members
about our organization, our rich history, the broad scope of possibilities offered by our organizations.

Membership is the backbone of every organization and, as can be read on the pages of Our Life
throughout the decades, membership has been both the focus and often the concern of every president.
Although total membership during this administration has remained approximately the same, the
composition is changing. We find ourselves at a crossroads in the future development of our organization
and this will continue to require a concentrated focus, sometimes compromise, to work together for the
common good.

We are very proud of our magazine, which celebrated 75

years in 2019, for sharing UNWLA accomplishments with readers, of
focusing on historical and current women of interest, of highlighting
Ukrainian culture and art. To ensure its viability, both financially and
as the organization’s face in print, the Executive Committee made the
decision to conduct a membership-wide survey. Based on survey
results, as well as financial considerations, the decision was approved
by the National Board to update the appearance and content of Our
Life, which has always carried financial deficits since UNWLA
membership dues did not cover the magazine’s increasing printing
L _ and publishing costs, as well as increases in postage rates.
S Together with these changes, we also saw the retirement of
; our English-language editor, Tamara Stadnychenko-Cornelison. We
are grateful to Tamara for her deep commitment of more than 25 years. Tamara’s contributions have
shown clearly that the then controversial decision to make Our Life magazine bilingual was the correct
one — to fulfill the long-term mission of the organization, as well as to meet the immediate need of
UNWLA members. We wish Tamara good health during her retirement. Thank you, Tamaro!

UNWLA Honored Member and Chair, Cultural Affairs Committee Sofia Hewryk continued her
contribution to Our Life by researching and finding magazine covers that displayed the creativity and
broad spectrum of diaspora art. Our Ukrainian-language editor, Larysa Topolia, has been with us since
January 2017 and continues to contribute her professional, creative, and thoughtful articles as a member
of the Our Life family. Thank you, Laryso and Sofiyo!

With the November 2020 issue, we were very pleased to welcome the new Editor-in-Chief and
English-language editor of Our Life, Romana Labrosse. Romana joins us with a wealth of editorial and
communications experience. We look forward to having her provide strategic, conceptual, creative, and
editorial input to take Our Life into the future. Welcome, Romano!

Women's Community, Citizenship, and Commitment in the Ukrainian Diaspora

UNWLA is very excited to be in the final editing stages of the long-awaited English-language
history book capturing 95 years of UNWLA’s ever-growing effectiveness and significance in the
Ukrainian diaspora of the United States. Author Dr. Martha Kichorowska Kebalo has fully committed
herself to uncover our full history and has immersed herself in our organization’s archives and
publications, as well as those of other diaspora organizations, and has interviewed numerous UNWLA
members and community activists. Through these sources, she has been able to present not only a
timeline of the organization’s projects and activities, but also has been able to paint a verbal portrait of the
values and dedication of UNWLA leadership and membership, and of the ideas and changing strategies
used throughout the decades to reach our goals. Through the written word, along with photographs and
rich illustrations, Dr. Kebalo has been able to communicate the feeling of
accomplishment, of pride, of patriotism, of belonging, of sisterhood that
comes with being a member of UNWLA.

Not simply a
book of dates and events, this publication reflects the lives and choices of
thousands of Ukrainian American women, and we look forward to sharing
this treasure both with our immediate Ukrainian community, and with our
broader American community, as well!
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Awards and Commendations

(March 29, 2017) Ukrainian National Women’s League of America was the winner of Ukraine’s
national competition Charitable Ukraine. Since information about this award was not received in time to
be included in the 2017 UNWLA Convention Book, I will provide a summary here. This award is one of
great pride for UNWLA. The 2016 Charitable Ukraine competition had a record number of applicants —
744! There were 15 main categories, three categories for individuals, and four special categories. One of
the special categories was “Aid from Abroad.” On March 29,2017, UNWLA won the competition in
this category! The award of the competition - the Angel of Goodness - was presented by Vice Prime
Minister for European and Euro-Atlantic integration Ivanna Klympush Tsintsadze at the offices of the
Kyiv City State Administration. Representing UNWLA at the ceremony
were Dr. Maria Furtak, UNWLA representative in Ukraine on matters of
social welfare, and Olena Vlasenko, President, Zhytomyr Branch, Soyuz
Ukrainok Ukrainy.

Many special guests were present at the awards ceremony:
representatives from five religious confessions of Ukraine; First Lady of
Ukraine Maryna Poroshenko; Chair, Supervisory Board of Ukraine 3000
Foundation Kateryna Yushchenko; Minister of Culture of Ukraine
Eugene Nyschuk; Minister of Education and Science of Ukraine Lilya
Hrynewych; author, poet and publisher Ivan Malkovich; lead vocalist of
the band Mandry Serhiy Fomenko; artist Angelika Rudnytska, and other
renown figures. In the competition’s final round, the organization
Caritas from Poland, and the Coordination Office of the Turkish Agency
of Cooperation and Coordination in Ukraine were in competition with
UNWLA. The presence of non-Ukrainian international organizations in '
this category clearly demonstrates that Ukraine is not alone in the fight against Ru551an aggression.
Recognition of UNWLA contributions to Ukraine is a great honor for us, confirming that the
longstanding ideals, goals, faith, and efforts of our organization now, as well as that of previous
generations of the Ukrainian diaspora, has not gone unrecognized.

(October 14, 2017) Ambassador of Ukraine to the United States Valeriy Chaly presented a
Certificate of Appreciation to President Marianna Zajac for “many years of active community work for
the good of Ukraine” and for her “personal contribution to the strengthening of Ukrainian-American ties.”

(November 5, 2017) Ukrainian Catholic
University President Bishop Borys Gudziak awarded
UNWLA with a Certificate of Appreciation for
contributions to UCU’s development through the
programs supported by UNWLA, such as Prostir Nadii
and UNWLA Lectureship in Women’s Studies, (now
Women’s Studies Center). Patriarch Sviatoslav of the
Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church signed the certificate.

(September 9, 2018) On behalf of UNWLA, I accepted the Patriarchal Certificate of Recognition
given by Rev. Petro Zhuk, Rector, Ukrainian Greek Catholic Three Saints Theological Seminary. Rev.
Zhuk initiated the recognition that was signed by Patriarch Sviatoslav. The Patriarch stated that the
seminarians from the war-torn regions of Ukraine, whom UNWLA has been supporting since 2017, and
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who will be returning to these areas to serve, are critical for the future of the UGCC in the war-affected
areas.

(September 10, 2018) On behalf of our membership, I accepted The
Medal of the Holy Great Martyr Barbara that was presented by Patriarch Filaret of
the Ukrainian Orthodox Church-Kyiv Patriarchate in recognition of “our
organization’s great commitment towards Ukraine” and “our dedication to

Ukrainians of all walks of life.”

(September 14, 2018) During the announcement of the results of the
annual competition, My Dear Land (Miti Pionuui Kpaii), organized by Soyuz
Ukrainok Ukrainy and held at Lviv City Hall, UNWLA was presented with the
Medal of King Lev, the patron of Lviv, for supporting the students of the city.
Students between the ages of 12 and 25, who are motivated to contribute to the
future of their homeland Ukraine, are invited to participate in this competition.
UNWLA annually covers the costs of publishing the winners’ works. This year, 2018, was the first year
during which a UNWLA President was present at the awards ceremony.

(September 2018) A Certificate of Appreciation from the Mayor of Lviv, Andriy Sadoviy was
awarded to President Marianna Zajac “for significant personal contribution to the development of
Ukrainian-American relations, strengthening the Ukrainian community in the diaspora and Ukraine.”

(September 2019) During the 2019 WFUWO Annual Meeting in Lviv, Oreslava Khomyk of
Soyuz Ukrainok Ukrainy gave President Marianna Zajac the great distinction of being recognized as an
“Honored Member” of SUU. During this visit to Ukraine, SUU also bestowed on UNWLA a Certificate
of Gratitude for many years of support for the SUU-sponsored student writing competition.

(September 2019) A Certificate of Appreciation was awarded to UNWLA by Iryna Kliuchkovska,
Director of MIOK (International Institute of Education, Culture, and Diaspora Relations) for supporting
Ukraine in general and for our participation in the important panel discussion Activism for Change and
Progress held during the First International Assembly of Ukrainian Women in Lviv.

(September 2019) In Lviv, on the occasion of WFUWO’s 70th anniversary, WFUWO President
Anna Kisil presented President Marianna Zajac with the Protectoress of the Ukrainian People Award for
“unique contribution to the strengthening of the Ukrainian women's movement in the world as an element
of the global democratic movement for human rights, to the development of WFUWO and Ukrainian
women's organizations as an example of mature citizenship within the diaspora and countries of
settlement, and for the support and development of Ukraine.”

(October 2019) The Award of the Golden Cross was given to UNWLA by Bishop Stepan Sus,
Head of the Center of Military Chaplaincy of the UGCC Archeparchy of Lviv on the Day of the Defender
of Ukraine for promoting Christian values and support for the nation’s soldiers, the defenders of Ukraine.

Leadership Positions in Ukrainian Organizations

World Federation of Ukrainian Women'’s Organizations

World Federation of Ukrainian Women’s Organizations (WFUWO) held its XI Congress from
October 25 to October 27, 2018, along with the commemoration of WFUWOQ’s 70th anniversary, in
Philadelphia, the city of WFUWOQO’s founding. I represented UNWLA was as a member of the planning
committee, and UNWLA representatives who attended the events in Philadelphia were inspired by the
delegates who reported on their successes, but also shared the numerous challenges their organizations
face. Outgoing WFUWO President Orysia Sushko was honored for her many accomplishments and newly
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elected President Anna Kisil was warmly welcomed. During this Congress, I was elected WFUWO 2nd
Vice President.

However, with deep sadness I report that Anna Kisil passed away in November 2020. Her
untimely passing presents a huge loss for the Ukrainian community of Canada, as well as for Ukrainian
women throughout the world. She played a dynamic role in WFUWO, as well as a vice president of
Ukrainian World Congress (UWC). I have been actively working with WFUWO 1st Vice President
Yevhenia Petrova, and 3rd Vice President Maria Finiw, to move the organization forward without a
president at the helm.

The 2019 WFUWO Annual Meeting was held at the Lviv Politechnic Institute from August 31 to
September 3. During this gathering of WFUWQO’s worldwide membership, | was invited to present on the
topic Cooperation of WFUWQO with Ukrainian Women’s Organizations (governmental and non-
governmental) — Humanitarian, Cultural and Educational Projects. My conclusion was, “Our future, the
future of WFUWO, will be bright only if we join hands in the fulfillment of the constantly changing
needs of not only Ukraine, but also our own diaspora countries.”

September 2019

The First International Assembly of Ukrainian
Women was held during the same weekend in Lviv as
the WFUWO Annual Meeting. The assembly brought
together professional women from all spheres. Panel
discussions were held on many interesting topics.
Information from panel presenters, as well as their
opinions, was shared with guests attending event. I was
invited to participate in a roundtable discussion on the
topic Activism for Change and Progress. Among the
thoughts I expressed were that WFUWO has been very successful in bringing together several waves of
immigrations of Ukrainian women, however, WFUWO’s biggest challenge, a challenge that most
diaspora organizations seem to be experiencing, will be to cultivate new leaders and leadership from
among our large reserve of talented women.

First International Assembly of Ukrainian Women, Lviv, 2019
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In December 2020, WFUWO reached another milestone — the 30th anniversary of the
establishment of the official WFUWO representation at the United Nations in New York City. The first
two WFUWO UN representatives with the Department of Public Information/NGO were both UNWLA
members. Now the number of representatives in New York at UN Headquarters has expanded to 12 in
2021, ten of whom belong to UNWLA or our sister organization in Canada, UWAC. The three WFUWO
representatives at the UN Office in Geneva are members of the Ukrainian Women’s Association of
France.

Ukrainian World Congress

The Ukrainian World Congress (UWC) is an umbrella organization that coordinates and
represents Ukrainian member organizations and Ukrainian diaspora interests of more than 20 million
Ukrainians who live outside the borders of Ukraine. UNWLA belongs to the UWC through its
membership in WFUWO, but also as an independent organization. Annually, UNWLA submits a report
to be included in the consolidated UWC report. As an appointed representative of WFUWO to the UWC
Board, I make every effort to participate in all scheduled Board teleconferences. In 2018, UNWLA
greeted newly elected UWC president Paul Grod and thanked past President Evhen Czolij for his tireless
representation of the organization around the world.

Ukrainian Institute of America

Since 2015, the UNWLA President is a member of the Ukrainian Institute of America (UIA)
Advisory Board and a member of the UIA Nominating Committee for 2020 and 2021. Cooperation with
UIA, with former UIA President Dr. Daniel Swistel, and now with current UIA President Kathy
Nalywajko, has been rewarding and has provided perspective on this unique Ukrainian institution in New
York City that was established in 1948.

The focus of the
meeting was the formation, development, and training at schools and hospitals for the vocation of social
worker to become a viable profession in Ukraine. Deputy Minister Federovych felt strongly that the
coordinating services and skills that are part of profession of social work would aid both physical and
psychological assistance efforts in Ukraine.
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(November 5, 2017) I met with Acting Minister of Health Ulana Suprun, MD and Consul Denys
Semenovych from the Consulate General of Ukraine in New York City at the St. Regis Hotel during the
annual fundraising event for Ukrainian Catholic University.

