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MELANNE VERVEER
Profile of a Political Activist

Melanne Verveer was born and raised in the coal-
mining regions of western Pennsylvania, an area rich in
the history of early Ukrainian immigration. Of Ukrainian
descent herself, Verveer was raised in a home where
Ukrainian traditions were maintained; the Ukrainian
language, which Verveer understands but does not
speak, was the principal language of her parents and
grandmother. As a young girl, she attended Transfigura-
tion Ukrainian Catholic elementary school in Shamokin
and St. Mary’s Villa Academy in Sloatsburg, N.Y. a
secondary school established and operated by Sisters
of the Order of Mary Immaculate — SMI. Following her
early education under the supervision of the nuns, she
studied languages at Georgetown University in Washing-
ton, D.C., graduating cum laude in 1966. In 1969, she
completed her Master’s degree in Russian studies.

Verveer’s early professional activities included tea-
ching Russian to American students and English to
Russian students in the Washington area. During this
time, Verveer began working part-time as a community
volunteer. Her first major undertaking on the national
political scene began in 1972 with the presidential cam-
paign of Senator George McGovern. McGovern was
unsuccessful in his bid for the U.S. presidency, but

Melanne Verveer continued working with him until 1975,
organizing his campaign archives and cultivating an
already strong intrest in issues involving civil liberties
and civil rights causes.

From 1975 to 1979 Verveer worked for Common
Cause, a national grassroots public interest group. In
1980 she was director of cooperative development for
the National Consumer Cooperative Bank. In 1981 and
1982 she was chief coordinator for civil rights and urban
policy for the U.S. Catholic Conference. As legislative
director for Ohio Congresswoman Marcy Kaptur, Ver-
veer worked on emergency job legislation and on un-
employment compensation reform. From 1988 to 1993
she was executive vice-president for People for the
American Way, an organization founded by Hollywood
producer Norman Lear and others concerned by the
growing power of an ultra-conservative Moral Majority.
In her capacity as executive vice-president for the
organization, Verveer was involved in several major civil
rights and civil liberties controversies which emerged
during the presidencies of Ronald Reagan and George
Bush and worked diligently to oppose Senate confirma-
tion of Supreme Court nominees Robert Bork and Clar-
ence Thomas.

In 1992 Verveer took a leave of absence from her
position at People for the American Way to work on the
Clinton-Gore presidential campaign. She had met Bill
Clinton when both were students at Georgetown Uni-
versity and had, since that time, become a close per-
sonal friend of the Clintons.



In 1993, Verveer officially joined the Clinton admin-
istration as Deputy Assistant to the President and Dep-
uty Chief of Staff to the First Lady. It is important to
note here that the latter position is one that was created
for Ms. Verveer by Hillary Clinton whose predecessors
in the White House, although often active in issues of
great significance to the country, made do with social
secretaries.

Currently, Verveer is active in many of the issues
that are of special concern to the President and the First
Lady. Among these, obviously, is the issue of healthcare
which in recent months has been the focus of much
controversy and much disappointment for the Clinton
administration. Other projects in which Verveer has an
active role include support for the humanities, children’s
advocacy, public education, women’s issues and wel-
fare reform. She frequently travels with the First Lady
and is recognized in Washington as a skilled strategist,
team-builder and problem solver.

In a recent telephone interview, Verveer indicated
that in her current job there is no such things as a typi-
cal day, no set routine. Odd hours. Early mornings and
late nights. A daily checklist of things to do which is
subject to change as something more important comes
up or as something seemingly simple becomes complex
and requires more time. In a single day, for example,
she may accompany the First Lady to meetings on
health care, then dash to another meeting on establish-
ing an international health partnership with Eastern
Europe, and then to another meeting on employment
for women.

