Among the-
se artists is our own Branch 56 member, Patricia
Zalisko. A New Yorker who has retired from a
successful legal career in New Jersey, she is now a
Floridian who devotes herself to her art. “My art
comes from a place that’s visceral, a place of sen-
sation and emotion without thinking or analysis,”
explains the artist.

Her work appears in major public exhibits
and private collections in the United States and
abroad. One of her most moving series is entitled
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Holodomor: it captures on canvas Ms. Zalisko’s
deep emotional response to the Holodomor trag-
edy in Ukraine. In this series, the artist’s material
comes from nature and includes twigs, bark, dirt,
grass, berries, and fungi, which victims of the
tragic artificial famine resorted to in their fight for
survival. Holodomor I-1932 was one of the works
on display at the Davis Center. Four other works
by Ms. Zalisko were exhibited at the Center: Las-
caux II, Flux II, Evolution, and a triptych dedicat-
ed to the tragedy at the Sandy Hook
Elementary School. According to the
artist, the “visual language is a meta-
phor for life’s ... experience”; seeing her
work helps one understand that it is
really so.

Ms. Zalisko met us at the Davis
Center and took us on a tour of the ex-
hibit before we walked on through the
historic Fort Myers River District and
enjoyed a delicious lunch at the Morgan
House Restaurant.

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“I look forward to this opportunity to
serve as U.S. Ambassador to Ukraine and believe
this is a critical moment for Ukraine in its long
struggle to be a strong independent country in
charge of its own destiny,” said the 8th Ambassa-
dor to Ukraine, Geoffrey Pyatt.

I took the opportunity to present Am-
bassador Pyatt and his wife Mary with A Candle
in Remembrance, published by the UNWLA, and
a copy of the issue of Our Life, dedicated to the
7oth anniversary of the 1932-33 Holodomor. I
also shared with them a bit of UNWLA history
and its many projects. The Ambassador and his
family left for Kyiv on August 2nd and seem to
have quickly acclimated—just three weeks later,
he and his Kyiv staff sang a rendition of the song
“Chervona Ruta” on Ukraine’s Independence Day.

Lidia Bilous, UNWLA Vice-President of
Public Relations, and I also marked Ukraine’s In-
dependence Day, but we did so with Soyuz
Ukrainok of the L'viv region on Sunday, August
25th; however, many important events and meet-
ings preceded this celebratory get-together.
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Shortly after our arrival in Ukraine, we were most
fortunate to be able to participate in the consecra-
tion of the Ukrainian Catholic Patriarchal Cathe-
dral in Kyiv on August 18th. The blessing of the
Cathedral was performed by Patriarch Sviatoslav,
together with members of the Synod of Bishops of
the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church, Roman
Catholic Bishops and the Apostolic Nuncio of
Ukraine, and coincided with the 1025th anniver-
sary of the Christening of Kyivan Rus’. Major
Archbishop Emeritus Lubomyr Husar and
Partriarch Sviatoslav echoed the same message in
their homilies over August 17th and 18th—and
that was that this “new home of God” would be a
house of unity for “all of His children.” The theme
of unity was to be emphasized repeatedly during
the weekend. At the celebratory banquet following
the Mass, we had the opportunity to speak with
Rev. Bishops Borys Gudziak and Paul Chomnycky
and the Roman Catholic Archbishop and Cardinal
Timothy Dolan of New York, among others. As we
thanked Cardinal Dolan for his support of the
Ukrainian Catholic Church and its Patriarch, the
Cardinal reconfirmed his strong admiration for
and commitment to our young Patriarch. During
the banquet, the Patriarch proved to be a true
man of the people: he personally thanked each
individual attendee by making the rounds to every
table. The Academia held at the National Palace of
Art “Ukraina” presented the painful and bitter-
sweet history of the Ukrainian Catholic Church in
parallel to the history of Ukraine itself; it consist-
ed of simultaneous video and vocal presentations
and produced many a teary eye. This series of
events, attended by thousands of faithful from
around the world, was indeed historical and very
spiritual. I and Lidia Bilous, who represented the
World Federation of Ukrainian Women’s Organi-
zations (WFUWO) for this occasion, were hon-
ored to participate in it.

