LOS ANGELES COMMEMORATES THE
80TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE
UKRAINIAN HOLODOMOR-GENOGIDE,
1932-33

The horrendous tragedy experienced by
the Ukrainian people in 1932-33 found its reflec-
tion in an exhibition held at Los Angeles City Hall
from Sept. 4 to Sept. 30, 2013. The bridge which
connects two buildings of the city administration
was an excellent choice of location for this exhibit
as it was used daily by employees and visitors,
many of whom stopped to find out the truth about
the Bolshevik terror and the man-made famine in
Ukraine. For many of them this information was
completely new, and when the organizers of the
exhibit were present, they were bombarded with
questions.

The exhibit was organized by the Geno-
cide in Ukraine Commemorative Committee of
Los Angeles, which includes representatives of all
non-governmental organizations of Los Angeles
and is chaired by Dr. Olesiiuk. It should be noted
that the UNWLA is represented in this Committee
by three individuals: O. Stariv, daughter of Miron
Dolot who authored the book Execution by Hun-
ger: The Hidden Holocaust; L. Lisovska, grand-
daughter of the chronicler of the Kholodny Yar
events Yuri Horodianyn-Lisovsky, better known
as Horlis Horsky; and L. Wussek, President of
UNWLA Branch 111.

The exhibit showcased posters from the
Fund “Ukraine 3000” (from the archive of L.
Keske), the exhibition “Cannot Be Forgotten:
Chronicling the Communist Inquisition in
Ukraine, 1917-1991” by R. Krutsyk, and the per-
sonal collection of I. Prokopovych. It also includ-
ed drawings by Ye. Dallas, who survived those
horrific times.

Besides the exhibition, UNWLA Branch
111 plans to hold screenings of a film about the
Holodomor at various universities in California. A
subcommittee was set up to organize these film
screenings, and its members are working hard to
help America’s young generation learn about the
atrocities committed by the Stalinist regime in
Ukraine.

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GENDER, POLITICS AND SOCIETY

IN UKRAINE

NEW YORK - Olena Hankivsky, professor of public policy at Simon S e

Frazer University in Canada, spoke at the Ukrainian Museum in Man- '

hattan on October 5, presenting her recent book Gender, Politics and o T :
_—— A————_

Society in Ukraine. Co-editor of the volume along with Anastasiya
Salnykova, Prof. Hankivsky provided the audience with a concise over-
view of the complex context of gender relations in modern Ukraine.

The book, explained Prof. Hankivsky,
which is divided into four broad chapters, exam-
ines how political, social, and economic transi-
tions in Ukraine have affected gender roles and
relations in both positive and negative directions
since independence.

On paper, noted Prof. Hankivsky, Ukraine
looks good. Ukraine is signatory to many of the
international agreements that obligate the gov-
ernment to provide equal opportunities and
treatment for women and men in areas of educa-
tion, healthcare, employment, and justice. The
government of Ukraine has expressed commit-
ments to stop trafficking of women, prosecute
violence against women and eliminate sexual har-
assment in the workplace.

The reality, however, is different. There
are few monetary resources for the implementa-
tion and execution of these commitments, as well
as the lack of desire, lack of leadership and full
social acceptance that it is necessary to do so. A
generalized social norm of disrespect for the abili-
ties of women, including active derision of women
and tolerance of abuse against women, is wide-
spread, including among many of the country’s
leaders, the very people tasked with guiding gen-
der policies. The breakdown of social and family
support systems, longstanding unemployment, a
diminished welfare state, increased substance
abuse and homelessness are among the elements
dramatically influencing gender roles and rela-
tions.

Particularly worrisome is the rapid expan-
sion of an unprecedented disinformation cam-
paign “STOP Gender!” Marked by technically so-
phisticated websites, videos, widespread distribu-
tion of glossy brochures and leaflets, and virulent
letter-writing efforts to intimidate elected offi-
cials, even foreign governments, the “STOP Gen-
der!” campaign derides the goal of gender equali-
ty in particular, and many basic tenets of human
rights in general.

The websites and videos have no authors
identified, said Prof. Hankivsky, and attempts to
locate the source of funding for this expensive and
sophisticated campaign, which provides infor-
mation primarily in Russian, have been unsuc-
cessful, although several religious and pseudo-
religious organizations actively promote “STOP
Gender!” materials.

