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PRAY FOR PEACE IN UKRAINE

I walked 600 miles across Spain in the
summer of 2015 on the ancient pilgrimage route
known as the Camino de Santiago, or “El
Camino.” Many paths from all over Europe and
Spain lead to the city of Santiago de Compostela,
the burial place for the Apostle James. Millions
have traversed this path for centuries. After Jeru-
salem and Rome, Santiago is the third most im-
portant pilgrimage city in Christendom. The spe-
cific route I walked is the most famous and sto-
ried. Many call it powerful. It is known as the
“Camino Frances” and is immortalized in the Hol-
lywood movie The Way starring Martin Sheen.

As my birthday was approaching, I pon-
dered how to mark the occasion. Instead of a spa
day or dinner out, to my surprise, the answer
“Camino” came to me in meditation. I initially
resisted the idea thinking it impractical. Yet it
resonated so deeply within me that my resistance
quickly dissolved. I first heard of the Camino
years ago, when I lived in Ukraine, from Peace
Corps volunteers who returned from it. I wanted
to take this journey to know myself better and for
peace in my beloved Ukraine. I decided to walk
alone, make minimal plans, and carry only a few
items of clothing and essential toiletries. For a
Ukrainian-American like me, necessities include a
blue-and-yellow flag and roll of ribbon brought
from Kyiv from the month I stood on the Maidan
with Ukrainians on Independence Square during
the Revolution of Dignity.

In late May, I flew to Madrid, the capital
of Spain, took a train to Pamplona, famous for the
running of the bulls, and a bus to St. Jean Pied de
Port, France, a charming town and my start city
for my Camino. I crossed the Pyrenees Mountains
on foot, the majestic Navarra region made famous
by Ernest Hemingway, walked through the vine-
yards of La Rioja, across the desert-like plains of
the Meseta of the Leon-Castilla region, trekked
through the lush mountains and oak and eucalyp-
tus forests of Galicia to the craggiest and deadliest
coast on the Atlantic Ocean.

During the first couple of weeks, pain took
residence in my body. My calves felt like they
were going to explode. They were objecting to the
level of exertion thrust upon them. My feet ached.
My tendons screamed. My right ankle swelled and
the pain spread to my hip. Hobbling became ex-
cruciating. I sought the help of an osteo-massage
therapist in the first large city I encountered.
Years of crossing my legs caused a subtle misa-

lignment of my spine. The added weight of the
backpack coupled with the daily pounding from
walking targeted my ankle with a vengeance.
Once corrected, the pain stopped and the swelling
dispersed. I was told to continue getting massages
to maintain the alignment and to stop crossing
my legs when sitting. Part one of the prescription
was easy and pleasant. Part two required that I be
mindful of my posture and how I sit. It’s an ongo-
ing assignment.

I made friends with people from every
continent of the planet (except possibly Antarcti-
ca). I took over 12,000 photos and microblogged
about the journey on Facebook. All along my pil-
grimage route I left snippets of ribbon with notes
attached asking for people to “Pray for peace in
Ukraine, a peace so beautiful it uplifts the
world.” The promise of the Camino is that pray-
ers are answered, and many, many answered the
call to prayer. Blue and yellow proudly waved
from the windy summit of Lepoeder in the Pyre-
nees and dotted my journey across Spain to the
destination at the crypt of St. James in the Cathe-
dral in Santiago de Compostela.

I received many comments about Ukraine.

People saw the notes and blue-and-yellow
ribbons on the Camino and were curious about
them. In conversation, when I mentioned I had
lived in Ukraine for 14 years, they asked immedi-
ately if I was the one leaving the messages for
Ukraine along the Camino. One woman from Italy,
a TV presenter on the Italian QVC channel, specifi-
cally made a point to find me. When we met in the

tiny town of Rabanal, Spain, she exclaimed,
“You're the one!” when I talked of Ukraine. This
scenario repeated throughout my walk. People
were interested in engaging in conversation about
Ukraine and praying for Ukraine. Whenever I
stayed in a monastery I asked the priests or nuns
for blessings for Ukraine. They took this very seri-
ously. I discovered that my simple act of leaving
messages and prayer requests caused ripples that
reverberated across the Camino.

During a pilgrim gathering in Carrion de
Los Condes, where the singing nuns oversee a pa-
rochial church-based lodging, I sang the haunting
song “Volia” (Freedom). I explained the situation
in Ukraine. So many people came up to me, in-
cluding the nuns, and said that they were moved
and would pray and help. I also learned that
across Europe the clergy, brothers and sisters are

holding special prayers for peace in Ukraine. The
light of love is powerfully shining on Ukraine.

