This month I would like to share with our readers
some of the highlights of the assignments recently
taken on by members of the UNWLA Executive
Board. Each of us has her own designated respon-
sibilities, but we also interact with our branches
and regional councils as well as with other organi-
zations, underscoring the fact that the UNWLA is
a community organization in a viable, lively dias-
pora and attempts to be a participant within it.

February 2, 10, and 23, 2018. I participated in
a series of conference calls with the President of
the World Federation of Ukrainian Women’s Or-
ganizations, Orysia Sushko, and other members of
the organizing committee in preparation for the
celebration of the 70t anniversary of the WFUWO.
(Please see announcement about this on page 9 of
the March issue of Our Life.) The other members
of the organizing committee are Olya Danyliak
(WFUWO VP), Darcia Moskaluk Rutkay, Marta
Kichorowska-Kebalo, and Iryna Kurowyckyj (UN-
WLA Honorary President). The celebration will be
held in the city of WFUWO’s birth, Philadelphia,
Pa., in October of this year.

February 14, 2018. Nadia Nynka, VP of Public
Relations, participated in a conference call of the
US Committee for Ukrainian Holodomor-Geno-
cide Awareness (of which the UNWLA is a mem-
ber.) Many relevant topics were discussed, partic-
ularly regarding outreach events to bring interna-
tional awareness to the 85t anniversary of the Ho-
lodomor. May 2 has been designated Holodomor
Advocacy Day, and Ukrainians will be urged to
contact their local legislatures to sign proclama-
tions/resolutions regarding the Holodomor.
Ukrainian groups are also encouraged to attend
such events, take photographs, and send articles to
local newspapers. Nadia will be forwarding in-
structions to our membership as more information
becomes available.

February 25, 2018. As UNWLA president, I at-
tended the quarterly Ukrainian Museum Board of
Trustees meeting. Topics such as planning for fu-
ture exhibits and ongoing administrative and plant
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issues were discussed. The much anticipated open-
ing of the Yaroslava Surmach Mills retrospective
exhibit on March 4 was summarized. This is an ex-
hibition of Mills' wide-ranging work, showcasing
more than eighty exponents including glass paint-
ings, etchings, icons, books, a selection of the
artist's pysanky, card reproductions of numerous
glass paintings, and drawings.

February 28, 2018. The UNWLA Website Com-
mittee meeting was held via conference call. In my
capacity as UNWLA president, I participated in the
call along with Lida Jachnycky (First VP) and Ma-
ria Andriyovych (Officer at Large). These members
of the Executive Board, along with Nadia Nynka
(VP of Public Relations) are an integral part of the
committee and its current focus on the format, text
and pictures for the new website’s content.

March 1, 2018. The United Nations’ Interna-
tional Mother Language Day observance. This
year, the Ukrainian event related to this ob-
servance was organized by the Ukrainian Mission
to the UN in conjunction with the anniversary cel-
ebration of Ukraine’s declaration of sovereignty in
1917—1918. The printed handout noted that “lan-
guages are the most powerful instruments of pre-
serving and developing our tangible and intangible
heritage.” The program was divided into historical
and cultural portions, and I attended along with
Mariya Andriyovych. (Please see article on p. 6)

March 3, 2018. Andrij Sadovyi, the Mayor of
Lviv, Ukraine, visited the Ukrainian Museum on
the evening of March 3. Members of the Ukrainian
community were invited to meet the mayor during
this visit, and I attended as UNWLA president be-
cause the mayor has always supported the UNWLA
projects in Ukraine and I had previously met with
him several times, both in Ukraine and in New
York City. Mayor Sadovyi is a donor and supporter
of the Ukrainian Catholic University and Dzherelo
Children’s Rehabilitation Centre, both of which the
UNWLA also works with. He shared his thoughts
about the state of “his” city, future plans for Lviv,
the current status of Ukraine in general and its po-
litical and economic prospects. An audience mem-
ber asked Mayor Sadovyi whether he has any plans
to run for the President of Ukraine in the 2019
elections. As is customary with most politicians,
the mayor skirted the question.

