For the past month, the UNWLA Executive and
membership has been meeting and planning for
future events, has had the honor of being formally
recognized, has been able to publicly share its rich
history and has continued on its path and commit-
ment to the Holodomor. I would like to highlight
the following events:

September 7. The Executive Committee met in
special session for a full day of discussion and
planning for the XXXII National Convention,
which will be held on September 18-20, 2020 at
the Sheraton Valley Forge Hotel, King of Prussia,
Pennsylvania. As was announced in a recent issue
of OL, the convention has been moved from the
month of May to September and has been reduced
from a four-day to a three-day event. These
changes were made in response to numerous re-
quests of our membership and will obviously re-
quire a reconfiguration of the weekend; however,
all points required by the UNWLA By-laws will
need to be thoroughly addressed. We feel confi-
dent our delegates and guests will appreciate our
efforts in designing and implementing the new pa-
rameters to ensure the event is interesting as well
as productive.

September 14. Last year, the Shevchenko Scien-
tific Society of New York City engaged in a very
comprehensive project and, through a rigorous se-
lection process, awarded scholarships to outstand-
ing students from Ukraine who had suffered as a
result of the war with Russia. The UNWLA donated
$20,000 toward these scholarships that were
awarded to 10 students from across Ukraine. On
September 14, 2019, the Shevchenko Scientific So-
ciety held an appreciation evening during which
they thanked the UNWLA for its generous finan-
cial support for a cause that gives students in
Ukraine hope for a better future. Nadia Nynka,
Oka Hrycak and Lida Slysh attended the event,
along with UNWLA President Marianna Zajac who
gave a short speech describing UNWLA’s long his-
tory of providing support for a multitude of educa-
tional projects.

September 21. Members of the UNWLA at-
tended a special event as part of the Ukrainian His-
torical Encounters Series held at the Princeton
Club in New York City. This event was dedicated to
commemorating the 125™ anniversary of the orga-
nized Ukrainian American community and fea-
tured six panel discussions, a working lunch and
an evening banquet. Representing the UNWLA,
President Marianna Zajac participated in the first
panel discussion “Foundation Stones of the
Ukrainian American Community” together with
Roma Lisovich of the Ukrainian National Associa-
tion (UNA) and Andrij Futey of the Ukrainian Con-
gress Committee of America (UCCA). Ms. Zajac
stated that “The UNWLA can proudly stand
within the ranks of our ‘Organized Ukrainian
American Community’ with its own celebration
of 95 years in 2020. The UNWLA, since its found-
ing in 1925, has always stood for the spirit of truth,
freedom, peace, patience, compassion and a strong
conviction to continue our legacy. It has always
placed social welfare, education of our youth, and
propagation of our culture and traditions as its
main objectives.” She also quoted Dr. Marta
Kichorowsky-Kebalo’s work-in-progress manu-
script of the UNWLA history: “The UNWLA was
created on the initiative of women—founded by
women for women and to be led by women—inde-
pendent of male organizers. UNWLA was intent on
drawing women into community work as equals to
men and would do one better: It was created to be
pointedly nonpartisan and nonsectarian in order

to eschew the divisive politics that repeatedly frac-
tured male efforts to unite the ethnic community.
The women would organize despite differences in
order to work together effectively.”

September 23. The UNWLA President, together
with other leaders of our tri-state community, was
invited by the Ukrainian Congress Committee of
America (UCCA) to an exclusive community meet-
ing with the newly elected President of Ukraine,
Volodymyr Zelenskyy, and Mrs. Zelenskyy. This
special event was hosted by the Ukrainian Institute
of America. President Zelenskyy spoke briefly and
then turned his hour-long visit over to questions
from the audience. Most of the attendees I spoke
with came away with a “wait and see” impression.

When asked what he expected from the scheduled
meeting with US President Donald Trump, Presi-
dent Zelenskyy jokingly stated that considering
President Trump’s “unpredictability,” the meeting
would indeed happen. This statement was made
two days before the actual meeting transpired at
the United Nations and the unfolding of allega-
tions surrounding political and business relation-
ships between high-level US and Ukrainian indi-
viduals.

