Ukraine and Ireland

Some Random Observations on Cultural and Historic Parallels

My husband Thor emigrated from Drohobych, Ukraine, to the U.S. as a teenager and was always sure that
one day he’d marry a Ukrainian girl, or at least one of Ukrainian descent. Well, it didn’t work out that way,
and 57Y2 years into the bargain, he is still married to the same Brooklyn-born, now 77-year old, whose
lineage is 95 percent Irish, according to a DNA read-out. Go figure.

Before our marriage, however, I had to pass an important test. Thor took me to Orchideya, a
Ukrainian-owned restaurant in Manhattan. He said that if we married, I would have to learn to speak
Ukrainian, give our children Ukrainian names and bring them up “Ukrainian.” I agreed to all of this, but
there was one more crucial test. I can still see the trepidation on his face as I tasted my first varennyk, his
all-time favorite food. It was made of potatoes—what was there not to like? In my Irish-American
household, we probably had potatoes four times a week, baked, boiled, mashed or fried.

Years later, when we visited Ireland as tourists, we had to laugh at the Irish love of potatoes. In an
upscale restaurant (perhaps in Kilkenny), before the main meal, we were expecting some bread might be
served, as is often done in American restaurants. Instead, however, out of the kitchen came a bowl of boiled
potatoes, even though we had ordered entrees that included potatoes! My favorite potato dish to this day
is potato pancakes, especially the thin crispy ones I tasted in Ukraine.

Ireland has many stone walls lining its country roads: here embedded in one is a millstone (to the right of the
author’s husband, Thor Gawdiak) in the small village of Doolin in western Ireland in 2003. Perhaps millstones
were used thus because there was no more grain to be milled.

The potato, of course, holds a singular place in Irish history. A major cause of Ireland’s famine
between 1845 and 1849 was the decimation of the potato crop by a blight, successive years of bad weather,
and an overdependence on this single, normally easily grown food source. As Ukrainians know, the cause
of their famine was Stalin, who, as historian Timothy Snyder said, imposed “the greatest engineered
famine in the history of the world.”
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Ireland’s famine, called in Gaelic “an Gorta Mor” (the Great Hunger), was, like Ukraine’s
Holodomor, a loss of epic proportions. Out of a population of eight million, the Irish lost a million to the
famine and probably 2 million to emigration. At least the Irish were not prohibited by the government
from emigrating, unlike in Ukraine, where the populace was forced to remain in place and die a slow death
by starvation. On the other hand, Ireland suffered from British intransigence in various ways at the time.
Even during the height of the Irish famine, a shocking amount of foodstuffs and livestock were being
exported from Ireland under British rule. A cursory glance at the website Wikipedia under the term “Gorta
Mor” provides an indication of the complex political and economic factors that worsened the famine for
the Irish. Today the population of Ireland is about 4%2 million, little more than half the pre-famine
number.

Starting when Ukraine declared independence in 1991, we visited Thor’s homeland some 15 times
over the years. In gratitude for my having fulfilled my promises and having “Ukrainianized” myself, Ihor
took me to Ireland in 2003 and 2012. One evening, in the tiny village of Doolin in western Ireland, we took
a stroll down the country road lined on both sides with low stone walls that are seen everywhere in rural
Ireland. I was struck with the thought that this same path was probably taken by some Irish families in the
past on their way to emigrate from their homeland forever. It was then I noticed that a millstone had been
embedded in one of the stone walls. When it was put there, perhaps there was no more grain to be milled
or no one was left to do that work. It reminded me of the Japanese haiku “Since there is no rice, let us
arrange these lovely flowers in the bowl.”

Speaking of emigration, Thor told me how he felt at age 14 when he and his parents were sailing to
America. He was standing alone on the deck of the General Holbrook troop ship, and as he watched the
cliffs of Dover slowly disappearing from view, the thought greatly saddened him that he was leaving not
just Ukraine, but Europe, behind. His account made me think of my Dublin-born paternal grandfather,
John Mason, who was also sorry to emigrate when he came here at age five. He missed Ireland so much
that he was taken home but then emigrated to America a second time, arriving here in 1875.

