Advocate, Educate, Cultivate, Care.

Note: Our Life is not the appropriate channel to
share reports about branch meetings, annual re-
ports about branch activities, or any information
that is primarily of interest to the members of a spe-
cific branch. To disseminate this type of information,
please use internal email lists and social media.

Format. Include a title or subject for your ar-
ticle and your (or the author’s) full name, branch
number, and branch location. Email your article as
a Word document attachment to OurlLife@unwla.
org. Please DO NOT type your article into the body



of your email or send it as a PDF. Photos must be
high-resolution, print-quality JPG or PNG attach-
ments (ideally 1500-2000 MB) — do not embed pho-
tos in your article or in your email.

Please limit Obituaries to 350 words.

Details. We may edit your article for style, clarity,
consistency, and length, but you must ensure the ac-
curacy of facts, names, dates, locations, etc. — this is
your responsibility. If you are supplying photos, in-
clude captions that identify the people in the photos
and, if possible, where and when the photos were
taken. If a photo is not yours, you must obtain the
photographer’s written permission to reproduce it in
Our Life, and provide the appropriate photo credit.

Note: In addition to sharing your news with Our
Life, you may wish to send it to events@unwla.org
to inform the UNWLA’s communications coordina-
tor, who may then share the information across the
UNWLA’s social media channels, bi-weekly newslet-
ter, and website.

UNWLA Report 2024

The UNWLA has a long-standing tradition of engaging in advocacy on behalf of Ukraine. With the escalation
of russia’s war against Ukraine, the UNWLA has activated its members and others nationwide in community

advocacy. Over the past year, UNWLA members have led advocacy teams at both state and national levels,
championing the cause for Ukraine. They continue to develop projects aimed at decolonizing Ukrainian cul-
ture, conducting outreach beyond the Ukrainian community to showcase the richness and depth of Ukrain-
ian heritage. UNWLA members also lead Ukrainian schools in their communities to ensure children growing
up in the U.S. maintain a connection to their roots, while dedicatedly supporting Ukrainian children and
women who remain in Ukraine and endure daily violent attacks.

ADVOCATE: ADVOCACY EFFORTS

In 2022, UNWLA co-founded the American Coa-
lition for Ukraine. By October 1, 2024, the Coali-
tion had organized five Ukraine Action Summits in
Washington, DC, with each year gathering more ad-
vocates for Ukraine. The Coalition’s goal is to build a
highly professional, extensive national community
to continue advocating for U.S. support of Ukraine.
UNWLA Advocacy Committee Chair Marianna Treti-
ak heads the Coalition’s board, UNWLA Communi-
cations Coordinator Anna Bereznyak leads commu-
nications campaigns, and UNWLA member Chrystia
Tershakovets coordinates Coalition delegates. The
UNWLA has become a structural backbone for the
Coalition, ensuring timely and effective advocacy
for Ukraine during this critical period.

In 2024 the Coalition, with active UNWLA par-
ticipation, organized two Ukraine Action Summits,
each gathering around 500 participants from over
40 states in Washington, DC. Community advo-
cacy helped Congress pass a resolution in March
condemning the illegal transfer of Ukrainian chil-

dren by russian authorities from temporarily occu-
pied territories and allocated $S60 billion in aid to
Ukraine in April 2024.

EDUCATE: EDUCATIONALINITIATIVES
In November 2023, Ukrainian communities worldwide
commemorated the 90th anniversary of the Holo-
domor, the famine-genocide of Ukrainians. UNWLA
chapters held educational events dedicated to the
Holodomor in various cities, spreading awareness
about the genocide of the Ukrainian people in 1932—
1933. The UNWLA supported creating a Holodomor
course in collaboration with Professor Victoria Malko
at California State University, Fresno.

The UNWLA Scholarship Program, which provides
stipends to students in Ukraine and South America,
continues to support hundreds of students each year.
This year the program celebrated its 57th year of work.

The UNWLA also continues its scholarship pro-
grams for Ukrainian students in the U.S. In partner-
ship with the Vovk Foundation, a $4,000 scholarship
was awarded, and the UNWLA Eva Staskiv Memorial
Scholarship Fund awarded $3,000 in scholarships.

