FROM THE DESK OF THE PRESIDENT

The year 2002 is coming to an end, and it was a good one for our organization in all of its endeavors. |
wish to express my deepest appreciation to all of you who have supported our organization, its programs and needs,
and its president.

The year was full of important events, among them the XXVIth UNWLA Convention in Sarasota, Florida
and the VUIth Congress of the World Federation of Ukrainian Women’s Organizations in Canada, where 18 coun-
tries were represented. Our delegation was the largest and participated in every scheduled event.

In this last Desk of the President 0f 2002,1would like to wish ajoyous Christmas and a Happy New Year
to all UNWLA members and their families who celebrate according to the new calendar. The glorious winter cele-
bration, no matter whether celebrated by the new calendar or the old, is a time of giving. We give gifts to our chil-
dren, grandchildren, friends and institutions. And from its inception, our organization has always provided for the
needy during this wonderful season.

We should all be proud of the UNWLA's generosity. Often our work is performed without recognition.
Sometimes we are surprised when it is acknowledged and rewarded with a word or a gesture of gratitude. In 2002,
the UNWLA was thanked for its work in a very special way, and | would like to share with you this unexpected
and much appreciated recognition of our work.

On November 1, 2002,1met with Ukraine's First Vice Minister for Humanitarian Aid, Anatoliy Koval, at
the Ukrainian Consulate in New York City. On this occasion, | received a very remarkable document, one that the
UNWLA will always treasure. This document was not a gift to the President of the UNWLA, but rather, an impor-
tant statement to our entire organization, one that | am pleased and proud to share with every UNWLA member.
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The centerfold of this issue of Our Life is an Award Certificate for Humanitarian Aid, presented to our or-
ganization by Ukraine's President Leonid Kuchma on behalf of the Ukrainian people. | hope you will remove it,
keep it, and display it proudly, for it belongs to each and every one of you, dear UNWLA members, for all the
things that you made possible by volunteering your time and your talents, by fundraising, and in countless other
ways. It was only with your generous donations and your tireless efforts that the UNWLA was able to accomplish
our various missions in Ukraine, providing help to those most in need of help.

During my recent trip to Kyiv, I had the pleasure of seeing Vice Minister Koval once again. The Vice Min-
ister was a gracious host and provided our small group with free visas with a promise that free visas would also be
issued to the Social Welfare and Scholarship Chairs when they arrived in Ukraine.

Upon arriving in Kyiv, we were invited to participate in the Board of Directors Meeting of Soyuz Ukrai-
nok of Ukraine. At the meeting, we listened attentively to the reports of several Branch presidents and Regional
presidents about their activities. We were extremely saddened to hear one Regional President report on the difficul-
ties she encountered in being and speaking Ukrainian. She and others like her, she commented, sometimes feel that
they are in a Diaspora in their own country.

Other memories of the trip to Ukraine are more cheerful, and | am pleased to share the joyful moments
with you. Social Welfare Chair Barbara Bachynsky and | were in Ukraine from November 19th through the 25th
The purpose for our visit was to distribute gifts to children in Dnipropetrovsk, Donetsk, children who had lost their
fathers in the recent mining accidents, and to children who were had been injured during the air show disaster in
Lviv.

St. Nicolas came early to these children, and it was very moving to see them. We were also touched by the
young widows who were trying to comfort these children and whose anxiety about the children's future was painful
to see. They quietly asked, "Who are we supposed to vote for?" When we told them that we had come only to bring
gifts for the children and had not come to influence their politics, they were surprised. They asked how it was pos-
sible that people across the ocean knew about them and cared about them.

In Dnipropetrovsk we met with the Regional president of Souz Ukrainok, Orysia Skulska. Returning to
Donetsk, we were met by Regional President Lyudmyla Ohneva and by Father Roman Vovk of the Greek Catholic
Church, who kindly arranged for our transportation. Father Vovk informed us that there are two Catholic churches
in this eastern Ukrainian city; in the evening, we visited the construction site of a new Catholic church that is now
being built.

Since Social Welfare Chair Barbara Bachynsky will write in detail of our trip, | will describe other activi-
ties that we were involved with only briefly.