(March 1, 2018) 1 attended the annual International Mother Language Day event organized by
the Permanent Mission of Ukraine to the United Nations, an observance organized in conjunction with the
anniversary of Ukraine’s 1917-1918 Declarations of Sovereignty and Independence.

(March 12-23, 2018) 1 participated in the 62nd Session of the United Nations Commission on the
Status of Women, one of the United Nation’s largest annual events and the largest on the issue pertinent
to women. On March 23, the Permanent Mission of Ukraine to the UN organized in conjunction with
WFUWO, a session titled Empowerment of Rural Women and Girls in Ukraine. Event moderator was
Ambassador Melanne Verveer, who is of Ukrainian descent and who, in 2009, President Obama
appointed as the first U.S. Ambassador for
Global Women’s issues. Earlier in the week,
UNWLA hosted an informal luncheon to
welcome guests from Ukraine participating in
the panel and attending CSW.

(October 18, 2019) Ukrainian Institute of America and the Ukrainian Congress Committee of
America co-sponsored a meeting with His Beatitude Epiphanius, Metropolitan of Kyiv and All Ukraine
during his inaugural visit to the United States. UNWLA’s two officers at large, Valentyna Tabaka and
Natalia Pawlenko and I were able to have an informal meeting with His Beatitude, who was aware of
UNWLA assistance to the Volyn Orthodox Theological Academy, for which he expressed his gratitude. .

Administration and Management of UNWLA
Organization Documents

During this term, members of the UNWLA Executive Committee have been tirelessly developing
and working on procedures and guidelines for all levels of the organization. They have recruited members
with “boots on the ground” experience, who can explain what information may be missing, what
information would be helpful to include in these documents. The goal is to have information and answers
to procedural questions, reporting questions, specific position responsibilities, readily available for use by
the presidents of our Regional Councils, branch presidents, and members. Position descriptions, a Policies
and Procedures Manual, revised reporting forms will be available to all members, with translations into
Ukrainian to be available soon.

UNWLA Brand Book

Without a style guide, over the years, strong inconsistencies appeared in the use and design of the
UNWLA logo, and other graphic representations connected to UNWLA. The UNWLA Brand Book was
developed, finalized and has been sent through email to our branch and Regional Council presidents. The
consistent use of our logo and identity is extremely important to ensure that our communications reflect
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the quality of UNWLA’s image. The guidelines in the Brand Book are to be followed whenever any type
of communication materials are produced for UNWLA internal or external use. Such materials would
include invitations, posters, letters, program booklets, newsletters, publications, reports, and posts on
social media. A consistently professional appearance, especially with the ease of available technology, is
important for our organization, both for our image, as well as to become relevant to younger generations
that expect such professionalism.

Online Presence

UNWLA Social Media Chair Oksana Lodziuk has been working with the UNWLA website
developer with the end goal that a first-time visitor to UNWLA’s website should be able to have an
accurate understanding of the nature of UNWLA within ten minutes of entering the site. A members-only
portal is being finalized through which relevant information, such as the documents mentioned earlier,
can be easily accessed. The Social Media Chair has also been responsible for developing and posting to
our Facebook page, increasing our followers, and has established and begun posting to an Instagram
account.

UNWLA Office

Office Administrator Olha Stasiuk is the backbone of managing our organization’s information
and statistics, of coordinating organizational communications and the gathering of report information. All
these elements are critical in order for members of the Executive Committee to understand the status of
the organization at any moment in point and provide a basis for decision-making. Thank you, Oliu!

Another indispensable force in our administration is Financial Administrator Natalia
Honcharenko. Natalia runs the day-to-day finances in our office and deals professionally and in a timely
fashion with our auditors, Nisivoccia CPA firm. We can always feel confident that our financial payment
and reporting matters are in the best of hands. Thank you, Nataliu!

Meetings of UNWLA Executive Committee

Since the majority of our Executive Committee members do not live in the New York City metro
area, in-person meetings were impractical. Most of our meetings were held either by conference call or
during 2020, the year of the COVID pandemic, we adapted to new systems and used WebEx or Zoom.
This online method of meeting proved to be extremely effective and efficient. During each meeting,
updates on the previous month’s administrative and organizational issues were shared, each member gave
her report, votes were taken about decisions regarding ongoing projects, and progress reports on projects
were presented. The following meetings were held: 2017 — 4 meetings, beginning with June 2017; 2018 —
9 meetings; 2019 — 11 meetings; 2020 - 10
meetings.

Meetings of UNWLA National Board

(September 8-10, 2017) - Soyuzivka
Heritage Center, Kerhonkson, New York._At this,
the first meeting of the National Board after the
XXXI Convention, the agenda was full and
included many very important topics:
membership, planning the path for future
UNWLA projects; optimum division of
resources, both volunteer hours and financial ‘
resources, between Ukraine and the United  Regional Council Presidents, Liaisons for Branches and
States; cultivating members to take on leadership Members-at-Large, 2019, Soyuzivka
roles; Federal, state and liability insurance
regulations that make running our svitlychky extremely difficult. Newly elected Board members were
encouraged to offer their perspectives and ideas and left with an understanding of UNWLA teamwork.
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(March 29-31, 2019) - Soyuzivka Heritage Center, Kerhonkson, New York. The goals for this
meeting of the National Board were to update and share information, and to provide an orientation for
new Regional Council presidents. Term limits had been approved by the 2017 Convention: no more than
two consecutive two-year terms. Regional council elections were held in the first quarter of 2017. Due to
the new term limits, almost all presidents of Regional Councils were new to their positions. This meeting
focused on a review of responsibilities of the position of Regional Council president, as well as other key
positions in the Regional Council. Also discussed were UNWLA plans and objectives. These included
modernizing Our Life magazine and establishing standards for the correct use of our logo on various print
and digital materials. Both of these last two goals have been accomplished.

(April 4 2020) — WebEx. This first online meeting of our 23 attending National Board members
was not without challenge as we adjusted to managing a large meeting electronically. Fortunately, we
were able to connect and discuss pressing issues: the ongoing deficit of Our Life magazine, details of new
Social Welfare project guidelines, and proposed dates of the XXXII UNWLA Convention. Due to
COVID restrictions, the original convention date in 2020 was cancelled and the convention postponed
until June 5, 2021.

(October 10 2020) — Zoom. During this online meeting, the National_Board reviewed annual
reports, 2019 financials, as well as approved 2021 budgets. Virtual convention plans were discussed, and
convention book options were debated.

(March 14, 2021) — Zoom. A_special meeting was organized to discuss convention registration
details, pre-convention roundtable proposals and, most importantly, the acceptance of the proposed
amendments to UNWLA Bylaws in order to send them to branch president two months prior to the
convention (as mandated by the current bylaws). We also had an important discussion about the pandemic
challenges felt by our branches and Regional Councils. The next and final meeting of this National Board
will be held immediately before the XXXII Convention.

Thirty years ago in December 1990, the World Federation of Ukrainian Women's Organizations
(WFUWO) joined the ranks of non-governmental organizations (NGOs) that help the United Nations
achieve its goals and objectives. A role for NGOs was included in the UN system and Charter signed in
San Francisco in 1945. From the outset, NGO supporters have committed themselves to disseminating
information and increasing understanding about the United Nations, especially in efforts to preserve peace
and security, ensure economic development and social progress, and respect for human rights in all
countries of the world. In addition, NGOs in consultative status have the right to influence the formation
of UN policy.

In 1990, after the July 16 proclamation of the state sovereignty of Ukraine, the chair of United
Nations Department of Public Information/NGO (UNDPI/NGO*) Faruk Mavlyavi informed the president
of WFUWO, Dr. Maria Kwitkowsky, that the federation's application for the status of an NGO in
consultative status with the UNDPI/NGO was accepted to begin at the end of November 1990. This was a
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great achievement. Up until approval, WFUWO had be using links with the World Movement of Mother
(Mouvement Mondial des Meres, MMM) to gain access to the UN arena.

WFUWO External Relations Officer Lidia Hladkyj, a member of Ukrainian National Women’s
League of America (UNWLA) assumed responsibilities as WFUWO’s official representative at
UNDPI/NGO. She worked with the help of a committee that included Olena Prociuk (then a vice
president of WFUWO), Iryna Kurowyckyj, and Olha Stawnychy (also members of UNWLA). Olha
Stawnychy was elected Lidia Hladkyj’s deputy as a representative to the UN. Dora Rak, a journalist and
co-editor of the WFUWO journal Ukrainka v Sviti, also worked with the committee.

Lidia Hladkyj and Olha Stawnychy took a three-day orientation course for newly admitted
members of the DPI/NGO and then began to participate in weekly briefings on various topics covered by
the UN. In those days, representatives often visited the UN Resource Center for NGOs and took the
opportunity to visit the UN Dag Hammerskjold Library and supplement the collection with books about
Ukraine. Also, the WFUWO’s publication Ukrainka v Sviti appeared on the lists of periodicals offered by
the resource center for other NGOs.

The proclamation of Ukraine's independence on August 24, 1991, brought about an incredibly
emotional experience for WFUWO representatives when on September 30, 1991, the blue and yellow flag
of Ukraine was first hoisted on a mast in front of the UN building, one of among 175 flags of the nations
of the world. On that day, WFUWO representatives welcomed the President of Ukraine Leonid
Kravchuk, who addressed the General Assembly, and had the opportunity to have a long conversation
with his wife to inform about the activities of Ukrainian women's organizations in the diaspora.

In 1991, for the first time, the representatives took part in a conference for non-governmental
organizations organized annually by the Department of Public Information. Despite being new, the
representatives of WFUWO continued to develop their involvement in numerous committees and
conferences in which they had participated through other means since the 1950s. In 1993, WFUWO was
accredited as an NGO with consultative (advisory) status to the UN Economic and Social Council
(UN/ECOSOC). This status opened up additional opportunities for WFUWO to influence the opinion of
the world community regarding Ukraine and Ukrainian women.

Federation of Ukrainian Women’s Organization (WFUWO) and the international “Assembly 2019:
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Ukrainian Women in the World: Professionalism, Activism, Tradition.” Both events were sponsored by
WFUWO and the International Institute for Education, Culture, and Relations with Ukrainians in the
Diaspora (MIOK). This large assembly and all the events were dedicated to the 70th anniversary of
WFUWO and were held in the Lviv Polytechnic National University. We not only had the opportunity to
meet Ukrainian National Women’s League delegates from various countries, but also had meaningful
discussions on issues related to activities within the organization. I would like to express my gratitude to
the UNWLA for the opportunity to experience and represent our organization at these most interesting
events.

Following this remarkable and exciting trip to Lviv, I had the pleasure of writing and describing
our experiences in an article for Our Life published in October 2019. My Our Life contributions have also
included an English-language translation of the chronicle of events and proceedings of the 2017 XXXI
Convention in Tampa, FL, compiled in Ukrainian by Larysa Topolya. I also wrote a note published in the
same issue of Our Life about the work of the UNWLA Bylaws Committee and the results of the majority
vote at the convention on proposed bylaw changes.

When we participated in the Combined Federal Campaign (CFC), I wrote thank you letters to
supporters who made or pledged contributions to the UNWLA. This provided our organization with
valuable financial support.

In these unprecedented times, I am so proud to be a member of this great
organization. As I began to write this report, I remembered the phrase with which
I ended my last report: “I’'m honored to be included in this circle of friends. We
continue onward.” What I have since realized is that we also have a circle of
support and even more powerful, a circle of influence. Using virtual programs,
we can grow our network. How can we do that? We support, uplift, and
encourage each other so that we can grow to be the best we can be. We have
great, effective women as leaders and mentors, members who can discuss issues and support each other.
With our circles of friends, support and influence, you will find that problems melt away and
opportunities open up.

We must never accept bullies or intimidators. If someone is allowed to badmouth, put down, or
intimidate others during meetings, we are, in essence, giving this individual permission, thus authority, to
continue. This is why we have tools like Robert’s Rules of Order to keep us organized and on track. We
are an inclusive yet diverse group of women in age and immigration. We empower women in our
Ukrainian communities. We teach leadership skills. We have women who feel confident in their abilities
and positions within the UNWLA that flows into community life. We are effective leaders. We
sometimes do not even realize it when it happens, but it does. We influence those around us with
leadership by example.

My main area of concern was branch retention, while Valentyna Tabaka was in charge of helping
create new branches. I participated in Executive Committee monthly meetings by teleconference, WebEx,
Zoom, and one in-person meeting. I attended all National Board meetings including the last two that were
virtual meetings. | participated in a teleconference call, then Zoom meetings with Branches-at-Large. |
wrote two articles for Our Life magazine; one on the topic about how branches should write their reports
for the convention book and co-authored with Natalia Pawlenko another about how branches are coping
with the pandemic. I wrote two circulars regarding annual reports, submissions to the UNWLA XXXII
Convention for certificates (hramoty), and awards.

I assisted with the dissolution of Branch 46 that celebrated their 50" anniversary. After that,
together we planned and followed all the procedures and protocols to close the branch.

I assisted with the establishment of three new branches (140, 141, 142), which included issuing
their Charter Certificate, letter of acceptance from the Executive Committee, sending resource materials
to help them get started and providing assistance by answering their questions and making suggestions
and offering examples on how to run meetings.

I
also emailed membership applications to branches that requested them.