Verveer is married and the mother of three grown
children — Michael, Alexa, and Elaina. She is quick to
admit that her own career was shaped by motherhood,
that there were priorities that had to be considered
when she began working. Teaching and part-time volun-
teer work were “doable”. As the children grew, she
became more politically active, “but it started as a part-
time job, very gradual.” She feels that her own career
was not particularly hindered by her gender, but views
this as a benefit gained because of women who broke
earlier stereotypes and barriers — “I'm standing on
other people’s shoulders.” She concedes that maintain-
ing a career and raising children is a difficult juggling
act. “I couldn’t do what | do now if | had young child-
ren.” And she is accutely aware of the difficulties con-
fronted by other women, commenting that many em-
ployers, even now, find it difficult to adapt to the needs
of working mothers. “There are still constraints and
hurdles.”

As a mother and former teacher, she is also greatly
concerned with the issue of public education and points
out that the bottom line of the issue is responsibility.
"Parents need to inculcate responsibility and values.
Public institutions have a responsibility to invest in
children.”

Verveer derives great satisfaction from her work
with the Clintons and gives the administration high
marks for itscommitment to social issues. “lwas raised
to see government as helpful....and this government cares
about people.” She believes that Clinton will win a
second term as president.

Verveer s stoically undaunted by personal attacks
by polrtical opponents and cites an early mentor s advice
on dealing with Washington’s infighting. “There are no
permanent friends and no permanent enemies in Wa-
shington.” She is quick to explain that everything de-
pends on the issues involved. “You canttake itperso-
relly.. . Just be honest and be thorough and know that
you arentgoing to convince everyone about everything.
But itseems nastier these days, less avil than itmight
be. More shouting than reasoning. lwish we could do

Verveer also adnits that the work she does isocca-
sionally frustrating because it is difficult to bring about
a change. Change isslow. There isno inmediate grati-
fication. The work soften exhausting and time consum-
ing. She likes to read, but finds little time to read any-
thing but work-related materials. She enjoys social en-
gagements like dinner or concerts even though most of
them are job related. There s not much time for
vacations.

Though Melanne Veneer maintains no personal
contact with the Ukrainian community in Washington,
she did attend several of the state functions planned for
President Kuchma's recent visit to the United States. At
the state dinner for President Kuchma, Verveer was
introduced to the Ukrainian President by Bill Clinton
who commented, “When I knew her in college she
always said Ukraine would be free.”WWhile she maintains
that her role in President Kuchma’ visit to the White
House was minimal, she saw to itthat the former princi-
pal of Saint Mary s VillaAcademy and the current presi-
dent of Manor Junior College inJenkintown were invited
to the state luncheon. They are, according to Verveer,
part of the leadership of the Ukrainian community and
she thought it important for them to be there.



CHANGING HISTORY IN AMERICAN SCHOOLS

A little over a year ago, my son came home from his
high school history class with a complaint about the
inaccurate portrayal of Ukraine and Ukrainians in the
history textbook. Since | had spent a good portion of
my high school and college years attempting to correct
errors based on Russian misinformation given to the
West, this came as no surprise. lwas, however, annoyed
that three years after becoming an independent country,
Ukraine was still being dismissed as a small part of
Russia.

I was fully aware that the Philadelphia school district
did not have unlimited funds for purchasing new text-
books, yet | found it difficult to understand why the old
textbooks, which were still in use after the break-up of
the Soviet Union, were not being supplemented by more
current information. Simply reading a current World
Almanac to students would have been an inexpensive
way to illustrate the dramatic difference between the
information presented in the outdated texts and the
realty of today.

Seeking answers, | wrote a lengthy letter to my
son’s history teacher, pointing out sins of omission as
well as sins of commission in the class textbook. In the
sections of the book that covered the history of medieval
Europe, for example, there was ample evidence that the
prestige and power of a country were often based on
matrimonial relations forged with other countries. Yet
there was no mention of Yaroslav the Wise whose sons
took European princesses for their wives and whose
daughters were married to the kings of France, Norway,
and Hungary, and who has been called by historians
“the father-in-law of Europe”.