During the next few days we attended the
annual meeting of the WFUWO and the 1oth
World Congress of Ukrainians. Both events were
held at the L'viv Polytechnic University—on Au-
gust 18-19 and on August 20-22 respectively. The
UNWLA presented its annual report to WFUWO
meeting attendees; a detailed account of our or-
ganization’s activities for the past five years also
appeared in print in the UWC Congress book.
Newly elected WFUWO President Orysia Sushko
shared her vision for the diaspora organization
with WFUWO participants; a report on WFUWO
participation in the United Nations’ programs was
given by WFUWO main representative Dr. Marta
Kichorowska Kebalo; Dr. Martha Bohachevsky-
Chomiak spoke on the UNWLA Women’s Studies
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Lectureship at the Ukrainian Catholic University;
and UNWLA Vice-President Lidia Bilous moder-
ated a panel discussion on the current problems
of women in Ukraine and their possible solutions.

On August 19th, following memorial ser-
vices, representatives of both the WFUWO and
the Ukrainian Women’s League laid wreaths at
the Memorial Museum Dedicated to Victims of
Occupational Regimes, “Tyiurma na Lontskoho”
(Prison at Lontskyi Street).This museum is locat-
ed on the actual premises of the prison where
punishments were meted out by three occupa-
tional powers—Poland, the Soviet Union, and
Germany. It is the first prison museum in
Ukraine. Lidia Bilous and I recalled that in 2011,
as we strolled arm in arm with the now deceased
Atena Pashko past that very building, Ms. Pashko
shared with us memories of those dark days when
her husband Vyacheslav Chornovil was impris-
oned there. She spoke of how the authorities pa-
raded her past his cell and how her husband told
her emphatically, as she walked past him, not to
give up and not to give in! Those words kept com-
ing back to us as we toured the museum.

Over the course of the next three days of
the UWC Congress, delegates and registered visi-
tors had the opportunity to review the work of the
President, the members of the Executive Commit-
tee, Committee chairs and member organizations
for the period from 2008 to 2013. Important
roundtable discussions were held on the topics of
the Holodomor, 1932-33, the common interests of
the global Ukrainian community, and Ukraine’s
European integration. It was very interesting to
hear Arseniy Yatsenyuk, Vitali Klitschko, Oleh
Tyahnybok, and Yuriy Lutsenko speak at the offi-
cial opening of the Congress and present their
views on the prospects for a united opposition
and the necessity of European integration. Eu-
gene Czolij was re-elected President for another
five-year term during the final day of the Con-
gress. Reuniting with acquaintances from the
many diaspora communities, first met during
previous years’ gatherings and conferences, and
making new contacts is a welcome bonus of these
annual formalities.

Meeting with members of the Women’s
League of Ukraine and partners in our projects
was, as always, one of the main goals of our trip.
While in Kyiv, we met with Lilia Hryhorovych, the
National President of Soyuz Ukrainok, and Alla
Debeliuk, Vice-President of Soyuz Ukrainok and
liaison for the UNWLA Scholarship Program. We
spoke of the future plans of their organization and
the logistics of processing the documentation of
the scholarships/stipends in a timely fashion. Our
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meeting with Natalia Karbowska, President of the
Ukrainian Women’s Fund, was very interesting:
this Fund’s aim is to help women and women’s
organizations play an active role in the process of
building gender democracy. While in L'viv, we
spent time with the leadership of Soyuz Ukrainok
of the L'viv region; we focused on our joint project
of providing aid and assistance to the Pediatric
Burn Unit at Hospital #8 as well as the future
possibility of partnering with other pediatric hos-
pitals. Meetings were held with Dr. Vasyl Savchyn
of Hospital #8 and Dr. Irena Shchurovska, Direc-
tor of the Intensive Care Unit of the Chornobyl
Hospital. (The latter is a hospital which the
UNWLA supported in the 1990s.)

Notwithstanding the busy schedule of the
UWC Congress, we met with Fr. Dr. Bohdan
Prakh, who was appointed Rector of UCU shortly
after our departure, and with Professor Halyna
Teslyuk, Coordinator of the UNWLA Women’s
Studies Lectureship at UCU. With the support
and encouragement of Rector Prakh and the fore-
sight and commitment of Prof. Teslyuk, the
UNWLA program is ensured success. Our stay in
Lviv also included meetings with other Soyuz
Ukrainok representatives (Zoriana Bilyk, former
President of SU of the L'viv region, and Ros-
tyslava Fedak, Vice-President to Lilia Hryhoro-
vych); with Dr. Oryslava Chomyk, Director of the
Center for Children’s Psychological Health; with
Bohdan Vovk, Editor-in-Chief of the newspaper
Za Vil'nu Ukrainu; and with Taras Kurchyk, mu-
sician and composer who composed the official
welcoming song on the occasion of Pope John
Paul’s visit to Ukraine in 2001.