There is a theory in Ukraine among wom-
en’s rights advocates that this anti-woman cam-
paign arose as an effort to stop the growth of pro-
Western impetus and pre-dispose the population
of Ukraine to reject an alliance with the European
Union, which requires active adherence to princi-
ples of human rights. It could also be part of an
effort to co-opt and distort the very effective, UN-
funded women-centered program “STOP Vio-
lence!” that had great support, including from
such luminaries as the soccer champ Andriy Shev-
chenko, singer Ani Lorak and Olympic star Serhiy
Bubka.

Prof. Marian Rubchak of Valparasio Uni-
versity, who edited another recently published
volume on gender issues in Ukraine, Mapping
Difference: The Many Faces of Women in Con-
temporary Ukraine, and is also a contributor to
the Hankivsky volume, noted that the start date
for the “STOP Gender!” campaign in 2010 was
suspiciously close to the efforts of President
Yanukovych to discredit his powerful female rival,
Yulia Tymoshenko, and while the anti-women
campaign may not be directly funded by Yanuko-
vych adherents, it may help explain why the gov-
ernment is willing to tolerate it.

Women’s Organizations (WFUWO) to the United
Nations/ECOSOC, introduced Prof. Hankivsky.
The WFUWO, joined by the Ukrainian National
Women’s League of America and the Ukrainian
Museum, was an event sponsor, and provided
support to Prof. Hankivsky for the publication of
this book. Prof. Hankivsky is the great-grand-

daughter of Olena Kysilewsky, prominent activist
of the Ukrainian women’s movement of Western
Ukraine during the interwar period, and the first
president of the WFUWO. She is also the grand-
daughter of Hania Anna Hankivsky, a past treas-
urer of the WFUWO.

Dr. Kebalo read a greeting from WFUWO
President Orysia Sushko who wrote that “at the
core of the mission of the WFUWO is to uphold
the dignity and integrity of women both in
Ukraine and in Ukraine’s émigré communities.”
Gender equality issues are rooted in dignity and
integrity, as well as in the power to achieve and
sustain these socially, politically and economical-
ly, noted Dr. Kebalo.

The book Gender, Politics and Society in
Ukraine, which was published by the University
of Toronto Press in 2012 and is going into a se-
cond printing, is available through Amazon in
hardcover, paperback and Kindle versions.

Mix in hramoty, honorary membership, visits
from the President or other VIP’s. Add a large scoop of luck and an abundance of energy. Keep blending
constantly with all the other ingredients.

Bring to a boil—then simmer for 85 or more years over a very moderate flame. If the borsch be-
comes too thick turn heat off. UNWLA borsch can turn unpredictable at times. UNWLA borsch is origi-
nal and needs generous amounts of imagination, fortitude and tolerance to keep from turning rancid.
The magic of this incredible borsch is that after 88 years the aroma still lingers and the pot never emp-
ties, although the flavor may vary depending on taste, preference, and seasonings!

Our Cover Artist

Maru Jarockyj was born in England to a
Ukrainian family. She graduated with a degree in
architecture from Manchester University. In 1981,
together with her family, she immigrated to Aus-
tralia where she became a member of the Austral-
ian Institute of Architecture.

Ms. Jarockyj has been painting and draw-
ing since 1985. Her first personal exhibition was
organized in 1993 in Melbourne by the Ukrainian
Women's Union of Australia.

Her paintings and graphic works make
use of both traditional Ukrainian symbols and
modernist trends.

Commenting on her Madonna of the
Holodomor-1933 (on the cover), the artist writes,
“[this] graphic work ... depicts Ukraine as the
tragic mother, encircled with a black halo, mourn-
ing the frightful suffering in Ukraine during the
artificial famine of 1933 named “Holodomor”
when millions and millions of Ukrainians, suffer-
ing horrendous agonies of famine, slowly starved
to death. The fields of Ukraine were covered with
crosses and mountains of corpses because the to-
tal harvest had been confiscated and an artificial
Famine created.

“Holding five stems of wheat in hand the
Ukrainian child asks Mother Ukraine, why is
there a horrendous famine in Ukraine, why is the
fertile black earth of Ukraine covered in corpses,
and why are Ukrainian children who are found
with just a handful of wheat being shot? Suffering
Mother Ukraine, who is dying from hunger, whis-
pers only one word to her son, “Genocide.” In
1933 wheat became an instrument of Genocide
because possession of just five stems of wheat un-
der Soviet law carried an instant death sentence, a
sentence even applied to children.