Throughout my journey, I was meeting
wonderful people, eating delicious food, drinking
fine wines, and discovering new towns. The big-
gest surprise of walking the Camino was experi-
encing boundless joy. My pilgrimage was not a
lesson of learning through suffering, but one of
unfettered love. I kept thinking, “today is the best
day,” and then the next day would be even better
than the last. This kept happening. My mind had
difficulty grasping the idea of ever increasing and
ongoing joy, but the Camino kept giving me a con-
tinuing experience of it. I was happy even when
my feet hurt. After more than 1,200,000 steps, I
am back in the United States and I still keep dis-
covering new gifts from the Camino. Peace begins
with me.

LIVES IN UKRAINE

Professor Marian Rubchak will launch her newest book, New Imag-
inaries: Youthful Reinvention of Ukraine’s Cultural Paradigm, in New

Starting with the Granite Revolution and continuing through the
Orange Revolution and the beginnings of the Euromaidan, Dr. Rubchak
outlines the historical trajectory that inspired the young scholars, those
who matured in post-Soviet Ukraine, to approach their research on women
in fresh ways, discarding many of their Soviet habits and adapting Western

ideas to their own lives and cultural traditions. The result, as the title sug-

gests, is a new “cultural paradigm,” neither Soviet nor Western—a new way

of presenting Ukrainian women’s activities today. Their stories create a colorful “tapestry” of women’s
lives as these women cope with their country’s changed political circumstances.

This book is dedicated to the women activists on Euromaidan who dispensed with the old patri-

archal stereotypes and found their feminist voice on the barricades alongside the men. The spirit of the
volume is conveyed by the cover art by Luhansk (and now Kyiv-based) artist Asya Kucherevska. The im-
age is that of an empowered warrior for gender equality, not the traditional Madonna/mother nor a pas-
sive victim of a patriarchal society.

Professor Marian Rubchak is a well-known authority in the field of Ukrainian gender studies and
the impact of historical memory on the formation of feminist consciousness. She has taught and lectured
extensively both here and in Ukraine, and has authored many works on women and gender issues in the
country. This book is a continuation of her previous work, Mapping Difference: The Many Faces of
Women in Contemporary Ukraine.

The UNWLA will be sponsoring this presentation at the Ukrainian Museum in New York on Sun-
day, November 22nd, at 2 pm. Prof. Rubchak will be joined at the podium by Dr. Marta Kichorowska-

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In 1948 a world congress of Ukrainian
women was convened in Philadelphia—through
the efforts of the UNWLA. Along with a UNWLA
delegation, representatives of women’s organiza-
tions from Canada as well as a delegation of the
Federation of Ukrainian Women of Germany took
part in the sessions. Organizations which could
not send representatives also voiced their support
in writing. Any organizational efforts of Ukraini-
an women in Ukraine had been totally wiped out.
This disturbing fact formed the underpinning of
the congress resolutions—we should work to pre-
serve our national identity for future generations;
Ukrainian women in the free world (diaspora)
should intensify their organizational activities;
Ukrainian women should nurture their heritage
and become a source of information about the
plight of the Ukrainian nation to the world. Be-
sides the overwhelming acceptance of these reso-
lutions, the World Federation of Ukrainian Wom-
en’s Organizations was formed. The WFUWO is
now based in Toronto, Canada, and unites 27 di-
aspora organizations from 17 countries on four
continents.

The UNWLA sends delegates to WFUWO
annual meetings. This year, upon the generous
invitation of the Ukrainian Women’s League of
Sweden, the meeting was held in Stockholm,
Sweden. Four UNWLA delegates attended. They
were the UNWLA President, First Vice President
Roma Shuhan, Honorary President Iryna Kuro-
wyckyj, and Branch 64 member (and WFUWO
main representative to the UN) Dr. Marta Kichor-
owska-Kebalo. A total of 20 delegates and 24
guests attended (please see the picture)—from
Australia, Argentina, Canada, the United King-
dom, Belgium, Germany, and France. Among the
guests from Ukraine were Dr. Liudmyla Porokh-
niak Hanowska, President of the National Council
of Women of Ukraine, and Dr. Oreslava Khomyk,
President of the Women’s League of Ukraine. Be-
sides the reporting on the past year’s organization
activities (I presented a 60-page PowerPoint re-
port on UNWLA multi-faceted work of the past
calendar year), both a panel presentation and dis-
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cussion followed by a roundtable-format discus-
sion were organized. It will not surprise our read-
ers to learn that the focus of all organizations was
their aid to and efforts in Ukraine. Based on UN-
WLA experience, my panel presentation stressed
the importance of communication, collaboration,
and coordination within any organization. Alt-
hough WFUWO organizations are found world-
wide, much binds us together, which is evident
from our membership in the WFUWO. An im-
portant result of the discussions was the proposal
to appoint a humanitarian aid coordinating
chairperson within the WFUWO structure, a per-
son who would gather information from all
WFUWO organizations in order to share it and
avoid duplication of efforts in Ukraine. This sug-
gestion was quickly accepted. The process itself
may be complicated, but all felt that it was neces-
sary. During these discussions, our partners from
Ukraine offered their assistance in the verification
of the validity of our potential aid recipients or in
the very system of distributing such aid. This will
obviously be an ongoing process as our work is
coordinated. Our readers will also not be sur-
prised that each country has already established
contacts with two or three of its own “partners” in
Ukraine—an absolute necessity if there is any
chance at being effective and transparent.