March 4, 2018. The Chicago Regional Council
and newly organized Branch 141 paid tribute to the
“Heavenly Hundred” on this Sunday. The event
was very well attended, and many representatives
from other community organizations supported
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the effort in remembering the tragic events that oc-
curred at Kyiv’s Maidan more than four years ago.
Chrystia Boyko, UNWLA membership VP, pre-
sented greetings from the UNWLA Executive
Board. Additional information is available at
http://www.chasipodii.net/article/20416/.

March 5, 2018. Chrystia Boyko joined an infor-
mal gathering of Branch 140 members. The UN-
WLA membership VP shared organizational and
administrative policies and procedures with this
group of attentive and dedicated new members of
the UNWLA, and the entire UNWLA Executive
Board is looking forward to working with these dy-
namic women and their Regional Council.

March 9, 2018. Public relations VP Nadia Nynka
attended the annual meeting of Branch 134 in
Whippany, N.J., and shared current social welfare
information with branch members. Each and every
UNWLA branch has its own focus based on mem-
bership interest, and it is this cohesiveness that

makes a branch successful. Annual elections were
held and Kaya Nynka and Oksana Mulyk remain
co-presidents.

Remembering Chornobyl:
A Story about Assistance via Byzantium

Historic Attire Fashion Show

Ever since becoming a member of the UNWLA, I
have enjoyed reading stories in Our Life about the
events, projects and activities shared by other
branches because these have become a good source
of inspiration and ideas for me and my branch.
Having become the unofficial “article writer” of
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Branch 95 (Mid Hudson Region, N.Y.) over the
past few years, I often wished that I had started
writing articles about our activities a lot sooner. So
when I saw the invitation from the editor in the
February issue for articles to commemorate the
Chornobyl disaster, I was delighted. This was an
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opportunity to recount my fondest memories
about a major project our branch undertook
shortly after the disaster occurred: a project aimed
at alleviating the suffering of the victims of this
horrific event.

At the time, our branch president was Ma-
rianna Zajac (now our national president). It was
she, along with another branch founding member,
history, arts, and cultural expert and Branch Public
Relations chair, Lesya Orlan, who encouraged our
branch to sponsor a Medieval Banquet to raise
money for the Children of Chornobyl Fund! Both
of these women were dynamic powerhouses and
fearless thinkers who inspired and motivated us
despite our initial fear of the enormity of this pro-
ject. Once we realized the depth and breadth of
their combined connections to the Ukrainian Mu-
seum and throughout UNWLA, we committed our-
selves to this noble endeavor. And it was thus that
on a Sunday in October of 1997 we hosted a spec-
tacular Byzantine Medieval Banquet, a Fashion
Show, a Ukrainian Dance performance, and a si-
lent auction at an event we titled “Echoes of Byzan-
tium.”

It was amazing to see how such a huge pro-
ject came together with the help of the UNWLA
and the community. When we solicited assistance
from potential sponsors for this humanitarian
event, the responses were overwhelming. We were
encouraged and supported by many Ukrainian and
non-Ukrainian businesses as well as by private in-
dividuals, whose generosity allowed us to make our
event even better than we had anticipated. There
were some interesting twists and turns along the
way. For example, when Ms. Zajac approached our
local newspaper editor for a sponsorship, she was
pleasantly surprised to see a lovely large pysanka
on his desk, a visually undeniable clue that he was
Ukrainian! He was indeed and was so supportive
of the idea of our fundraiser that he agreed not only
to cover the event, he also reserved an entire ban-
quet table for himself, his family and his staff!
Other surprises followed in connection with the
banquet; we had requested that all dinner reserva-
tions be made by the day of event and were amazed
and delighted that we were completely sold out
long before the event!

The owners and staff of the local hotel
where the event was to be held were happy to help
create the ambiance of a Medieval Banquet by al-
lowing us to erect a raised draped dais at the front
of the room with life-sized painted murals of a Byz-
antine Chorus taken from one of Lesya’s Ukrainian
art history books. The staff helped us set up the ta-
bles to resemble the layout of a castle banquet hall;
there would be only candelabras for lighting, and
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food and dishes typical of Medieval Ukraine would
be served in pottery bowls or on metal plates; bev-
erages would be served in goblets or tankards, and
few utensils (essentially only those used in medie-
val times) would be provided to diners. (In other
words, guests would be served banquet style finger
food with huge napkins!)