October 4-October 6. A Holodomor Forum
hosted by the US Committee for Ukrainian Holod-
omor—Genocide Awareness was held in Philadel-
phia, Pa. The Forum included interactive sessions
on media campaigns (including Duranty revoca-
tion) and school curriculum recognition. The UN-
WLA is an active member of the Holodomor com-
mittee, and Nadia Nynka, UNWLA Vice President
of Public Relations, assumed responsibility for or-
ganizing the forum, a prodigious task that included
outlining the program schedule, searching out an
appropriate hotel for the Forum and booking
rooms for all presenters. Ms. Nynka also planned
meeting rooms and meals, determined and ar-
ranged for the audio-visual needs of all presenters
and ensured that the program ran on schedule. We
thank the UNWLA members who participated in
the Forum as the UNWLA continues its proactive
stance on this atrocity in history. Special thanks to
Nadia Nynka for her commitment to the US Ho-
lodomor Committee and her organization skills.

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The Power of Ukrainian Women

As representatives of the UNWLA, President Mari-
anna Zajac and I had a unique opportunity to at-
tend the annual meeting of the World Federation
of Ukrainian Women’s Organizations (WFUWO)
and the first international “Assembly 2019:
Ukrainian Women in the World: Professionalism,
Activism, Tradition.” Both events were sponsored
by WFUWO and the International Institute for Ed-
ucation, Culture, and Relations with Ukrainians in
the Diaspora (MIOK). This was a large scale as-
sembly dedicated to the 7oth anniversary of
WFUWO. These events were held in Lviv, Ukraine,
at the Lviv Polytechnic National University from
August 31, 2019 through September 3, 2019. More
than 250 active, zealous, professional Ukrainian
women from 27 countries gathered at the univer-
sity to share their experiences and thoughts on
women, leadership, and Ukraine. Among the rep-
resentatives from the United States was Marta Ke-
balo, Chairperson of WFUWO Representation to
the United Nations Economic and Social Council
(UNESCO).

The two day annual meeting of WFUWO
began with our participation at the Yanivskyi Cem-
etery for the blessing of a memorial to the victims
of repression by Moscow’s Communist regime in
western Ukraine from 1939 to 1941. This was fol-
lowed by the official opening of the WFUWO meet-
ing, which commenced with a prayer led by Sr. Ma-
ria from the Order of Sister Servants of the Incar-
nate Word. Next on the agenda was a short video
presentation about WFUWO and welcoming re-
marks from WFUWO'’s President Anna Kisil; Iryna
Kliuchkovs'ka, president of MIOK; Dr. Lyudmyla
Porokhnyak-Hanovska, President of the National
Council of Ukrainian Women (NCUW); and Ros-
tyslava Fedak from the Lviv chapter of the Ukrain-
ian National Women’s League of Ukraine and Di-
rector of the History Museum of the Ukrainian
Women's Movement.

UNWLA President Marianna Zajac partic-
ipated in a lively round table discussion with the
presidents of NCUW and MIOK and Sr. Maria. The
topic addressed was “Cooperation of the WFUWO
with women's organizations and governmental
and nongovernmental institutions in Ukraine re-
lated to humanitarian, cultural and educational
projects.”

I had the opportunity to moderate an in-
sightful round table discussion on two topics: “De-
velopment of WFUWO activity” and “Interaction
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and cooperation between member organizations.”
Representatives from Great Britain, Australia,
France, and Canada as well as the United Nations
participated in these discussions. The final round
table discussion during the WFUWO annual meet-
ing highlighted “100 years of progress and the suc-
cess of the National Council of Ukrainian Women.”

During these sessions I also had the pleas-
ure of introducing the UNWLA President’s com-
prehensive annual report with a PowerPoint
presentation (prepared by Oksana Lodziuk, UN-
WLA'’s Social Media Chair, and Elizabeth Buniak,
UNWLA'’s Social Welfare Chair from the New Jer-
sey Regional Council) highlighting the impressive
work of our organization during the past year.

The WFUWO meeting included an inter-
esting presentation of Worthy Wonder. . . Olena
Kysilevska, a book authored by Maria Hnatiuk,
president of the UNWL of Kolomyia, and her
young protege, Yuliana Boychuk. In addition,
Rosyslava Fedak, who serves as Director of the
History Museum of the Ukrainian Women's Move-
ment, gave insightful opening remarks for a
unique exhibit entitled “Art Treasures of Ukraine.”