We Americans should realize that not every immigrant group who comes here wants to come, but
many are forced to seek freedom and safety. In the post-World War II era, many Ukrainians who reached
these shores expressed a wishful toast for several years at Christmas time, stating, “Next year in Ukraine.”

Merely staying alive under foreign rule has been a struggle for both the Irish and Ukrainians. The
Ukrainians, having thrown off the Russian yoke, are still at war over Russian aggression in Donbas and
Crimea. Though Ireland won its independence from the British crown in 1922, a section of the northern
part of the island—once the seat of Irish kings—remains part of the United Kingdom. The British exiled
whole populations and replaced them by importing Scots loyal to the Crown.

Inroads against the cultures of both Ireland and Ukraine have had to be combatted in matters both
great and small. Violent aggression aside, both peoples have had to fight for their own sense of self-worth
and national identity. Ukrainians are familiar with the derogatory term “Malorussians”—Little Russians.
I found it interesting that the detractors of the Irish referred to Ireland at one point as “Micra Britannica”—
Little Britannia.

A century seems like a long time, but memories do not fade so easily. It is only a subtle detail that
many non-Irish might miss, but one can still notice today in some British-sponsored television programs,
for instance, that unsavory or buffoonish characters will often be given Irish names. I remember well just
before the breakup of the Soviet Union that a Ukrainian dance troupe performed in Washington, D.C., and
how the Soviets attempted to confuse American audiences into thinking “we are all the same.” Most
Americans would not have realized that the authentic costume of Hutsuls, for example, did not include big
leather boots or that the girls dancing in Ukrainian blouses were wearing Russian, not Ukrainian,
headdresses. An interesting study could be made of the various insidious ways certain conquerors strove
to demean the confidence and the souls of their colonists.

Both Ukraine and Ireland have had to meet major oppression against their own country’s native
language. Two verbs spring to mind here: “to russify” and “to anglicize.” Ukrainians are quite used to this
tactic, which began even before the Ukase of Ems, the secret decree to limit the use of Ukrainian during
the reign of Russian tsar Alexander II. In England, it was the Tudors, under Henry VIII and his daughter
Elizabeth I, who sought to “pacify” their Irish subjects by (among other things) forcing them to abandon
Irish Gaelic and learn English. Forcing the Irish population to learn English, however, eventually
backfired. As one observer put it, the Irish made the English language their own and turned it against the
British, and Irish literature in English became famous throughout the world. What a loss it would have
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been not to have been able to read the works of poet William Butler Yeats and the playwright John
Millington Synge had their works been available only in Gaelic, not an easy language to learn.

Although the Irish have embraced the English language, even making some grammatical changes
of their own, they have not abandoned Gaelic. There are parts of Ireland today known as Galetach, or a
region where Gaelic is prevalent. Gaelic is taught in the Irish primary and secondary schools, but Irish
government educational authorities have recognized that the quality of this teaching could be better. We
heard amusing evidence of this from one Irish proprietor of a B&B in Kinsale who joked that the only thing
he remembered from all his school years of language lessons was how to say in Gaelic, “May I be excused
to go to the bathroom?” Today, learning Gaelic has been given a boost by a music fad (among other things),
where young people have been inspired to learn it from translations of popular songs into Gaelic. Likewise,
the advent of foreign language courses online makes a foreign language more accessible for those who care
to learn.