In December, the UNWLA organized an interna-
tional virtual roundtable dedicated to the 140th
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anniversary of the Ukrainian women’s movement.
The event honored the movement’s founders,
highlighted key achievements, and explored future
strategies for women’s rights, equality, and glob-
al unity. Partners included the National Women's
League of Ukraine, the UNWLA Center for Women’s
Studies at the Ukrainian Catholic University, Scien-
tific Society of History of Diplomacy and Interna-
tional Relations, and Urgent Action Fund for Fem-
inist Activism.

CULTIVATE: CULTURAL DEVELOPMENT
In 2023, the UNWLA Cultural Committee published
a guide for the Ukrainian community on decoloniz-
ing Ukrainian culture, providing detailed instruc-
tions on working with various institutions to correct
information about Ukrainian artists and promote
understanding among Americans. Committee chair
Oksana Piaseckyj conducted an online presentation
of the guide, which the UNWLA has since widely
distributed in the community. Over the past year,
many UNWLA members and others have used the
toolkit to combat disinformation about Ukrainian
culture.

Additionally, the UNWLA supports global aware-
ness of contemporary Ukraine. During winter
2023-2024, the documentary A Rising Fury was
screened in several U.S. cities with the UNWLA’s
support. Following the New York screening, UNWLA
President Natalie Pawlenko facilitated a panel dis-
cussion with Professor Timothy Snyder and the
film’s director, who discussed the film and the war
in Ukraine.

UNWLA members organized Vyshyvanka Day
events in their cities to celebrate the beauty of
Ukraine’s cultural heritage.

HOPE AFTER THE STORM

A HURRICANE RELIEF FUNDRAISER

CARE: HUMANITARIAN EFFORTS

The UNWLA dedicated its annual winter fundrais-
ing campaign to supporting Ukrainian women serv-
ing in the military. In collaboration with the Ukrain-
ian non-profit organization Zemliachky, $113,000
was raised to produce winter uniforms and gear for
female soldiers, designed with women’s physical
needs in mind and approved by Ukraine’s Ministry
of Defense. The uniforms are produced in Kharkiv,
thereby supporting the local economy.

In July 2024, following a devastating russian at-
tack on the Okhmatdyt children’s hospital, the
UNWLA launched an emergency fundraiser. Within
a month, $123,000 was raised, funding a profes-
sional sterilization system that was purchased for
the hospital’s cardiology department.

In winter 2023-2024 and summer 2024, the
UNWLA sponsored camps in western Ukraine for
children and families of soldiers, orphans, and dis-
placed persons from occupied territories.

In October, two hurricanes devastated large
parts of the southeastern U.S. Eager to give back
to our American friends who have so generously
supported Ukraine over the years, the UNWLA
launched the "Hope after the Storm" campaign
and raised $10,000 to support Feeding America,
an organization with which we partnered during
the pandemic.

The year 2024 has been a very busy one for the
UNWLA, and we are looking forward to doing even
more in 2025.

The UNWLA’s Babusi Fund program has
provided essential support to elderly wom-
en in Ukraine for nearly 60 years. Estab-
lished to help women who face financial
hardship due to low pensions and limited
social support, the Babusi Fund offers sti-
pends to alleviate some of the financial
strain on Ukraine’s elderly women. This
initiative aligns with the UNWLA’s broader
mission to aid vulnerable communities in
Ukraine, especially as economic hardships
are exacerbated by the ongoing conflict
and economic disruptions.

The most recent aid sent in the spring of
2024 went to 90 women in 22 regions of
Ukraine. Among them were women who
needed aid urgently: residents of settle-
ments located in the zone of active hos-
tilities, who were under constant shelling,

even “at the point of a rashist machine gun” (as written in
one letter of thanks), and those relocated to other regions
of Ukraine. Extremely warm and touching letters of grati-
tude were received from the beneficiaries.

Orystslava Sydorchuk, president of the NGO (non-gov-
ernmental organization) Ukrainian Women’s League of
Ukraine, said: “Assistance from the UNWLA is not only fi-
nancial support; it is also a symbolic gesture of gratitude to
these women for their many years of dedication and work
for the benefit of Ukraine. Thanks to the contribution of
each member of the UNWLA and the many branches, this
initiative can live and grow, giving the older generation of
Ukrainian women the belief that their work is not forgot-
ten. We are grateful to our sisters in the United States for
their care and assistance.”