A very controversial issue in Donetsk centers on a mosaic created by dissident artist Alla Horska. The mo-
saic, Woman Bird, currently adorns one wall of a building occupied by the Donetsk franchise of the fast food giant
McDonalds. Just before I left for Ukraine, | received an e-mail from Regional President Lyudmyla Ohneva, inform-
ing me that McDonalds wanted to remove Ms. Horska's exquisite mosaic from the wall. After protests from con-
cerned Ukrainians, McDonalds suggested a compromise, one that many Ukrainians feel is unacceptable. The fast-
food corporation is planning to preserve a portion of the mosaic, but not on the original wall. The only thing that
can save the mosaic is to have it declared a "culturally significant artwork." This is currently being considered by
the Ukrainian government.

During our stay in Donetsk, Ms. Ohneva showed us other beautiful mosaics on the walls of school build-
ings. These are not threatened by corporate insensitivity; they are threatened by time and neglect and the effects of
pollution. They are slowly deteriorating and nothing is being done to preserve them.

Back in Kyiv I tried to get in touch with Les Taniuk to see if the process of putting Alla Horska's artwork
on the list of culturally significant artworks could be speeded up. Then the mosaic would be protected by law. Un-
fortunately, | was unable to reach Mr. Taniuk or anyone at the Ministry who could provide any additional informa-
tion or assistance. An official letter from the UNWLA on this matter was sent to the Ministry as soon as | returned
from Ukraine.

In ending the year, | would like to thank all the women from Soyuz Ukrainok Ukrainy, who helped make
our stay in Ukraine so productive and pleasant. Special personal thanks go to Lillia Hryhorovych and her husband
for their hospitality and for providing the opportunity to see first hand the work of the Verkhovna Rada. For their
kind hospitality, |1 would also like to thank Honorary President Atena Pashko, Dr. Martha Bohachevsky-Chomiak
and her husband, and Vice Minister Anatoliy Koval. Sincere thanks also go to Orysia Skulska of Dnipropetrovsk,
Lyudmyla Ohneva of Donestsk, Ally Debeluk, Zoriana Bilnk president of Lviv region, and to the performers and
organizers of the lovely concert that was given before we distributed the gifts to the children. We must also thank
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Taras Chaban, who escorted us to schools where the UNWLA's “Milk and Roll for the youngest children in
Ukraine” program is flourishing. | was especially glad to see that it has been implemented in "Provesin," the poor-
est school in Lviv, and is currently being administered by director Yuriy Badun.

As the year draws to a close, we are publishing the final issue of Our Life of 2002 and are already planning
for next year's issues. In the following pages, you will find an article about one of our many branches that has cele-
brated a significant anniversary, some wonderful medical information by our faithful Dr. Magun, and a very de-
tailed report on eldercare by one of our newest authors, Irene Repczuk D'alessio. Among this month's articles is a
film review by Dr. Martha Bohachevsky Chomiak, whose articles and anecdotes of life in Ukraine frequently grace
these pages. It is hoped that young people in Ukraine and elsewhere in the world, who have for so many years been
prevented from learning about the real history of their country, view this rather controversial film as the work of
one producer, not to be confused with historical truth about the legendary Hetman Mazepa.

In closing, | would like to remind all of our readers to remember that in 2004, Our Life will be celebrating
its 60th anniversary.

Eldercare: Planning for Emergencies

One of the greatest fears of the elderly is be-
ing alone and hurt with no one knowing. We, in turn,
worry about receiving that dreaded phone call that a
parent has fallen or is in the hospital. Imagine how you
would feel if you had no way of getting into your par-
ent's home or apartment. Worse yet, if you never got
around to giving the neighbor or some trusted friend
the key to the house or apartment. For all of these rea-
sons, the most important aspect of caregiving is having
24-hour access to your loved one. As caregivers, we
have the responsibility to plan ahead, together with our
parents, for the ultimate crisis or emergency situation.

Not having access to your elder’s home when
an unexpected situation creates the need can compli-
cate the caregiving process. Not having access to your
elder's financial resources can create other problems.
Suppose your parent is in the hospital and the bills are
piling up and you have to use your own fimds because
you do not have power of attorney, giving you access
to your parent's checking account. With proper plan-
ning, this situation is avoidable.

Effective planning can prevent a great deal of
emotional and economic upheaval. Here are some of
the simple steps you can take to insure quick and easy
access to your loved one in order to be prepared to
respond to any unforeseen situation.

» Keep a duplicate set of keys to your elder’s apart-
ment, and give keys to a neighbor if you live far
away.
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» Keep important telephone numbers handy: doctor,
landlord, bank, pharmacy, health insurance, attor-
ney, accountant, insurance agent, senior center, and
social worker, neighbor.