On several occasions, | traveled to Chicago. During one visit, Valentyna Tabaka and I visited the
Chicago Regional Council during their March 2017 monthly meeting. The next day we attended the
fashion show sponsored by the Chicago Regional Council, Tepdan, namucmo nepemozu (Gerdan,
Talisman of Triumph), where we represented the Executive Committee. During this fashion show,
teenagers and young women modeled beautiful gerdany. This event honored Dr. Ulyana Suprun,
Ukraine’s Minister of Health and founder of the “Patriot Defense” organization. She joined the festivities,
addressing the audience in a virtual presentation. The fashion show also sponsored an exhibit and sale of
Masha Archer’s jewelry presented by her daughter.

On February 25, 2018, I again traveled to Chicago where I attended an event titled “Remember
the Heavenly Hundred” that featured Olesya Zukovska, a nurse who survived a sniper shot to her neck,
and Anatolij Matviychuk publicist, poet, composer. Together they gave a moving program that took one
back to the time on the Maidan. The event was sponsored by the Chicago Regional Council and organized
by the newly formed Branch 141.

During another visit, I attended a meeting of the newly formed Branch 140. I was greeted warmly
by the enthusiastic young new members who braved the elements during a snow blizzard to meet with
me. Finally, the last visit was to represent the Executive Committee at the Chicago Regional Council
Annual Meeting in 2019 where all procedures were carried out with the utmost perfection and
organization. During a break, we were all treated to a delicious luncheon at the Ukrainian Cultural Center.

Before each UNWLA Convention, there are many planning stages. This year is no exception. For
this and the previous convention, I was involved with sending out circulars regarding Golden 50-year
Member awards, Branch Special Recognition awards, branch and Regional Council anniversaries,
Honored Member awards and sometimes Honorary Member awards to non-UNWLA members.

For the previous convention, I prepared and announced the Cultural Awards to members on
behalf of Cultural Chair, Sophia Hewryk who was unable to attend. During one of the sessions, I was
involved in the presentation on the topic “How to Run a Meeting” along with Vera Kushnir and Orysia
Zinycz. I was on the committee that planned the Friday evening “Member Appreciation Reception and
Program,” a member meet-and-greet where all first-time convention attendees were welcomed. There was
a map where members marked their locations, played a UNWLA trivia game, enjoyed a complimentary
glass of wine, and watched a colorful, humorous presentation about “Kozak Women” courtesy of the
UNA. This was truly a joyful event and was a fantastic way to start the XXXI Convention. I attended the
BAL elections as a delegate. On Sunday, Roksolana Misilo, Vice President for Public Relations and I
presented at a “Leadership and Motivation” session. At this convention, I participated in the roundtable,
attended the BAL elections and the MAL meeting.
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During my tenure, I was on the committee that helped create a new interactive website including
an exciting updated version in 2020. As a member of the Executive Committee, we were also busy with
updating our UNWLA Policies and Procedures Manual, a great resource guide that is an invaluable tool
for all our members.

I was involved with the Arizona State University’s Ukrainian Studies Program for Critical
Languages and UNWLA has been a proud sponsor of this program, donating $10,000 annually for the
past three years. This program is a unique opportunity to learn Ukrainian during an intensive four-hour
per day, five days per week, seven-week program. Anyone who is age 16 or older can take this course,
including “heritage speakers,” who already know Ukrainian and would like to raise their knowledge to the
next level. There are two courses from which to choose. Second-year students travel to Ukraine to study
for one month, returning with even greater fluency. Participants in this program included non-Ukrainians
such as Peace Corps volunteers, business people, as well as Ukrainian college-age students.

I was deeply moved to hear about how devastated the two young Peace Corps volunteers were
who had to be evacuated from their towns in Ukraine due to the COVID-19 pandemic. They cannot wait
to return to their villages. In 2020, the course was not cancelled, but was done via Zoom and was again
successful. At the end of the course, I attended the event “Persian and Ukrainian Night” where students
from both of these critical language courses did a Power Point virtual presentation for viewers across
America.

This program was established by the late Prof. Mark von Hagen who was Director of the
Melikain Institute at ASU. The breadth of Prof. Hagen’s accomplishments and expertise are too numerous
to mention here. Sadly, he passed away in September 2019. I attended his memorial service in February
2020 along with many friends and scholars, one of whom was Dr. Frank Sysyn of Canada.

Mark was most known to Ukrainians for his efforts to call for the revocation of Walter Duranty's
Pulitzer Prize for his cover up about the Holodomor. This Ukrainian language program at ASU will be a
small part of his great legacy.

Our talented Officer-at-Large Valentyna Tabaka was critical to the organization of the UNWLA
95" Anniversary Gala, a virtual event, and she was the Ukrainian language co-host. I had the honor and
privilege of being the English language co-host. Nothing made me prouder than to see and hear how
much members, branches, Regional Councils have worked together throughout the years. Seeing their
projects and hearing about their accomplishments was very moving. We had an incredibly large viewing
audience and the donations poured in. Considering that this was our very first venture into holding events
in the virtual world, the event was a great success.

The following is the current information about our membership. There are 67 branches, eight
Regional Councils, two groups of Branches-at-Large and one group of Members-at-Large. Our
membership number is somewhat fluid from year-to-year, however, at the time of this report, there are
1,645 members. Our largest branch continues to be Branch 56 in Northport, Florida with 80 primary and
eight secondary members!

Within the past four years, three new branches were established: Br 140 and 141 in Chicago, and
Branch 142 in Warren, Michigan. Valentyna and I are working on two more prospective branches to join.

The Detroit Regional Council was established in 1935. The current council president is Yaroslava
Glinska. There are nine branches: 50, 53, 76, 81, 96, 115, 129, 132, 142 (established in 2019.)

The Philadelphia Regional Council was established in 1938. The current council president is
Larysa Zaika. There are eight branches: 10, 43, 54, 67, 88, 90, 91, 128.

The New York City Regional Council was established in 1940. The current council president is
Maria Slysh. There are seven branches: 1, 21, 30, 64, 83, 113, 125.

The Ohio Regional Council was established in 1959. The current council president is Halyna
Yarema. There are four branches: 8, 12, 130 and 138

The New Jersey Regional Council was established in 1959. The current council president is
Oksana Lodziuk. There are nine branches: 65, 75, 86, 98, 131, 133, 134, 135, 137.

The Chicago Regional Council was established in 1962. The current council president is Kateryna
Iwasyszyn. There are six branches: 29, 36, 85, 101, 140, 141.
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The New England Regional Council was established in 1972. The current council president is
Kateryna Tanchyn. There are four branches: 73, 106, 108 and 139 established in Jan. 2017.

The New York Central Regional Council was established in 1974. The council president was
Alisa Serdyuk. There are four branches: 34, 62, 95, 99.

Branches-at-Large were divided into two groups in January of 2016. There are two Co-Liaisons
for each group. The names for these two groups, unofficially, are BAL East and BAL West. There are 16
BALs.

The BAL East Co-Liaison is Olya Czerkas. There are seven branches:

17- Miami FL, 27- Pittsburgh PA, 120- Rochester NY, 56- North Port FL, 68- Syracuse NY,
78- Washington DC, 97- Buffalo NY,

The BAL West Co-Liaison is also Olya Czerkas. There are nine branches:

3- Phoenix AZ, 14- Atlanta GA, 38- Denver CO, 49- Buffalo, NY, 107- San Jose CA, 111- Los Angeles
CA, 118- Houston TX, 124- St. Petersburg FL, 136- Naples FL.

The Northern New York Regional Council was dissolved years ago and the two remaining
branches were designated to BAL East.

The current Members-at-Large Liaison is Ivanka Olesnycky. There are more than 100 members
located throughout the United States.

Some branches were dissolved:  13-Philadelphia, 22-Chicago, 46-Rochester, 58-Detroit.
Members of these branches have either joined other branches in their vicinities or joined Members-at-
Large.

Dealing with membership affairs is not just about the statistics, but also about our members, the
wonderful dedicated hardworking women of this volunteer organization. With every phone call and visit,
I have had the pleasure of dealing with members, which has been enriching and fulfilling. Each time I felt
like I have made a wonderful new friend. I can only help that I was able to help. All of our members
should be recognized for the selfless dedication, passion, and commitment given to make our organization
greater and better than before. And, as always, smile, think positive and be kind.

As Dr. W. Mayo wrote, “No one is big enough to be independent of others.” In these difficult
times, we have seen how strong we really are. Together we can help UNWLA grow and spread our wings
even more.

The role of the UNWLA 3rd Vice President for Public Relations is to help the organization
present a positive image specifically to UNWLA members, and the Ukrainian-American community, as
well as to the public, in general.

Website Redesign

The website (https://unwla.org) is the major channel to inform our audiences about the activities
of the UNWLA, and is the UNWLA’s official platform to inform about our mission, values, history, and
numerous projects.

Work on the redesign of the website began in March 2018. Yulia Zimmerman was project
manager of this effort. A committee composed of members of the Executive Committee, the MAL
Liaison and the Social Media Chair provided core content for the website that included such topics as
organization history, governing documents, photographs, information about projects and publications.
The redesigned website went live in April 2019.

In addition to providing core content for inclusion on the new website, I provided news articles
about UNWLA matters, as well as information about events hosted by the UNWLA National Board,
Regional Councils and branches.

Our sincere hope is that with the help of our website, the Ukrainian American community will
learn more about the work of the UNWLA and that new members with a passion to support UNWLA’s
mission will be encouraged to join.
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In addition to offering information for the public, the website redesign includes a portal that
contains a repository of important documents for our members and is for the exclusive use of members.

Updated Position Descriptions and Policies, and Procedures

As the website was being redesigned, I led the National Board’s effort to review and update the
organization’s Position Descriptions, as well as Policies and Procedures. With the completion of the
members-only portal, these documents, as well as the UNWLA Bylaws, reporting forms and various
templates are now available to all of our members through the website.

Creation of UNWLA Brand Book

The process of public relations includes ensuring a consistent use of our brand. While reviewing
various UNWLA branch and Regional Council Facebook pages, I noticed an inconsistent use of our logo.
Often the logo was embellished with various additional decorations, such as branch numbers, or graphics.
Letterhead designs were also inconsistent. Branches and Regional Councils often designed their own
letterheads. In short, there was a great deal of inconsistency in the presentation of the UNWLA brand.

As a result, the Executive Committee authorized the creation of a UNWLA brand guideline.
Working with a consultant, the UNWLA Brand Book was created. The Brand Book defines our logo and
the logo’s proper use and placement in documents and advertising. The Brand Book also defines a
standard UNWLA letterhead, envelope, and a business card that can be tailored for use by branches and
Regional Councils.

Community Outreach and Representation
A major responsibility of the position of 3rd Vice President is to represent the organization before
the larger community. In my role, I represented the UNWLA at the following functions:

e As a UNWLA representative to the US Committee for Ukrainian Holodomor Genocide Awareness,
participated in several Holodomor awareness events in Washington DC during which I had the
opportunity to meet Representatives Marcy Kaptur of Ohio, Brendan Boyle of PA, as well as Bill
Pascrell and Rodney Frelinghuysen of NJ.

e Attended concert in honor of the Ukrainian Insurgent Army (UPA) held at the Ukrainian American
Cultural Center in Whippany NJ in October 2017.

e Along with Marianna Zajac, attended a dinner in honor of the head of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic
Church Patriarch Sviatoslav Shevchuk held in Stamford CT in August 2018.

e At the invitation of the Permanent Representative of Ukraine to the United Nations, attended the
Ukrainian Independence Day celebration at the Ukrainian Institute in New York City in September
2018.

e In September of 2018, attended the dedication of a plaque in honor of Raphael Lemkin at the
Ukrainian Institute. In his role as international legal scholar, Raphael Lemkin first introduced the use
of the term “genocide” and in 1953 published an article “Soviet Genocide in Ukraine” that identified
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the Stalin-organized famine, the Holodomor, as “the classic example of Soviet genocide ... the
destruction of the Ukrainian nation.”
o Attended the Holodomor exhibit at United Nations Headquarters in December 2018 hosted by the
Permanent Mission of Ukraine to the United Nations.
e In March 2019, attended a Holodomor exhibit at the
Shrewsbury Library in NJ organized by Branch 98
of Matawan.

Ukraine.

e Together with Marianna Zajac and other
members of the National Board, attended the UNA 125th Anniversary Concert held November
2019, an event for which the UNWLA was one of the major sponsors.

Commemorative Holodomor Activities

The UNWLA has always worked hard to increase awareness of the Holodomor among the public,
as well as among the Ukrainian-American community. In that spirit, I continued to work on Holodomor-
related efforts.

o Together with Marianna Zajac and several other Executive Committee members, participated in the
Holodomor March to St. Patrick’s Cathedral in
November of 2017.

e In carly 2018, organized and formed the New
Jersey Committee of the US Committee for
Ukrainian Holodomor Genocide Awareness

e Obtained a proclamation from the New Jersey
Legislature recognizing the Holodomor as ge-
nocide against the Ukrainian people. Presented the
proclamation to Ukraine’s ambassador to the
United States Valeriy Chaly.

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Together with the efforts of the New Jersey Committee, in October of 2018 organized a “Candle in
Remembrance” commemoration at the Ukrainian American Cultural Center in Whippany NJ. The
number of guests was large. Among those attending were six officials representing Morris County,
NJ, and other surrounding municipalities. The event was attended, as well, by a Holodomor survivor
whose recollections were read aloud to the audience.

Gave a lecture on the Holodomor to 6, 7% and 8™ graders at a Catholic elementary school in NJ in
November 2018, and another lecture to a high school-aged group of Ukrainian Scouts (Plastuny) in
2019.