The textbook contained other glaring inaccuracies.
| was particularly incensed by the use of the term
Kievan Russia. In my letter, l1explained that there was a
Kievan-Rus state and that its people were known as
Rusyns. | also pointed out that the history book never
mentioned that Russia itself was not established or
recognized as a country until the reign of Peter the
Great and that prior to his reign, Russia was known as
Muscovy. The Princes of Muscovy had submitted to
Mongol rule for two hundred years in order to keep their
privileges, while the Rusyns and their Ukrainian
descendants, the Kozaks, fought against the Mongol
hordes and were recognized by other European kings
and princes as the "fortress” that prevented the Mongols
from expanding into their territories. It was Peter who in
1721 declared himself Tsar of all the Russians (Rusyns)
and who incorporated the pre-histories and the very
name of Rus into the history of his new Russian empire.

lemphasized that the confusion in the West between
the names Rusyn and Russian was the cornerstone of
Soviet historical revisions presented to the West as
historical fact. | pointed out that since World War 1I, a

vasy body of data, which corrects the misinformation
spread by Soviet scholars and taught for years in
American schools as fact, has become available at
prestigious schools such as the Harvard Chair of
Ukrainian Studies and other educational institutions
throughout the United States. Since the fall of the Soviet
empire, there is an even greater variety of source
materials available and at least some of the glaring
errors should no longer be neglected. Following the
demise of the Soviet Union and the diplomatic re-
cognition by the United States of the countries once
under Russian rule, largued, it is increasingly important
that today’ student be provided with current and
accurate facts about these countries and their history. |
insisted that such historical events as the man-made
famine in Ukraine, which caused the deaths by starvation
of more than 10 million Ukrainians in 1930-33, should
no longer be hidden or ignored as it had been in past
history courses dealing with Stalin, especially since the
Congressional Commission on the Famine in Ukraine
had completed its study of this tragedy. Iexplained that
| expected a history department to strive for accuracy
when presenting students with historical facts and not
merely repeat the mistakes of previous textbook writers
whose sources of information were limited to what was
presented as historical fact by Soviet historians.

The next day, my son returned home with the news
that his teacher had been given the letter but had not
responded. Rather than writing again, my wife and |
decided that it might be more effective to present our
concerns to the teacher in person. At a parent-teacher



conference a month later my wife confronted the teacher
with the questions Ihad raised inmy letter. Putting her
off, he said he would not be teaching the chapter on
Russian history anyway. When she asked why the
textbook included information about the Holocaust but

not about the forced famine in Ukraine, he hedged and
again repeated that he was not going to teach about the
time period in question. He added that if the subject did
come up, My son could enlighten him in class.

Two months later, my son’s history teacher was out
sick and a substitute teacher began teaching the chapter
on Russia straight from the book. When my son’s teacher
returned, another irate letter left my computer. When
my son brought the letter to class, the teacher refused
to read it.

Now thoroughly vexed, | declared war on the archaic
school system and the arrogance of those whose jobs
depended on my taxes. | dashed off a letter to the head
of the history department with copies to the school
principal and all the members of the Philadelphia school
board and City Council.

Finally 1 got some attention. The head of the history
department wrote to say he would consider looking at
historical materials if we had them, but would make no
promises. A week later, a letter arrived from a City
Councilman and School Board member, stating that the
department head had told him we had discussed the

isste extensively and that the matter had been resolved.
Apparently, my taxpayer complaints had struck a nerve,
although “extensively” was stretching the truth so-
mewhat.

Without much hope for success but somewhat
encouraged that someone had firelly responded to my
letters, we began collecting reference materials and was
pleasantly surprised when we received a cll from
Barbara Moses, the Curriculum Coordinator of Sccial
Studies for the Philadelphia School District. Ms. Moses
was not only grateful that parents were getting involved
in the education process, but also extended an invitation
to meet with her and review a new history textbook that
was being considered as a replacement for the old text.
Upon leamning that my wife was the curator of a museum
run by the Ukrainian Heritage Studies Center at Manor
Junior College, she suggested that a meeting of the
Social Studies Department Directors be held at the
museum. | had firelly reached someone in authority
who wanted to make a difference.