We invite you to relive this trip with us by
viewing a series of photos on pages 2, 3 and 6 of
this issue. Each day was action—packed and
brought us much new information as well as
many prospects and challenges. Maintaining and
forming relationships in Ukraine is vital to our
continued work there—our social welfare, schol-
arship, and literary projects require our annual
visits for a better understanding of the Ukrainian
social and cultural landscape. Our trips always
prompt us to ask ourselves—what should the di-
aspora’s role be in the life of Ukraine? Do we help
without promoting our value system and ideals,
or does our aid entitle us to a voice in the matters
of Ukraine’s development? While there is no une-
quivocal answer to this question, one thing is
clear and bears repeating: we are very grateful to
our membership for the privilege of representing
our respected organization annually at the many
events and meetings in Ukraine.
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A GEM IN THE HEART OF L°VIV:
Sts. Peter and Paul Garrison Church

While visiting the North Port, Florida, area in December of last year, I had the distinct privilege of
meeting Rev. Father Stepan Sus. Fr. Sus is the Director of the Center for Military Chaplaincy of the
Ukrainian Catholic Archeparchy of Lviv, Ukraine. He has also helped establish chaplaincy programs
for children living in orphanages and other state-run institutions and for students at state-run colleges
and universities. Learning then that Fr. Sus was Dean of Sts. Peter and Paul Garrison Church in Lviv,
we made it a point to visit the Church this past August during our trip to Ukraine and were struck by
its vastness, beauty, and complicated history. Our editor Olesia Wallo has researched the church’s

background and is sharing with our readers below. — Marianna Zajac

If you are
traveling to Lviv in
the near future and
wish to attend a Lit-
urgy in English, need
a quiet spot to pray,
or would like to ex-
plore more of L'viv’s
exquisite religious art
and architecture, you
should visit the Sts.
Peter and Paul Garri-
son Church. Located
centrally in the old
city, just one block
east off the Market
Square and steps
away from the Taras
Shevchenko = monu-
ment, this large and beautiful church is better
known to the residents of L'viv as the Jesuit
Church.

Built in the early 17th century by the Jesu-
it Order, it was in the Order’s ownership for much
of its existence, but with several interruptions.
The first of these occurred in the late 18th century
when the Jesuit Order was dissolved, only to be
reinstated in the first decades of the 19th century.
In the meantime, the church began functioning as
the military garrison church; thus, its connection
to the armed forces goes back more than two cen-
turies.

When Western Ukraine fell under Soviet
control, the Jesuit priests, who had returned to
L'viv in 1820 (and once more in 1852, after the
disruptions caused by the “Spring of Nations”),
were forced to leave yet again. The church which
they had built was used first as a warehouse and
then as a storage facility for the Vasyl Stefanyk
Scientific Library, housing as many as 2.3 million
books. Only in 2010 was the ownership of the
church building finally transferred to the Ukraini-
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Inside Sts. Peter and Paul Garrison Church in Lviv

an Greek Catholic
Church, which re-
established it as a
place of worship and
ministry to  the
armed forces per-
sonnel under the
Center for Military
Chaplaincy of the

Ukrainian  Catholic
Archeparchy of L'viv.
In July of

2011, after sixty-five
years of silence, the
Garrison Church,
now bearing the
names of Holy Apos-
tles Peter and Paul,
once again resounded
with solemn praises of God. In December of the
same year, on the 20th anniversary of Ukraine’s
Armed Forces, the Church was formally inaugu-
rated and consecrated. Since then its doors have
been open to all Lviv residents and guests, in-
cluding the English-speaking ones for whom there
is a special Sunday service in English. The Church
also frequently welcomes visiting priests from the
Ukrainian diaspora: for example, the Divine Lit-
urgy on August 25, 2013, at the Garrison Church
was celebrated by the Metropolitan Archbishop of
Philadelphia Stefan Soroka and the Bishop of
Stamford Paul Chomnycky.

After suffering extensive damage during
the world wars and decades of neglect during the
Soviet era, the Church’s beautiful Baroque build-
ing and magnificent interior decorations were in
need of major renovations, which are now under-
way. Its wall paintings of biblical and historical
scenes, the first of which were completed in the
1740s by Jesuit monks from Moravia, have been
badly damaged. In several places, they are almost
completely lost.
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Yet even in its present state the Garrison
Church inspires awe. One cannot help but admire
its rich gilded decorations and masterfully carved
sculptures, of which the wooden crucifix by one of
L'viv’'s most talented 17th-century sculptors, Jan
Pfister, is the best. Its high vaulted ceilings invite
the visitor to look up and forget the mundane
problems of everyday life. Oddly enough, even the
damage itself, visible on the walls and the ceilings,
adds to these feelings of awe: it reminds one of
the centuries-long dramatic history of this Church
and of the resilience of faith, which endured de-
spite forceful attempts to eradicate it.