“This year, eighty years after the famine in
Ukraine, let us not forget what happened in that
tragic year of 1933. Let us ask why every single
day in 1933 25, 000 Ukrainians were dying of
hunger; who planned this heinous artificial fam-
ine and who gave the orders to carry it out? Who
was responsible for the death of 10 million inno-
cent Ukrainian souls? Why was this act of Geno-
cide carried out against the Ukrainian Nation?

“The world must never forget the Holodo-
mor of Ukraine.”

“Recollection of the horrors of the Famine
of 1933 had become a sort of ritual in our family...
When, in time, I became a mother myself, I better
grasped the pain my poor mother suffered, and
understood the scope of her tragedy. Her endur-
ance and unyielding faith fueled her to survive it
all for us ....” (“Four Ears of Corn,” 1933, Witness,
Stories of Genocide and Urban Survival, created
for middle school children in Chicago through a
grant from the City of Chicago Department of Cul-
tural Affairs.)

It wasn’t until late in 1932 that news of
the famine reached Western Ukraine, but the ex-
tent of the tragedy was not fully understood until
the summer of 1933, when actual documentation
surfaced in the press. Women in Ukraine, includ-
ing the peasant women living and working on
farms, made heroic efforts to get the news of the
famine to the outside world. The Union of Ukrain-
ian Women in L'viv, whose president was Milena
Rudnytska, turned to international women’s or-
ganizations as early as August of 1933. The Union
issued an appeal printed in several languages and
aimed at these international organizations. The
appeal presented mortality statistics as a result of
the Famine and also touched on the progress of
the struggle for national liberation of the Ukraini-
an people. The appeal ended with a call to “wom-
en of all nations, countries and continents, all
classes, parties and confessions” to awaken the
“sleepy consciences” of their husbands, sons and
brothers who hold “responsible government offic-
es” in those countries. This appeal reached the
United States via the women’s magazine Zhinocha
Dolia, under the title “To the women of the entire
civilized world.” It was signed with Milena Rud-
nytska’s name. The UNWLA, a young and evolv-
ing organization, immediately reacted. Its mem-
bers played a major role in bringing the news of
the ongoing tragedy to the forefront in the U.S. as
well as in attempting to offer assistance to the
starving people of Ukraine. Unlike other women’s
organizations (both in the U.S. and abroad) whose
goal was to gain equal political rights with men,
Ukrainian women saw their main mission as the
struggle for independence as a nation.

The UNWLA immediately formed an
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Emergency Relief Committee for Starving Ukrain-
ians, chaired by Dr. Neonilia Pelecovich. Despite
the fact that the Soviet regime made relief efforts
impossible and most American politicians, organ-
izations and mass media would not get involved
in this “delicate” political matter, the UNWLA
pressed on. The American Red Cross was not will-
ing to help in the relief effort. A reply from the
office of President Franklyn D. Roosevelt stated
that “there does not appear to be any measure
which this Government can appropriately take at
the present time in this matter,” while First Lady
Eleanor Roosevelt’s letter also stated that she
would be unable to help in any way. Nevertheless,
the UNWLA, together with the United Ukrainian
Organizations of the U.S., continued to write to
members of Congress with the request for an offi-
cial recognition of the famine and for a congres-
sional resolution declaring support for the starv-
ing Ukrainians. Finally, in May of 1934, Republi-
can Hamilton Fish of New York proposed resolu-
tion #399 which registered the facts of the fam-
ine, recalled the American tradition of reviewing
breaches of human rights, expressed sympathy for
the victims, and stated that the United States
hoped that the USSR would alter its policies. This
is believed to be first official commentary by the
U.S. on USSR policy.