The President of the Ukrainian Women’s
League of Sweden, Zoriana Kiktsio, arranged a
private meeting with the Ambassador of Ukraine
to the Kingdom of Sweden, Thor Sahach, who be-
gan his assignment in Sweden on May 15. The
Ambassador received our delegation very warmly,

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summarized the relationship between Sweden
and Ukraine, and gladly answered our questions.
He and his wife returned several times to our
evening gatherings and graced us with their pres-
ence and overwhelming acknowledgement and
appreciation for the work each of the represented
organizations does to fulfill its part in the world-
wide diaspora effort to help Ukraine in its time of
need.

On the eve of our final day of the annual
meeting, Saturday, September 5th, a joint dinner
was held in celebration of our camaraderie and
joint efforts. During this “last supper,” a few per-
sons received recognition awards. Iryna Kuro-
wyckyj, Honorary UNWLA President, was recog-
nized with a Medal for her “charitable work and
love of Ukraine” (decree #1835, dated April 16,
2015) from Partriach Filaret of the Ukrainian Or-
thodox Church of the Kyivan Patriarchate. The
UNWLA received several certificates of apprecia-
tion (please see page 6)—from Lieutenant Colonel
Prashnyk of the Aidar Battalion for the financial
and humanitarian aid to his wounded volunteers
in the military hospital in Kharhiv; from the Di-
rector of the L'viv Health Department, Dr.
Bohdan Chechotka, for the humanitarian aid to
the wounded from the ATO zone; from Dr. Thor
Hajda, Director of the Military Hospital of West-
ern Ukraine, for the humanitarian and financial
aid given to the freedom fighters of Ukraine being
treated in his hospital; and from the Ukrainian
Women’s League of Ukraine for the financial aid
and moral support of the wounded and hospitals
caring for them. I was very proud to receive these
awards on behalf of the UNWLA and its many
generous donors. We thank you for your deep un-
derstanding of the need these young warriors
face—after they’ve completed their duty on behalf
of their country!

It was with melancholy that the partici-
pants of the WFUWO annual meeting parted
company—until next year, that is. It was under-
scored that communication between our organi-
zations would be strengthened, our ties rein-

forced! The weather in Stockholm was rainy all
week and this seemed to be an appropriate back-
drop to our goodbyes!

Meanwhile, the New York City diaspora
was preparing and planning for the upcoming vis-
it of President Poroshenko to the 7oth session of
the UN General Assembly. Russia's Vladimir
Putin will also be in attendance. The American
European Security Council of New York City,
Ukrainians, and Georgians were working together
on the permits needed to hold protests. On Sep-
tember 8th, a meeting of these groups was ar-
ranged by the Ukrainian Congress Committee of
New York City, and UNWLA First Vice President
Roma Shuhan participated. Leaders of diaspora
organizations and all activists were requested to
work together to bring significant numbers of
protestors to these demonstrations. “It is of ut-
most importance at this time in history for all of
our communities to unite and stand together
against this aggressor and invader of peaceful
countries.” A full report to follow in the next
month’s issue.

I would like to end this month’s short re-
port with a personal comment—as you can imag-
ine, much work goes into representing our ac-
complished organization in this type of arena. We
must feel confident that we are including all per-
tinent facts and accomplishments as well as
stressing the dedication of our membership and
the generosity of our supporters. The gathering of
information for the reporting is a lengthy task,
especially this year—since so much has been un-
dertaken. The stressing of our membership’s
commitment is easier for I feel it everywhere in
our work. The generosity of our supporters is
what allows us to put our commitment into con-
crete action and it is also felt in every donation we
make. Finally, the gratitude expressed by those
we help and those through whom we help (hospi-
tals, medical directors, etc.) completes the cycle
and is all the reward we need! Slava Ukraini!