In the hallway outside the banquet room,
we had displays on Ukraine, on historical regional
attire, on Chornobyl. Also on display were two do-
nated pieces of art that were designated for a silent
auction for the fundraiser. The first of these
framed pieces was a black and white etching of a
Medieval Castle perched on a rocky mount. The
work was entitled “Of Knights Remembered” and
was created by the late Patricia Muiccio, a talented
artist. The second piece was a watercolor of Kyiv’s
renowned and beloved St. Sophia’s Church seen
through the branches of flowering chestnut trees.
Entitled “St Sophia’s at Sunset,” the painting was
created by the author of this article.

Our continued good fortune made it possi-
ble for us to rent a collection of Ukrainian Histori-
cal Attire, diligently researched and beautifully
recreated by Branch 64. Members of our branch
and young girls from a local college donned these
costumes and served as models for our Historical
Ukrainian Fashion Show. One Branch member
and a “Branch Husband” dressed in attire designed
for Princess Olga and Prince Volodymyr as part of
the collection, and became the “Hosts of the Even-
ing,” making a royal entrance at the beginning of
the event and offering the traditional welcome of
bread and salt.

Part of our endeavor was to create a book-
let detailing who we are as UNWLA members, the
facts of the Chornobyl disaster, our reasons for or-
ganizing and hosting the event, descriptions of the
individual costumes in the Historical Attire Collec-
tion, the evening’s agenda, the various dances per-
formed by Ukrainian dancers, bios of artists who
had created the donated artwork, and a list of the
sponsors who had so generously supported the
event.

After the dinner, a slide presentation cour-
tesy of Dr. Thor Sawchuk, an assistant professor at
Columbia University, illustrated the devastation
caused by the explosion of Chornobyl and the re-
sulting health issues that it caused. The presenta-
tion was narrated by Branch 95 president Mari-
anna Zajac; the combination of images and narra-
tive highlighted the compelling reason for our
fundraiser.
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The Banquet Booklet

Following the slide show was the Historical
Attire Fashion Show, which opened with our royal
10t century Prince Volodymyr and Princess Olha
taking their bows. This was followed by a lovely
and detailed procession of 15 other historical cos-
tumes from various ancient times (3" century BC
and 6 Century AD), from various regions (Kyiv,
Volhyn, Galicia, Poltava) illustrating differing life
status (commoner, royalty, Kozak, Hetman and
nobility) from the 12t 17t and 18t centuries.

After a brief intermission, we enjoyed a
crescendo of sound and a flurry of motion provided
by the amazing Voloshky Ukrainian Dance Ensem-
ble of Philadelphia who had graciously agreed to
perform at our event. These professional dancers
wowed the audience with lively and colorful per-
formances of a variety of regional dances in native
attire, ending with the spectacular, energy-filled
Hopak to thunderous applause.

The evening ended with the silent auction
of the two original art pieces, which were happily
received by their new owners. We were praised for
the quality of the event by guests who thoroughly
enjoyed the evening, and an article about the event
was featured on the front page of the local newspa-
per as “a uniquely cultural humanitarian event,”
thanks to our new editor friend. We members of
Branch 95 were riding an emotional high on pull-
ing off such a detailed and significant project for
such a worthy cause! It felt so good! That evening
we raised well above our initial goal of $5,000. The
proceeds were placed in the UNWLA Chornobyl
Fund and were used to provide medical aid to the
soldiers who had helped with the clean-up and
were then afflicted with various medical problems
themselves, as well as to the local victims, espe-
cially the children, dealing with the deadly health
effects of the nuclear disaster.