The MIOK Assembly officially began with
warm welcoming remarks presented by Yuriy
Bobalo, Rector of the Lviv Polytechnic National
University. WFUWO’s President Anna Kisil; Iryna
Kliuchkovs'ka, Director of MIOK; Katerina Kit-Sa-
dowyi, wife of the mayor of Lviv; and Oreslava
Khomyk, President of the UNWL of Ukraine also
greeted the participants. On the following day, var-
ious government officials welcomed the Assembly
participants. Among them was the mayor of Lviv,
Andriy Sadowyi, who wished the impressive
women attendees a most successful conference.

Assembly 2019 gave notable women lead-
ers the opportunity to participate in three different
panel discussions. Myroslava Gongadze, well
known journalist, television host, and head of the
Ukrainian Voice of America, took part in the first
panel, “Professionalism—the Intellectual Power of
Ukrainian Women in the World.” Other dynamic
women in finance, education and politics from var-
ious countries, including the U.S., Great Britain,
and Ukraine, also participated in the discussion.
Ms. Gongadze emphasized that being Ukrainian
was the source of her strength and pride. She felt
that strong women were not afraid of tackling dif-
ficult things and could move mountains.
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Marianna Zajac, President of the UNWLA
and Vice President of WFUWO, along with other
accomplished women from the U.S., Canada,
France, and Australia who are skilled in politics
and the arts, participated in an interesting and
compelling second panel discussion, “Activism for
Change and Progress.” Ms. Zajac noted that the
greatest achievement of WFUWO is that it has at-
tracted women from different waves of immigra-
tion, especially the most recent immigration to
which we look as our future. She expressed her be-
lief that the greatest challenge for WFUWO would
be in developing new leadership among many tal-
ented women.

The final panel discussion, "Tradition as a
Unity of Generations," included women activists
from the United States of America, Ukraine, Esto-
nia, and Hungary. These women had backgrounds
in politics, education, and the arts. Among the lat-
ter was Oksana Bilozir, a popular performer and
past member of the Verkhovna Rada, who stated
that the Ukrainian language, faith, tradition, and
song were important in forming one’s identity and
preserving independence from foreign aggression.

A special guest of the Assembly was
Raynell Andreychuk, Canada's first female Senator
from Saskatchewan, co-chair of the NATO-
Ukraine Inter-Parliamentary Council and member
of Canada’s historic resolution recognizing the Ho-
lodomor as a genocide. Ms. Andreychuk spoke
about her personal story of success and her in-
volvement in struggles for the Ukrainian cause at
an international level.

Some participants in the Assembly pre-
sented their activities in NGOs during roundtable
discussions on the topic of "Uniting, Working, In-
fluencing." To accommodate the Assembly’s large
attendance, simultaneous sessions were held in
three separate rooms.

On September 3, 2019, UNWLA President
Marianna Zajac and I attended the grand unveiling
of the memorial tablet "Love your Ukraine,” high-
lighting the 205th anniversary of the birth of Taras
Shevchenko, the 7oth anniversary of WFUWO,
and the first MIOK Assembly.

Our evenings were filled with entertain-
ment. A string quartet from the Chamber Orches-
tra "Polyphonia" of the Lviv Polytechnic National
University and Ivanna Taratula Filipenko, a
Ukrainian mezzo-soprano from California, char-
med us with their delightful renditions of works by
Ukrainian composers. We also had the opportunity
to enjoy a concert, "Songs of Magic,” held at the
Lviv National Philharmonic Concert Hall. Among
those performing were popular singers Oksana Bi-
lozir, Oksana Mukha, Nazar Savko (pop music
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star), the Lvivyanka Quartet (whose performance
included “Alleluia” sung to the music of Leonard
Cohen) as well as a Banduristky Quartet and the
Ukrainian dance group “Marvinok.” At the concert,
MIOK Director Iryna Kliuchkovs'ka presented an
award to Marta Kebalo, WFUWO Representative
to the United Nations, for her contribution to the
success of the WFUWO meeting and Assembly
2019.