The motivation for Ukrainians to keep their native tongue alive and well has been pursued more
intensely than in the Gaelic Renaissance because of the cultural pressure from Russia to denigrate every-
thing Ukrainian. A friend of ours from Kyiv bemoaned the fact that some western Ukrainian students who
came to attend a famous institute in Kyiv where her daughter was studying spoke Ukrainian when they
arrived, but gradually switched to Russian because it was felt to be more cool—kpyro—to do so. Hopefully
that trend has faded by now, in part because of Russia’s war of aggression. This same friend showed us an
interesting booklet published in Ukraine by the I'pomanckkuii pyx (the People’s Movement): 3pobu
nofapyHok Ykpaini! Ilepexoap Ha ykpaincbky! (Let’s give Ukraine a present! Let’s switch to Ukrainian!)
The authors of the booklet add “He 6ynp Gaiigysxum” (“Don’t be indifferent”). For information on
Ukraine's Law on Language of April 25, 2019, see https:///www.radiosvoboda.org/a/29903678.html.

Many more parallels exist between
Ukraine and Ireland. I have to smile when I
think of how the Russians even tried to
suppress Ukrainian embroidery just as the
British tried to ban the wearing of the color
green, a color associated with Irish
Rebellion of 1798 from whence we have the
famous song and pub favorite “The Wearin’
of the Green.” In the U.S. even people who have no Irish background seem happy to participate in wearing
green on St. Patrick’s Day, and Ukrainian embroidery has been recognized in the fashion world and beyond
for its intricate beauty.

Some other incidental parallels may be of interest. Ukraine’s national symbol is the Trident, which
has three parts, hence “tri” and “dent” or 3-toothed. Ireland’s national symbol is the shamrock, the three-
part leaf that St. Patrick was reported to have used to explain the Holy Trinity. Both countries have national
instruments that are stringed—the bandura in Ukraine and the harp in Ireland. The Irish hold the harp in
great reverence, demonstrably allotting it a place on legal seals, etc. I should also mention that both
countries also have great respect for their native beers!

The Works of Marsha Forchuk Skrypuch

Marsha Forchuk Skrypuch is a Canadian author of Ukrainian heritage who writes novels about World War
IT from a Ukrainian young person’s perspective. Ms. Forchuk Skrypchuch was recently in the Chicago area
(one of several stops on a multicity tour with Scholastic Book Fairs) to coincide with the release of her most
recent novel, Don’t Tell the Nazis, a book based on the true story of a Ukrainian child who hid three Jewish
friends under her kitchen floor during the Nazi occupation of her western Ukrainian town. While in the
Chicago area, the author visited elementary, middle and junior high schools throughout the region,
speaking at two schools each day with audiences of up to 1,000 at a time.

The author, who does not speak Ukrainian, explains that her grandfather came to Canada before
WWI and that he was interned as an “enemy alien” and lived with the shame of that label for the rest of his
life. Her father and his siblings had “the Ukrainian beaten out of them” because of inter-war prejudice
against Ukrainians in their largely English-speaking prairie community. Her father didn’t want his
daughters to experience the prejudice he had endured for being of Ukrainian heritage, so he did not send
them to Ukrainian school or language classes. Ironically, this decision brought Marsha closer to her
Ukrainian heritage. As a student at Western University in London Ontario, she attended local dances
(zabavas) and it was here that she met her future husband, Orest Skrypuch, the son of two Ukrainian DPs.
Her college roommate Natalka was also the daughter of DPs, and so she was immersed in an environment
that provided many stories about her ethnic heritage. And it was from this perspective that she became
interested in the history that shaped her father and other Ukrainians and in this milieu that she began
writing books about Ukrainians and their experiences during WWII.

Marsha Forchuk Skrypuch’s first novel, Making Bombs for Hitler, tells the story of a Ukrainian
girl named Lida who is captured by the Nazis during WWII and forced into slavery. Her second novel, The
War Below, tells the story of an escaped slave laborer who joins the Ukrainian Insurgent Army. A third
novel, Stolen Girl, reveals another twist in the sordid history of Third Reich: the Lebensborn Program that
targeted Aryan-looking Ukrainian and Polish children who were kidnapped by the Nazis and brainwashed
into thinking they were German. The author of more than 20 books for young people, Ms. Forchuk
Skrypchuch has recently completed Don’t Tell the Nazis, the first novel of her newest WWII trilogy. She
has also written books on the Holodomor, the Canadian internment operations in WWI, the Armenian
Genocide, and Vietnamese refugees.