The UNWLA recognized early on that many elderly wom-
en, especially widows or those without close family, face
significant financial insecurity. The Babusi Fund addresses
this gap by providing modest yet meaningful financial aid to
ensure that beneficiaries can afford basic necessities. This
support has become even more critical with the war’s im-
pact on Ukraine’s economy and social services. Elderly recip-
ients use the stipends for essentials like food, medications,
and utilities — expenditures that are difficult to cover with
Ukraine’s pension payments, which are often insufficient for
sustaining a stable quality of life.

The program also carries cultural significance. By direct-
ly supporting elderly women — many of whom represent
Ukraine’s rich cultural history — the Babusi Fund honors
their contributions and provides them with dignity and
community recognition.

Through its Babusi Fund, the UNWLA has made a lasting
impact on both individual lives and the broader Ukrainian
community by reducing isolation and strengthening social
bonds. The ongoing support for these vulnerable individ-
uals reflects the UNWLA’s deep commitment to humani-
tarian efforts and serves as an enduring bridge between
the Ukrainian diaspora in the United States and Ukraine’s
communities in need.

We encourage our branches and members to contribute
annually to the Babusi Fund so that we can continue to pro-
vide this meaningful support to those who need it most.

The Ukrainian Museum will cele-
brate the many contributions of
artist Volodymyr Tatlin with the
exhibition Tatlin: Kyiv, opening
in early February.

Volodymyr (Vladimir) Tatlin
(1885—-1953) was born in Kharkiv,
Ukraine, and became a prom-
inent avant-garde artist who
made significant contributions
to the world of art, design, and
architecture. The founder of
constructivism, Tatlin lived and
taught in Kyiv, Ukraine, from
1925 until 1928. This exhibition
will chronicle his time and work
in Kyiv and celebrate his legacy.
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The exhibition will also serve as
a valuable education platform
for the decolonization of Ukrain-
ian art history. By bringing to-
gether Tatlin’s artworks from his
little-known Kyiv period, re-cre-
ating his Kyiv studio, and high-
lighting his teaching and students
at the Kyiv Art Institute, the exhi-
bition will contribute to the pres-
ervation of Ukrainian avant-garde
history. Furthermore, it will give
the public an opportunity to en-
gage with and learn about Tatlin’s
seminal vision, fostering greater
appreciation for the artist and his
many contributions.

Although Volodymyr Tatlin
inspired generations of artists,
many of whom are being show-
cased around the world, his
artwork is rarely presented as a
solo exhibition. This exhibition
will be his first in North Ameri-
ca. Because of his conceptual
and ephemeral way of working,
many of his original works no
longer exist, except as later re-
constructions. It is The Ukrain-
ian Museum’s intention to re-
construct Tatlin’s Kyiv studio,
remake his stage and podium
for the Kyiv Art Institute’s 10th
anniversary in 1927 and the first
constructions of his Letatlin fly-
ing machine, and highlight for
the first time his illustration and
design work with Kyiv journals,
book publishers, and theater
productions. The works of var-
jous artists who studied with
Tatlin will also be exhibited to
create a robust context for this
exhibition.

The Kyiv Art Institute, which
opened in 1924, had been di-
rected by a young and energetic
cultural manager and revolu-
tionary named Ivan Vrona. He
wanted to create a Kyiv Bauhaus
at the Institute, which was based
on the first Ukrainian Art Acad-
emy. Vrona invited a number
of artists and professors from
around the USSR to bring new
ideas and strategies for art edu-
cation. In the mid-1920s, many



famous artists were teaching at
the Institute, among them Ka-
zimir Malevich, Viktor Palmoy,
Oleksandr Bohomazov, Mykhailo
Boichuk, and Lev Kramarenko. In
1925, Tatlin was a perfect can-
didate to join the staff. He was
Ukrainian, and he spoke Ukraini-
an — which was obligatory under
the Bolshevik government’s pol-
icy of Ukrainization. Tatlin taught
a multidisciplinary class that
combined sculpture, film, and
photography.