» Photocopy your elder’s address book and keep it in
your office and on your person.

» Obtain access to your elder’s bank account to in-
sure that bills are paid when your elder is hospital-
ized or incapacitated. This is accomplished by a
power of attorney from the bank or setting up a
second signature card at the bank.

» Make alternate plans. If your elder chooses to main-
tain control of his or her property, ask him or her to
disclose the name of the person he or she has des-
ignated as emergency contact.

» Create check-in systems. Make a plan for someone
to be in touch with your relative, by phone or in
person, on a regular basis. Create a network of peo-
ple who will be able to accomplish this. The local
Area on Aging or Senior Centers can be helpful in
this matter.

It is also important to know what your elders'
wishes are regarding life-prolonging means. This is-
sue, and other equally important issues, is covered un-
der the general heading Advanced Directives. Ad-
vanced Directives include Health Care Proxy, Power
of Attorney and Living Will. It is best to consult an
attorney prior to initiating these documents. In many
states, the Health Care Proxy is available at hospitals
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or medical institutions. It designates someone to make
a decision regarding life-prolonging means if a person
is no longer capable of making such decisions himself.
It insures that his wishes are carried out.

The Durable Power ofAttorney is a legal tool
which appoints a proxy to handle personal affairs,
gives access to finances, and provides the power to
discuss medical procedures with doctors. It will also
give you access to your elders' bank accounts if they
are in the hospital or otherwise incapacitated. Failure
to plan for Advanced Directives with your elder while
they are capable of discussing these issues will make it
difficult for the family to make life or death decisions
on their behalf. This could cause a severe strain on the
caregiver, the elderly parents and the entire family.

Thus, one of the most valuable things you can
do for your elderly parents or relatives is to develop a
plan, together, for their future health needs. The time
to plan is now, before a crisis occurs, and while they
are still capable of making their own decisions and
while you can communicate with them on an equal
footing. If you wait until a crisis or serious illness oc-
curs, it may be too late and you will not be prepared to
carry out your loved ones' wishes. You will be faced
with making decisions for them that will affect their
well-being and quality of life. Knowing what your par-
ent’s wishes are if he or she became incapacitated will
provide peace of mind to the entire family.

Below | have listed some tips on initiating
discussions on Accessibility and Advanced Directives.
To begin with, open up a dialogue with the question
“What if...?”

“What if you fell? How would | reach you?
How would I pay your bills?”

“What if you became ill and could not live
alone? What if you had a stroke? What would you

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want me to do? If you couldn’t speak, how would |
know what your wishes were?”

This approach shows that you respect an eld-
erly parent's ability to make decisions about her own
future, and that you intend to carry out her requests.
Remember, when discussing Advanced Directives
with your elder it is important to approach the subject
gently and without force. Emphasize the fact that your
elder will remain in charge of her decision-making and
that planning will enable her to maintain control to the
end of her life.

To sum up, good communication and good
preparedness work hand in hand to make life easier for
all concerned. In all discussions with your elders, you
must respect their autonomy, ask questions in a non-
intrusive way, and show belief in their ability to make
positive changes. Having gained their trust, you can
continue to provide the quality care they deserve in a
manner that they can be comfortable with. Once these
practical matters have been arranged, it is also essen-
tial for you to keep all vital information accessible.
This includes emergency telephone numbers, Medical
History, Medications, Social Security number, Durable
Power of Attorney, Health Care Proxy, Allergies,
Proof of Insurance and any other documents or infor-
mation that will help you make the right choices dur-
ing a crisis when your loved one cannot make choices
alone.

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UNWLA Branch 36 Celebrates 70th Anniversary

Earlier this year, at a gala banquet held at Chi-
cago's Avianna Restaurant, UNWLA members and
their guests gathered to celebrate the 70th anniversary
of Branch 36. Upon arrival, each branch member was
presented with a beautiful commemorative ribbon de-
signed and embroidered for this special occasion by
Mrs. Lydia Malanchuk.

The banquet was formally opened by branch
president Luba Nowak, who warmly welcomed branch
members, their families, and guests. Reverend Walter
Rybicky of the Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary
Church gave the blessing.

The mistress of ceremonies for the event was
Mrs. Stefanie Krywaczuk Mroz who spoke of the his-
tory of Branch 36, which is the first UNWLA branch
in Chicago. Organized by Mrs. Anna Brudny during
the Great Depression, the branch began a long tradition
of service. Through the years, members have helped
new immigrants, political prisoners, orphans, the eld-
erly, and Ukrainians in need here in America and
elsewhere in the world.