At the request of the Ukrainian-American community in Toms River, organized a “Candle in
Remembrance” commemoration in December 2018.

Purchased a Holodomor “Exhibit in a Box” from Canada that contained 100 posters, as well as
several books, and videos about the Holodomor. This collection was made available to branch and
Regional Councils that had plans to organize a Holodomor exhibit. Branch 98 of Matawan was the
first branch to utilize these materials for an exhibit at a public library in Shrewsbury, NJ.

At the request of the US Committee for Ukrainian Holodomor Genocide Awareness, organized the
logistics for the first “Holodomor Forum” held in Philadelphia in October 2019, and attended by
people from the US and Canada.

Membership Outreach

As a representative of the Executive Committee, I had the pleasure of attending a number of

National Board, Regional Council and branch events.

Attended annual meetings of Regional Councils, including the New Jersey Council in June 2017, the
Philadelphia Council in February 2019, and again, the New Jersey Council in May 2019 at which I
conveyed greetings from the Executive Committee and expressed gratitude for their contributions to
the organization. These meetings gave me the opportunity to speak with some wonderful women and
reply to their questions.

Represented the National Board at the New York Regional Council Den’ Soyuzianky event in October
2017, as well as at the New Jersey Regional Council Den’ Soyuzianky event in Whippany, NJ in
2018.

Attended Branch 98 anniversary in 2018.

As a delegate from the UNWLA, attended the 70" anniversary WFUWO Convention in Philadelphia
in October 2018. This was another wonderful opportunity to meet Ukrainian women from across the
globe. Represented were Ukrainian women’s organizations from several European countries, Ukraine,
Argentina, Canada, and Australia. At this event, I also organized and led a Holodomor “Candle in
Remembrance” commemoration for the conference participants.

In April 2018, met with members of the Scholarship and Student Sponsorship Committee at their
offices in Matawan, NJ, where I became reacquainted with the committee’s work. In the early 1970s-
80s, I was a member of this program, at the time helping Anna Krawchuk computerize program files.
Led quarterly meetings of the chairs of the UNWLA Standing Committees. This liaison function
enables information sharing between the Executive Committee and the Standing Committees.

Publicity and Media Communications
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Wrote several articles for Our Life and The Ukrainian Weekly and provided UNWLA holiday
(Christmas, Easter, Thanksgiving, Mother’s Day, Ukrainian Independence Day) greeting ads to the
Ukrainian community newspapers Svoboda, The Ukrainian Weekly, Meest, and Nova Hazeta.

On behalf of the UNWLA, wrote numerous congratulatory, birthday, farewell, and anniversary
greetings and letters to various dignitaries, Regional Councils, and branches.

Worked with designers to develop ads for the UNWLA 95th Anniversary Gala event.
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Publications

Obtained cost estimates for redesign and printing of Our Life with firm in Canada.

Provided Executive Committee with a cost comparison between the Canadian firm and Computoprint,
a New Jersey-based firm, indicating the higher quality and reduced expenses from the Canadian firm.
Worked on the redesign of Our Life with editors and the Canadian firm to produce the September,
October and November issues of Our Life. The first redesigned issue was published in September.
Worked with new editor-in-chief on the transition to developing future issues of Our Life.

Established new editorial board composed of all members of the Standing Committee chairs. Met
with new editorial board to explain board’s role and responsibilities. Board now meets monthly with
the new editor-in-chief, Romana Labrosse, to plan future issues of Our Life.

Worked with designers in Ukraine to develop the cover for the new English language UNWLA
history book, “UNWLA 1925-2020: Women’s Community, Citizenship, and Commitment in the
Ukrainian Diaspora” authored by Marta Kichorowska Kebalo.

Attended all meetings of the Executive Committee.

Attended three National Board meetings during which I made a presentation about the functions of
public relations, presented the UNWLA Brand Book, and provided an update on UNWLA Policies
and Procedures, and the Position Descriptions.

The duties of the UNWLA National Executive Committee Officer-at-
Large position (of which there are two) change and shift as defined by UNWLA
Bylaws or as needed to fulfill National Board requirements and to address overall
organizational goals.

Upon election to the position of Officer-at-Large in July 2019, I attended
my first meeting of the UNWLA National Executive Committee in September
2019 in New York City, where | was asked to survey of our membership regarding the UNWLA
publication Our Life magazine. The survey was distributed to the membership in the fall of 2019 and the
results were reviewed at the April 2020 meeting of the National Board.

The National Executive Committee gave me the honor of representing the UNWLA in October
2019 at a special event presented in conjunction with the Holodomor exhibit that had been curated by
Branch 136 and was held at the Ho-
locaust Museum and Cohen Edu-
cational Center in Naples, Florida.
The event featured a lecture on the
Holodomor by Prof. Timothy Snyder
of Yale University.

In October 2019, together with UNWLA President Marianna Zajac and Officer-at-Large
Valentyna Tabaka, we met with Metropolitan Epiphanius I of the Orthodox Church of Ukraine during his
visit to the United States. We discussed the humanitarian initiatives undertaken by the UNWLA in
Ukraine and the Metropolitan expressed his deep appreciation to all Soyuzianky.

Other assignments included participating in the drafting of new UNWLA social welfare
guidelines, reviewing and editing the UNWLA Policies and Procedures Manual, the UNWLA Bylaws,
position descriptions for all levels of the UNWLA organization and a review of the annual branch and
regional council reports with an intent to make these available online.

By the third month of 2020, it was clear that the COVID pandemic would affect the manner in
which we conducted business. In this regard, I assisted in preparing for the first virtual meeting of the
National Board that took place in April 2020. Once it became clear that the pandemic would continue for
some time, the National Executive Committee elected to issue an electronic newsletter and assigned this
work to me. From May — December, eight such email newsletters were issued to the membership.

During the summer of 2020, UNWLA branch presidents received a survey that I developed
together with Vice President for Membership, Chrystia Boyko. The survey was designed to document
branch activities, including innovative approaches to engaging with membership, during the COVID-19
pandemic. The results of the survey were published in the October issue of Our Life magazine.
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In the fall of 2020, together
with a dedicated UNWLA
committee, we began work
on the celebration of the 95th
anniversary of the UNWLA.
Weeks of intensive effort
culminated in a virtual gala
that aired on December 5,
attracted more than 1000
participants, and raised more
than $30,000 for UNWLA
projects.

When UNWLA was established in 1925, one of the main objectives was
a social welfare program that has aided Ukrainians throughout the world for 95
years. During the past 95 years, which were honored in a virtual celebration on
December 6, 2020, several key programs were highlighted, and we are pleased to
highlight that in the diaspora, UNWLA has become an agent to help our brothers
and sisters in Ukraine.

I have been the Social Welfare chair of UNWLA since 2018. Many
practices were well established by previous chair, Lida Bilous, and for this I
continue to be grateful. Also, the UNWLA has the good fortune of havmg a 11a1son in LV1V Dr. Mariyka
Furtak, who is available to advise us on organizations in = W
Ukraine that would benefit from our aid. Dr. Furtak serves
as an intermediary between organizations and individuals
in Ukraine who are requesting our assistance and our
determination to provide aid.

As Social Welfare Chair, I traveled to Ukraine in
2018, a trip that began in Kyiv, where | became acquainted
with Lesia Zaburanna, who is now a member of Ukraine’s
parliament. Ms. Zaburanna was the UNWLA represen-
tative in the Seeds of Hope project initiated by Represen-
tative Marcy Kaptur, co-chair of the Congressional
Ukrainian Caucus. I was also fortunate to meet Dr. Steb-
liuk, a psychiatrist, and his wife Katerina, a psychologist,
who work with injured soldiers. During a visit to nearby
Zhytomyr, 1 was introduced to Soyuz Ukrayinok branch
president Olena Vlasenko and several regional members. |
was taken on a tour of the city, stopping at monuments that commemorate fallen soldiers of the ongoing
war in Ukraine’s eastern regions, as well as a tour of the military hospital and laboratory to which
UNWLA had supplied equipment. In Zhytomyr, I also met Facebook friend Larisa Shevchuk who leads
an inclusion project for special needs students.

After my return to Kyiv, Dr. Mariyka Furtak and I became acquainted over dinner. The next
morning, with Dr. Vasyl Pazyniak, we proceeded to the Military Lyceum in Boyarka, where we received
a loud, resounding ‘Thank you!” for UNWLA’s delivery of washing machines and dryers. A connection
was made at Dnipro Military Hospital and we made a visit to the Krasnopoolske Kladovyshche, a
cemetery where unknown soldiers were buried. We also had an opportunity to visit the war front in
Luhansk, a location not far from the city of Severodonetsk, where we were scheduled to visit a new
Ukrainian Catholic Church and community center.

Leaving Kyiv, we traveled west. Our arrival in Lviv gave us a busy few days of meetings. We
visited Rev. Stepan Sus (now Bishop) and Rev. Taras Mychalchuk, from whom we heard about their
work and the summer and winter camps supported by UNWLA. We then visited the Orphan Center, led
by Rev. Roman Prokopecj. I had the opportunity to visit the Prostir Nadii (Space of Hope) facility at the
Institute of Mental Health, Ukrainian Catholic University, a program that the UNWLA helps support. Dr.
Suvalo described the therapy offered at the institute, as well as the publishing and training projects that
have been undertaken. During my final day in Lviv, I was excited to spend time at the Dzherelo Child-
ren’s Rehabilitation Center where I had served as a volunteer several years ago.

I mention all the meetings above, to emphasize that face-to-face communication is important.
Such meetings promote understanding and trust between the organization in need and leadership and
members of UNWLA. For example, the Severodonetsk project asked for a $7,000 donation initially for
the rehab of a building that was being converted into a church. However, once I met with the energetic

Rev. Yurchyk and observed workers sealing drywall with speed and great motivation, I passed along this
information to UNWLA leadership that the project deserved more funding. Then in total, we provided
$25,000 to the project.

Data from the annual reports and special projects supported by donors indicate that our members
are extremely generous. Following are descriptions of funds and projects supported by UNWLA.

War Victims Fund, established by Lida Bilous continues to support those affected by the war in
eastern Ukraine. Our connections with hospitals in Dnipro, Zhytomyr, and Lviv have continued to bring

medicine, supplies, psychiatric hospital beds, computers to simplify evaluations and record
progress of patients. Branches have adopted families, aid has been sent to individual soldiers (for
example, cost of a titanium plate for a soldier with a severe head injury), funding summer and winter
camps for children affected by war. According to annual reports submitted by branches, $91,667 was
collected for war-connected needs.

We had been introduced to Summer and Winter Camps through Bishop Stepan Sus when he
was the director of the Center for Military Chaplaincy of the Ukrainian Chaplaincy of the Ukrainian
Catholic Archeparchy of Lviv, Ukraine. Rev, Taras Mychalchuk has assumed role of director. Children of
soldiers, from the Donbas, and those disadvantaged or living in foster care from Lviv have been invited to
participate in camps located in the Carpathian Mountains. Funds in the amounts of $10,000 per camp
cycle have been assigned to this effort. Funding was not provided this past year due to the coronavirus
pandemic. Recently, UNWLA donated $5,000 to the Anhelyky day program for preschoolers who have
special needs that is directed by Rev. Roman Prokopecj at Orphan Center in Lviv.

The Fund Babusi had been established in support of elderly women through Soyuz Ukrainok in
Ukraine and the All-Ukrainian Society of Political and Repressed Persons. Women eligible for assistance
need to meet criteria such as disability, raising grandchildren on their own or having no family support.
Donation amounts vary, but on Easter, 2019, 521 women, depending on circumstances, each received
between 400-650 hryvni. One woman wrote, (translation) “...we are sincerely thankful to you, that you
remembered us, that you remembered that in Ukraine there is a category of convicts who’ve been through
hell on earth and lived to an elderly age. Perhaps God is keeping us on this earth as a symbol of battle.
Thank you.” In 2020, Branch 98 collected $4,200 through a Christmas letter drive for the fund.

Support for the UNWLA Orphanages program comes in the form of support by individual
branches. Donations made are mostly in the form of packages of clothing, hygiene products, non-
perishable goods, and small gifts, such as candy and toys. Branch 75 has a special relationship with an
orphanage in Pokrovsk, Otchiy Dim, where they fulfilled the caretakers’ wish to receive a washing
machine. Now, frequently, the branch supplies funds for winter jackets and games. UNWLA has
supported several summer excursions to the Black Sea.
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The Ivan Bohun Military Lyceum, located in
Boyarka, outside Kyiv, is an educational military
institution. The Lyceum presents a three-year training
period for students who follow a routine school
curriculum, as well as military training. The Lyceum is
especially proud of the school military band that
performs at patriotic ceremonies, including the laying of
wreaths at graves of soldiers, and participates in parades.
In September 2019, the first female cadets of were
admitted to the Lyceum. UNWLA is supportive of
Lyceum requests for aid. In 2018, five washing
machines and dryers were supplied and in September
2020, the Lyceum was presented with 15 notebook

computers for a lab.

Dzherelo Children’s Rehabilitation Centre
provides a program of services for children and youth
with cerebral palsy, Down syndrome, autism, ADHD and
other developmental disabilities. The Centre is a state-of-
the-art facility that recently added a sensorimotor room
and wood workshop. Inclusion in typical schools has
become an important component of the Dzherelo
program and several children have already made the
transition to a typical school. Yulia Wozniuk, winner of
Miss Ukrainian New Jersey in November 2018, as part of
the humanitarian aspect of the project, brought $10,000

from Headquarters to the Centre.