The meeting was a small step, but a progressive
one. Inaddition to the department directors, Caryl Levin,
a member of the World Affairs Council, also attended.
The visitors were greeted with the traditional Ukrainian
welcome of bread and salt and were given the opportu-
nity to view the museum, listen to a well-presented
lecture on Ukraine, sample Ukrainian foods, and take
with them a concise synopsis of Ukraine’s history from
past to present which could be used to enhance
instruction about Ukraine in the Philadelphia public
school system. The reactions were positive and the
visitors were extremely pleased that they now had a
resource for research materials in the archives of the
Ukrainian Heritage Studies Center at Manor Junior
College where some 5,000 volumes in both English and
Ukrainian are available to researchers and students alike.

of CCAU, and Dr. Stepan Woroch, Larissa Barabash—
Temple, Eugene Iwanciw, Tamara Gallo, Wolodymyr
Bilajiw, lhor Gawdiak and Judge Bohdan Futey. The
purpose of the briefing was to meet with Ukrainian
American community leaders, inform them of the posi-
tion of the government of Ukraine in relationship with
the USA and the need of cooperation and mutual under-
standing. This was followed by exchange of general
information among those present. Anna Krawczuk noted
that all the emphasis was being given to the politics,
economics, privatization but the most important com-
modity is forgotten — the children of Ukraine, their
health and the health of mothers and women in Ukraine.
Lack of proper nutrition, vitamins and everyday neces-
saties still exist. Laws protecting the children need to be
addressed.

She concluded that “the children are the future of
any nation” and asked everyone present not to forget
that the children in Ukraine — are Ukraine’s future.

The UHSC also provides an outreach program, bringing
demonstrations and samples of Ukrainian culture and
art to area schools and community groups.

What started as an attempt to correct an inaccuracy
turned out to be a task well worth the effort. But
nationwide, other school systems are suffering from the
same malaise. Lack of accurate resources is not the
problem. It is the lack of enough teachers interested in
updating their teaching program, or worse, teachers
who deliberately misinform, knowing full well that
accurate data exists.

It is really up to each parent to actively challenge
every inaccuracy in local school texts concerning
Ukraine — and not just with an individual teacher who
may or not be sympathetic — but with whatever school
board runs the school system. Parents need to take an
active role, not just by correcting errors, but by encou-
raging their children to select Ukrainian topics when
given a choice for research projects or papers. Bio-
graphies, country outlines, culture descriptions, science
projects and other assignments where a student is
allowed to select the subject matter are all opportunities
to promote accurate information about Ukrainians and
Ukraine. Help is available from many sources, including
the Ukrainian Heritage Studies Center whose staff can
be reached at (215) 885-2360. It takes patience, hard
work and perseverance, but the results will benefit each
new generation of Ukrainians.

Those Ukrainians who came before us and preserved
our heritage, culture and traditions, left the basis for our
understanding and love for Ukraine. It is now up to us to
continue to enhance the image of Ukraine by correcting
decades of neglect and outright misinformation given to
non-Ukrainians as fact. You can make a difference.

UKRAINE AND ITS DIASPORA

How many Ukrainians are there in the world today?
A new book recently published for the Shevchenko
Scientific Society by the University of Toronto Press
provides the answer to that question and more. Ukraine
and Ukrainians Throughout the World, edited by Dr.
Ann Lencyk Pawliczko, is the story of a newly-indepen-
dent nation and the millions of Ukrainians whom cir-
cumstances scattered throughout the globe. Packed with
up-to-date information on Ukrainian communities
throughout the world, it is a story of a people struggling
to preserve their identity despite decades of denatio-
nalization policies in the homeland and the forces of
assimilation abroad.

Twenty-eight authors, among them world-renowned
scholars, contributed articles on Ukrainians in their
communities, providing not only the number of Ukra-
inians, but also the history of their immigration; in-
tegration into the economic, political, professional and
social life of the country of settlement; and information
about Ukrainian communities and their religious, cultu-
ral, professional, social and political life. Also discussed
are problems which Ukrainians face as an ethnic group,
ties with Ukraine and Ukrainians in other countries; and
recent significant events in the Ukrainian community.
The book is not merely a demographic factbook; it has
extensive chapters on the history of Ukraine, its culture
and contemporary Ukraine. Also discussed are theories
of assimilation, problems of ethnic group survival and
the future of Ukrainians as an ethnic group.