A native of Ivano-Frankivsk and a recent high school graduate, Tania Kuzyshyn has moved away from her
beloved native town to pursue studies in clinical psychology. The move prompted the young author to write
this heartfelt essay, which we are pleased to share with the readers of Our Life in an English translation.

Did you ever feel an intense heartache, a
devastation of your soul? If not, then you have never
felt a profound loss, did not lament the things you
were trying to forget, did not shed tears seeing emp-
ty spaces where once there were things, did not feel
the biting cold in places where once ringing laughter
and sincere joy reigned. We open the doors to the
groping hands of time and bottomless bags of losses
because we do not realize that everything tender
and gentle has a place in our heart.

Those who travel across the sea change the
skies above them, not their soul. I have changed the
place of my residence (to be sure, not because I
wanted to), but a part of me has remained with all of
those whom I know and who are dear to my heart.
Outside the window an unknown horizon looms,
but in my thoughts there are the familiar comforting
streets of my native town.

Many times while walking on the timeless
cobblestones I felt a sense of great happiness and,
at the same time, an incredible sorrow. We are
surrounded by the products of ages past: build-
ings which reach for the sky, thanks to the work
and desires of people; trees that spread their
branches wide bringing not only joy to our eyes
but also preserving our health; monuments which
echo the times past, and institutions of culture,
education, and entertainment. We have given
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birth to them and we shall destroy them. Once
this town was a fortress. Today it does not need
high walls to protect its borders; it only dreams
about the flames of love and desires good things
made by people who live this side of the barri-
cades. The love for one's place must be expressed
not only by fleeting promises but with every indi-
vidual action directed toward the well-being and
the renewal of one's cradle. One must pay homage
to the earth upon which one walks.

The people of the town look handsome
when they smile. Unfortunately, they forget to
smile, everyday problems weigh heavily upon
them. It is most pleasing to hear the melody that
caresses the deepest recesses of one's soul: that
melody is our Ukrainian language which floats
from all the corners of Ivan Franko's town.

Memories are a paradise which no one
can take away from me. I do hope that in the fu-
ture I will have a chance once more to dive into an
ocean with a familiar current. It is wrong to value
only things that we have lost, but it is never too
late to draw conclusions, to love, to hold dearly
and to remember the words of George Gordon
Byron—"He who does not love his country, cannot
love."

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PHILADELPHIA REGIONAL COUNCIL CELEBRATES
ITS 75th JUBILEE ANNIVERSARY

During the anniversary celebration at the Ukrainian Educational and Cultural Center in Jenkintown, PA

The Philadelphia Regional Council
marked its 75th anniversary on June 9, 2013, at
the Ukrainian Educational and Cultural Center
(UECC) in Jenkintown, PA, with a gala celebra-
tion, exhibit, and roundtable discussion. It was a
time for the Soyuzianky to reflect on the past
achievements of the Council’s members, honor
their present accomplishments, and look to the
future of their organization.

More than 160 participants came to honor
the Philadelphia Regional Council of the UNWLA,
which was formed in 1938 by a group of very pat-
riotic women, some born in America and some
newly immigrated to this great country in the
1930s or even earlier. These early pioneers, dedi-
cated to their Ukrainian roots, gave birth to the
UNWLA, which has now grown to exponential
numbers.

The opening ceremonies began at noon in
the Alexander Chernyk Gallery of the UECC with
welcome from Iryna Buczkowski, President of the
Philadelphia Regional Council, and greetings
from Halia Keller. Also introduced was Oxana
Farion, who was instrumental in the planning and
execution of the event. Distinguished guests from
the UNWLA National Board were Marianna
Zajac, President, Ulana Zinych, 1st Vice-Pre-
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sident, Sophia Hewryk, 3rd Vice-President, and
Vera Kushnir, Member-at-Large.

A roundtable seminar conducted by five
speakers discussed the topic “Seventy-five years—
what follows,” with Olenka Karpinich (Br. 88) as
moderator.