It has been 80 years since this dreadful
period in the history of Ukraine and its citizens.
One of the UNWLA’s most important missions
has been to continue sharing the tragic news of
the Holodomor. On the 50th anniversary of the
Famine, copies of UNWLA archives documenting
its extensive efforts in 1933-34 were sent to the
U.S. Congress Commission on the Ukrainian
Famine. On the 70th anniversary, in 2003, the
November issue of Our Life was dedicated to
UNWLA archival materials, once again demon-
strating its continued commitment. On the 75th
anniversary, the XXVIII Convention book was
dedicated to the vic-
tims of the Holodo-
mor. On the 85th an-
niversary  of  the
UNWLA, an English
translation of Svicha
Pamiaty, an oral his-
tory of the Ukrainian

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Genocide by Dr. Valentyna Borysenko, was pub-
lished by our organization. This book was mailed
with a cover letter to all leading U.S., Canadian,
and British universities, and UNWLA members
were asked to donate the book to their local li-
braries in order to share this important infor-
mation with our neighbors. On the 8oth anniver-
sary of the Holodomor, a reprint of the commem-
orative issue of Our Life from 2003 was ordered
and will be disseminated to UNWLA Regional
Councils. The UNWLA has been an active mem-
ber of the U.S. Holodomor Committee since its
inception; our organization has offered continued
support for adopting the topic of the Holodomor
into middle school social studies curricula; and
UNWLA members participate in annual com-
memorative marches and services in their local

communities. Our commitment—both as individ-
ual Ukrainian women and as an organization—to
the remembrance of the victims of the Ukrainian
Genocide of 1932-33 is steadfast and will continue.

We are awaiting final information on the
blessing of the cornerstone of the Holodomor
Memorial to be erected in Washington, D.C.
(completion targeted for November of 2014), and
we congratulate the U.S. Holodomor Committee,
chaired by Michael Sawkiw, on this outstanding
success!

May I suggest that as we celebrate
Thanksgiving this year, with our family and
friends gathered around a festive table, we take a
moment to remember the victims of the Holodo-
mor while we thank the good Lord for today’s
blessings.

Inter-Regional Meeting on October §, 2013

The Executive Committee of the UNWLA
has made a commitment to disseminating infor-
mation related to UNWLA bylaws to all its mem-
bers. They decided to hold periodic inter-regional
meetings which will encompass all Regional Coun-
cils of the UNWLA at differing times. Various top-
ics will be discussed depending on the needs of the
membership.

A decision was made to hold such a meet-
ing on October 5, 2013, at the UNWLA Headquar-
ters. It was designed for presidents, organizational
chairs and treasurers of Regional Councils and
their local Branch counterparts of the New York,
Central New York, Philadelphia, New Jersey and
New England Regions.

The meeting started at approximately
10:30 AM with twenty-five attendees. Three mem-
bers of the Executive Committee, Ulana Zinych,
Nusha Macielinski and Roma Shuhan, served as
presenters.

Ulana opened the meeting with a prayer,
which is customary for our organization. She then
asked all present to introduce themselves and, if
willing, tell something about themselves that might
help all to remember them. Ulana’s charge was to
present the spirit of the UNWLA. To accomplish
this task, she highlighted our extensive accom-
plishments—work that makes us a cohesive group
and gives us pride in our organization. What could
better represent our “spirit”!

She outlined the more important activities
starting with the very early work of the organiza-
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tion, especially during the Holodomor in 1932-
1933 when the UNWLA informed the U.S. gov-
ernment, including the President and Congress, of
the tragic events taking place in Ukraine and im-
plored their assistance. She further highlighted the
significant aid provided by the UNWLA to those in
displaced persons camps after WWII. Later, during
the period of the Cold War, the UNWLA provided
assistance to people in Ukraine, and, when neces-
sary, corrected misinformation about Ukraine in
the U.S. media. After the Chornobyl tragedy the
UNWLA established funds to help hospitals which
treated victims of Chornobyl.

More currently established funds and pro-
grams were mentioned as well, such as aid to se-
lected nursing homes in Ukraine which was estab-
lished to celebrate the UNWLA’s 85th anniversary.
The most recent highlights mentioned were our
efforts to help pediatric burn victims in Ukraine,
specifically in the L'viv region. This project started
as direct aid to the burn unit in Hospital #8 in
L'viv and has taken on more depth and breadth
through a partnership with DOCTORS COLLABO-
RATING TO HELP CHILDREN, INC. By partner-
ing with this not-for-profit organization, we will be
able to upgrade the quality of care for pediatric
burn victims. The burn unit will be provided with
medical equipment and continuing education for
medical professionals. The culminating highlight
of UNWLA’s work is the Lectureship in Women’s
Studies initiated by us at the Ukrainian Catholic
University in L'viv.