The audience of family
and friends of the new citizens as well as Park
Personnel reached almost a hundred. Stephanie
was asked by the superintendent to hand each
new citizen a folded American flag. This she did
with a hearty welcome and a handshake.

Once the ceremonies had concluded,
Stephanie delivered the keynote speech. The Park
Superintendent, Jason Lott, who had arranged
the event at the park, invited Stephanie because
he had read her book, An Ocean Between: 100%
American-100% Ukrainian, and thought she
would be suitable. Indeed, the speech was well
received.

In her speech, Stephanie told the story of
how her parents had come to Boston, MA, before
WWTI and of the difficulties they faced in learning
English and becoming citizens. Yet, in spite of
their difficulties, they were grateful for the privi-
leges of living here. She recounted how her father,
Elias Chopek, told his two daughters, Anna and
Stephanie, that they should be proud 100% Amer-
icans and, at the same time, be proud 100%
Ukrainians because in the United States they
could freely practice their customs, culture, and
religion. They could take part in all the local activ-
ities of the Ukrainian community, make beautiful
Easter eggs, embroider the ancient patterns, sing
in both church and folk choirs, perform exciting
Ukrainian dances, and carry on meaningful
Ukrainian traditions. None of this was possible
for their families under Soviet Russia. And in-
deed, both sisters did live comfortably and happi-
ly in their two worlds. Stephanie told the new citi-
zens that they too could maintain their own
unique culture and customs here, to whatever de-
gree they wished.

After the ceremony, Stephanie and the
four Ukrainian participants in the naturalization
ceremony had a lively conversation and enjoyed
meeting each other.

Stephanie Chopek Sydoriak was the wife of the late Dr. Stephen Sydoriak and the mother of six children. She stud-
ted physics at Northeastern University and did graduate work at Yale University. The Sydoriak family moved to
Los Alamos in 1948. Mrs. Sydoriak worked for the Los Alamos National Laboratory as a translator of scientific
papers in Slavic languages, German, and French. Later, she spent thirty years as a piano teacher and served as
President of the New Mexico State Piano Teachers Association. She was Liturgy Chairman and Choir Director at
the local Catholic church, where she introduced the Easter Saturday blessing of the baskets. Her choir enjoyed
singing various pieces of Ukrainian church music, which she translated. She taught the making of Ukrainian eggs
in the local schools and clubs. In recognition of her service to Los Alamos, she was named a Los Alamos Living
Treasure of 2011. Stephanie Sydoriak is also a member of the UNWLA.

Mrs. Sydoriak is the author of a book of poetry, Inside Passage, as well as of a family memoir, An Ocean
Between: 100% American-100% Ukrainian. Four of her poems were chosen by composer Craig Russell and set to a
choral piece called “Seasonal Dances.” The premiere took place in Santa Fe in 2004.

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The 70th Anniversary of DP Camps

The following article was printed in the October issue of Our Life in Ukrainian. We thought it may also be of inter-
est to readers who might be better versed in English. Since we are remembering the 7oth anniversary of DP
camps, we end this translation with the ending of camp life. It was a pleasure translating this piece, but please
remember that these experiences and recollections are those of Oleksandra Juzeniw, a member of UNWLA Branch

When World War II ended in May of 1945,
hundreds of thousands of refugees found them-
selves in Germany, fleeing not so much from the
German-Soviet front as from the Communists, the
Soviet regime. Among these were Ukrainians, Poles,
Russians, Belarusians, Latvians, Estonians, and
Lithuanians. Having endured bombing and poverty,
they were heading west—to larger cities, as far as
possible from the Soviets. My mother and I, along
with tens of other Ukrainian families, experienced
the end of the war in a small German town, Kal-
teneck.

Since it was summer, the refugees often
lived outdoors in fields, schoolyards, and home-
steads, in various barracks. We all survived by trad-
ing possessions we had brought from home with
local Germans—clothing, jewelry. Additionally, hav-
ing registered with the local town government, we
received “food stamps” and thus were able to obtain
a bit of bread, cheese, grains...

One day my mother, I, and a few more
Ukrainians from Kalteneck were able to get a truck
and drove to the closest larger city, Passau. There
was a Ukrainian Refugee Aide Committee there and
we wanted to get some information and assistance
as to what to do next because the Allied forces al-
lowed Soviet soldiers to drive among the refugees
and convince them to return back home. The sol-
diers were certain that all would gladly return. But
such was not the case. In some areas people were
forcefully put on trucks because the Allies did not
understand that we, the refugees, did not want to
return.