It sometimes takes courage to execute a
bold venture and to be pushed out of our comfort
zone. But such ventures help us discover what we
are capable of. And if presented for the right rea-
sons, others will take notice and will recognize that
they are seeing and experiencing something
worthwhile. In doing so, they often become willing
to participate in the endeavor or help out in other
ways. Compassion is one of humanity’s most com-
pelling traits, a trait that I pray we never lose.
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Remembering Chornobyl: Those Who Made a Difference

In 1990, together with Nadia Matkiwsky of the
Children of Chornobyl Relief Fund (CCRF) and
others, Lidia Czernyk, UNWLA National Social
Welfare Standing Committee Chair, traveled to
Ukraine. Their journey included a visit to Chorno-
byl. This unforgettable trip was instrumental in de-

care. Lidia CzernyK’s visit prompted the UNWLA'’s
decision to purchase medical equipment for two
hospitals and a Children’s Sanatorium Dzerelo in
Truskavets. Four years later this plan was realized.

Lidia focused her energy on fundraising,
and UNWLA membership responded by organiz-
ing fund raising nationwide. As a result, we were
able to donate laboratory equipment, including
blood analyzers, to the Oblast Children’s Special-
ized Hospital in Lviv and, together with CCRF, the
UNWLA sent an MRI to Kyiv Emergency Hospital
where nuclear radiation victims had priority for
examination, especially children from the Chorno-
byl region.

In 1994, Lidia Czernyk embarked on a sec-
ond trip to Ukraine, a visit that included Kyiv,
Chornobyl, and Lviv together with then UNWLA
President Anna Krawczuk and CCRF members. It
was during this trip that an MRI was delivered to
Kyiv. UNWLA members received permission to
visit Chornobyl for a limited time. It was enough
time to meet with residents of Opachichi who had
returned to their homes and to visit a children’s
home nearby.

Detailed information about these events
was reported on the pages of Our Life and in UN-

Our Cover Artist

Yaroslava Surmach Mills was born in New York in 1925 to parents who were part of the first great
immigration from Ukraine to the United States. Immersed in Ukrainian culture as a child, which was re-
inforced by her family’s activism and proprietorship of Surma Book & Music Co. in New York City, she
attended Cooper Union Art College and graduated with an art degree. She illustrated children’s magazines,
then began working with reverse glass painting, creating works that were exhibited and often reproduced
in greeting cards for which she became famous. Her work was widely published, including the 1964 edition
of the Ukrainian folktale The Mitten, which she worked on with Alvin Tresselt. She was also the editor/art
director for the children’s magazine Humpty Dumpty. Among her other works were stained glass windows
she created for St. Demetrius Catholic Church in Toronto and the glass entrance doors of the New York
Senate Building. The artist died in Denver, Colorado, in 2008. Her work is on exhibit at the Ukrainian
Museum.

Subsequent to and in concert with the
Vyshyvanky exhibit, Branch 98 organized an
event titled The Art of Ukrainian Embroidery,
which was hosted on January 13, 2018, and fea-
tured a lecture by Olia Kobryn. Mrs. Kobryn is a
recognized tradition bearer of Ukrainian embroi-
dery and was awarded the title Master Pysanky
Artist by the New Jersey State Council on the Arts
(NJSCA). The NJSCA also awarded her the Folk
Arts Apprenticeship Grant to study the history and
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learn the skills of traditional Ukrainian Poltava Re-
gion embroidery under the tutelage of the late
Master Artist, Helen Dobusz. Addressing a stand-
ing room only audience, Mrs. Kobryn presented an
illustrated lecture covering the history and sym-
bolism of Ukrainian embroidery, as well as the
many styles, differences, types of stitches, and con-
temporary use of embroidery design in clothing.
Surrounding the lecture area were displays of per-
sonal embroidery items; we were especially thank-
ful to Branch 98 member Luba Kasian and her hus-
band Vlodko who shared their valued eighteen-
piece sampler, “Ukrainian Kaleidoscope” embroi-
dered by Luba’s mother and mother-in-law. Mrs.
Kobryn entertained questions from the audience
while guests enjoyed light refreshments.