During this extraordinary four-day event,
UNWLA President Marianna Zajac received sev-
eral awards and recognition. These included the
prestigious WFUWO award of the “Protectoress of
the Ukrainian People” from Anna Kisil, WFUWO
President; Honorary Membership to the Ukrainian
National Women’s League of Ukraine from Presi-
dent Oreslava Khomyk; an award of Appreciation
from the Director of the History Museum of the
Ukrainian Women's Movement in Lviv, Rostyslava
Fedak; and a certificate of appreciation from Iryna
Kliuchkovs'ka, Director of MIOK. Ms. Zajac also
received numerous beautiful bouquets in honor of
her birthday.

While in Lviv, we were able to meet several
people instrumental to the projects supported by
the UNWLA in Ukraine. The UNWLA is working
with Support Hospitals in Ukraine in delivering
medical equipment and supplies to Ohmadyt and
the Pediatric Hospital in Zhytomyr for the aid and
development of health care services for women
and children. We also visited the Lviv Children’s
Teaching Hospital, Ohmatdyt, whose current di-
rector is Dr. Oleksandra Burda. She recently re-
placed the prior director, Dr. Mariana Voznytsia.

Later, we met with Halyna Teslyuk, associ-
ate professor of Biblical studies and coordinator of
the UNWLA’s Women’s Studies Center at the
Ukrainian Catholic University (UCU). Together we
toured the beautiful UCU campus Church of the
Holy Wisdom of God and visited the offices of the
Center for Women’s Studies, which now offers
graduate degrees. Ms. Teslyuk gave us current in-
formation on the upcoming fall semester lecture
series. Rev. Taras Baitsar from UCU showed us
around the unique and modern architecturally de-
signed Metropolitan Andrey Sheptytsky Center,
which houses a cafeteria, library, and administra-
tive offices. This center is a place of innovation and
public dialog by experts from various professions.

We also met with UCU’s Rector, Dr. Fr.
Bohdan Prakh as well as Rev. Stepan Sus of Saints
Peter and Paul Garrison Church in Lviv. This
church previously served as a garrison place of
worship but is now under the Center of Military
Chaplaincy for the Curia of the Lviv Archdiocese.
Fr. Sus, who oversees the children’s summer and
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winter camps sponsored by the UNWLA, also
showed us some property granted to the Church by
the Lviv City Council. He plans to renovate this
property to accommodate a House of Charity and
Orphan Care Center.

Although our trip to Lviv was brief, it was
an extremely remarkable experience. WFUWO

Roxolana Luczakowsky Armstrong was born in Stanislaviv, Ukraine in 1938 and fled to the West in
1945, settling in Philadelphia in 1950.

Her stained glass (polymer-acrylic) windows adorn
many churches and commercial establishments in Spain, where she resided from 1964 to 1980 and exhib-
ited widely, including in galleries and museums in Malaga, Leon, and Madrid. She is a member of the Siete
Artistas (Seven Artists) group in Torremolinos (Malaga) and has exhibited with this group in various gal-
leries on the Costa del Sol. In the United States she has exhibited at the Gallery 100 in Princeton, N.J.; the
Ukrainian Institute in New York (1969, 1970 solo exhibitions); the Ukrainian Artists Association; the Penn-
sylvania Academy of Fine Arts Fellowship shows; and the Contemporary Christian Art shows in Philadel-
phia. She also participated in the Eucharistic Congress (2000), the Sacred Art Exhibit at the Shrine of the
Immaculate Conception (2005), and “Seeing the Sacred” at the Catholic University of America in Wash-
ington, D.C. (2007). From 1985 to 1999, she worked as an art history teacher at the Oakcrest School, Wash-
ington, D.C. Her work is in the permanent collections of the Diocesan Museum of Malaga, Spain; the Mar-
ian Institute in Cincinnati; and the John Paul II Center in Washington, D.C.

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Escapes: A True Story

I first heard of Escapes while it was still a work in progress
(a bit from one of my cousins and then a bit more during a
brief email exchange with author Darian Diachok, an e-dis-
cussion that started on one theme and morphed into a discus-
sion about growing up Ukrainian and odds and ends about
diaspora life.) From the start, I found the premise of the book
intriguing—an account of people fleeing a country beset by
rapacious enemies—a new chapter in the long and tumultu-
ous history of a country that had experienced numerous as-
; = saults and incursions by neighboring countries or marauding

s tribes for centuries, a pattern that continues to this day. What
\ w makes the book even more intriguing is that Mr. Diachok has

done what many of us who were part of the post-WWII im-

migration and have had similar experiences or have heard
A D about them from parents and grandparents have only
iy | thought of doing: putting these stories on paper and sharing

them with people who know little or nothing about Ukraine
(past or present).