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Natalie Kononenko: From DP to Award-Winning Professor

Accolades to a UNWLA Member at Large

Natalie Kononenko was born in 1946 in the
Displaced Persons Camp at Cornberg, Germany.
Her grandfather Konstantyn Kononenko, an
agricultural economist, was politically active,
trying to stop the policies that devasted the
Ukrainian countryside and eventually led to the
Holodomor. Because of his activism on behalf of
farmers, he was repeated jailed. The family knew
they could not survive and fled West, and it was in
a camp in the American-held sector of Germany
that Natalie was born.

The family emigrated to the United States
in 1951, and Natalie grew up in Boonton, New
Jersey. Graduating as high school valedictorian,
Natalie went on to study at Cornell, then Radcliffe,
then Harvard University, earning a joint PhD in
Slavic Languages and Literatures and in Near
Eastern Languages, Literatures, and Folklore. Her
PhD research was conducted in the rural areas of
Eastern Turkey among Turkish bards called
Ashiks. She taught Russian Language and Slavic
Folklore at the University of Virginia and also
served as Assistant Dean of the College of Arts and
Sciences and as Chair of the Slavic Department.

When the Soviet Union began accepting
international scholars, Natalie led some of the first
student groups to visit the USSR in the 1970s and
1980s. In 1987 she was one of the first US scholars
to be allowed to live and work outside of Moscow.
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She chose placement in Ukraine and lived in Kyiv
for three months, conducting archival research at
the University of Kyiv and at the Folklore Institute
of the Ukrainian Academy of Sciences. This
research led to the publication of Ukrainian
Minstrels: And the Blind Shall Sing, a book that
earned the Kovaliv Prize and won the American
Association for Ukrainian Studies best book
award.

After the break-up of the USSR, Kono-
nenko was able to do folklore fieldwork in rural
Ukraine. Such work had previously been
forbidden: scholars were restricted to major cities.
Allowed to collect materials in the countryside,
Kononenko did so with gusto, partnering with
colleagues from the Folklore Institute to travel, live
in, and document rural life, ritual practices (such
as weddings) and numerous stories. From 1998
onward Kononenko has been visiting villages in
Central Ukraine. This work has resulted in over
200 hours of interviews, and her research has led
to a sound file database (see
http://www.artsrn.ualberta.ca/UkraineAudio/).
Kononenko has also produced many articles that
will be documented in a book she plans to write.

Natalie Kononenko was recruited by the
University of Alberta to assume the position of
Kule Chair in Ukrainian Ethnograpy, a position
funded with a generous gift from Canadian
Ukrainian philanthropists Peter and Doris Kule.
Natalie accepted the position in 2004 and went on
to teach some of the most popular courses in the
Department of Modern Languages and Cultural
Studies. Her publications during this period
include Slavic Folklore: A Handbook (a widely
used university textbook) and Champions of
Philanthropy (a book honoring the Kules and
edited with the help of Serge Cipko).

Kononenko also served as editor of Folk-
lorica, the journal of the Slavic and East European
Folklore Association. This journal achieved
international recognition and was instrumental in
reestablishing the dialogue between folklore
scholars in the former Soviet Union and their
colleagues in the West.

Ever a dedicated field researcher, Ko-
nonenko joined the Sanctuary Project, a pro-ject
aimed at documenting Ukrainian sacral culture on
the Canadian prairies. Her job was to conduct
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interviews, asking people about ritual practices
observed at weddings and holidays, such as Christ-
mas and Easter. This project, run with John-Paul
Himka and Frances Swirypa, was initiated in
response to the rapid closing of the Ukrainian
churches on the prairies, churches that are almost
synonymous with the Ukrainian Canadian culture.
The project ran for 10 years, covered the provinces
of Alberta and Saskatchewan, and resulted in the
production of the popular website:
https://livingcultures.ualberta.ca/sanctuary/.