Tatlin had been inspired by
Leonardo da Vinci’s Ornithop-
ter and had worked on abstract
ideas about a personal, hu-
man-powered flying machine
since the early 1920s, but it was
only after moving to Kyiv and
finding a stork with a damaged
wing, which he took to his stu-
dio for care, that he began to
focus on his major artwork, Le-
tatlin (an amalgam of his name
and the Ukrainian verb letat’,
or “they fly”). The stork lived
in Tatlin’s loft and inspired his
early designs. The first versions
consisted of a body basket for
the human operator engineered
of willow branches and bent
wood with wings spanning al-
most 10 meters (33 feet) across,
sheathed with parachute silk.
The bird-shaped machine was
held together with steel ca-
bles, leather, and whalebone;
custom-made metal bearings
ensured efficient movement.
Letatlin was constructed as a
glider but with wings that could
achieve three kinds of move-
ments that resembled those of
a bird, and Tatlin hoped it would
enable future humans to move
around freely in the air.

Tatlin: Kyiv will fill a major gap
in current art history on Tatlin’s
work in the late 1920s. Despite

periods of obscurity after 1940, Tatlin has been celebrated as the first
conceptual artist of the 20th century, and his legacy has endured,
yet his Ukrainian identity remains under-recognized. This exhibition
and the accompanying bilingual catalogue will restore Tatlin’s rightful
Ukrainian context and reclaim his identity, underscoring his signifi-
cance as an artist and as a symbol of Ukrainian cultural heritage.

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Branch 136 Celebrates 10th Anniversary

UNWLA Branch 136 in Naples, FL, celebrated its 10th an-
niversary on November 2 with a luncheon aboard the
Princess Naples as the ship sailed around beautiful Na-
ples Bay.

Our branch was established in 2014, when Ukrainian
women who had been UNWLA members in Wisconsin,
Illinois, Michigan, Ohio, and New York but had retired
and moved to Southwest Florida felt a need to form a
community in Naples. Daria Hirniak, a long-time mem-
ber of the Chicago branch, and Nusia Macielinski from
Branch 56 in North Port, FL, were instrumental in draw-
ing up a list of potential members: women of Ukrainian
descent or affiliation, primarily retired and living either
full-time or part-time in Cape Coral, Fort Myers, Estero,
Bonita Springs, and Naples.

These pioneer members held an organizational meet-
ing at the Bonita Bay home of Lidia Devonshire on March
8, 2014. About 25 women gathered for a social luncheon
hosted by Lidia and her cousin, Anna Macielinski, then
UNWLA 2nd VP for Membership and Organizational
Affairs. They decided to form a new chapter in Naples.
We received our charter on March 12, 2014. Since no
Ukrainian organizations existed in the area, the question
of where to hold future meetings arose. The decision
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Luba Maryn Howard, Branch 136, Naples, FL

was made to use a member’s homeowner
clubhouse.

The branch’s official Christening took place
on January 31, 2016, at Artichoke and Com-
pany in Bonita Springs, with over 125 people
in attendance. Reverend Petriv of North Port
led the opening and closing prayers. Nusia
Macielinski, our Godmother, and Marianna
Zajac, President of the UNWLA, administered
our oath and presented us with our UNWLA
pins. The presidents of the Miami, North Port,
and St. Petersburg branches also attended
and delivered greetings, along with other
members of the Ukrainian community.

Since then, our branch has been instru-
mental in bringing awareness of Ukraine —
our traditions, our culture, and the war in
Ukraine — to the forefront. The members
stay motivated morally, investing their time
and resources, and have established good re-
lations with the local media and various com-
munity organizations.

Our Soyuzianky organized a joyous event to
celebrate the 30th anniversary of Ukraine’s
independence on August 24, 2021, with plans
to continue our support of Ukraine.

But when russia attacked Ukraine on Febru-
ary 24, 2022, our focus changed to advocacy
and fundraising for humanitarian aid. With
fundraising and generous donations from the
American public, we were able to support
UNWLA initiatives in the form of food, clothing,
medical supplies, solar lanterns, generators,
protein bars, medications, and tourniquets.
We have donated to hospitals for disabled
children, the destroyed Okhmatdyt Children’s
Hospital in Kyiv, and animal shelters in Kharkiv.