Mrs. Mroz also recited branch accomplish-
ments in more recent years, specifically those occur-
ring since the branch celebrated its 65th anniversary.
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Since that time, Branch 36 has shipped 82 packages of
clothing, food, medicines, toys, and other goods to
Ukraine. The Branch has also donated $2,100 to assist
the flood victims in Zakarpattia, $1,754 to the UN-
WLA's Milk and Roll program, and $1,250 to the
UNWLA Scholarship program.

During the banquet, branch members honored

d Pruerfor the Hetman

The same filmmaker that made the universally
acclaimed Shadows of Forgotten Ancestors, Ilyenko,
made this blockbuster of a movie. It stars Bohdan
Stupka, a distinguished Ukrainian actor. The topic of
the film is Hetman lvan Mazepa, whose dramatic de-
feat at the hands of Peter I, the founder of the Russian
Empire (as contrasted with the Kingdom of Muscovy),
reverberated in the further incorporation of Ukraine
into the Russian administrative structure. The Russian
Tsar declared Mazepa a traitor; the Russian Orthodox
Church not only excommunicated Mazepa, but also
repeated the excommunication periodically in its
churches in Ukraine until the late 1990's. Mazepa is
still viewed as a traitor by most Russians, while most
Ukrainians know little of the Hetman.

Ilyenko's film, two years in production, made
a big stir even before it was first shown, at the Berlin
Festival. It was widely discussed in Ukraine and
abroad. The Russian government, objecting to the por-
trayal of Peter I, suggested that Russian theaters not
order the film. Actually, compared to the historically
documented activities of the real Peter, llyenko's por-
trayal is quite mild.

A Prayerfor Mazepa is a surrealistic poem,
and it reflects all the pain and anguish llyenko, who
was bom in Siberia, feels towards Ukraine, its hero-
ism, its stupidity, its Gogolian macabre humor, its un-
bridled expansiveness. It is packed with layers of ap-
proaches, a mask opening another mask, a young face
replacing an old one, the living as the dead and the
dead living. Towards the end of the film, one of the
ancient Scythian stone women, the Steppe Baba,
comes to life, an assurance that come what may be and
what had been, the land, the people, and Ukraine itself,
will live on. Confused?

That is the trouble with the film. It is at least
five films in one, none fully clear and all requiring an
audience that knows not only the story of Mazepa but
the nuances of Ukrainian culture as well. It demands a
careful audience, quick to catch the hidden irony, the
cry of the heart beneath the joker's painted face.

At its most primitive level it is a story of the
unrequited love of Motria Kochubei's mother for
Mazepa. Towards the end of the film, in a series of
gratuitously vulgar overcharged erotic scenes, it is
possible to make an argument that it was the older Ko-
chubeikha who brought about the fall of Mazepa. The
film also deteriorates into a "cult of personality” of
Stupka, who stretches the dead Mazepa into a trickster-
prankster, winking into eternity as his spirit marches
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on. The historic Mazepa is of course totally different,
but, in the film, the name of Mazepa deteriorates into
vaudeville characters that at one point become a
woman. Mercifully, llyenko did not expand into that
interpretation.

The film is also, in part, a great Hollywood-
style blockbuster. Lots of battle scenes, lots of steppe,
lots of Tartars leading half-naked pale beauties through
the scorching land under willow cages. Poles, Tartars,
rival Cossack bands dash and clash at a breathtaking
pace across the screen. Young Mazepa is tarred and
feathered, seduced and saved, and his white horse
breezes back and forth, either carrying a real Mazepa
or his effigy.

The film is strongest when it fuses flashback
and a gory realistic event, like the destruction of Ba-
turyn. The city was literally wiped out at the order of
the Russian Tsar; the whole population, from infant to
the senile, tortured; and the mangled bodies, many
crucified, sent down the Seym River as warning to
others. Mazepa and Kochubei wander in the nightmar-
ish scenes. Unlike Lidice, the Czech village wiped out
by the Nazis, Baturyn remains an historical enigma. Its
fate is little known even within Ukraine.

The presentation of the battle of Poltava is
brilliant. It is a baroque still life, piles of food on a
long table. Mazepa lectures Peter, while the armies
clash before them. Young Charles XII hobbles on his
wounded foot. This is "creative theatre" at its best.
Unfortunately, that level is not sustained through the
three-hour long film.