An inspirational project began in Severodonetsk, a
city in eastern Ukraine, Luhansk region, in 2017. Under
leadership of Rev. Yuriy Yurchyk, the community combined
their skills to renovate a building to house a Ukrainian
Catholic Church and create a spiritual-cultural center,
including a center, which will be a major element to help
sustain Ukrainian community life. Liturgy is celebrated, and
activities for youth and the elderly are scheduled regularly.
UNWLA has donated $25,000 towards this effort. In May
2019, the church, Assumption of the Mother of God and the
center, Spiritual Social Center of Pope Francis, were blessed
with our representative, Dr. Vasyl Pazyniak presenting a gift
in UNWLA’s name.

Children at the Dzherelo Rehabilitation Centre
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The Mary Beck Fund, since September 2011, has supported a burn victims’ project supported
by Dr. Fuzaylov from Boston with Doctors Collaborating HC. Dr. Fuzaylov is noted for saying “If you
can make a difference in the life of another person, it’s something big.” (Our Life, October 2012). He has
worked with his Lviv counterparts in Hospital #8 sharing the newest techniques related to pediatric burn
surgery. This year, it had been anticipated that treatment would be offered in a hospital in Dnipro, but
plans were pre-empted due to the COVID-19 pandemic. Approximately $10,000 a year was designated to
the transportation needs from Boston to Lviv of medicines and equipment for this project.

The Prostir Nadii program at the Mental Health Institute at the Ukrainian Catholic University
was established in 2016 with a UNWLA contribution of $100,000 and another $10,000 annually for four
years. The goal directed at Prostir Nadii was to help soldiers and their families with treatment of PTSD.
The UNWLA requested that all victims of war be treated without charge. Also, the program has provided
training for mental health professionals from many regions in Ukraine, published articles, and translated
professional training journal articles into Ukrainian. Dr. Oleh Romanchuk, psychiatrist and director of the
Mental Health Institute has recently offered “10 Strategies to Help Us Deal with the Challenges of
Today’s Pandemic” published as an article in Our Life in May 2020.

Support Hospitals in Ukraine partnered with UNWLA to bring a 40-foot shipping container of
equipment to Lviv and Zhytomyr children’s hospitals. Equipment included monitors, ultrasound and EKG
supplies, and surgical instruments, donated from Project Cure. UNWLA support amounted to $23,000 for
the shipping.

UNWLA established Spiritual Rebirth of Ukraine, which includes two educational institutions:
the Kyiv Three Saints Theological Seminary of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church and the Volyn
Ukrainian Orthodox Theological Academy. Key is the education of seminarians in their roles as priests
and spiritual leaders and their message of peace and good will at this time of war and unrest in Ukraine.
Seminarians who are supported with UNWLA funds are those who plan to serve in eastern Ukraine.

UNWLA participated in the Shevchenko Scientific Society Scholarship Program in which
students from Ukraine responded to the theme “From Dream to Action: Why I Need the Scholarship from
the Shevchenko Scientific Society in the USA.” UNWLA had an active role in choosing the ten recipients
from a field of 70 applicants, and supported the ten finalists at $2,000 each for a total of $20,000.
UNWLA was represented at the donor celebration in September 2019.

Major Fundraising Projects

During my term, three special major fundraising projects were undertaken to respond to unique
circumstances.

Late in 2018, the UNWLA appealed to its members to support those living in the Sea of Azov
area that had been blockaded after Russian forces attacked three Ukrainian ships, taking Ukrainian sailors
into custody. Branches responded. Our guide from my trip to eastern Ukraine, Sergei Skala, led the effort
to identify children and families in the Mariupol and Berdyansk areas and distributed $5,000 of aid to
those in need.

In 2020, Feeding the Hungry, UNWLA for USA was initiated by UNWLA as a response to the
COVID-19 pandemic that affected families both in terms of health and economically. UNWLA Executive
Committee pledged to match donations up to $10,000. Feeding America was chosen as the organization
to which UNWLA funds would be provided. Feeding America is a national service that works with food
banks and food pantries throughout the United States. An important fact in choosing this organization was
that Charity Navigator - a charity assessment organization that evaluates charitable organizations in the
United States gives Feeding America an overall very high score of 94.3. UNWLA branches and
individual members raised and donated $21,410. With the $10,000 match, $31,410 was donated to
Feeding America. UNWLA primary purpose is to provide humanitarian aid to Ukrainians living abroad,
however, during this year of crisis, we felt strongly about contributing to those in need in America
because this is our home.

In June 2020, when Western Ukraine was devastated by heavy rains and floods, UNWLA called
its members to action and contribute to the Flooding in Ukraine Project. Thousands of homes were
damaged or destroyed. According to the State Emergency Service of Ukraine, hundreds of people were
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rescued or evacuated by emergency services. Homes, bridges, and roads were washed away, power lines
and dams were destroyed. UNWLA presented the situation to its members and asked the community for
help. Donations totaling $25,000 were collected. The aid was given to the Archdiocese of Philadelphia,
which already had a reliable distribution process in Ukraine. The Flood Report is available for review.

such as a job description for the position of Social Welfare chair, Social Welfare Guidelines, and a new
Project Proposal Form. I attended National Board meetings, meetings with other committee chairs and the
Executive Committee, as well as branch and occasional Regional Council activities. I am, also, an active
member of Branch 75.

I thank our esteemed UNWLA members who often worked with me: Liusia Buniak, Oksana
Lodziuk Krywulych, Paranka Mazurek, Nadia Nynka, Ivanka Olesnycky, Natalia Pawlenko, Ruta
Ripecky, and Valentyna Tabaka. Their ideas, enthusiasm, follow-up and problem-solving were greatly
appreciated.

Serving on the National Board these past four years has been both an
honor and a tremendous learning experience. The responsibilities of the position
of Social Media Chair were broad and involved managing all aspects of digital
and social media used by the UNWLA. These responsibilities included
administering the UNWLA Facebook page, working with a committee to create a
new UNWLA website, establishing UNWLA Instagram and YouTube accounts,
as well as serving as a Social Media liaison to all branches and Regional Councils.

Other UNWLA Social Media Chair responsibilities included posting updates on UNWLA
activities: fundraisers, news, and general events, to our social media accounts. The position requires a
solid knowledge of ever-evolving online social media platforms, along with UNWLA projects and
initiatives. The chair is in the unique position of keeping both UNWLA members and partners informed
about UNWLA activities, as well as promoting our image and brand. During my term as the UNWLA
Social Media Chair, I have focused primarily on raising public awareness of our wonderful organization
to enhance our image. This goal was accomplished through multiple strategies.

Since one of the main social media platforms used by the UNWLA is Facebook, a substantial
amount of my effort was focused on the effective use of this platform. During this term, as the
administrator of the UNWLA Facebook account (https://www.facebook.com/unwla), our Facebook page
was completely revamped. A DONATE button was added for simple donations with no fees. The number
of followers nearly quadrupled to well over 2,000 in 3.5 years. More than 3,000 posts were made that
included updates on UNWLA initiatives and projects in the U.S. and Ukraine, as well as information
about branch and Regional Council activities, community and historical events of interest.

Understanding the information offered through Facebook analytics was essential to developing
our growth. This information gives us feedback about which posts are most popular, when and where they
are viewed and helps develop our image. Our viewers/followers are engaged with the page, following it
daily. They are concentrated in the U.S. and Ukraine, but our reach extends to Canada, the UK, Italy,
India, Turkey, Australia, and numerous other countries, with followers in 45 countries. The majority,
75%, of our followers are women, spread evenly in all age brackets from 25 to 65+ years of age.
Depending on the number of shares, our reach for individual posts has been as high as 13,000.

During my tenure as Social Media Chair, my energies were also directed towards certain specific
projects, among them:

Established several UNWLA fundraising campaigns on Facebook

1. “Feeding the Hungry, UNWLA for US” was a campaign to which more than $31,000 was
donated. Funds for this campaign were raised through our Facebook page, donations made through the
website, and contributions received by mail from individual members, branches, and Regional Councils.
The UNWLA National Board donated $10,000 towards the final sum donated. As a member of the
UNWLA Social Welfare Committee chaired by Oka Hrycak, [ was responsible for creating and
promoting the campaign on our Facebook page, as well as via emails to the presidents of our Regional
Councils. I also tracked donations made through our Facebook page.

2. “Aid to Flood Victims in Ukraine” campaign received $25,000 in donations. Funds for this
campaign were raised through our Facebook page, donations made through the website and contributions
received by mail from individual members, branches, and Regional Councils. I was the committee
member responsible for promoting the campaign on Facebook.

3. Managed our online campaigns for:

a. Giving Tuesday (biannual)
b. Amazon Prime Day (annual)
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During these Facebook campaigns, I posted updates and final totals of donations, tracked
donations, wrote Facebook posts thanking donors. In addition, I posted photos received from the
beneficiaries of our goodwill, and comments about the difference made in their lives by our donations.

In 2019, UNWLA paid for the transport to
Ukraine of a 40-foot container of medical
supplies designated for Okhmatdyt
Children's Hospital in Lviv, and the
Pediatric Hospital in Zhytomyr. UNWLA
partnered with Support Hospitals in Ukraine,
Project C.U.R.E, and MEEST to ensure the
transport of more that $400,000 worth of
medical equipment.

As a member of the Gala Planning Committee, I was involved in the public relations and general
planning of the event, creating several posts daily that highlighted the gala, the performers, and extending
invitations to the public. I sent updates to New Jersey branches, posted updates on the website. Posted
highlights of the gala in separate video clips for one month after the gala. An element of the celebration
included a slideshow I created for the New Jersey Regional Council that highlighted the humanitarian,
community outreach, cultural and educational work of the New Jersey branches.

A committee to develop a new UNWLA website, composed of the UNWLA President and
several National Board members, was established soon after the 2017 Convention. This committee
assumed the monumental task of creating an entirely new UNWLA website. The committee met weekly
for more than a year to move this project forward. As project manager for Phase II of the new website, 1
worked with a local website designer, on a daily basis, to complete the redesign, transfer the website to a
new user-friendly platform, and to add significant improvements to the website.

Among the enhancements to the website are:

An About Us section that contains a historical record of UNWLA accomplishments through the
decades. The About Us section also lists the members of the UNWLA National Board and their contact
information.
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A Members Only portal gives our members immediate access to the most current documentation
needed to complete their work. The private portal contains UNWLA Bylaws, job descriptions for
members elected to the National Board, as well as to Regional Councils and branch leadership positions.
Policies and Procedures, general guidelines, the UNWLA hymn and prayer, and organization chart are
also included. An online form for submitting annual reporting forms from branch and Regional Council
presidents will be added. Online reporting will eliminate the need to send documents via mail, reducing
work for our office staff, as well as reducing costs.

A Membership Map that lists all the branches, and is easily searchable by state.

A re-designed member application and member-at-large application. Notifications of membership
inquiries are emailed directly to the 2nd Vice President for Membership for general members and to the
Members-at-Large Liaison. Online registration and payment of dues for members-at-large is also
available on the website.

Searchable issues of Our Life and UNWLA Convention books.

Direct feed from the UNWLA Facebook page. All posts to the Facebook page automatically
appear in a small window on the UNWLA website.

Established a unique email for every position of the National Board. This effort ensures that
contact information for UNWLA National Board members will remain unchanged with the election of
new officers.

Via individual Zoom sessions, trained the UNWLA Executive Committee, Chairs of UNWLA
Standing Committees and Regional Council Presidents on the set up and use of their unique emails.

To help generate revenue for UNWLA, added an Amazon Smile link.

UNWLA logo was added to the website, as well as numerous aesthetic improvements.

On an as-needed basis, held website committee meetings. Functioned as liaison with UNWLA
Home Office regarding website.

Continue to work with the website designer on a consistent basis to implement new
improvements and suggestions.

Wrote articles about the new website for Our Life magazine.

Instagram page. After Facebook, YouTube, Instagram was our third social media account.

Special Projects and Initiatives

Gareth Jones Initiative:

In 2018, I attended the unveiling of the Raphael Lemkin Plaque with 3rd Vice President Nadia
Nynka and Branch 75 member Karen Chelak at the Ukrainian Institute of America in New York City. At
this event, we met with Lubomyr Luciuk, a professor at the Royal Military College of Canada. Prof.
Luciuk brought up the idea of digitizing the Gareth Jones diaries to a select group of individuals. Gareth
Jones was the Welsh journalist who traveled to Ukraine during the Holodomor. As an eyewitness to the
Great Famine, he kept meticulous diaries of the mass starvation. My continued communications with
Prof. Luciuk encouraged me to put forth a proposal in late 2019 for digitization of Gareth Jones’ diaries to
ensure they are made available to the public through distribution at various renowned institutions. The
proposal was approved unanimously by the UNWLA Executive Committee. The UNWLA’s significant
contribution of $28,000 to the digitizing efforts ensured that we were the primary sponsors of the project.
The National Library of Wales is to complete the digitization.
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I worked with the representative from the National Library of Wales, Rhian James, Prof. Luciuk
as a designated representative from the Ukrainian Canadian Congress and UNWLA President Marianna
Zajac to create a Memorandum of Understanding outlining the work to be done in digitizing the diaries,
the timeline, distribution and UNWLA recognition as the primary sponsor of the project.

Authored an article on the initiative printed in the November 2020 issue of Our Life magazine.