Given the complex nature of gathering population
statistics on minorities, and the resulting undercount in
many countries (especially in the former Soviet Union
and Eastern European countries, which purposely de-
flated the number of Ukrainians to undermine their
potential force as an ethnic group), it was not easy to
arrive at a precise figure of the number of Ukrainians in
the world today. However, by using estimates from var-
ious sources, including censuses, surveys, immigration
statistics, and church and organizational records, we
can provide approximate numbers of Ukrainians.

At an estimated 58 million, Ukrainians constitute
approximately one percent of the world's population.
According to the 1989 census, there were over 37 mil-
lion Ukrainians in Ukraine. It will be interesting to see if
the next census — conducted by an independent Ukraine
—will register a larger number of Ukrainians, not so
much as a result of natural increase (Ukraine currently
has a low birth rate and a high death rate), but because
more people will feel freer to report their Ukrainian
ancestry. In the diaspora, Ukrainians are found on every
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continent, from the largest communities of several mil-
lion in Russia, to the smallest settlements of a few fami-
lies in Africa and Asia.

The largest number of Ukrainians outside the home-
land — 15 million — are found in countries that com-
prised the former Soviet Union, with some 8.5 millionin
Russia; 175,000 in the Baltic countries; and 6.2 millionin
the remaining former Republics. Eastern Europe is home
to over 860,000 Ukrainians; the largest settlements are
found in Poland, Romania, the Czech Republic and Slo-
vakia. There are smaller Ukrainian communities in Hun-
gary and Bulgaria. Western Europe is home to approxi-
mately 140,000 Ukrainians; the largest settlements are
found in the countries of the former Yugoslavia, France,
Great Britain, and Germany.

In North America, there are approximately 2 million
Ukrainians, though fewer than that identify their ances-
try as Ukrainian in census questionnaires. There are
approximately 1.3 million Ukrainians in the United States
counting those who identified themselves as Ruthen-
ians. Canada is home to over one million Ukrainians.
There are over 584,000 Ukrainians in South America,;
the largest settlements are found in Brazil (350,000) and
Argentina (220,000). Smaller Ukrainian settelments are
found in Paraguay, Uruguay and Venezuela. More than
30,000 Ukrainians are found in Australia and New Zea-
land. Approximately 2 million Ukrainians live in the Mar-
itime Provinces of the former Soviet Far East. A small
number of Ukrainians are found in Africa, Asia and the
Middle East; the majority of them are there only tem-
porarily while on assignment of a business or military
nature, or are pursuing their studies.

Ukrainians organized have vibrant communities
throughout the diaspora, preserving their ethnic identity
and distinct culture. From Canada to Australia, one can
make the same observation: Ukrainian communities
thrive better in places where the people have access to
their own Ukrainian church, organizations and Ukrain-
ian National Homes. Such communities are in a better
position to forestall total assimilation and to ensure eth-
nic preservation. Communities that cater to the needs of
the younger generation, especially those that establish
youth organizations, are more attractive to second and
third generation Ukrainians and help instill a sense of
ethnic identity and an interest in the ancestral home-
land.

Common concerns of Ukrainians as an ethnic group
reverberate throughout the Ukrainian diaspora: the pre-
valence of mixed marriages; the decline of the Ukrainian
language; the drop in membership in Ukrainian churches
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and organizations; the lack of Ukrainian schools; the
geographic dispersion of Ukrainians in certain coun-
tries; the lack of cooperation between the old and the
new immigration waves; political factions; assimilation;
and emigration to other countries.