The first speaker was Anna Maksymowych,
Branch 43, who spoke of the early years of the
UNWLA. She spoke about the love of the Ukraini-
an home, including all things Ukrainian like lan-
guage, traditions, song, tales and folk arts, com-
munity, and the fatherland.

“Pride and respect for yourself, your chil-
dren, and the entire Hromada are paramount,”
said Ms. Maksymowych. She also said that
Soyuzianky are committed to all aspects of
Ukrainian life, including conducting svitlychky,
teaching Ukrainian Studies, working in our librar-
ies, and maintaining organizations involved with
children. She also highlighted the UNWLA’s hu-
manitarian and social services that provide aid to
Ukrainian students (Children-Student Sponsor-
ship Programs) and orphans, as well as the disad-
vantaged in Brazil, Poland, and Ukraine.

The second speaker, Daria Lissy, Branch
54, spoke about her early involvement in the
UNWLA, beginning after educational pursuits
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and starting a family. She spoke about the evolu-
tion of the organization over the years in terms of
interests and projects involving both the Ukraini-
an and the American communities. She also em-
phasized that the broad range of activities offered
by the UNWLA gives its members an opportunity
to choose activities in accordance with their inter-
ests. Despite some obvious changes, some things
have remained constant, like the goals and mis-
sion of the UNWLA. The future holds new, broad-
er goals, such as the UNWLA’s Endowment Fund
for the support of Women’s Studies at the Ukrain-
ian Catholic University in Lviv, Ukraine. The chal-
lenges include attracting new members who can
continue with the work of their predecessors.

Following Ms. Lissy, Halia Henhalo,
Branch 128, spoke about issues important to new-
er immigrants, sometimes known as the “Fourth
Wave.” She explained that some of these women
are reluctant to join organizations because of their
feelings of distrust, which are common in
Ukraine. She suggested that Soyuzianky might
need to help them overcome these feelings. These
women need to be given responsibilities and en-
couraged to participate with their various talents.
Ms. Henhalo also stressed technology as the key
to the future. Soyuzianky need to find and use
new ways of communicating with each other,
making better use of the Internet, for example.

Member of Branch 10, Halia Ruban, out-
lined how she and two other young women joined
a branch comprised of a much older group of
women. She said that they revitalized the branch
and gained much in return. Within the branch,
they are now the ones focused the most on help-
ing with projects for orphans in Ukraine.

The last panel participant was Natalka
Prociuk, Branch 88; Ms. Prociuk filled in for
Renya Gramiak who could not be present. Ms.
Prociuk read some of Ms. Gramiak’s notes and
added a few of her own. According to both wom-
en, members of the UNWLA should be ambassa-

dors for its cultural outreach program, which
shares our beautiful Ukrainian heritage with the
American public. As an example, Ms. Prociuk cit-
ed the three-time award-winning Ukrainian ex-
hibits by Branch 88, which were held at the Pearl
Buck House. She added that helping children
learn about Ukrainian culture should be another
important function of the UNWLA.

After the seminar, guests proceeded to the
main hall, where the luncheon was held, and re-
ceived copies of Philadelphia Regional Council’s
newly published commemorative book about the
history and activities of its eleven branches. The
mistress of ceremonies was Olha Mykhaylyuk.

Reverend Volodymyr Kostyuk from St.
Michael the Archangel Ukrainian Catholic Church
gave the opening prayers and delivered the invo-
cation from Metropolitan Stefan Soroka.

Oxana Farion, chairperson of the 75th
Anniversary Committee, greeted guests and gave
a short keynote address. The floor then went to
the UNWLA President Marianna Zajac, who
awarded Iryna Buczkowski and Oxana Farion a
recognition award for the Philadelphia Regional
Council’s 75 years of acomplishments.

Mary Kolodij, Chairman of the Ukrainian
Selfreliance Federal Credit Union of Philadelphia
Board of Directors, awarded the UNWLA Phila-
delphia Regional Council a check for $2,000 from
the Credit Union on the occasion of the Council’s
anniversary.

A musical interlude followed, with Sofia
Farion singing five Ukrainian ballads. Also per-
forming Ukrainian songs were bandurists Halyna
Bodnar and Yulia Stupen. Poetry recitations were
delivered by Lesia Kowal, Zorianna Mahlak, and
Oksana Kramar.

Iryna Buczkowski concluded the program
thanking everyone for their participation and in-
volvement with the Philadelphia Regional Coun-
cil.

On Sunday, April 14, 2013, the Olha
Basarab Branch 49 of Buffalo, New York, celebrat-
ed its 8oth anniversary.