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Remembering Olha Kobylianska

This fall Ukraine’s Bukovyna region has been abuzz with news of various events dedicated to the 150th
anniversary of Olha Kobylianska’s birth in a little Bukovynian town of Gura-Humora (now part of
Romania). Special exhibits, conferences, literary evenings, lectures, and theater performances have
been taking place all through October and November, and will culminate in several days of jubilee cel-
ebrations. A new ten-volume edition of Kobylianska’s works is being prepared for publication, with the
first volume due to appear by the end of 2013. The Chernivtsi oblast even declared 2013 as the year of
Olha Kobylianska. Could the writer herself ever have thought that her works would not only keep her
memory alive among her compatriots, but even confer upon her the status of one of the best Ukrainian
women writers ever born?

Kobylianska’s tiny sketch “The Cross,” written in the early twentieth century, poses the question
of one’s legacy, of what is left behind after one dies, in a most poignant and unusual way—the question
is pondered by the dead narrator who observes his own funeral and comments on what he sees. On the
other side of death, things begin to look different than they did during one’s life, and what comes to
stand out among one’s worldly treasures and achievements is something that no one wants or is even

able to inhertit.

THE CROSS

A Sketch (1905)

I died.

All those who respected and loved me,
appreciated and hated me, wronged and defended
me, are now seized with the same grief for me.
And so they came. They filled the rooms, placed
wreaths at my feet, and whispered sadly among
themselves. As always, women and men-—they
were everywhere.

But that is the way it is.

I was interested in the ones preparing ora-
tions to declaim over my grave, and in the girls
and boys. The former were thinking only of them-
selves, wondering what kind of impression their
speech would make on those gathered here and
forgetting completely about the deceased. The
youthful boys and girls were eyeing one another.

Some of them were mournful, and their
eyes were damp with tears. Sensitive girls! The
gravity of the moment attuned to them in this
way, and they immediately succumbed.

But, if the truth be told, no one here was
thinking about me. I had left behind neither a
wife, nor children, nor a sister, nor a brother—and
I had buried my parents a long time ago. I had
lived alone—and died a rich man.

But still-my funeral did distinguish itself
in a number of ways.

A large throng of people walked behind
my coffin.

And everything was black—all black. The
hearse that carried me was swaying, weighed
down by the prevailing sadly respectful mood and
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costly wreaths. I'm saying costly, because the
money spent on them would have shod several
dozen tiny bare feet and brought joy to more than
one orphan or some helpless, elderly woman
about whom no one cares. But flowers for a de-
ceased are good form, they say; they meet the
standards of propriety, and this is why they
trailed after me...

I felt truly blessed

Everything was going along like clock-
work, of its own accord. Decently and mournfully,
as befitted my merits and my person. Even I was
beginning to feel better and better with every
passing moment.

Yes, as I have said—my funeral did, after
all, distinguish itself in some ways.

Many eyes looked upon me in life, and
many looked at me during my funeral-but not a
single pair eyes was clouded by so much as a tear.

Not a single pair of eyes.

* * %

At last, they buried me, and the time came
for dividing up my possessions.

And once again the room was overflowing
with my friends, acquaintances, relatives, and
others.

Once again there was pacing, cautious and
respectful, and whispering, half-grave and half-
nervous. It seemed as if I were still here some-
where, still among the living.

And truly, I was here; I was alive and saw
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what was happening. That one took away my val-
uable books; another one took some other price-
less item; this one rummaged in a desk for some-
thing she simply had to have to remember me by;
those were conferring how to divide up this and
that between them; and others were scheming,
wondering how they could come away with some-
thing without drawing any attention to them-
selves. Everyone hurried and gloated, and all
were grateful to me that I had left them exactly
what was most appropriate.

I felt truly blessed.

With every passing moment, I was feeling
better and better—and I was reconciled to my
death.

Good.

This was probably my best deed.

Finally, all the rooms were emptied. Had
I not done the right thing by dying? The guests
were preparing to leave, carefully holding on to
whatever keepsake or treasure they had inherited
from me.

Was there nothing left? After a moment,
a voice, that seemed to be calling for order, re-
plied: “Nothing.”

And all eyes turned for the last time to
search greedily all the rooms and nooks.

Was there truly nothing left?

“Nothing,” a voice replied once again.

Then I glanced all around to see if every-
thing had gone as it should have. Had anyone
been short-changed?

Good.

They had forgotten nothing. They had
taken it all, removed everything, made a clean
sweep—the emptiness gleamed.

Only a tiny ray of sunlight, like a single
thread of the most precious gold, crept into my
study and sank timidly into a corner.