While my mother waited in line to speak to
the Committee workers, I was standing on a high
bank admiring the three wide rivers which in Passau
merged into one. They were the Danube, the Inn,
and the Ilz. T also went to the main town square
where the ancient St. Stephen’s Cathedral was locat-
ed. Unfortunately it was locked. Passau remains in
my memory as a beautiful city of the Middle Ages,
like the engravings of Diirer. And why have I not
revisited this city? Maybe subconsciously I was
afraid to see tall skyscrapers, souvenir booths, res-
taurants... At the Refugee Committee, we learned
that in the large cities refugee camps were being
organized and it would be best to head there. We
did this. A few families chipped in some money,
hired a driver with a truck, and headed to the an-
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cient city of Augsburg, where a camp for Ukrainians,
Sommer Kaserne, already existed. The UNRRA
(United Nations Relief and Reparation Administra-
tion), organized by the British, Americans, and
French in 1943, and later the IRO (International
Refugee Organization) helped care for the refu-
gees—men, women, and children. The UNRRA or-
ganized camps in former German barracks in many
German cities.

There was an international law that former
(up to 1939) Soviet citizens were supposed to return
to the USSR, but they did not want to go—knowing
what fate awaited them. People from “Velyka
Ukraina” (Eastern Ukraine) were especially fearful,
and with the help of those from Western Ukraine,
they frequently changed their last names and re-
ported fictitious places of birth and employment.
Even later, when the DP camps were running full
force, we were informed via loudspeakers that the
next day a Soviet delegation would be coming to the
camp and registering all who wanted to return. The
camp leadership suggested that the refugees stay in
their rooms. People followed this suggestion. The
main square was empty: all were in their rooms and
covered the windows with sheets and blankets. In
fear they looked toward the square only through
cracks. The Soviet delegation arrived, accompanied
by workers of UNRRA, and through loudspeakers
they encouraged people to return home. No one
came out, and after some time they left.

The camps were organized according to na-
tionality, which was partially responsible for their
success. Refugees were called Displaced Persons—
DP for short. By 1945 a great number of people were
flocking. These were single men, married couples
with children, women, as well as young men and
women whom the Germans had forcefully sent to
Germany as laborers. The camps were very well or-
ganized: the administration, the police, varied insti-
tutions and schools were all in the hands of the DP,
while representatives of the UNRRA or the IRO act-
ed in supervisory capacity and provided food, bed-
ding, sports uniforms, and so on. Each large room
was occupied by a few families, divided by army
blankets. The community kitchen provided break-
fast, lunch, and dinner. Students received additional
vitamins, and little children most likely got addi-
tional nutrients.

From time to time the Americans held the
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so-called “screenings” when we had to provide our
life histories again and present our documents. We
were vaccinated against typhoid fever.

As mentioned, the camps were established
in June of 1945 and by September there were al-
ready functioning preschools, grade schools, and
“Gymnasiums,” varied instructional facilities, and
medical clinics. In October, the Scouting Organiza-
tion Plast was formed and the following month an-
other youth organization, SUMA, was established.

Among the DPs there were many athletes,
and they made sure that good athletic fields were
built in all camps. They also made sure that there
were “club rooms” where we could play table ten-
nis—a very popular game in those days. They also
obtained sports uniforms and equipment from the
UNRRA. Chornohora was a soccer team in our
camp, and among its favorites were Slawko
Shmigel, Lutak, and others. Teams from Munich,
Berchtesgaden, and other camps came to play.
There were also track and field competitions. Once
we even housed a finalist ping pong competition
which lasted a few days.

People used many methods to ignore their
inner thoughts like “what’s next” or “what’s happen-
ing with my family at home.” They had left families,
sometimes even infants, because they had thought
that they would return quickly. But life went on...

In the Gymnasium, we had wonderful
teachers who were professors from universities in
Ukraine and Czechoslovakia. There were no printed
books so the professors dictated lessons, which we
wrote down and studied. Notebooks were of terrible
quality and there were no ballpoints—real pens were
used and as a result our notebooks were often full of
ink stains.

The famous Blavackyj Theater from L'viv
was housed in our camp and in it our UNWLA
member Nadia Sawchenko, then Jaroshenko, took
her first artistic “steps.” Although camp surround-
ings were quite primitive, this theater group pro-
duced great shows by Ukrainian, British, and
French producers. For instance, back during the war
the French existentialist Jean Anouilh had written
Antigone based on Sophocles, and Genia Vasyl-
kiwska translated it into Ukrainian. The Blavacky;j
Theater presented it in the camps with the main
roles played by actresses Liza Shasharivska and Vira
Levytska. The action took place at the time when
Germany occupied France and the audience re-lived
these events on the stage with pain. Yet when ano-
ther theater group, that of Joseph Hirniak from Bri-
tish zone, visited us and put on a humoresque, The
Travels of Mamaj in a Barrell around the World,
all of the audience, especially young crowd, were
enraptured and mimicked the paparazzi. The girls
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fell in love and wrote letters to the actors.