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Fly Eagles Fly (Ukrainian Style)

I live in Philadelphia, and the day before Super
Bowl Sunday everyone, and I mean EVERYONE,
in the city was bleeding green (the Eagles’ color).
From the old to the young, it was like a contagious
fever that swept over our area. It was the only thing
people wanted to talk about, and our region’s Uk-
rainian school students were no exception. This in-
cludes the students in the Philadelphia area who
attend a new Ukrainian school that was created
last year. It is called the Ukrainian Nest and has a
home at Manor College. My mother and fellow
Branch 88 member Chrystyna Prokopovych and I
run the Saturday morning programs at this new
Ukrainian school.

The Ukrainian Nest offers an alternative
learning environment to the traditional Ukrainian
classroom. Our students learn Ukrainian language
and culture through songs, games and activities.
Students and teachers sit on the floor, move
around as much as possible, and often get loud.
One of the nice things about working in the school
is watching the interaction between the older and
younger students. The younger students naturally
look up to and admire the older ones. The older
ones surprisingly embrace the role model position.
They always try to set a good example for the little
ones. They love the opportunity to teach them
something new, especially something they them-
selves have created.

Our students have fun while learning, part-
ly because we try to relate our lessons to things that
interest them. The day before Super Bowl Sunday
was no exception. It was evident from the moment
the students walked into the building; there was
only one thing on their minds: E-A-G-L-E-S! My
mother who has never been an Eagles fan (or a fan
of anything related to football at all) quickly said "I
need to do something eagles with the oldest
group." There was a twinkle in her eyes as she jot-
ted down the words to the Eagles’ fight song. Then
she walked down the hall to her classroom.

The oldest group of students, who range in
age from 9 to 11, were asked to translate the fight
song into Ukrainian. What happened next was
amazing. They were immediately excited! If you
were to walk by their classroom and look in you
might think you were observing a think tank for a
new age tech company in California. Some kids
had their shoes off, some were sitting on the floor,
and some were standing. Some were squeezing
stress balls in their hands while shouting out ideas,
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while others were using the computer to look up
words. No matter how they looked or what they were
doing they were all passionate about the task at hand
and that's what really matters.

When the students engaged in the project
were finished, they taught their song to the
younger groups of students. The older students
were very proud of their work and were very ex-
cited to be the teachers. It was particularly heart-
warming to see the younger and older students in-
teract. When it was time to go home, we invited the
parents into the classroom and the students all
sang the song. They were not lined up in perfect
rows on a stage wearing matching vyshyvky. They
didn’t practice a performance piece for weeks be-
fore the big recital. They simply sang the words
they wrote, and that’s what made this so amazing.
The song itself was in no way perfect. Some of the
words were a little silly, some of the lines didn’t fit
the beat quite right, but they tried and they were
truly excited about using the Ukrainian language,
a phenomenon that I consider an incredible suc-
cess.

April in Ukrainian History and Culture

April 4, 1949. Birth of beloved popular songwriter Volodymyr Ivasiuk whose “Chervona Ruta” (Red Rue),
“Dva Persteni” (Two Rings), “Zaprosy Mene U Sny” (Invite Me Into Your Dreams) and other romantic
songs became a beloved feature of Ukrainian dances and concerts in Ukraine and in the diaspora where
his songs were further popularized by singers Kvitka Cisyk, Sofiya Rotaru, Alex Holub, and others. At the
age of 30, Ivasiuk was brutally murdered by the KGB. His funeral was attended by nearly 10,000 mourners.
Ivasiuk was laid to rest at Lviv’s Lychakiv Cemetery, where a monument erected in his memory is perpet-
ually adorned with flowers left by mourners from Ukraine and elsewhere.

April 26, 1986. Catastrophic explosion at the nuclear power plant in Chornobyl.
April 27, 1945. Ukrainian SSR becomes member of United Nations.

April 28, 1947. Forcible deportation of Ukrainians from Lemkivshchyna and other lands in northwest
Ukraine under Polish rule.

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Skin Smart

All the media hype about creams and life style
changes achieving younger looking skin may make
you wonder if it is all for real. Can there be any
truth to these claims? The answer is an emphatic
YES! Read on and begin your own transformation
process.