A TRUE STORY The book opens with a prologue that introduces the
reader to a young Joseph Stalin and a young Adolf Hitler: ex-
ploring odd facts about the early lives and interests of two men who were to become vicious and rapacious
dictators who destroyed millions of people and nearly destroyed the world. This in itself was an interesting
twist—I imagine that few people know that Stalin was once a seminarian or that Hitler was a hypochon-
driac. The prologue then moves to an intimate portrait of Steffie and Theo, a young couple honeymooning
in a cottage in the Carpathian mountains. All romantic discourse is interrupted when someone bangs on
the cottage door announcing that Germany has invaded Poland, the country that had annexed and was
ruling over Western Ukraine at the time. The honeymoon ends; the story of the young couple and the world
they live in becomes a story of destruction, dehumanization, and displacement.

Subsequent chapters delve into the brutal history of the times. We read about newspaper headlines
and conversations between Theo and a friend, both of whom are the product of Polish officer candidate
school. Their conversation reveals (or underscores) the complex relationships among Eastern European
countries, the tenuous alliances, and the rapacious land grabs that Ukraine and Ukrainians have endured
for centuries. This chapter and those to come are briefly supplemented by short passages labeled “History”
that provide background or context for the evolving story and the people who inhabit it. These “detours”
are interesting and informative; the caveat here is that some readers may find them a bit intrusive, a dis-
traction from a riveting personal story.

In a later chapter, titled “Reality Check,” the author focuses on books and conversations with his
father on the topic of war and Ukrainian history and the long succession of invaders that have populated
this history and his father’s instructions that his author son should first learn “about war as it really is.”
Subsequent chapters explore the nascent conflict between Germany and Russia, which have forged an un-
easy truce. The Nazis and the Soviets are fixated on their respective ideologies, each focused on absolute
power. Brief descriptions of this phenomenon are provided in the “History” inserts where the ideology of
the Thousand Year Reich and Gulag are more fully explored. The most telling and interesting of these
segments describes the uncertainty and confusion in some Ukrainian villages “accustomed to periodic po-
litical upheavals and unsure which rumors to believe began preparing for the triumphal entry of either of
the two conquerors; some villagers creating 10-meter-high welcome arches . .. German on one side and
... Russian on the other.”

The following two chapters deal with the coming of the Red Army, sowing confusion tinged by
a hint of hope, perhaps merely relief that the Nazis have been driven out. The Soviets promise to take
land from the Poles and give them to Ukrainian peasants. At the same time, they begin closing Ukrainian
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institutions and searching homes for Ukrainian nationalists. Food shortages and long lines at shops be-
come the norm. Diachok notes that many families, including his own, found themselves on opposite sides
of a debate on socialism and its impact. Young people disappear; soldiers come to private homes and con-
fiscate personal belongings. There are compulsory rallies, Stalin’s portrait hangs everywhere, and children
are forcibly taken from “unreliable” parents while soldiers enforce “voluntary participation” at elections.
New rules are imposed on all aspects of life.

We learn about family travails and tragedies within this milieu but also discover the rebirth of
Ukrainian language and literature and a defiant resistance. A brief History insert explains the conflicts
between communism and Christianity and the ensuing struggles, exacerbated by Stalin’s 5-year plan to
reinforce and solidify atheism as the “state religion,” designating clergy as “agents of foreign terrorism.”
The Great Purge ensues.

In a chapter titled “The Tightening Noose,” Diachok describes a problem faced by a convent supe-
rior because the local commissar “wants to personally instruct them [children] in free love. . .” Other illus-
trative stories in this section deal with random arrests, torture, forced confessions, theft and confiscation
of private property, destruction of religious artifacts, and a concerted campaign to replace religious faith
with Marxist ideology.

In a later chapter, Diachok describes a conversation with his ailing father who compliments pro-
gress on the book while questioning its viability in an environment where people believe “what they know
from Hollywood movies.” Theo provides more details about the brutality of the times in question and then
wonders “Why was I spared?” For this reader, the existential question is rhetorical and answered in the
concluding chapter of the book, which describes the young couple’s decision to leave Ukraine, a decision
made by many Ukrainians who survived the war, the camps, religious and political persecution, and the
perils and uncertainties of emigration, becoming part of what is now referred to as “the great generation.”
A sequel documenting the family’s migration from Europe to the United States is in the works.