This site will soon be expanded, and a database of
all of Kononenko’s recordings will be available
through the University of Alberta library.
Kononenko’s Sanctuary Project research has
already resulted in several articles, published
internationally (including in Ukraine). She hopes
to publish books based on this work, both in
Ukraine and in North America, and to stage an
exhibit at the Honchar Museum in Kyiv.

Most folklorists work with contemporary
material, such as that which Kononenko gathers
during her fieldwork. They also work with
traditional texts recorded in the past, such as
Ukrainian dumy (epic poems based on Ukrainian
history) about raids by Turkish and Tatar slave
traders, conflicts with the Ottoman Empire, the
Khmelnytsky uprising, and life in Ukraine.
Extremely important to Ukrainian identity, the
dumy are virtual emblems of Ukraine’s struggle for
freedom. Kononenko had worked on a translation
of these songs into English while she was a
graduate student at Harvard University. Shortly
after her arrival in Canada, her interactions with
the community convinced her that a new, modern
translation, complete with historical discussions,
was needed. She worked on such a translation, and
her book Ukrainian Epic and Historical Song:
Folklore in Context was published by the
University of Toronto Press in 2019. The book has
just won the Barbara Heldt Award for best
translation from any Slavic language into English;
the award was presented to Kononenko at the
annual meeting of the Association for Slavic, East
European, and Eurasian Studies to be held in San
Francisco in November 2019.

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Vyshyvanka: Taking Our Treasures ‘Out of the Closet’

Display of Vyshyvanky

Much has been written about the Ukrainian vy-
shyvanka: its history and symbolism, how it varies
from region to region, its appearance on the run-
ways of Paris and the now wildly popular Vy-
shyvanka Day that takes place the third Thursday
of May around the world. But the readers of this
magazine are probably familiar with all of that.
What I want to share with you is how our UNWLA
Branch 98 in central New Jersey brought the vy-
shyvanka to the non-Ukrainian public and how we
went about organizing displays that ultimately
travelled from location to location for nearly a
year.

Libraries are important fixtures in our
communities and our relationship with our regio-
nal libraries is something we continue to cultivate.
With these good relationships, our suggestions for
exhibits and lectures are readily accepted, and the
exhibits frequently stay on display for up to two
months. This exposure is really quite excellent, es-
pecially if the library is able to send out a press
release, which often gets printed in the local media.

One of our key concerns in staging an
exhibit of priceless vyshyvanky and embroidery is
the availability of large locking glass cabinets for
displays. With that key consideration in mind, we
approached several of our favorite libraries and
they were thrilled to host an exhibit of Ukrainian
embroidery. At each location, we filled several ca-
ses with vyshyvanky ranging from blouses and
shirts, to pillow case covers and rushnyky. The
displays were organized so that the blouses, over-
skirts, woven belts, and jewelry, were assembled
on plastic female forms, or partial mannequins (we
bought ours from www.storesupply.com) and
hung on bars that were installed inside each large
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€mbroidery of Ukrain

display cabinet. The pillow
case covers were displayed
in separate cabinets. One
branch member created a
“vyshyvanka kaleidoscope”
from the embroidery made
by her mother and this was
displayed like a piece of
artwork. We also included a
brief description of the sig-
nificance of the exhibited ar-
ticles on the wall above the
main display, a map of
Ukraine in one of the display cases, as well as some
books and other materials highlighting the con-
tents. Information about the UNWLA and how we
could be reached was also prominently featured.

In conjunction with the display, we suc-
cesssfully held several lectures on the history of
Ukrainian embroidery, which attracted many non-
Ukrainians who find this art form fascinating. We
could have gotten more media attention especially
if we had promoted the display around Vyshy-
vanka Day. Nonetheless, the displays were widely
admired and left an impression on all who saw
them. We even recruited several new members. We
would be happy to provide any feedback or gui-
dance for those interested in creating and show-
casing similar exhibits. We can be reached at
UNWLA98@gmail.com.