Additionally, we have been supporting a
widow, Nadia Tanska, and her two daugh-
ters, who lost their husband and father at
the outset of the war in eastern Ukraine in
2014. They receive several care packages a
year from us. We also funded 30 benches for
school children forced to attend classes in un-
derground bomb shelters.



We held rallies in support of Ukraine along major intersections in Naples, which were covered by local print,
radio, and TV media. In association with Florida Gulf Coast University Adult Education, we invited Professor
Lubomyr Luciuk of the Royal Military College of Canada to speak about Ukraine’s history in February 2023.

The mayor of Naples, Theresa Heitmann, issued a proclamation on the first anniversary of russia’s invasion
of Ukraine in February 2023. Again in August 2023, we commemorated Ukraine’s Independence Day with
proceeds going to humanitarian aid in Ukraine.

In support of Ukraine and Israel, our branch shared a Shabbat service and dinner at Temple Judea and
Temple Beth El in Fort Myers. Our president, Natalie Santarsiero, accepted their donation of $4,000 and
noted in her acceptance speech the many Ukrainian ancestral roots of the Jewish diaspora. In return, after
October 7, 2023, our branch expressed mutual support with the Jewish people and donated to Israel’s na-
tional emergency medical, disaster, ambulance, and blood bank service, Magen David Adam.

Last winter, our members, dressed in vyshyvanky, had a booth displaying Ukrainian art and culture at the
first International Festival at the Mercato in Naples. We sold arts and crafts, and our pysanky made a lasting
impression on the visitors.

For three years, our branch has been invited to march in the annual St. Patrick’s Day Parade. Our partici-
pants have been loudly and enthusiastically greeted with cheering and applause.

Each year, we exhibit Ukrainian arts and crafts at three Collier County Libraries, and our pysanka-making
workshops are always filled with enthusiastic participants. In addition, we feature a Holodomor presentation
at the central library in Naples in November.

Our group has been instrumental in establishing a Ukrainian Catholic mission church, St. Nicholas, with
the priest from the church in Miami driving to serve Divine Liturgy to our community once a month. Our
members hold several events there as well — Holodomor commemorations, annual St. Nicholas events,
Shevchenko concerts, hosting Most Reverend Bohdan J. Danylo, Bishop of Saint Josaphat Eparchy in Parma,
Ohio, and community suppers and coffee socials.

In the past ten years, our branch has doubled in size. We meet once a month and enjoy sharing a meal,
holding auctions, raffling prizes, and socializing. With our wonderful president, Natalie Santarsiero, leading
the way with her enthusiastic organizational skills and dedication, we have grown and look forward to the
next ten years of success.

A Conversation with the Past

From the Our Life Archives: The 2010s

Each issue throughout this 80th anniversary year of Our Life has featured an article from one of the

magazine’s eight decades. This month, in the final installment of this series, Our Life editor Romana

Labrosse shines the spotlight on the 2010s.

In early 2014, the Euromaidan protests in Kyiv led to the Rev-
olution of Dignity and the ousting of Ukraine’s pro-russian
president, Viktor Yanukovych. Just four days after the Feb-
ruary 23 closing ceremonies of the 2014 Winter Olympics
in Sochi, russia, unmarked russian troops occupied Crimea,
and russia subsequently annexed the peninsula after what is
universally considered to be a bogus referendum.

UNWLA president Marianna Zajac wrote extensively about
the organization’s response to the events in Ukraine in her
column in the April 2014 issue of Our Life. “History repeats
itself,” Marianna wrote, “and Ukraine once again finds itself
in turbulent times.” The UNWLA was participating “in rallies,
demonstrations, and letter-writing campaigns in defense of
Ukraine’s territorial integrity and its citizens’ basic human
rights.” The day after the invasion of Crimea, Roma Shuhan,
UNWLA Financial Secretary, represented the organization
at a community meeting with New York Senator Charles
Schumer, where the senator expressed his unequivocal sup-
port for Ukraine: “I believe our nation should do whatev-
er it can — diplomatically and economically — to help the
Ukrainian people. ... The Ukrainian people are strong, but
they need our support as they rebuild following the turmoil
of the past few months. | plan to work with the Ukrainian
community here in New York to figure out the best way to
help in the weeks and months ahead.” A week later, Mari-
anna traveled to Washington, DC, for a rally in front of the
White House in defense of Ukraine’s territorial integrity and

On
February 28th, Roma Shuhan, UNWLA Financial
Secretary, represented the UNWLA at a commu-
nity meeting with U.S. Senator Charles Schumer.