Potentially, the film is most interesting when
presented as baroque puppet theatre. That venue gives
llyenko a chance to expound on his cry for "many
Ukraines,” the lament that arises when we see one
hetman battling another, one power using part of
Ukraine through another. The baroque spirals into the
grotesque as Mazepa watches the preparations for his
funeral, looking over the deaths he has caused and the
deaths he has failed to prevent. The action foreshad-
ows future tortures of those who call themselves
Mazepa. Here we see a hint of the real role Mazepa
will play, not as a trickster, but as a symbol. Some of
the Ukrainian commentators on the film read the film
as an allegory for the contemporary situation in
Ukraine, rather than as historical epic.

On the symbolic level all these strands are a
bit too much for the audience, especially an audience
unprepared for the complexity of the subject. For the
non-Ukrainian audience - actually, even for most
Ukrainians - the film needs historic notes, some inter-
pretation, and more editing. For students of culture, for
film critics, for anyone interested in Ukrainian history
and how Ukrainian artists interpret it, Prayer is a mine
of material.
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Osteoporosis Revisited

The natural history of bone formation is a
constant remodeling - buildup and breakdown of bone.
This is a continuous process, but not always a balanced
process. With osteoporosis, the body loses bone faster
than it can be replaced; hence, bone mass is decreased.
As a result, bones weaken and become thinner. Frac-
tures are more likely to occur. The most common
"fracture zones" associated with osteoporosis are the
spine, the hip, and the forearm.

Osteoporosis affects a large portion of our
society. It is estimated that approximately 10 million
people in the United States already have osteoporosis.
It affects women at a rate four times greater than it
affects men. Studies suggest that every other woman
and one out of every eight men over the age of 50 will
experience an osteoporotic fracture at some time.

There are many factors contributing to osteo-
porosis. Genetics plays a role and so does race, with
the white race being most at risk. Smoking, consuming
large quantities of alcohol, and leading a sedentary life
style increase the risk. Lack of adequate calcium intake
during the first three decades of life is another contrib-
uting risk factor.

Many people do not know they have osteopo-
rosis, because there are often no signs of it until a frac-
ture occurs. Forewarned, as they say, is forearmed, and
it is a good idea to know if the condition exists. A
painless bone evaluation called the DEXA measures
bone density. The results of the test are interpreted as a
T- score. A T-score of -2.5 or below indicates osteopo-
rosis. A T-score between -1 and -2/5 indicates some
decreased bone density or osteoperia. A T-score of -1
or higher indicates normal bone density.

Treating osteoporosis with estrogen (hormone
replacement therapy) was at one time considered the
preferred therapy. Unfortunately, the evidence now
shows that treatment with estrogen is not all that help-
ful. Estrogen therapy has also been linked to a number
of other potential health problems, especially to poten-
tial increased risk for breast cancer.

Several other treatment options currently ex-
ist. Among these are oral agents called bisphospho-
nates. Two such agents currently available by prescrip-
tion are Fosamax and Actonel. Provided they are in-
gested as directed, they have a good safety record.
Both are available in daily or weekly doses and both
must be taken first thing in the morning with a full
glass of water on an empty stomach. Nothing should
be consumed for half an hour after taking the medica-

tion; it is important to remain in an upright position for
the entire 30 minutes.

A nasal spray known as Miacalcin is also
available. Daily administration is required and it is
commonly prescribed for individuals who cannot or
will not tolerate orally administered medication. While
the treatment is helpful, it is not as beneficial as the
oral agents described above.

Currently under investigation is a third option,
a yearly intravenous injection of zoledronic acid.
While this treatment by annual infusion is still experi-
mental, researches claim the results look very promis-
ing.

As always, taking steps to prevent a medical
condition is a good idea, and this goes for osteoporosis
as well as other ailments. It is imperative, for example,
to make sure that young individuals have the proper
calcium intake during the crucial first thirty years of
their lives. Additionally, ingestion of calcium should
be a life-long commitment. Pre-menopausal women
should be ingesting 1000 mg of calcium daily and
post-menopausal women should take 1500 mg of cal-
cium daily. 1000 mg daily for adult men is considered
sufficient.

It is important to recognize, however, that cal-
cium ingestion is not sufficient for individuals with
osteoporosis. For proper bone density to be maintained
or strengthened, calcium should be ingested in con-
junction with proper medication.

As we enter the holiday season, let's all raise a
glass of milk and drink to better, stronger, and health-
ier bones!