At the Ukrainian Institute of America, in 2018, a
plaque in honor of Dr. Raphael Lemkin was
unveiled. Dr. Lemkin’s research was critical to the
establishment of thel949 UN Genocide Convention.
In a speech he presented in New York City on
September 20, 1953, he brought attention to the
Holodomor as genocide, the first time this was done
at an international forum.

Ukrainian Bandurist Chorus Initiative:

Initiated a partnership with the
Ukrainian Bandurist Chorus for a series of concerts commemorating the 150th anniversary of Lesia
Ukrainka’s birth in 2021. As the UNWLA representative for the project, I worked with UBC President
Anatoli Murha to determine the exact level of commitment needed from the UNWLA, and to schedule the
dates, concert venues, narrator, and other details of the project. An article explaining the collaboration
appeared in the October 2020 issue of Our Life magazine.

2021 Convention Nominating Committee Chair
In my role as New Jersey Regional Council President, I chair the Nominating Committee for the

election of the National Board at the 2021 UNWLA Convention. Committee membership includes all
Regional Council presidents, the Branches-at-Large and Members-at-Large liaisons, as well as 1st Vice
President representing the UNWLA Executive Committee. From May 2019, chaired 15 meetings of the
Nominating Committee, to determine and discuss prospective candidates.

I contacted all candidates via email and phone calls, sent appropriate job descriptions to ensure
each candidate has a clear understanding of the position she will be assuming on the National Board and
responded to questions and information requests from prospective nominees. | also sent letters requesting
biographies from each nominee. The final slate will be presented to the National Board and to all
delegates one month prior to the convention.

Branches-at-Large (BAL) is a group of branches that does not belong to
a Regional Council due to geographic distance. Branches-at-Large (BAL) can
be found throughout the United States, scattered from New York to California
and many states in-between. Presently, there are 16 branches within Branches-
at-Large: seven in the East Coast BAL and, nine in the West Coast BAL.

During the past years, I have worked as Liaison with the presidents of the branches that belong to
Branches-at-Large (BAL) from both East and West Coast. [ have met many interesting and inspirational
women. We have all learned a great deal from one another as we shared our branch successes, memorable
events, inspirational activities, and creative ways our branches worked to achieve specific goals.

Since distance is a factor among the BAL, we have communicated and networked in creative and
unique ways such as teleconferencing, Zoom meetings, text messaging, and conference phone calls.
Staying connected is very important and gives branch presidents the opportunity to share branch
accomplishments, goals, and ask for suggestions and ideas.

As BAL Liaison, one of my responsibilities is to share information that has been sent to the BAL
members from UNWLA National Headquarters. I forward newsletters, messages, and information to our
BAL presidents and am available to answer questions when they arise.

Annually, branch chairpersons are required to submit a financial report and branch reports
regarding the preceding year. One of the responsibilities of the BAL Liaison is to collect and
systematically compile the annual reports for each branch, which I have done. If there are questions,
branch presidents can contact me to address their concerns, to research information, or to just listen.

Branch reports are helpful in many ways. These annual reports are a way of archiving the history
of branch events, activities, and accomplishments over the years. By reviewing reports and discussing
past events during our BAL meetings, branch presidents learn from one another, became inspired, and
sometimes duplicate events in their own branch.

Each Branch-at-Large is unique. However, there are common goals that flow throughout branch
reports. Many branches focused their efforts on providing humanitarian aid. They may host potluck
dinners, banquets, dances, picnics, tea luncheons, etc., in order to raise money and provide financial
assistance to war victims, displaced families, and children in Ukraine. Some branches collected clothing,
blankets, toys, and sent these items where most needed. Many also help bring joy to orphan children by
sending gifts for Christmas.
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Socializing with others is an important aspect of BAL. Many branches sponsor functions such as
Vyshyvani Vechornytsi, Debutante Balls, Father’s Day Luncheons, as well as dinners and dances for
Valentines Day. These planned events bring members together and encourage the community to
participate while supporting important branch causes.

Educating others about Ukrainian heritage, history, and culture is an important goal common to
all BALs. Each branch has their own creative way of educating individuals about Ukraine. Programs
honoring renowned individuals in Ukrainian history such as Taras Shevchenko, Lesya Ukrainka, and
others are often presented. Opportunities are taken to remember historic events such as the Chornobyl
nuclear disaster and the Holodomor. Ukrainian traditions such as Easter and Christmas are kept in hopes
of maintaining and perpetuating the love of our heritage. Our youth is encouraged to learn about Ukraine
in enjoyable ways such as the game of Jeopardy where all categories are related to Ukraine. When
learning about Ukrainian art, individuals are often mesmerized by the fine details in the pysanka or
traditional Ukrainian embroidery.

In 2020, UNWLA members and guests commemorated the 95" Anniversary of our organization.
As Liaison for BAL, I had the opportunity to work closely with the BAL presidents in order to produce a
video highlighting each branch’s goals and important events from over the years. The BAL slide show
prepared for the 95" Anniversary was interesting and informative. Although each of the 16 UNWLA
Branches-at-Large is unique, it was evident that branch goals fell into three categories: supporting
humanitarian aid, building a strong community, and educating others about Ukrainian culture, heritage,
and traditions. We could be proud of the UNWLA Branches-at-Large (BAL), for they have been
successfully achieving their goals while making a positive impact on many lives.

For me, it has been a great pleasure to work with these dedicated women in Branches-at-Large.
Being Liaison over the years, I am honored to have had the opportunity to meet so many amazing women,
learn much, gain good friends, and feel a sense of unity and sisterhood, all due to being part of the
UNWLA Branches-at-Large.

The Ukrainian National Women’s League
of America (UNWLA) Members-at-Large
(MAL) community is composed of
approximately 110 Soyuzianky who live
throughout the United States of America.
The map illustrates where our members are
currently located.

The Members-at-Large (MAL)
Liaison holds an essential leadership
role for UNWLA members who do not belong to a branch. The MAL Liaison works closely and
collaboratively with the Vice President of Membership to recruit new members and to retain current ones.
The MAL category of membership provides:

- Continuity of membership in the UNWLA when a branch is dissolved.

- Portability of membership when a member relocates to a different geographic location.

- Flexibility to participate in UNWLA programs and activities when the member’s personal and
professional schedule permits.

- A forum for networking, and mutual support with women who share many of the same interests
and cultural heritage.

- An opportunity to implement social service, educational and cultural initiatives in the areas where
branches do not exist.

Reflecting on the period since the previous UNWLA Convention, the period between May 5, 2017 and
December 20, 2020, is an instructive exercise and gives rise to the question, “what’s next?” However,
before looking ahead, allow me to review the work that has been done, the responsibilities fulfilled, and
the goals met in keeping with the role of MAL Liaison, and that has guided my work while I served in
this position. These were the day-to-day activities I performed as specified in the UNWLA Bylaws and
Standing Rules:

- Coordinated members’ information with the UNWLA Home Office administrator to ensure that
current Members-at-Large records are accurate and current.

- Shared with UNWLA Home Office administrator all address changes and other administrative
requests, for example to terminate membership/Our Life subscriptions from families of a deceased
MAL.

- Wrote annual Christmas greeting/ informational letters to MAL that were sent via USPS each
December together with an annual dues notice.

- Contacted members by phone and e-mail in early March when a member’s dues remained unpaid
after having been sent a reminder by the Home Office administrator via USPS.

- Sent welcome letters to each new MAL to acknowledge receipt of membership application and
payment of dues, including members who had transferred from a branch to MAL status.

- Maintained contact with MAL through e-mails and forwarded all information sent by officers of
the National Board.
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- Sent copies of the UNWLA Bylaws to new members who could not access them online at the
UNWLA website.

- Reviewed appropriate sections in Our Life magazine to ensure that new MAL are properly
welcomed.

- Provided new MAL with the UNWLA website address and Facebook page and encouraged them
to access these important communication tools on a regular basis.

- Suggested to all MAL that they participate in UNWLA activities and contribute their expertise,
talents, and special interests to the organization via projects, donations, and articles submitted to Our
Life and/ or posted to UNWLA social media.

- Encouraged MAL to attend the now virtual XXXII UNWLA Convention and reminded them that
for every ten MAL in attendance at the Convention, MAL have the right to elect one voting delegate
from among themselves.

- Worked with the Vice President of Membership, Regional Council Presidents, and Branches-at-
Large Liaison to identify potential MAL from dissolved branches or members who have moved to
geographical areas that do not support a branch.

- Submitted articles about two distinguished MAL to Our Life magazine.

- Together with the Vice President of Public Relations and the Vice President of Membership,
lobbied to create a centralized marketing campaign to attract new members.

- Recruited MAL through personal contacts, letters of invitation, referrals from MAL and in
response to inquiries sent to the Home Office administrator and through the UNWLA website.

- Attended three annual National Board meetings and provided a report on the status and activities
of the MAL group at each.

- Attended all quarterly Regional Board meetings.

- Served on the UNWLA Website Committee, which began its work on the last day of the XXXI
Convention in Tampa, Florida.

- Prepared and reviewed documents for the Policies and Procedures Manual and for the Mem-
bership section of the UNWLA website, including the MAL Liaison job description.

- Served on the National Board Nominating Committee.

New activities that have recently become an important part of my work as MAL Liaison are:

- Prepared a video about the Members-at-Large group with a core group of MAL who met via

Zoom to brainstorm the production, as well as appear in video for the UNWLA 95th Anniversary.

- Planned and invited members to the first MAL “business” meeting on 01/25/21 to discuss the

request made by some MAL to meet virtually on a set schedule and to, perhaps, work together on an

agreed upon social welfare project of the group’s choosing.

- Reviewed the UNWLA’s rules and regulations as they pertain to social welfare fundraising and

donations to guide the group in future fundraising projects stressing the importance of safeguarding

the UNWLA’s tax exempt status.

Looking ahead, I see many new opportunities for the MAL community to grow in membership and to
enlarge its influence and participation in the UNWLA. Since the MAL membership category is able to
accommodate every woman’s lifestyle while creating a Ukrainian space for them, this collective
continues to have a great potential to attract new members. E-mail messaging, the new UNWLA website,
social media applications - Facebook, YouTube and Zoom - all have made it much easier for the MAL
group to communicate and to create a meaningful community online. Our Life magazine continues to be a
very important tool for current members to remain engaged with, and in support of, the UNWLA’s
mission without using a computer.

My vision for the MAL community remains the same as three years ago. I believe that, with time,
there can be/will be a significant number of MAL in every state if we find them or they find us. The
UNWLA website and the existing search engines that direct potential members to the UNWLA are
already demonstrating good results.

To broaden our search for potential members who do not know about UNWLA, I propose that the
UNWLA extend requests to all appropriate Ukrainian-American institutions, including Ukrainian
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churches of all denominations, to publish and inform their parishioners and members about the UNWLA,
our mission, historic record of accomplishments and current campaign to locate potential members for
branches and the MAL group. I further propose the “smarter” use of search engines to better position the
UNWLA on search engines for those searching the word “Ukrainian.”

Please imagine, as I often do, the UNWLA on its 100th Anniversary having reversed the current trend
of losing more members than it gains and instead replacing it with one that more closely resembles
previous times when Ukrainian women joined the organization en masse, as in the post WWII era. The
UNWLA is the largest and oldest Ukrainian women’s organization in the United States. We should share
our story confidently with women in the diaspora across the entire United States of America to create the
turnaround and reinvigoration needed to sustain the organization for many years to come.

Thank you to Marianna Zajac and the Executive Board for their leadership, especially during these
challenging years. Congratulations to them on all that has been accomplished since the last convention.

Thank you to my predecessors, Ola Movchan Novak and Roxolana Yarymovych, for generously
sharing their insights, documentation, and goodwill with me. I appreciate them both.

Thank you to Vice President for Membership Christine Boyko, for her support and cooperation in all
matters concerning membership.

Thank you to now retired Editor of Our Life, Tamara Stadnychenko-Cornelison, for being a good
friend and for making submitting articles to her a great experience.

Thanks to my dear friends, Ksenia Kuzmycz and Ksenia Rakowsky, for helping me make calls to
MAL, on my behalf, when I began my tenure as Liaison.

Thank you to the MAL who came forward to help me to create a video for the UNWLA 95%
Anniversary. Meeting and interacting with them on Zoom has been the highlight of my tenure as Liaison.
They lifted my spirits by their enthusiastic participation and sincere desire to express their love and
respect for their Ukrainian heritage. This core group has generated an energy that is now moving it in a
new and exciting direction.

History: Branch 14 was organized on September 1976 with 10 members. We established a
Ukrainian school in 1977. As members of the Atlanta Council of International Visitors, we were able to
exhibit our Ukrainian culture at gala events, local shopping malls, and county fairs. We also exhibited at
the Atlanta Arts and International Festivals and the Martin Luther King festival. An important project was
to fill a tractor-trailer with clothing, dried food, and educational items destined for Ukraine. We
coordinated with several churches in the Atlanta area. Items were transported to Ukraine with local
member’s supervision during the 1990s to nursing homes and orphanages.