Although in many countries the number of persons
who identify themselves as Ukrainian has indeed de-
clined through the years as a result of the processes of
assimilation and integration into the host society, one
can not draw the simple conclusion that Ukrainians are
app roaching extinction as a separate ethnic group. There
are unmistakeable signs of vitality within the Ukrainian
diaspora. Perusing Ukraine and Ukrainians Throughout
the World, one is left with the impression that Ukrain-
jans are not only found in all parts of the world, but that
they are and want to be a distinct ethnic group that pre-
serves its own culture and its own traditions. For exam-
ple, Ukrainians throughout the world celebrated the
Millennium of Ukrainian Christianity in 1988 not only in
countries with large Ukrainian communities such as the
United States, Canada, Brazil, Argentina, and in Europe
and Australia, but in places where there were only a
small number of Ukrainians — in the Ukrainian Orthodox
parish in Cairo, Egypt and in the Catholic Mission of the
Maryknoll Fathers in Tokyo, Japan. In the Philippines, a
small group of Ukrainian professionals kept their Ukra-
inian culture alive by hosting traditional Christmas Eve
suppers for their co-workers and friends, performing
Ukrainian dances, playing the bandura and giving classes
in the art of decorating pysanky (Ukrainian Easter Eggs).
Ukrainian dances were also performed in Nairobi, Kenya.
This is excellent proof that Ukrainians in the diaspora
are a viable ethnic group.

To be sure, Ukrainians are assimilating, to a certain
degree; with time, this is a normal phenomenon for any
minority group that is outside its homeland, but they are
not approaching extinction. Ukrainian churches and or-
ganizations are important sources of cohesion among
the Ukrainian people. Indeed, the Ukrainian church has
been instrumental in the preservation of national awa-
reness and the cohesion of the Ukrainian community
throughout history. Ukrainian culture and traditions also
play an important role in the preservation of ethnic iden-
tity, as do Ukrainian schools and organizations catering
to the needs of second, third and succeeding genera-
tions of Ukrainians. Ukrainian women’s organizations
have played a vital role in both the establishment and
the preservation of Ukrainian communities throughout
the diaspora. They are active in such countries as Can-
ada, the United States, Austria, Belgium, France, Ger-
many, Poland, Switzerland, the United Kingdom, Argen-
tina, Brazil, Venezuela and Australia. Ukrainian women’s
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organizations, many of whom belong to the World Fed-
eration of Ukrainian Women’s Organizations, have been
instrumental in conducting cultural and educational
activities in Ukrainian communities and in disseminat-
ing information pertaining to Ukraine among non-Ukrai-
nians. Many run preschools, kindergartens, and Ukrain-
ian Studies classes; sponsor scholarships; and under-
take publishing activities. Many are also active on the
international stage, being affiliated with such organiza-
tions as the World Council of Women and the World
Movement of Mothers, and participate in international
conferences on topics such as human rights, education,
and women'’s issues. Ukrainian sisterhoods and sorori-
ties cater to the spiritual, cultural and social needs of
Ukrainian women and girls.

Another unique factor in the preservation of ethnic
identity among the Ukrainian population is the common
concern Ukrainians share for their homeland. The proc-
lamation of Ukraine’s independence in 1991 has served
to strengthen a sense of identity and ethnic pride, helped
to forge a new relationship with the homeland and
reawakened an interest in the ancestral culture. Indeed,
Ukrainian independence has brought about a renewed
interest in political and economic issues of Ukraine
among Ukrainians of all ages throughout the diaspora.
Today, the younger generation follows events in Ukraine
with as much enthusiasm and concern as the older
generation. This is further proof that Ukrainians in the
diaspora will continue to exist as an ethnic group.

The influx of Ukrainians from the homeland and ties
between the diaspora and Ukraine serve to revitalize
Ukrainian communities scattered throughout the world.
The diaspora, in turn, plays an important role in the
rebirth of Ukraine by providing financial, technical, and
economic aid to ensure a successful transition to an
economically sound democratic society. Ukraine needs
the diaspora and the diaspora needs Ukraine — cultu-
rally and economically. Mutual cooperation between the
diaspora and its homeland will ensure that Ukraine
becomes a powerful force among the community of
nations.

The only work of its kind in the Ukrainian diaspora,
Ukraine and Ukrainians Throughout the World is an
indispensable reference tool for libraries, schools, govern-
ment organizations, ethnic institutions, as well as jour-
nalists, diplomats, students, and scholars of ethnic rela-
tions, international migration and Slavic Studies. It is
also an excellent resource for families and individuals
with a special interest in Ukrainian culture.