Branch 49 was established in February of
1933, on the initiative of Anna Kaczor and with the
active support of the pastor of St. Mary’s Ukrainian
Orthodox Church, Rev. Stephen Musijczuk, and his
wife Myroslava. The branch’s first general meeting,
convened at the church hall, drew over 40 women.
Myroslava Musijczuk was elected the first Presi-
dent of the Branch and Rev. Stephen Musijczuk
arranged the Anthem of Soyuz Ukrainok, the mu-
sic for which was composed by M. Hajvoronsky;.

Anna Kaczor was elected Branch President
in 1934, followed by Maria Burstynska, Maria
Hoptiak, Maria Bodnar, Anna Snajczuk, Maria
Colomon, Anna Makuch, Oksana Saldyt, Lyubov
Tymczuk, Emilia Stasiuk, Iryna Doroszczak, Maria
Pankiw, Jaroslawa Boraczok, Lidia Stasiuk,
Bohuslava Grega Long, Anna Poliszczuk, Stephania
Osadca, and Ulana Loza, among others.

Over the years, the Branch’s activities have
ranged from cultural events (Christmas, Easter,
and St. Andrew’s Day programs; literary evenings;
lectures by guest speakers) to fundraisers (pic-
nics, card parties, baked goods sales), to a variety
of social welfare projects. Before World War 11,
Branch 49 raised funds to help schools, orphans,
the sick, flood victims, and political prisoners in
Ukraine. During the war, it cooperated with the
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American Red Cross, and in the post-war years, it
extended help to many displaced persons. In more
recent years, the Branch has supported the Chil-
dren of Chornobyl, orphanages, breakfast pro-
grams in elementary schools, and funded scholar-
ships in Ukrainian communities throughout Eu-
rope and South America. Branch 49 has also do-
nated funds to the American Red Cross Disaster
Relief Fund and the New York Firefighters Me-
morial Fund in the aftermath of September 11,
2001. For decades, it has been a faithful supporter
of the Ukrainian Museum in New York City and of
the UNWLA magazine Our Life.

The anniversary celebration took place in
the parish hall of St. Nicholas Ukrainian Catholic
Church in Buffalo, NY. As many times before, the
Branch members opened the festivities by singing
the UNWLA Anthem. Maria Malaniak was the
Mistress of Ceremonies for the evening. Opening
remarks were given by Maria Bodnar, President
pro tempore of Branch 49. The Blessing was given
by V. Rev. Marijan Procyk, Pastor of St. Nicholas
Church. The guests partook in a celebration
luncheon, followed by performances of Ukrainian
songs by Anna Tkalich and several bandura selec-
tions by Bohdan Shutka. The Branch’s past presi-
dent Dora Horbachevska gave a keynote address
which paid homage to the women who have start-
ed Branch 49 and kept it going strong for many
decades.

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An Extraordinary Event: Lev Rejnarowycz Returns to the L’viv Opera

In November of 2012, UNWLA Branch 56
of North Port, Florida, and the Ukrainian Ameri-
can Club of Southwest Florida sponsored a prem-
iere of a musical biography documentary, Lev
Rejnarowycz, Star of Lviv Opera. This documen-
tary was directed by Victor Lisnyczyj and pro-
duced thanks to the efforts of Lev’s daughter, An-
ya Rejnarowycz. The screening of the film was
complemented with reminiscences about Lev
Rejnarowycz by three guest speakers—Orysia
Nazar Zinycz, Christyna Bodnar Sheldon, and Dr.
Wolodymyr Korol. (For more details on this
event, see the February 2013 issue of Our Life.)

The event was a great success. It was truly
a celebration of Lev’s life. It brought back memo-
ries to all who knew him as well as to all who had
witnessed his dramatic performances.

Encouraged by how well this event was
received in the Ukrainian American community,
Anya Rejnarowycz contacted the L'viv Opera in an
effort to gather information on the memory about
Lev Rejnarowycz in Ukraine. She was especially
interested in finding out if there were any records
from the time her father had first performed at
the L'viv Opera. She was informed by Nadia
Trush that nothing had remained at the Opera,
but that Ms. Trush was familiar with Lev
Rejnarowycz’s performances on stage and in lead

roles at the L'viv Opera House through literature
that had been printed overseas after WWIL.

Later this year, Anya was contacted by
Tadey Eder, General Director, and Mykhaylo
Dutchak, Principal Conductor—both of the L'viv
Opera. In their letter, they indicated that the
Opera was planning a gala event to celebrate the
centennial of the birth of the renowned baritone
Lev Rejnarowycz, formerly the lead soloist at the
L’viv Opera.