It was pointing to something.

My weary gaze dragged itself there.

What had been left behind?

Something remained there.

I drew nearer and peered into the corner.

They had left it! Without so much as
touching it!

My cross!

The cross that I bore all my life, suffering
and falling under it; it remained here now, un-
touched by anyone, forgotten—and it waited...

And I waited along with it.

Would none of those who had been here
return to take it away from me?

No one returned.

All around me it was quiet...very quiet—
and I was left all alone with my cross.

All alone—and a tiny ray of sunlight.

I felt truly blessed...

Bohdan Pochmursky,
A Loyal Friend of the UNWLA

On August 22, 2013, the Ukrainian Na-
tional Women’s League of America lost a good
friend and staunch supporter, Mr. Bohdan Poch-
mursky, who passed away after a brief illness.
Born in 1919 in the village of Kutkiwtsi, Ternopil’
oblast, Mr. Pochmursky was educated in Terno-

pil’ and L'viv before coming to Poland, then Ger-
many after the war, and eventually settling in
Michigan. When he retired, he moved to North
Port, Florida.

Because of the love he had for his mother,
Anna Volovych Pochmursky, and under her influ-
ence, Bohdan developed a great respect for the
UNWLA. He was a generous supporter of the
work of Soyuz Ukrainok and, through the
UNWLA, he established the Bohdan Pochmursky
Endowment Fund to benefit underprivileged stu-
dents in Ternopil’—the city he loved so much. He
seeded this fund with a $20,000 gift and then in
2012 he again donated $20,000 to this fund. Our
Milena Rudnycky Branch 56 of the UNWLA hon-
ored Mr. Pochmursky for his generosity with a
Certificate of Appreciation at our annual Christ-
mas dinner at St. Andrew’s Center (Oseredok) on
January gth of this year. We also presented him
with red roses, a birthday cake and a heartfelt
Mnohaya Lita for his 94th birthday. On October
1st, we offered a Divine Liturgy and panakhyda
for the repose of his soul on the 40th day of his
passing.

Throughout his life and wherever circum-
stances found him, Bohdan Pochmursky was al-
ways involved in helping others and had a special
love in his heart for the UNWLA. He was a quiet
and unassuming man with a big heart and a warm
smile. Whenever we met, he would give me that
big smile, tip his hat, bow his head, and greet me
with “Slava Soyuzu Ukrainok.” He will be greatly
missed!

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HYPERTENSION

Blood pressure is one of the first vital
signs taken at either a medical office or an urgent
care facility. Its reading carries significant mean-
ing both for the patient’s current medical status
and for her future prognosis.

Standards and blood pressure ranges are
set by the Joint National Committee on Preven-
tion, Detection, Evaluation and Treatment of high
blood pressure. Diagnosis of hypertension relies
on several readings. According to the official clas-
sification, the normal reading is less than 120/80
(systolic/diastolic); prehypertension is diagnosed
at 120-139 or 80-89, hypertension Stage One at
140-159 or 90-99, and hypertension Stage Two at
measurements greater than 160 or 100. To fall in
a particular category, one must only meet one of
the two parameters. According to the Committee’s
listed guidelines, prehypertension is associated
with increased risk of cardiovascular disease and
hypertension stages one and two indicate that
cardiovascular damage is already being done.

Blood pressure increases with age. The
first number, the systolic, increases throughout
life, but the second number, the diastolic, actually
plateaus in the fifth decade. In short, the inci-
dence and prevalence of hypertension increases
as we age, but isolated systolic hypertension is the
most common subtype found in individuals older
than fifty-five.

From young adulthood until middle age,
hypertension is more prevalent in men than in
women. After age fifty-five, this trend becomes
reversed. Of note, for any given level of blood
pressure, the rise is always greater in men than in
women.

Hypertension is a significant risk factor
for cardiovascular disease. Elevated readings may
result in serious complications such as strokes,
heart attacks (myocardial infarctions), congestive
heart failure, kidney disease, and even dementia.

Risk of cardiovascular disease is continu-
ous and proportionate over both systolic and dias-
tolic levels. Systolic blood pressure is a better
predictor of issues for older individuals and dias-

tolic pressure is a better predictor of risk for
younger people.

The most common cause of death in indi-
viduals with hypertension is coronary artery dis-
ease.