One of the girls from the Gymmnasium ac-
tually married an actor from the group.

The cultural life in the camps was on a high
level—writers and poets created masterpieces, his-
torians and politicians wrote historical and political
treatises, and only painters had a hard time because
it was not easy to obtain paints. However, even they
painted beautiful iconostasy in churches, icons, and
prepared holiday cards.

Frequently British and American (and pos-
sibly German) films were shown in the theater hall.
Popular actors were Stuart Granger and James Ma-
son. In the same venue there were dances, and once
even a masquarade ball. Popular then were the
swing, foxtrot, tango, waltz, and polka. In the
sewing workshop the women were embroidering
laced tablecloths, blouses from parachute fabric,
and they made shoulder bags from hard cartons and
finished with fabrics from blankets decorated with
lovely embroidery. Behind the buildings some
planted vegetable gardens.

There were many children and adolescents
in the camps. As I now watch television and see
tents and many unfortunate refugees from Syria or
Iraq, I think how smart the leaders from the
UNRRA, the IRO and our camp activists were,
spending a great amount of time and effort on the
youth.

One might think that life in DP camps was
wonderful. It was not wonderful, especially for those
with small children, or those who had lost loved
ones during the war. However, everything was done
so that children were raised in a healthy environ-
ment—to prevent them from becoming depressed,
to protect them from immorality and criminal acti-
vity, and to provide them with an education.

What was happening in Ukraine at this
time? The Soviet leadership took vengeance upon
and doled out severe “punishment” on the popula-
tion. The ones most affected were those who worked
in local administrations during the German occupa-
tion and those whose relatives were part of the UPA
or the Ukrainian Division of the German army.
Thousands of the latter were transported forcibly to
the Siberia or Kazakhstan. More fighting was raging
in the forests and in Western Ukraine between the
UPA and the Soviets, Germans, and Poles.

It is for these reasons that there were not
many complaints heard in the DP camps. Our lives
in the camps were by far better than the existence in
Ukraine or the Siberia. It could have been different.

Deciphering the Genetic Code or the Mecha-
nism of Protein Synthesis”. Dr. Nirenberg died
in January of 2010 and my handwritten genet-
ic code charts and all research notebooks and
data were donated to the National Library of
Medicine. I asked Theresa to join me in looking
through our old laboratory notebooks (28 in
all) and we were able to identify the original
experiments which deciphered the letters of
the genetic code.

I first met Theresa Solowij Caryk in July of
1963 when I joined the laboratory of Dr. Marshall
Nirenberg at the National Institutes of Health in
Bethesda, Maryland. Theresa had joined the lab six
months earlier. We shared a small single lab mod-
ule and worked literally side by side, elbow to el-
bow for many years. From the very beginning, it
was an absolute pleasure to work with Theresa.
Her energy and good nature made for a very har-
monious and congenial relationship. She tried to
teach me Ukrainian, but my flair for languages is
minimal and the only phrase I remember is “duzhe
dobre.” Our laboratory was deciphering the genetic
code and the pace was very intense. Too often an-
other lab member would “borrow” a key reagent
and when we went to use it we would find it miss-
ing. Theresa solved this problem by labeling the
bottle in Ukrainian and it never went missing
again. Her tortes were famous and a very special
treat and we all looked forward to the special occa-
sions when she would bring one into the lab.

By 1965, Dr. Marshall Nirenberg’s labora-
tory had deciphered all the letters of the genetic
code and in 1968 he was awarded the Nobel Prize
for this work. At a Cosmos Club reception in No-
vember of 2009 we were both presented with med-
als created by Dr. Nirenberg: “For Contributions to

We both attended The New York Academy
of Sciences symposium “50 Years of the Genetic
Code” in New York City in July of 2014 and the
March 2015 ceremony at the National Library of
Medicine when Dr. Nirenberg’s widow, Dr. Myrna
Weissmann, donated his Nobel prize medal to the
Library.

Theresa is a remarkable woman. She held
down a full-time job for 32 years, raised three chil-
dren and found time to create beautiful examples
of Ukrainian needlework. She has always been very
active in various social organizations. She told me
she is presently President of UNWLA Branch 78
and for the last 20 years has been President of the
Mariyska Druzhyna at the U.N.C.S. of the Holy
Family. I know her church is very important to her
and she attends mass every Sunday despite living
one hour away.

I am so grateful to have such a wonderful
and good friend in my life. Although we have both
retired, we stay in touch and get together several
times a year.