As you probably already know, good skin
starts by addressing all the factors that nourish and
naturally rebuild and repair skin damaged by sun
or neglect. Adequate sleep is paramount, and that
means a minimum of six to seven hours every
night. The rest of the list includes adequate hydra-
tion, appropriate nutrition (eating colorfully as
noted in previous articles published in Our Life),
limiting alcohol intake to one glass per day for
women and two for men, stopping smoking, limit-
ing salt in your diet, and serious protection from
the damaging effects of the sun.

Exfoliation, which is removal of the outer
layer of the skin, should become a regular ritual.
To have good skin, you need to remove dead skin
cells and any makeup residue. You can use a gentle
exfoliating brush or sponge to accomplish this, and
don’t limit this to your face; exfoliation is good for
the entire body. For good results, follow this pro-
cedure, which should only take no more than one
to two minutes:

e limit your shower or bathing time and avoid
very hot water because you do not want to com-
pletely remove the natural oils on your skin

¢ do not over soap and use a moisturizing soap
or liquid because the traditional bar of soap is
typically too harsh for the face

e use a gentle face cleanser (these are clearly la-
beled and are available at your local drugstore
or Target or department store or even online)

e pat dry your skin rather than vigorously over
rubbing

For any product to work, it must literally
“communicate” with your skin, so apply skin care
products in a very specific sequence to ensure max-

imum results from their active ingredients. Pre-
scription medications should always be top prior-
ity and applied first. Next (or first if there is no pre-
scription medication in your skincare repertoire)
apply sunscreen. This should be done daily irre-
spective of time of year or geographic location.
Sunscreen should be applied on dry, clean skin.
For full sun protection benefit, there should be
nothing under the sunscreen because it is sun-
screen that provides the protective grid that is the
underlying foundation for good skin. You can save
yourself some time (and money) by purchasing a
moisturizer that has a sun-protective factor (at
least 30 SPF).

The mantra of real estate agents is “loca-
tion, location, location.” For skin care, the mantra
is “moisturize, moisturize, moisturize.” There are
so many products available that it is easy to find
one that is reasonably priced. The Oil of Olay fam-
ily of products, for example, have been around for
a long time, have been quite helpful to generations
of women, and are reasonably priced. Creams that
contain retinoid help rebuild collagen, repair ultra-
violet damage, exfoliate, and actually brighten the
skin. They work best when applied at night because
retinoids tend to make the skin more sensitive to
sun. RoC Retinol is one over-the-counter choice.
There are many to choose from, and they are avail-
able everywhere. There are also prescription ver-
sions of these creams, and you can inquire about
them and discuss them with your physician to see
if you would benefit from them. One last word
about applying moisturizers and makeup: Moist-
urizers should always be applied first.

It takes some time and effort to incorpo-
rate all these recommendations, but a few weeks of
diligent application of daily moisturizer (especially
on the face) will make a big visible difference. Not
only will you feel better, you will look better and
you will be rewarded for your diligence by all the
compliments the better and younger looking you
will be getting. So get glowing!

P.S. Doc Magun’s quick and easy recipe for a homemade face mask:

Step 1: In a food processor, blend a half cup of uncooked oatmeal for five seconds, mix in two
teaspoons of honey and a little water until you achieve a spreadable consistency.
Step 2: Smooth the mixture onto your face and let it sit for five to ten minutes.

Step 3: Rinse and moisturize your face.

Step 4: Savor your smooth skin and the compliments you get.

The Boyar Kyivan Noblewoman of
the 12th Century

The garb of the Boyar woman dif-
fered from that of Princess Olha in
that it consisted of only two
pieces—a tunic and a dalmatic,
which were combined into one
beautiful garment. This garment
had narrow sleeves and was made
of a rich fabric with gold thread wo-
ven into the cloth. The hem was
adorned with a gold mesh rather
than with the border typical of other
costumes in this collection. A man-
tle of soft velvet comprised the
outer garment. It had a narrow gold
border and was buckled in the cen-
ter at the neck, which made it
shorter in the front. A wimple was
wrapped around the neck and
head, with one end falling over the
right shoulder. A cap and diadem
were worn on top of the wimple.
Soft pointed slippers covered the
feet. A cross, clasped in the
model’s hand, is a symbol of the by
then deeply rooted Christian faith.