Escapes is a book all diaspora Ukrainians should read, both for its unique and intrinsic value as a record
of the time it describes and as a writing prompt for our own family stories. It is also a book that should be
shared with non-Ukrainians who know little or nothing about Ukraine’s history and the history of the peo-
ple who had to leave their homeland to survive. — tsc

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A Festival of Cultures

Ukraine on Display at Festival of Cultures, September 2019
Presented by Community Relations Commission, City of Wheaton, Illinois

Last year, a friend invited me to participate in an outdoor suburban festival to represent my Ukrainian
culture. I must have been in an adventurous mood because I consider myself an introvert and don’t nor-
mally engage in public speaking. My friend, Tony, asked me if I would speak about my experience as an
immigrant and set up a table with some artifacts. I had cart blanche and a week to prepare. My table was
small and I showed an embroidered table cover, some pysanky I had made, a volume of Shevchenko’s
Kobzar and a few ceramic vases. I didn’t even have a Ukrainian flag, and this omission was magnified
because I was positioned next to an elaborate and well-staffed Polish display.

This year I agreed again, but was better prepared for a more elaborate display that included wood
engravings, icons, a wide range of embroidered cloths, ceramic vases of different regional styles, jewelry,
sheaves of wheat, two Ukrainian flags, a Ukrainian dance costume, a portrait of Taras Shevchenko, and
bilingual publications (including Nashe Zyttia) as well as a copy of a recently published book by Darian
Diachok about his family’s escape from Ukraine after World War Two. The one thing I regretted not having
was a bouquet of our beloved sunflowers.

Being a part of a multicultural event turned out to be quite interesting and very different from
being part of an all-things-Ukrainian event. Because I was the only representative of Eastern Europe at
this event, I had no competition. As a matter of fact, Europe was represented only by Scotland, Italy and
France. Other cultures participating at this year’s festival were Ethiopian, Guatemalan Mexican, Indian,
Liberian, Korean, South Sudanese, and Vietnamese. The event was small but was well organized and in-
cluded a stage for musical performances of various groups. The children who attended with their families
were offered a scavenger hunt card. Any child who could get a signature from each booth would win a prize.
The participating countries were listed on each card, and I gladly signed many little cards for those that
could show me where Ukraine was listed. I still smile when I remember the young boy of 11 who proudly
told me he had done a report on Ukraine last year because his grandfather was Ukrainian. “I know all about
it.”
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Chatting with the children was entertaining, but the most enjoyable part of the event was interact-
ing with the adults who stopped to look and ask questions about my display. A young Lithuanian woman
was intrigued with my pysanky. She told me that she had done some similar craft with eggs in her family
and asked if I taught a class. She also shared her grandfather’s story of emigration after the war and was
interested in Diachok’s book. She told me she would have her local library order a copy.

A couple of women from Ghana and Kenya, in beautiful colorful attire, stopped by to admire my
pysanky, and I took a photo of them holding their favorites. They loved the beadwork and the woven arti-
facts that were also part of their own cultures. Numerous other people stopped to chat, and some told me
of someone they knew at work or from their neighborhood that was Ukrainian. One elderly woman stopped
by and asked me if the civil war in Ukraine was still going on. I corrected her and said the war was not a
civil war but a war against the aggressors who had annexed Crimea and were attempting to annex more
Ukrainian territory.

A Mexican man and his Polish girlfriend stopped by to chat and asked lots of questions. He was
intrigued by the portrait of Taras Shevchenko and asked. “Who was he?” I explained that “he” was a famous
Ukrainian poet and artist. My Mexican visitor wanted to know his name and tried to repeat after me: Taras.
I told him that as a Hispanic he could roll his “r”s, so he repeated “Tarrras” with the proper pronunciation
and inflection. He unfortunately thought Shevchenko sounded Russian, so I corrected his misconception
by telling him that when a last name ends in -enko, it is Ukrainian. He spent quite a bit of time looking
through my photo album (which I only had on display to show the wood engraved cover). It turned out
that the photos inside were of my first trip to Ukraine in the mid-seventies to visit my mother’s family. He
said I was beautiful, and I had to remind him that the photos were from 50 years ago. We had a good
chuckle over that.