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Br. 88 Donates Must-Read Books to Library

On November 25, 2019, members of UNWLA Branch 88 in Philadelphia presented the Ukrainian Library
at the Ukrainian Educational and Cultural Center (UECC) with a series of books written by Marsha
Forchuk Skrypuch. The five books we donated were Stolen Girl, Making Bombs for Hitler, The War
Underground, Don't Tell the Enemy and Hope’s War. These books tell the story of Ukrainian children
during WWII. They are written in English, on a preteen level, and they are riveting. I picked up the first
book on a Saturday evening and was finished by Sunday afternoon. (Readers who don't have small children
will probably finish even faster.)

Using beautiful descriptive writing, Skrypuch paints a graphic scene of the daily horrors many
Ukrainian children endured. Each of the books sheds light on the atrocities the Soviets and Nazis carried
out in Ukraine. Children who possessed Aryan features (such as blond hair and blue eyes) were taken by
force from their families and sent to live with German families. Brainwashed and beaten down, they were
expected to live as proper German children. Those who didn't possess the proper features were taken as
slave laborers, often put to work in ammunition factories building bombs. They were beaten, starved and
even worked to death. They were not viewed as human, but simply as labor machines. Those few who
managed to escape lived life on the run, hunted through fields and woods.

The stories are captivating. All the books left me with many emotions: anger and disgust that
Ukrainians were treated so badly, honor and respect for those who endured so much, and gratefulness that
Ms. Skrypuch wrote these books and that Scholastic sells them at school book fairs and online right beside
better known classic books about WWII, such as The Diary of Anne Frank. My nine-year-old son Marko
has already finished reading Stolen Girl. It has been a great learning and bonding experience. He asks
questions and tries to comprehend how people could ever treat others in such terrible ways. He said, “I
feel really sad for the little girl. She’s been through so many terrible things. I can’t believe they did that to
her.”

Author’s Postscript. When my parents were growing up, no one outside the Ukrainian community had
even heard of Ukraine. Some thought that it was just a part of Russia. I encountered this same
phenomenon when I was growing up. Currently, the word “Ukraine” has become a constant presence on
all news outlets, but not in a positive way. There is no better time to share our history with others. And to
that end, Br. 88 encourages all UNWLA members (and others in the diaspora community) not only to read
these books, but to ask for them at your local public libraries. The more requests a library gets for a certain
book, the more likely the library staff is to order it and put it on the shelf. Let’s help spread the word and
help make this happen.

Martha Turczyn (1927-2019)

Martha Turczyn was
born on August 19,
1927 in Lviv, Ukraine,
and departed from us
after a brief illness on
April 27, 2019, at the
age of 91, in Buena
Park, California.

Mychailyna  Modry-
tska, Martha grew up in Sambir, Ukraine, together
with her twin sister, Oksana, and her other sister,
Vira, who passed away at age 9. Her parents were
prominent members of the community. In her late
teens Martha was forced to leave Ukraine with her
family because of the war. The family first
emigrated to Vienna, where Martha completed
pharmacology studies at the University of Vienna,
eventually ending up in a displaced persons camp
in Berchtesgaden, Germany. She immigrated to
Philadelphia in 1951 to be with family members.

On August 21, 1954, Martha married

Alexander Turczyn. They had one son, Orest.
Martha became a U.S. citizen on November 10,
1955. She worked for approximately 30 years as a
biochemist in the research department of the
Jefferson Medical Hospital in Philadelphia.

Martha loved the great outdoors, nature,
hiking, and spending summer vacations at the
seashore in Wildwood, New Jersey. She was
involved with Philadelphia’s Ukrainian Edu-
cational and Cultural Center and was a member of
Plast. She also enjoyed writing, reading and
socializing with family and friends. After her
mother, her husband and her son passed away,
Martha moved to Buena Park, California, in 2000
to be closer to her twin sister, Oksana Kozbur, and
her family. She was a parishioner of the Ukrainian
Catholic Church of the Nativity of the Blessed
Virgin Mary in Los Angeles. Martha was an active
member of Soyuz Ukrainok, both in Philadelphia
and in Los Angeles.