Dur-
ing this meeting Senator Schumer stated, “Now
that we have moved past a failed regime in
Ukraine, I believe our nation should do whatever
it can—diplomatically and economically—to help
the Ukrainian people during this time of transi-
tion. The Ukrainian people are strong, but they
need our support as they rebuild following the
turmoil of the past few months. I plan to work
with the Ukrainian community here in New York
to figure out the best way to help in the weeks and
months ahead.” On March 6th, Sofia Hewryk,
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against the russian invasion of Crimea —
a rally attended by Soyuzianky from New
York, New Jersey, Connecticut, Pennsylva-
nia, Ohio, lllinois, and the DC area.

Marianna later attended a rally in front
of the United Nations to welcome Ukrain-
ian Prime Minister Arseniy Yatsenyuk to
New York for an appeal to the UN Security
Council. Together with a World Federation
of Ukrainian Women’s Organizations del-
egation, she also attended the Security
Council session itself.

While acknowledging that Ukraine’s ter-
ritorial integrity was challenged by russia,
Prime Minister Yatsenyuk reiterated that
Ukraine was willing and anxious to ad-
dress and reverse this situation peacefully
at any time that russia was willing to do
so. All members of the Security Council,
both permanent and temporary, upheld
Ukraine’s position — except, of course,
russia and China. At a subsequent press
conference about the upcoming referen-
dum in Crimea, every presenter, includ-
ing Ayla Bakkalli, U.S. Representative of
the Crimean Tatar Assembly, and Rabbi
Yakov Dov Bleich, Chief Rabbi of Kyiv and
Ukraine, noted that Ukraine was seeking
to evolve as a truly democratic country
and underscored the volume of disinfor-
mation being floated regarding friction
between Ukraine’s East and West. Chat-
ting with Marianna after the press confer-
ence about their respective communities
in Ukraine, Rabbi Bleich and Ayla Bakkalli
said the strong and common thread was
that both were seeking a “free, democrat-
ic, and independent Ukraine” so that their
communities could continue to thrive — a
goal they no doubt have to this day.

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Change and Changing

No one really enjoys change,
whether it involves relationships
or careers. We often get com-
fortable with the way things are
and prefer to continue with the
status quo. Simply stated, it’s
easy to stay put. Change can, in
fact, be overwhelming or seem
not right. But it can also reap
unexpected benefits that may
not come about unless we do
change something.

Many of us find a need to
change something to promote
personal growth and find solu-

tions in life that electrify us.
Changing what you do or how
you do it requires a partial rein-
venting of yourself — specifically
by reconnecting with yourself to
find out who you are, what you
like and dislike, and what you
want to be different. Answers
to these questions can set the
stage for the “new you.” The
tricky part about change is that
you must first decide to do it and
then figure out what you want to
change and why.

The fear of change is evolu-
tionary and dates back to ances-
tral times. Our brain is actually
hardwired to prefer consistency
and routine. When we know
what to expect, we are not
stressed or anxious; however,
when we are uncertain about
a change, we begin to feel
stressed and anxious. Devel-
oping a clearer picture of what
might be a good outcome of our
“change” can help alleviate fear
of the change.

Growth and change begin with
a single tiny step. The process is
also a culmination of trial and er-

ror. You can begin by looking for
activities that make you happy.
Set aside time to indulge in your
passions. Start out with simple
tasks like exploring new activ-
ities. These small changes will
jump start the momentum and
will enable you to pursue more
complex and more challeng-
ing changes. Small, incremental
changes each day will result in a
payoff that begins to develop ina
reasonable, encouraging way.

Remember that life is full of op-
portunities. As we end the year
and look forward to the new year,
this is an excellent time to reflect
on what changes we would like
to make. Reframe change as an
invitation for a world of new pos-
sibilities. Start with a positive at-
titude, and stay open and enthu-
siastic. Look for change to help
you build resilience, which leads
to increased confidence and ad-
aptability. Change is daunting,
but it can be good.