Highlights: The “Bandura Ladies of Branch 14” performed at the Savannah Yacht club in 1982,
Kiwanis Club in 1984, Atlanta Dogwood Festival in 1985, as well as numerous fairs and annual events.
During 1988, we performed a Ukrainian Millennium program. For 25 years, we created a Ukrainian
holiday display for the “Georgia Festival of Trees.” This event raised thousands of dollars for community
medical hospitals. Several members committed to two years of classes offered by the Atlanta Committee
for the Olympic Games for members of the Atlanta community to help and volunteer for the 1996 event.
We interacted with the Ukrainian athletes, their coaches, and doctors, provided transportation to all
events. Our branch worked closely with Yuri M. Scherbak, Ambassador of Ukraine to the United States;
Valeriy P. Borzov, President, National Olympic Committee of Ukraine, and Mykola Kyrychonko,
Honorary Consul of Ukraine in Atlanta. We were especially proud when Lilia Podkopayeva won the Gold
Medal All-Around Final in gymnastics. She currently lives in Atlanta. In 2010, we were invited to join
the Georgia Rescue and Restore Coalition to help rescue children and adults who had been brought to this
country for human trafficking.

Recent activities: We continue to participate every year at the Atlanta Symphony decorators
show home fundraiser as volunteers for the Children’s Healthcare hospitals of Atlanta and volunteer with
churches promoting Ukrainian events. Annually, during the month of August, we are invited to the office
of the Governor of the State of Georgia to accept a “Ukrainian Independence Day Proclamation.” We
bring the Governor a Ukrainian gift that is displayed for all visitors to enjoy. During the past two years,
two of our members have travelled to Ukraine where they visited UNESCO World Heritage sites, the
Holodomor Museum, other sites. Upon returning, they shared these experiences with our branch members
and their families. Some of our members are involved with their churches, universities and other
organizations promoting Ukrainian history, culture, and traditions. We established a book club choosing
books pertaining to the history of Ukraine, politics, and contemporary issues, such as Red Famine by
Anne Applebaum. We continue to study the history of our patroness Lesya Ukrainka and Ukraine’s
national poet Taras Shevchenko. We are sad to mention that four members passed away recently: Joan
Uszenski (former branch treasurer), Anna Sgier, Tatiana Semchyshyn, and Geraldine Hajduk (former
branch president). They are missed, but fondly remembered.

Oksana Piasecky;j
continues her important work with the U.S. Holodomor Committee and conducted several webinars with
Miami Dade College. Our members remain busy and all the activity reflects favorably on UNWLA.
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We are saddened to convey the loss of Marijka Kovalevich to this dread disease. Other Soyu-
zianky have had serious illnesses and surgeries unrelated to the pandemic, but health issues certainly have
been made more complicated by pandemic circumstances. However, through it all, we have managed to
support each other where possible. How good it is to have sisters!

We recall our activities prior to 2020 when we lived in a COVID-free world. From 2017-2019,
we commemorated anniversaries of Taras Shevchenko, of the Chornobyl, and Holodomor tragedies. We
held a viewing of the film Women of the Maidan. For Den Heroyiny, we honored all of the women in
Branch 17 who preceded us. We shared memories about the founders of our community, including Eva
Staskiw whose bequest to UNWLA is the scholarship gift that keeps on giving. The event received high
praise as attendees learned about their predecessors in Miami and about the many heroines among us.

If our branch did not directly sponsor an event, our members could be found contributing to other
events such as praznyky, or sviachene, or Sviatiy Mykolai celebrations — cooking, making varenyky,
baking, serving ... all for the good of our community!

In 2018, we sponsored a Vyshyvani Vechornytsi gala led by event chair Oresta Hamersky who,
along with her team, made the bold decision to hold the event in a lovely restaurant along the Intracoastal
Waterway in Fort Lauderdale, rather than the usual church hall or club setting. Guests attended from
throughout Florida and beyond, including many non-Ukrainians. Not only did all guests enjoy the
evening, but also we successfully raised several thousand dollars to donate to the Ukrainian War Veterans
Fund — attesting to the adage “it is better to give than to receive.”

Additionally, our members lent considerable support to a series of events commemorating the 85
anniversary of Holodomor. Under the auspices of the U.S. Committee for Ukrainian Holodomor
Genocide Awareness, program chair Oksana Piaseckyj held a candle-lighting ceremony at the Torch of
Friendship in Miami’s Bayfront Park; at Miami Dade College, organized a symposium that featured the
documentary film produced by Dr. Borys Buniak When We Starve; lighting the famed Miami Tower in
Ukraine’s national colors that shone over downtown Miami. The commemorative events culminated with
a performance by the Women’s Bandura Ensemble of North America at Miami’s Koubek Centre. Oresta
Hamersky and Camila Huk-Masier organized an evening with Andrea Chalupa during which she
previewed the trailer of her film Mr. Jones, followed by a captivating question and answer session.

In 2018, we lost our dear sister Tamara Huryn and we still find it difficult to convey how deeply
we feel her loss.

Our branch was founded in 1952 and before the blink of an eye, we will celebrate our 70%
anniversary. Many compassionate, fearless, generous, gentle, kind, strong women have preceded us. God
willing, the pandemic will soon be behind us, and we will be well positioned to meet the challenges of the
next 70 years.

reporting period 2017-2020, branch members reached out to the Ukrainian community to mark two
important events: the 40th anniversary of the founding of our branch and 85th anniversary of the
Holodomor.

A short history of Branch 38 activities was distributed prior to
the prepared program at which two founding members, Maria Figlus and Dozia Fedak, shared their
recollections of the most important events in the branch's history and offered wishes for future success.

Our branch commemorated the 85th anniversary of the Holodomor with a solemn and
informative meeting for the community. Efforts to have the forced famine in Ukraine recognized by the
United Nations as genocide were part of the discussion. In addition, participants shared recollections of
stories about the famine that they remember having heard from older family members.

Branch members held monthly meetings that usually included a social hour and potluck then
followed by exchange of news and attention to UNWLA business. Holidays were marked by our
continued tradition of communal dinners. At Christmas, we shared a Ukrainian Christmas meal followed
by the singing of Ukrainian carols and a gift exchange. During the COVID restrictions of 2020, members
could no longer meet in person, but online Zoom meetings filled that need.

During the past three years, Branch 50 has focused efforts on various fundraising events to
promote scholarships in Ukraine, Brazil, and at home, as well as support a number of social welfare
projects.

Due to the restrictions and dangers of COVID, Branch 81 of the Metropolitan Detroit Westside
has been conducting our meetings by phone. During these calls, we speak about projects our branch wants
to undertake and developing the means to do so. Our current goals are: 1) to support the renewed work of
the Ukrainian American Archives and Museum in Hamtramck, MI, and 2) to develop strategies to help
meet humanitarian needs in Ukraine.

We also reviewed our Catheter Project from the past. Doing such a review encouraged us to think
big. We considered sharing information about this project once again with member branches of our
Regional Council, but this time focus on explaining the process in a more detailed manner, more
specifically tracing the project’s development. This effort is helping us focus our efforts and perhaps the
tracing of events may help another branch develop their project to aid Ukraine.

With a small group of members, Branch 81 President Maria Holian in 2015 established the
Catheter Project that was in place from 2015 through 2018 and provided benefits to Ukrainians in at least
two ways. The project provided Ukraine’s wounded veterans, hospitalized in Lviv, with catheters and
other supplies, as well as inspired volunteer action in Ukraine to continue providing medical equipment
and supplies to soldiers who suffer deeply from the effects of Russia’s war on Ukraine, a war now in it’s
seventh year.

Our project to help with the medical needs of wounded soldiers’ began with a conversation that
President Holian had with members of her extended family in Ukraine. The tone of their voices was
desperate as they spoke about the large number of paralyzed soldiers and others now disabled by
amputations because of the war. She realized that help with physical rehabilitation was needed. As an
occupational therapist by profession, and having worked with many injured soldiers and civilians in
America, she decided to investigate the availability of rehabilitation in Ukraine.

Mrs. Holian searched online for occupational therapy centers in Ukraine and did not find any
facilities offering such services. While searching for physical therapy options, she found a therapist,
Olexandra (Lesia) Kalandyak, who was pioneering innovative physical therapy practices in Ukraine.
Calling her, Mrs. Holian identified herself as an occupational therapist from America and asked, “How
can I help?” Olexandra Kalandyak’s immediately responded that there was a great need for catheters
among soldiers who had become invalids due to the war.

Seeking guidance, Branch President Holian contacted UNWLA President Marianna Zajac, who,
at that time, was in Sweden attending a conference of the World Federation of Ukrainian Women’s
Organizations. Also attending was Dr. Oreslava V. Khomyk, President, Ukrainian Women’s Union
(Coro3 Ykpainok). Dr. Khomyk agreed to meet Olexandra (Lesia) Kalandyak upon returning to Lviv.

On September 10, 2015, Dr. Khomyk and Lesia Kalandyak exchanged emails, and agreed that
assistance such as wheelchairs, walkers, canes, cushions was needed. Lesia, who was working at the
Military Medical Center of the Western Region in Lviv, would tell Dr. Khomyk of needed equipment. Dr.
Khomyk would purchase the items with funds from Branch 81 and have them delivered to the hospital.

In these email exchanges, a consistent request for catheters and urinary bags was also included.
With the network organized and the goals defined, Branch 81 went to work. Member Luba Smolij
Bakopolous supplied the meeting space (along with tea, sandwiches and ideas) in which Branch 81
members met to plan various events to raise funds. The branch organized: 1) a Ukrainian Nutcracker-
Soldier Bake Sale at St. Mary the Protectress (Pokrova) Ukrainian Orthodox Cathedral, an event
coordinated by parish board president and Branch 81 member, Olia Liskiwsky; 2) a coordinated effort
with Detroit Plast that resulted in a supply of toiletries being sent to Ukrainian soldiers. Plast members
sewed bags from wash clothes and filled them with soap, toothpaste, a toothbrush, and a note expressing
their appreciation for the sacrifice made by the soldiers. These packets were sent to Ukraine by Branch
81; 3) a master class in pysanka design was held by the late Master-Artist Roman Seniuk at Our Lady of
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Perpetual Help Ukrainian Catholic Church; and 4) a grand costume jewelry sale was held on the Dibrova
oselia during the parish picnic of St. Mary the Protectress UOC.

The UNWLA Detroit Regional Council, Plast, our churches, and the entire Ukrainian-American
community all responded to helping meet Branch 81 humanitarian aid goals by contributing advice,
staging areas, coordination, materials to sell, or contributed money.

President Maria Holian’s husband, Stefan Holian obtained photographs of wounded soldiers,
displayed at various events, moving many hearts to contribute generously. After seeing the downloaded
photos of rehabilitated soldiers, people often did not buy anything, simply contributed money outright, so
that the branch was able to collect $3,089.25 ($1,000 of which went to purchase computers for the
hospital).

Funds collected were sent via MoneyGram to Dr. Khomyk, who would purchase catheters, and
other supplies, delivering items to the hospital. Lesia Kalandyak now travels throughout Ukraine, training
people in physical therapy, encouraging the development of this area of rehabilitation practice and study.

In the tradition of UNWLA, one good deed generated another and now volunteers from Ukrainian
Women’s Union (Coro3 Ykpainok) have continued the work initiated by Branch 81. In turn, our branch
would like to continue such work and we are searching for institutions that can benefit from our small
efforts and result in a multiplying effect.

On May 31, 1988, a group of 20 young, talented, and enthusiastic women established Branch 88
as a part of the Philadelphia Regional Council. Our focus was the preservation of Ukrainian culture and
the sharing of our culture with the surrounding American community. Throughout the years, our branch
membership has grown and we have embraced other goals, including charitable and fundraising activities
both here and in Ukraine.

We were motivated by our love of Ukrainian culture, in particular the folk arts, to organize
exhibits and educational seminars promoting this cultural legacy. In 2006, our branch presented our first
unique exhibit of straw mosaics, tapestries, batiks on silk, gouaches, and mixed media at the Ukrainian
Educational and Cultural Center (UECC) in Jenkintown, Pennsylvania, featuring the works of three
generations of the Sayenko family from Ukraine. Proceeds from the event were donated to help children
in Ukraine, many of whom were orphaned because of Russian aggression in eastern regions of Ukraine.

Throughout the years, Branch 88 has worked in conjunction with the Ukrainian Heritage Studies
Center at Manor College presenting many exhibits at the UECC. Our first joint exhibit, held in 2009, was
entitled "Ukrainian Embroidery - A Metamorphosis in Beauty and Function." This three-day event
included seminars that identified the origins, symbolism, design patterns, and colors used in different
regions of Ukraine. A display with a wide variety of embroidered works was displayed in the UECC
Gallery.

In 2010, an exhibit titled "Pysanky through the Ages" was held at UECC. In addition to the
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beautiful exhibit of pysanky, speakers provided information about the history, symbolism, and
ethnographic specifics related to the art and craft of drawing pysanky.

Continuing with this theme in 2011, "The Art of Making Gerdany: Preserving Old Traditions and
Making New Ones" was held for three days. It included seminars by well-known authorities on gerdany
and Saturday workshops for children. The Chernyk Gallery at UECC was literally ablaze in the vibrant
colors from the gerdany, Ukrainian beadwork.

In 2013, Branch 88 presented an art exhibit of Lemko artist Nicholas Bervinchak's work titled
"Finding Our Roots in the Coal Mines.” The exhibit program included seminars by prominent professors
about the life of early immigrants in the coal-mining regions of Pennsylvania, as well as musical
entertainment by the Kazka Dance Ensemble.

From 2010 to 2014, Branch 88 and Manor College participated in the annual "Festival of Trees"
display at the Pearl S. Buck House in Perkasie, Pennsylvania. For three consecutive years, we won first
place for our presentation of rooms decorated around a specific theme that included “Ukrainian
Christmas," "The Mitten," "Little Angel's Journey,” and the "Ukrainian Woodland Christmas," about the
legend of the Christmas spider.