The opera performance will take place on
April 27, 2014, at the L'viv Opera House. This
event will be publicized by the release of a poster
with the artist’s portrait and dates of his life, and
an article about Lev Rejnarowycz to be published
in the press from L'viv to Kyiv. The program, still
in the planning stages, will include a presentation
on the life and career of Lev Rejnarowycz, fol-
lowed by a performance of one of his operas.

Lev will finally be returning to the stage
where he began his career as the “Star of Lviv
Opera.” This historic presentation and opera per-
formance will honor a lifetime of achievement—
one that was not stopped by the political upheav-
als of the 20th century.

IN MEMORIAM

BIdInWIrAN Y BIYHICTD

Marta
Baczynsky

It is with sadness
that we inform the read-
ership of Our Life about
the passing of Marta
Baczynsky—a former
English-language editor
of our magazine, an indefatigable contributor of
articles to the press of the Ukrainian diaspora,
and a longtime staff and board member of the
Ukrainian Museum in New York. Mrs. Baczynsky
passed away on September 3, 2013.

Marta Baczynsky came to the United
States in 1949 as a ten-year old girl. By that time,
she, like so many others of her generation, had
already experienced the ravages and displace-
ments of World War II, having left behind her
homeland of Western Ukraine, occupied by the
Soviet regime. In the US, she attended Hunter
College and married Andrew Baczynsky, with
whom she had two children, Michael and Anna.
She also quickly became an active member of the
Ukrainian diaspora community in North America,
placing her writing and organizational talents at
the service of its many worthy causes.

Since the mid-1960s and almost until the
end of Mrs. Baczynsky’s life, articles signed with
her name have been a constant fixture in the
Ukrainian-American press. She wrote numerous
pieces for The Ukrainian Weekly, Our Life, and
other publications, reporting on Ukrainian history
and culture and on the activities of Ukrainian di-
aspora organizations, especially the World Feder-
ation of Ukrainian Women’s Organizations and
the UNWLA, of which she was a dedicated mem-
ber for decades. Many of her later articles publi-
cized the work of the Ukrainian Museum in New
York, where she worked as a Development and
Public Officer until 2009.

For almost two decades—from April of
1975 to September of 1993—Marta Baczynsky
served as the English-language editor of Our Life.
While at that time the English-language portion
of Our Life was only a few pages long, Mrs.
Baczynsky worked hard to make sure that Eng-
lish-speaking members of the UNWLA had some-
thing interesting and informative to read in every
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issue. She complemented reports on the UNWLA
projects with articles on the Ukrainian museum
and its various exhibits and programs; with trans-
lations of Ukrainian poetry and prose; with news
digests on women’s issues in Ukraine and around
the world; and, in the crucial years of 1990-1991,
with emotional accounts of momentous change in
Ukraine by those UNWLA members who were
lucky to witness it in person.

Those who knew Marta Baczynsky and
her contributions to Our Life, like the UNWLA’s
Honorary President Iryna Kurowyckyj, speak
highly of her work and her dedication. And those
of us who did not have the pleasure of personally
meeting Mrs. Baczynsky can still in a way “meet”
her by reading her articles—in which the author
lives on even after her journey on this earth has
ended.

Sophia Irena
Sluzar

It was with deep
sadness that members of
Branch 54 in Wilming-
ton, Delaware, said
goodbye to Sophia Slu-
zar, an active member
and Branch 54 President
for many years. Sonia
died on May 8, 2013, at home in Wilmington.

She was born in 1937 in Buchach,
Ukraine, the youngest of four children of Roman
Sluzar (a prominent attorney) and Halyna Dud-
rovich. In 1950 her family immigrated to the
United States after displacement from Ukraine by
the Second World War.

She graduated from Rosemont College
with honors, with a Bachelor of Arts in History
and German Literature. Her Master’s degree and
doctoral work were carried out at Columbia Uni-
versity in New York City.

Sophia Sluzar was an accomplished histo-
rian, editor, and teacher, specializing in Eastern
European studies. At Columbia University, she
was research assistant to Dr. Zbigniew Brezinski,
and then a director of Columbia University’s Re-
search Institute on International Change. She
was a contributor to, and editor of, many books
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and publications, including Radicalism in the
Contemporary Age and The Relevance of Liber-
alism. In 1979, she moved to Washington, DC,
where for 10 years she was the editor of the pres-
tigious journal Problems of Communism. She
then worked in the State Department for 10 years
as a senior analyst specializing in Ukraine, the
Soviet Union, and the Baltic states.