Nonreversible risk factors for elevated
blood pressure are age, gender, and family history
of hypertension. Reversible risk factors for hyper-
tension include prehypertension readings, obesi-
ty, lack of exercise, high salt diet, excessive drink-
ing, smoking, and having the metabolic syndrome
(for more information on the latter, see the article
on this topic in the April 2013 issue of Our Life).

Treatment of the reversible risk factors
can delay or prevent the development of hyper-
tension and all the issues associated with
it. Current selection of medications for this condi-
tion is safe and has a low incidence of side effects.
Treatment selection is highly individualized and
based on many factors that are taken into ac-
count, such as comorbid conditions—diabetes,
kidney problems, and other issues.

The so-called “white-coat hypertension” is
a common occurrence in some patients: blood
pressure levels measured at home are normal, yet
in a medical setting higher numbers are seen.
Most of these individuals do not need treatment;
some studies published in the medical literature
have shown individuals with white-coat hyperten-
sion to be in the lower-risk group. However, they
may be at an increased risk for developing sus-
tained hypertension in the future. Their blood
pressure measurements should be frequently tak-
en and the readings from home monitoring devic-
es should be correlated with those taken by the
professional sphygmomanometer.

Make the effort to have your blood pres-
sure evaluated on a regular basis and do not ig-
nore readings that appear to be higher due to dai-
ly stresses in life. Encourage your family and
friends to check their levels as well. Make the nec-
essary lifestyle changes and heed the advice giv-
en. As the saying goes, an ounce of prevention is
more than a pound of cure.

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THANKSGIVING WILD RICE AND ), BULGUR STUFFING

Canola oil 1 c. bulgur*
3 stalks celery, chopped 2 c. water
2 onions, chopped 1/2 c. pecans
2 cloves garlic, finely chopped 1 c. golden raisins
1 c. wild rice 12 c. chopped fresh parsley
3 c. reduced-sodium chicken broth Freshly ground pepper to taste

1/2 tsp. salt

Heat oil in a heavy saucepan over medium heat. Add celery, onions and garlic and sauté for about 5
minutes or until softened. Stir in wild rice. Add broth and salt and bring to a boil. Reduce heat to low.
Cover and simmer for 40 to 45 minutes, or until the rice is tender and the liquid is absorbed. Meanwhile,
place bulgur and water in a bowl. Let soak for 30 minutes. Preheat oven to 350°. Spread pecans on a bak-
ing sheet and bake for 10 minutes or until fragrant. Let cool and chop coarsely. Place raisins in a small
saucepan, cover with water and bring to a boil. Reduce heat to low and simmer for 5 minutes. Drain and
set aside. Stir the soaked bulgur, pecans, raisins and parsley into the cooked wild rice. Season with salt
and pepper. After it is cooled down, the stuffing can be stuffed into a turkey. * Bulgur is made by parboil-
ing, drying and coarsely grinding or cracking wheat berries. Tips: I don’t stuff the turkey, but I serve the
stuffing on the side. I buy turkey pieces and either roast them or barbeque them.

LAYERED SALAD-UKRAINIAN STYLE Roksolana Luciw, Branch #88
3 eggs 2 med. carrots
1 med. size onion 2 to 3 med. potatoes
2 med. apples 2 to 3 beets
12 to 34 ¢. mayonnaise Salt

Cook eggs, potatoes and beets. Peel cooked eggs, potatoes and beets. Clean carrots, onion and apples.
Line springform cake pan bottom with aluminum foil. Grate all vegetables, finely chop eggs and dice on-
ion. Layer in the following order: egg, carrots, onion, cooked potatoes, apples and beets. Salt each layer;
every second layer, spread with 2 to 3 tablespoons of mayonnaise. Refrigerate overnight. To serve, invert
onto a platter, tapping top to loosen cake. Salad will be in the form of a cake with the eggs on top.

PUMPKIN MUFFINS Olia Michaels
4 eggs 1 T. cinnamon
2 ¢. sugar 2 tsp. baking powder
112 c. oil 2 tsp. baking soda

1 3% c. canned pumpkin
3 cups flour

1 tsp. vanilla
2 c. golden raisins (opt.)

Beat eggs, add sugar, oil and pumpkin until combined. Add dry ingredients. Mix until combined. Stir in
raisins. Pour into greased muffin pan about 2/3 full. Bake for 15 to 20 minutes at 375°. Makes 24 muf-
fins.