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WESTERN-EDUCATED UKRAINIANS SEEKING TO TRANSFORM

Members of the Harvard Club of Ukraine,
followed by alumni from the London School of
Economics, INSEAD Business School, Columbia
University, University of Oxford, Cambridge, and
other schools, joined the initiative. Today it unites
more than 3,000 Ukrainians willing to offer their
skills to the government.

Their mission is to help Ukraine achieve
what the West expects of it: accelerate economic
reforms, eliminate corruption, strengthen the rule
of law and democracy, and promote a transparent
hiring process for government positions.

To bring professionals into government,
Professional Government Initiative started a web-
site for hiring, www.proukrgov.org. Now one can
upload a CV to the website’s database of profes-
sionals. When a government body addresses the
initiative with a list of vacancies, it gets a list of
suitable candidates within 24 hours.

Professional Government Initiative al-
ready found jobs for more than 50 applicants. Its
coordinator Oleg Goncharenko says that while the
young Western-educated Ukrainians want to
work for the state, the state doesn’t always want
them.

“The problem is that some people in the
government are against newcomers,” he says.

Sergiy Konovets got hired as deputy board
chairman at state-owned energy monopolist
Naftogaz in May 2014. With an MBA from Swit-
zerland, he applied with a CV, being at “an emo-
tional peak after the Revolution of Dignity,” and
was approved by the Cabinet of Ministers.

“It was done very quickly and transpar-
ently,” he says. “And since then I got many ques-
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tions from different people, like ‘Whose interests
you represent in Naftogaz.”

Konovets said the initiative helps. “It
could expand not only to the central government,
but also to the regions,” he says.

Working in Naftogaz for more than a year,
Konovets is satisfied with his team. “It would be
very difficult to change the situation without like-
minded people,” he says.

Konovets has not seen any new corruption
schemes appear in Naftogaz while he’s been work-
ing there and the new team has been trying hard
to squeeze out the old ones.

“We significantly improved our transpar-
ency over the last year, and openness to the socie-
ty,” he says.

He won’t talk about his salary, but says it
is lower than in his previous job at Boston Con-
sulting Group.

“Historically people paid for the positions
in the state-owned company, like Naftogaz,” he
says.

“Getting into this company at the top po-
sition allowed them to steal money.”

Low public salaries are an impediment to
good government. “The result of not solving this
problem is that I cannot hire good people in the
state-owned company,” he says.

Working long hours, Konovets describes
his “biggest frustration” as focus turf—an individ-
ual ministry or department—rather than the
greater good.

Sergiy Petukhov, a 31-year-old lawyer who
graduated from the University of Cambridge, was
hired as deputy minister for European integration
at the Ministry of Justice on July 27.

But it took awhile. “Some people had nev-
er called back, some positions were canceled,” he
says.

Petukhov applied twice to become a depu-
ty with the Ministry of Energy because of his rele-
vant background. He was rejected twice before
the ministry canceled the position. “For some rea-
son this ministry still doesn’t have the deputy
minister for European integration,” he says.

In his new job at the Ministry of Justice,
Petukhov plans to concentrate on legal issues in-
volving the Russian-annexed Crimea peninsula
and Russian-occupied territories in Ukraine’s east.
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Many top government
officials in Ukraine have
Western degrees. Only
time will tell whether
these professionals will
create a more effective
and less corrupt state.

“The biggest problem now is that Ukraine
doesn’t recognize any legal documents issued in
Crimea, like birth and death certificates,” he says.

Petukhov doesn’t think that Western-
educated Ukrainians are necessarily better pro-
fessionals, but have valuable experience. "Proba-
bly, the European education is more valuable
right now since we are integrating into Europe,”
he says.

Petukhov still doesn’t know his salary, but
expects it to be low and plans to live on savings.

Olena Tregub, who works in the Ministry
of Economic Development and Trade, says her
money is running out after six months on the job.

Tregub, a graduate of Fletcher School of
Law and Diplomacy in the U.S. and Central Euro-
pean University in Hungary, dropped her own
consulting company in the U.S. to work for the
Ukrainian government. She also has contributed

to the Kyiv Post on occasion.

In the ministry, she gets Hr 12,000 a
month. She says her savings will be enough for six
more months. “To be able to have this kind of job,
you already need to be a financially independent
person,” she says.

In the ministry she leads a department in-
volved with international funding and technical
assistance from abroad.

“When American diplomats are here and
they hear that I'm from the Fletcher School, they
immediately have some level of respect because
they graduated from this school themselves,”
Tregub says.

While Tregub works with programs in-
volving millions of dollars in donor aid, her de-
partment lacks the money for basics. She had to
pay for two Wi-Fi routers to get Internet service,
for example.