Another gentleman came by and looked at the artifacts for some time and then pointed to a ceramic
vase and asked me, “what is the significance of the rooster?” I explained that that rooster on the vase, a
chicken on another artifact and the eggs that are transformed into pysanky are part of the whole package:
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folk artists representing an agrarian society with wheat and with other symbols on the pysanky, which
include seeds, animals, flowers, symbols of Christianity, etc.

After four hours in the sun, I felt that I had done my patriotic duty of educating anyone who took
an interest in our culture and learned that almost everyone knew of someone who came from Ukraine
either a long time ago or recently. Coincidentally, the booth next to mine was assembled and staffed by
members of World Relief, an organization that helps newly arrived immigrants. The woman working there
that day told me she was currently helping a newly arrived Ukrainian family. I told her that there were
numerous services available in Ukrainian Village in Chicago. As an old children’s song points out, “It’s a
small world after all.”

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SHOULD YOU RUB IT IN?

Topical applications of medications have become
quite popular. Pain relief, in the form of a cream or
ointment, applied to an area of discomfort sounds
like a great idea. After all, why reach for an oral
agent (which, with chronic use, can lead to gastro-
intestinal irritation and kidney damage) iflocal ap-
plication may be a better choice? This month’s col-
umn provides a brief overview of topical medica-
tions, and begins with an explanation of what they
are and what they do.

To begin with, a topical medication pro-
vides the intended benefit locally and directly un-
der the application site. Because it is not ingested,
there is minimal systemic absorption to the entire
body. Unlike with oral medicines, there is greater
tissue concentration of the medication in the af-
fected area, which means the potential for side ef-
fects is greatly reduced.

Just for definition clarification—the medi-
cations that are the main “go to meds” for pain re-
lief fall under the category of nonsteroidal anti-in-
flammatory drugs (NSAIDs). These include aspi-
rin, ibuprofen (Advil, Motrin) or naproxen (Aleve).
Topical agents in the over-the-counter category fall
into two categories: rubefacients and capsaicin.

¢ Rubefacients focus on localized pain. The way
they work is quite unique. When applied, they pro-
voke skin irritation, which ironically relieves pain.
This occurs because irritation of the sensory nerve
endings alters or offsets pain in the underlying
muscle. The ingredients of rubefacients usually in-
clude menthol, which produces a cooling sensation
(and a recognizable odor) on the skin, which in
turn, increases the blood flow and promotes in-
creased absorption of the product. The medication
is marketed under familiar brand names: Bengay,
Absorbine Jr and IcyHot.

¢ Capsaisin is another widely used topical analge-
sic and is frequently labeled as a counterirritant.
The origin of this analgesic is derived from a hot

chili pepper. When ap-
plied, this agent causes
desensitization of pain fi-
bers. There is a rather se-
vere burning sensation upon application. This sen-
sation gradually goes away. Capsaisin is available
in cream form (0.25% cream or 0.75% cream) and
is marketed under several brand names (e.g.,
Capzasin HP, Zostrix and Sloan’s Liniment).

Prescription topical NSAID medication
has been available in Europe for years and is now
approved for use in the United States. Marketed as
Voltaren Gel, it has been found quite helpful, and
the American College of Rheumatology recom-
mends this topical NSAID as the first line of treat-
ment for hand and knee osteoarthritis. There is
some local absorption in the blood stream, but
much lower than what is absorbed from oral inges-
tion. It should be noted that this medication does
not work as well for individuals who have rheuma-
toid arthritis. One issue that may cause some peo-
ple to view this medication with hesitation or seek
other options is cost: Voltaren, which should be
applied four times a day, is expensive and is often
not covered by insurance.

The bottom line is that there are many pain reliev-
ers, both in topical and oral formulations. Tylenol
(acetaminophen) was not mentioned above, but it
is an excellent antidote to pain and causes no sig-
nificant gastrointestinal issues. The only downside
here is that it may not be as effective as the NSAIDs
or local agents for some individuals.

The other bottom line: Applying medication di-
rectly to an affected area sounds intuitive and
should be considered as an option. But it is always
best to consult with your physician about topical
NSAIDs, and this applies especially to those indi-
viduals who chronically need or use such medica-
tions in oral formulations. Your gut will thank you
one day.