A memorial service for Martha was held on
October 12, 2019, at St. Michael the Archangel
Ukrainian Catholic Church in Jenkintown,
Pennsylvania.

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HOW TO SPICE UP YOUR LIFE

No, this article is not about what you probably
imagined or assumed, but you never know where
things can lead when you have good health and a
memorable meal incorporating some of the world’s
healthiest spices. Modern medicine, in fact, is
uncovering weapons against illness by utilizing the
power of spices and herbs. While science has yet to
show and define the exact benefits of these
seasonings, one asset is that cooking with them lets
you use fewer less healthy ingredients, such as salt,
sugar and fats—thus making a positive impact on
good health.

Since the word antioxidant will be fre-
quently mentioned in this column, it may be good
to begin with a simple explanation: antioxidants
clean up waste products in cells before they can do
harm to these cells. If the amount of these waste
products in your body is high, you face the risk of
illnesses, including heart disease, diabetes, cancer
and other ailments.

Cinnamon, a favorite of many for its taste
and aroma, has been shown to have antioxidant
effects. In fact, just smelling cinnamon enhances
positive cognitive processing. Even one teaspoon
boosts satiety and indirectly allows you to cut back
on sugar. Sprinkle it on yogurt, cereal, and sweet
potatoes or use it as a dip for apple slices. In fact,
just smelling cinnamon enhances positive co-
gnitive processing.

Ginger is among the healthiest spices. Not
only is it nutritious, it is high in gingerol—a sub-
stance loaded with anti-inflammatory and anti-
oxidant properties. It can relieve nausea after sur-
gery or chemotherapy, and also alleviates morning
sickness during pregnancy. Some studies show
improvement in chronic indigestion and relief
from muscle pain after exercise. If taken at the
beginning of a period, ginger decreases menstrual
pain. Natural ginger causes few if any known side
effects for most people. If taken in tablet form, the
recommended maximum intake is four grams per
day; pregnant women should not exceed one gram
per day.

Rosemary, a Mediterranean herb, has
many uses. This herb’s benefits were appreciated
many centuries ago. Ancient Greek scholars wore

rosemary garlands around their necks to improve
their memory, alertness and mood. In modern
times, rosemary is lauded for anti-inflammatory
properties; it also helps with digestion and is a
frequent ingredient in anti-aging skin creams. It
reduces puffiness, increases firmness and im-
proves skin tone. Adding rosemary extract to
ground beef helped prevent the formation of
heterocyclic amines—a cancer causing compound
produced when meats are grilled. Individuals with
high blood pressure should not take the tablet
form, though culinary use is safe.

Sage is a part of the mint family. It has high
antioxidant capacity. Some studies have shown
improvement in memory and mood in young,
healthy adults. It may also improve some symp-
toms of early Alzheimer’s disease by preventing a
key enzyme from destroying a brain chemical
involved in memory. Sage can be eaten whole or
ground and pairs well with pork and poultry. It
also has a very pleasant aroma and is frequently
used as a fragrance in the cosmetic/soap industry.

If you really want something “cool” to
drink, the mint in your mojito cocktail will cer-
tainly hit the spot and target other benefits. Mint
contains phytonutrients (antioxidant like proper-
ties), which reduce cell damage. It may also reduce
the risk of potentially harmful bacteria found in
affected food and within the gastrointestinal tract.
Adding mint to salads, fish, meat or poultry can
lower the amount of salt you would normally add
to boost flavor.

Fresh basil is full of polyphenolic flavo-
noids, which translates to an antioxidant effect. It
is also a great source of vitamin A, which promotes
healthy eyesight. Moreover, the oil in the leaf has
helpful anti-inflammatory effects, much like
aspirin and ibuprofen.

More research still needs to be done to
fully evaluate how impactful these “spices” are in
protecting our health. For now, incorporating
them into our daily fare is easy because they are
readily available and inexpensive. And besides,
wouldn’t most people agree that it’s always good to
add spice to your life?