A notable event in 2014 at UECC was our exhibit “Vasile Avramenko: A Legacy of Ukrainian
Dance.” In conjunction with the Ukrainian Canadian Foundation of Taras Shevchenko and Manor
College, we hosted a two-day presentation that included seminars on Ukrainian folk arts, a viewing of the
film "Natalka Poltavka" and culminated with Avramenko-choreographed dances performed by the Kazka
Dance Ensemble.

In 2015, a Ukrainian Christmas exhibit displaying "Ukrainian Christmas and Theophany
Traditions" was presented at the Treasury of Faith Museum at the Ukrainian Catholic Archeparchy of
Philadelphia. In another exhibit the following year, Ukrainian Easter traditions were featured that
highlighted the art of creating a pysanky.

Branch 88 published a new children's book in 2016, Stories for Every Season, which is a
collection of original enchanting tales based on Ukrainian folktales and traditions, as well as follow-up
exercises/activities developed to promote language skills and other learning skills. Proceeds from the sale
of the book are being donated to ATO (Anti-Terrorist Operation) in Ukraine to help orphans and families
affected by the Russian-Ukrainian war underway in several of Ukraine’s eastern regions. During the
XXXII Convention, all participants were to receive a complimentary copy of the book, however, due to
COVID restriction, the event will be virtual and distribution of the book not possible. Additional options
will be explored to advance the distribution and sale of the book.

In 2016, we also organized a Holodomor exhibit at UECC, and in 2019, several members
participated in the Methacton High School International Fair with an exhibit of Ukrainian folk art. That
year our branch donated a series of five books written by Marsha Forchuk Skrypuch to the Ukrainian
Library at the UECC. The books were written for teenagers about Ukrainian children during World War 11
who were brutalized by both the Soviets and Nazis.

Currently Branch 88 has 30 members, many of whom are also active in the Executive
Committee of the Philadelphia Regional Council volunteering for projects, such as the council's fashion
shows, sculpture exhibit, and the publication of a cookbook entitled "Sharing Our Best.” All our events
have been recorded in Our Life and The Ukrainian Weekly.

Branch 88 contributes generously to several UNWLA charitable causes, including "Feeding the
Hungry, UNWLA for USA" and "UNWLA Flood 2020."

Looking back these past four years,
there were a number of significant
accomplishments for Branch 98. In 2017, we
began with 20 members and ended 2020 with
33. In 2017, we organized the screening of the
film Music of Survival and ended the year
with our now-signature vyshyvanky exhibit at
our local Shrewsbury public library. That
exhibit led to many additional public exhibits
and events in following years. In 2018, the
highlight ~was our 30"  anniversary

: DEIIAR R A celebration/fundraiser that allowed us to fund
the purchase of an Apple computer for the Scholarshlp Program. We supported the 2019 exhibit “FULL
CIRCLE: Ukraine's Struggle for Independence 100 Years Ago, 1917-1921" at the Ukrainian Museum
with a $1,565 contribution. Many events and exhibits were held in 2019, and in 2020, despite COVID-19
restrictions, the branch raised $4,200 for the Babusi Fund.

The branch actively shares Ukrainian culture and history with the public through exhibits and
events at our libraries in Monmouth and Middlesex counties in New Jersey. In 2017, the branch organized
an exhibit “Vyshyvanky, Embroidery of Ukraine.” The exhibit traveled to four libraries and was on
display for seven months. In 2019, the branch organized a Holodomor exhibit at two of the libraries. In
early 2020, although the branch organized an exhibit of rizba at a local library, due to COVID-19
restrictions, the exhibit was cancelled.

The branch held 12 public events: three lectures on the “Art of Ukrainian Embroidery,” one
hands-on embroidery workshop, four lectures on the “Ancient Art of Pysanky, The Ukrainian Easter
Egg,” two pysanky decorating workshops, and a hands-on Petrykivka folk art workshop. In March 2019,
we screened the documentary film Harvest of Despair at the Shrewsbury library and in June 2019,
participated in the Rutgers University Folk Festival where we demonstrated the art of making pysanky
and shared information with festival guests about a variety of Ukrainian topics, from beautiful vyshyvanky
and to the tragedy of Holodomor.
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“Embroidery of Ukraine” exhibit

Five Branch 98 members volunteered with
the scholarship program at the start of 2017. With the
" departure of Mildred O. Jacus, who moved to Arizona
| in 2020, currently four members volunteer. Through
scholarship renewals, donations and Branch 98
fundraising, $60,945 was credited to the efforts of our
branch volunteers for the years 2017 through 2020. Of
the $60,945 raised for scholarships, $4,580 came
directly from Branch 98 and covered stipends for two
students in Ukraine and one student in Brazil.

The branch held three Christmas Party
fundraisers with proceeds dedicated to the Babusi
Fund. With no Christmas Party fundraiser possible in
2020, the branch raised $4,200 for the Babusi Fund
through a letter-writing campaign. In 2017, Halyna Jakubowycz’s 80™ birthday fundraiser for her husband
raised $3,860 for the War Victim’s Fund and $160 for the scholarship program. Medical supplies donated
by Halyna Lojko’s sister-in-law and valued at $4,078 were sent to the military hospital in Lviv. The
branch contributed to the Sea of Azov effort (2019), Feeding the Hungry, UNWLA for USA project
(2020) and the Flooding Project in Ukraine appeal for donations (2020).

Petrykivka Master Class

Branch 98 supports other branches
in the region by participating in efforts and
attending events sponsored by these
branches. We sell baked goods at the
annual festival for the Ukrainian Cultural
Center Whippany, NJ. Branch members
bought 2017 convention raffle books and
procured four greetings for the 2021
convention book. Three Branch 98
members of the branch are on the New
Jersey Regional Council and two are on the
UNWLA National Board.

Since January 2017, we have
added 13 new members. Our youngest member is 23 years-old and our oldest is 84. With new members
came new ideas and access to new technologies, including expanding our online efforts. We now have
Facebook and Instagram pages, a teleconference bridge, a Google document repository, and in 2020, we
added WebEx and Zoom. We are also the proud owners of not one, but two, UNWLA Branch 98 banners.
The branch has been revitalized with the new membership and between the new and long-term members,
we have a core group of women who are willing to work to accomplish the goals we have set for
ourselves.

In 1968, Theodosia Kushnir (2002 UNWLA Honorary Member) gathered nine women and
established UNWLA Branch 99 in the small, upstate city of Watervliet, New York, just a few miles from
the capital city of Albany (site of the 2005 UNWLA Convention). Lesia Ukrainka, chosen for the
principles she represented, became their patroness and the group elected Theodosia Kushnir as the first
branch president. The group had grand ideas and there was no stopping them! Branch membership grew
rapidly to an impressive number of more than 55 women.

Regardless of what needed to be organized or whatever funds needed to be raised, Branch 99
members were the first in our community to stand up and offer help. Their goal was to spread the word
about Ukraine, in general, and the UNWLA, in particular.

In 1970, Branch 99 started the Palm Sunday Easter Bazaar showing off our Ukrainian culture,
traditions, and especially our Easter foods. To this day, visitors line up to purchase pysanky, greeting
cards, and goodies to fill Easter baskets.

In 1971, Branch 99 was instrumental in the organization of an international festival known as the
Festival of Nations which has been bringing together representatives of 26 nations to display their
respective cultures, traditions, and culinary treats annually to thousands of visitors. Representing Ukraine
at the Miss Festival of Nations Pageant were Zoriana Moulton (2017), Sophia Myshchuk (2018) and
Isadora Lee (2019).

From 2017 through 2019, our branch continued with established events such as the Palm Sunday
Easter Bazaar, Ukrainian Independence Day celebration, the Festival of Nations, and Christmas koliada.

Our branch has
existed for more than 50 years and although we are not a large branch, our members contribute their time,
hard work, and dedications to ensure that we are successful in meeting our donation goals so critical for
helping our fellow Ukrainians.

Established in 1985 by Irena Bechtold and Luba Firchuk, Branch 113 has 27 members and three
with dual memberships. We are privileged to have three artists in our branch: Ilona Sochynsky, Lydia
Piasecky and Roma Rainey. Three of our members are also on the Board of Trustees of the Ukrainian
Museum: Alla Leshko, Maryanna Hoydysh, and Daria Mehrle; and Head ot the Audit Committee, Orysia
Stryzak.

We support all the volunteer efforts of the UNWLA, but since our inception, Branch 113 has
embraced support of The Ukrainian Museum as our primary mission. Our branch supports the museum
with financial donations, as well as by organizing and cosponsoring exhibits and events.

During her presidency, Ilona Sochynsky initiated a unique program, the “Sons and Daughters
Initiative.” As part of this program, we invited to our monthly meetings young men and women who are
children of our branch members who spoke about their careers. With a proposal by Alla Leshko, this
initiative culminated in the hugely successful art exhibit titled “SEVEN” (CIM) sponsored by Branch 113
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The exhibit was on display through September 2017 at The Ukrainian Museum. Curated by artist Roman
Hrab, Studio Director at Bard College, the group exhibit featured the work of seven contemporary artists.
Roman also presented at one of our meetings as part of the “Sons and Daughters Initiative.”

In October 2018, Branch 113 and The Ukrainian Museum cosponsored a concert and film
Ukrainian Rhapsody. The film by celebrated pianist Natalya Pasichyka is a documentary journey into
Ukrainian classical music. After the screening, Ms. Pasichyka played works by several composers
featured in the film. After the concert, Branch 113 prepared and hosted a sumptuous reception.

In April 2019, Branch 113 hosted the reception for the opening of the “KOLO” exhibit, which
commemorated the 100th anniversary of the struggle for Ukraine’s independence.

In December 2019, Lesia Rakowska, our Student Scholarship Chair, started a scholarship fund
inspired by the success of one of our scholarship students, Oleksandr Shtilholz, from Zhytomyr. Lesia’s
letters of encouragement and praise, along with our financial support, culminated in an award for
Oleksandr from the European Heritage Contest. He was named “Ambassador of Ukraine” for his
presentation of Ukraine’s cultural heritage and was able to have his book 4 Free Bird in a Poet’s Soul
published. Lesia wrote an article about Oleksandr and his outstanding achievements for the March issue
of Our Life and Maryanna Hoydysh posted this information on Facebook.

Our branch was established on March 12, 2014. As a vibrant group of women, we set as our goal
the promotion and sharing of Ukrainian culture and traditions, the teaching of our true history, and the
support of various Ukrainian causes.

Our current membership consists of 27 primary members and 4 dual members who reside in the
Southwest Florida areas of Estero, Bonita Springs, Naples, and Marco Island. We meet nine months of
the year on the last Wednesday of the month at the Crescent Room at Pelican Bay. Regardless of COVID-
19, we have been able to maintain our meetings at different sites during this pandemic.
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In January and March 2018, through the efforts of member Valia Dmitri, we collaborated with
Hodges University and Arbor Trace Senior Living Community to show Olha Onyshko’s documentary
film Women of Maidan. A very productive Q&A period followed. Those present were amazed to learn the
truth of the events of the 2014 Maidan in Ukraine.

Since our founding, we have displayed Ukrainian embroidery, woodcuts, ceramics, and pysanky
at various libraries throughout the area. Our pysanka exhibits eventually evolved into pysanka workshops
held regularly at Lely and Golden Gate Regional Libraries, as well as at various country clubs throughout
the area. Our workshops have become very popular and well attended. As an added bonus, the workshops
have become a good source of fundraising.

We devoted 2019 and early 2020 to the Remembrance of the Holodomor and sponsored several
library exhibits and lectures. In March 2020, Halyna Traversa presented a lecture on the Holodomor at the
Renaissance Center of Naples, an affiliate of the Florida Gulf Coast University, while Natalka Santarsiero
presented her mother’s story of survival of this atrocity. Halyna Traversa was also interviewed by the
local NPR radio station on the subject. Another well-attended lecture on the Holodomor was sponsored
by our branch and presented by Nelya Lechman, of Branch 56 of North Port, at the Lely Library.

The highlight of our Holodomor Remembrance was an exhibit co-sponsored with the Holocaust
Museum and Cohen Educational Center (HMCEC) of SWFL. Our well-curated exhibit was on display for
four months during 2019, at the HMCEC’s lovely, newly renovated facility. The exhibit also featured the
continuous streaming of a film on the Holodomor produced in Canada. To our knowledge, this exhibit,
co-sponsored with, and displayed in, a Holocaust museum, was the first of its kind in the United States
and Canada.

An essential element of this Holodomor project was a lecture by Professor Timothy Snyder of
Yale University, the well-known author of Bloodlands. Before an audience of 200 participants, Dr.
Snyder moved us with his passion and extensive knowledge of the subject matter. After the lecture, there
was a lively Q&A session and followed by a lovely cocktail reception for all who attended. This event
was widely featured and acclaimed in our local Naples Daily News, as well as Jewish and Ukrainian
community newspapers in North America.

As part of our scholarship project, we sponsor three university students in Ukraine. As part of our
social welfare effort, we provide financial assistance to a young widow and her two daughters in Eastern
Ukraine. Care packages are also sent quarterly. We continue to donate to the War Victims Fund. Naples
Branch 136 strives to build on our Ukrainian culture, furthering education programs, and assisting the
needy in Ukraine, and always welcome new members to join us in our heartfelt efforts.