She was a committed advocate for free-
dom and democracy in Ukraine, and was active in
Ukrainian-American life both personally and pro-
fessionally. While on leave from her work in the
State Department, she established the first office
in Ukraine for the International Foundation for
Electoral Systems, promoting free, fair, and
transparent processes for the first parliamentary
elections in independent Ukraine. Sophia served
as President of the Delaware Branch of the
UNWLA for several years. She inspired us to take
action on behalf of Ukraine and the Ukrainian-
American community.

She was a devoted and much-loved
daughter, sister, and aunt. To her nieces and
nephew, cousins and other family both in America
and in Ukraine, we offer our deepest condolences.
Sonia will be greatly missed by her family, friends,
and Soyuzianky.

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Breast Cancer Awareness

Despite the fact that breast cancer is one
of the two most common cancers in women (the
other one is skin cancer), many women remain
reluctant to get any screening. October is Breast
Cancer Awareness Month, so hopefully a refresh-
er in medical facts, coupled with this month's me-
dia support, will convince a lot of women to
schedule that crucial test.

Let's first address some simple medical
epidemiology. These facts will make it easy to
understand the disease. Breast cancer is a hor-
mone-dependent disease. The longer one is ex-
posed to estrogen, the higher the risk. Three
dates are of importance in a woman's life and
have a major influence on the incidence of breast
cancer—age at her first period, age at her first
full-term pregnancy, and age at menopause.

The risk of breast cancer in women who
have their first period later in their teenage years
(at age sixteen) is 50-60% less than in those who
have it at age twelve. This remains unchanged
throughout their life. Menopause, if it occurs early
(the average age is fifty-two)—whether naturally
or because of surgical reasons, reduces the cancer
risk by 35%. Compared to women who did not
have any children those who have had a full-term
pregnancy by age eighteen can have a 30-40%
reduction in their risk of cancer. The length of the
menstrual life, especially the length of time before
the first full-term pregnancy, is a significant fac-
tor in the total risk of breast cancer. All of this is
related to the exposure to estrogen.

Risk factors for breast cancer in-
clude personal factors, previous history of breast or
ovarian cancer, benign breast disease, prior radia-
tion to the chest for diseases like lymphoma, strong
family history of breast or ovarian cancer or genet-
ic predisposition (BRACA1 or BRACA2 genetic
testing), use of progesterone in hormone replace-
ment, obesity (especially in women who have a
high fat intake), alcohol consumption greater than
one drink per day, and physical inactivity. There
are no women who can clearly state that they have
no risk of breast cancer, which means that every
woman should have a screening test.

Breast self-examinations are recommend-
ed in conjunction with professional examinations

and mammography. Breasts change with age,
periods, and fluctuations in weight. They can feel
different and uneven, and this can vary from one
phase of your period to another. As with anything
else though, you know your body best and if you
feel that something is not right, address it imme-
diately with a professional.

Controversy exists regarding screening
recommendations. The National Cancer Institute
recommends that women aged forty and older
have mammograms every one to two years. It is
prudent to have it done annually after age forty.
Women younger than forty should discuss their
age and risk factors at first screening with their
physician and decide based on individual history.

Certain factors take precedence over all of
these recommendations: palpable masses, nipple
discharge, asymmetric thickening/nodularity,
skin changes (dimpling), and any changes that
appear questionable.

Most mammograms are now digital. They
can be stored on a disc and images can be shared
electronically. Differences between normal and
abnormal tissue can be noted with greater ease
than on a conventional x-ray. Three-dimensional
mammograms are not routinely performed. The
use of other radiographic modalities, such as ul-
trasound, MRIs, CAT scans, or combinations, tar-
gets specific problems and is beyond the scope of
this article.

As with all x-ray screenings, radiation ex-
posure does occur, but with current technology
the risk is low and always outweighs the potential
harm from radiation exposure.

Breast cancer is the most common malig-
nancy in United States women. The actual life-
time risk is one in eight women. Just think of it:
out of every eight women you know, one is likely
to have breast cancer. This is a pretty frightening
statistic. Now that your knowledge about breast
cancer is updated, do not delay—talk to your phy-
sician and schedule your screening. Convince and
recruit your family and friends, and most of all,
support the women who are fighting or have
fought the battle of breast cancer. As the saying
goes, we are all in it together.