The Miami Ukrainian com-
munity mourns the loss of its
long-standing member and
leader, Miroslava Tershako-
vec, who went to her eternal
rest on May 11, 2015. Funeral
services were held May 15-17
with Stanfill Funeral Homes
and Assumption of the Bless-
ed Virgin Mary Ukrainian Catholic Church in Mi-
ami. Burial was at Our Lady of Mercy Catholic
Cemetery in Miami.

Miroslava was born in Lviv, Ukraine, and
came to the United States as a displaced person
following World War II.

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That Dreaded Tegst—The Colonoscopy

You definitively know that you should do it and
you know why. Excluding skin cancers, colorectal
cancer is the third most common cancer diagnosed
in both men and women in the United States. The
lifetime risk of developing colorectal cancer is about
one in twenty. The risk is slightly lower in women
than in men.

What are the risks for colorectal cancer? As
with all cancers, not everyone who has certain risks
will progress to cancer; however, certain facts are
well established.

Consuming a diet that is high in red and pro-
cessed meat increases the risk. Cooking meats at
extreme temperatures (grilling, broiling, and frying)
can play a role in producing chemicals that increase
the cancer risk. Obesity, physical inactivity, and ex-
cessive alcohol intake are all risk factors. Personal
history of polyps, cancer, inflammatory bowel dis-
ease and family history increase risk for this cancer.
Individuals with non-insulin dependent (type 2)
diabetes also have an increased risk, primari-
ly because of the risk factors listed (obesity, inactivi-
).

The major premise for screening is prevention,
rather than establishing a cancer at an early stage.
Finding and removing polyps prevents individuals
from getting the cancer in the first place.

Younger adults can develop colon cancer but
statistically speaking, the chances markedly increase
after age 50, hence the screening commences at this
age (unless other factors prevail).

There are several screening tests available, but
colonoscopy is usually the gold standard. There is
required bowel cleansing preparation and sedation
involved, but the test may be both diagnostic as well
as therapeutic. If a polyp or abnormality is found, it
is removed (if possible) and evaluated for any pa-
thology. The follow-up time frame (for another co-
lonoscopy) depends on what was found—quantity,
type of abnormality, and whether it was completely
removed. Most individuals follow up in ten years.

A virtual colonoscopy is another option. The
bowel cleansing preparation is identical to the one
preceding regular colonoscopy, but there is no seda-
tion. Most procedures are done at a radiology facili-
ty. A tube is inserted into the rectum to pump in air
for better visualization during the usual CAT scan.
The images are provided and interpreted by the
radiologist. The advantages are: no sedation, no
down time (one can return to work/go home right
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after the test), and there can be an added benefit
of visualization of areas outside the colon (issues
that can be incidentally noticed). The disadvantages
are radiation exposure, inability to visualize small
polyps, inability to take any biopsies if any abnor-
mality is found (now needing a regular colonosco-
py), and if everything appears normal this test is
recommended every five years. There is an MRI
virtual colonoscopy that can be done, which elimi-
nates the radiation exposure; however, it primarily
detects large neoplasms and is not as sensitive as a
colonoscopy.

Flexible sigmoidoscopy is another option, but it
is less utilized since it evaluates only a small termi-
nal portion of the colon. It is recommended every
five years.

Double-contrast barium enema is yet another
option, but it is not as routinely recommended. The
bowel prep is the same as for the colonoscopy or
the virtual colonoscopy. There is radiation exposure
with this procedure, as well as inability to get biop-
sies. Once again, this form of testing should be done
every five years.

There is a new noninvasive test for colon can-

cer that is done at home. It uses a stool DNA test for
people at average risk for colon cancer. It boasts
a ninety-two percent success rate in detecting colon
cancer. This test is called Cologuard and it does not
require any preparations, nor invasive procedures.
The disadvantage of this test is that there is a thir-
teen percent false-positive result—people without
cancer or pre-cancer testing positive. This can
cause significant anxiety, and a regular colonoscopy
is indicated to confirm or deny the problem.

What about the digital rectal examination?
This test can detect masses in the lower rectum.
The test is not sufficient to detect colon cancer be-
cause of the limited amount of colon that is exam-
ined.

The fecal occult blood test has not been an ac-
ceptable method for colon screening. It has been
shown to miss up to ninety percent of colon abnor-
malities.

No one looks forward to these screening proce-
dures, but given the fact that one out of twenty indi-
viduals may have a problem, all of us should take
the time to have this evaluation done.If you are
younger than fifty and have no issues, share this
information with your family and friends—who
knows, you may become a lifesaver!
