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Christ is Risen —Happy Easter

FROM THE DESK OF THE PRESIDENT

Easter is a joyous holiday. It is the time to be with those who are dear to us, a time to celebrate the
Resurrection of our Lord, and to enjoy the beauty of Spring after a long, cold Winter. Unfortunately, this
April, it will not be such ajoyous occasion for all.

Our country is at war, and our hearts are full of sadness and concern for the future. During this holy
season, we cannot forget that Easter is not just a time to celebrate. It is also a time for faith and prayer. This
year, especially, it is the time for prayer to the Almighty God to bless America. It is time to ask for a guiding
light for President George Bush and all the leaders of the Armed Forces, so that our soldiers can soon come
home. It is also time for prayers for the young heroes who have given their lives for their country. In this sol-
emn moment we must honor them.

In April we commemorate another sad event - the world’s worst nuclear accident, which occurred in
Chomobyl, Ukraine. Many died as a result of the Soviet government's callous policy, and many are still suf-
fering in its aftermath. Our prayers must include these victims, too.

But while the Chomobyl disaster cannot be forgotten and the current world crisis makes us anxious
and depressed, we must try to live out lives as normally as we can, in the hope that humanity can do good as
well as evil. Sometimes this is difficult, but we must do our best.

In March, | briefed our readers about the 47th session of the Commission on the Status of Women.
The Commission addressed many important issues, including trafficking in women, gender equality, women’s
human rights, elimination of all forms of violence against women and girls as defined in the Beijing Platform
for Action and the outcome document of the twenty-third special session of the General Assembly.

Maria Shkambara, the newly elected president of the World Federation of the Ukrainian Women’s
Organizations, participated in the 47th session of the Commission on the Status of Women. The WFUWO pre-
sented a statement for the Commission's consideration; as the liaison officer with the UN for the International
Council of Women, | also presented a statement.

We also introduced a special guest from Ukraine, Olha Kobec, who is president of the “Olena Teliha”
organization. The Division of Advancement of Women in the UN sponsored her for the Commission. Later,
we had the opportunity to meet with the Permanent Representative of Ukraine to the United Nations, Valeriy
Kuchynsky, and his wife, and to attend a reception for the newly elected president and our guest from
Ukraine.

Unfortunately, as it concluded its 47th session, the Commission did not adopt its draft agreement on
women's human rights and the elimination of all forms of violence against women and girls. A consensus over
the draft could not be reached.

One of the issues discussed by the Commission, trafficking in women and girls, is especially critical
for us. Too many young Ukrainian women have been affected by it. To understand this complex issue and to
find strategies to stop this modem day slavery, one has to look at it roots and causes. The economic situation
in Ukraine, the demand for cheap labor, and the growth of the commercial sex industry are all factors in the
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trafficking. The restrictive immigration policy of the United States and the laws that stem from this policy are
obstacles that must somehow be overcome.

We must also recognize that as long as trafficking has a supply and demand dimension, it is very hard
to get to the core of the problem. Once entrapped in this situation, a woman cannot easily escape from her
captors. She has no passport and no identity. She is afraid to go the authorities, because she will have to testify
and that will endanger her family. Without her testimony, there is no case and she is deported. No matter what
the law says, the woman is always the victim.

The Ukrainian National Women’s League of America, has been looking for a champion who will spur
Congress to make changes in the immigration and labor laws. We have lobbied for change here, and in
Ukraine. It is a long process, but some progress has been made. As | was writing this message for our mem-
bers and readers, | received news about a positive activity in Ukraine that may ameliorate the plight of
women. Seminars aimed at instructing prosecutors and investigators from the General Prosecutor’s Office
(GPO) and other law enforcement bodies in the use of mutual legal assistance and extradition treaties with
other countries are to be launched in Ukraine next week. The two-day seminars will be held throughout the
country over a ten-month period. This most certainly is a step in the right direction.

I would like to end this month's message on a positive note by recognizing recent achievements of some
of our members. The Executive Committee of the UNWLA salutes the newly elected president of Detroit Re-
gional Council, Lydia Kazewych, and the reelected presidents of Regional Council New England, Zoryana

Mishtal, and Regional Council Chicago, Lubomyra Kalin. We wish them well in all their endeavors.

Salt Road Waggoneers in Ukrainian Oral Tradition

C. Vasylkivskyi “Romodanivs’kyi Salt Road”.

Ukrainian Salt Waggoneers, the Chumaky, are
mentioned in Ukrainian folksongs and choreographed
in folk dances that depict their way of life. Through
folksongs we learn that the Chumaky were on the road
from early Spring to late Fall. Their caravans, or "val-
kas," of ox-driven carts would invariably depart on a
“Sunday, early in the morning.” The “valkas” could
have as many as 100 carts, some of them pulled by
two, four, six, or even ten Bessarabian oxen, strong
animals highly desirable because of their endurance.
These Bessarabian oxen enjoyed a great reputation.
They were massive and gray; they had long curved
horns.

In the 1982 collection of Ukrainian folksongs,
Lira Surma, Velykyi Zbirnyk Ukrains kykh Pisen ’, the
section dedicated to Chumaky’s Songs contains 13
beautifully illustrated folk songs.1 Many of these can
also be found in the 1983 collection of chumak songs
in Filaret Kolessa’ Ukrainian Oral Literature 2as well
as in an article by Mykola Fedaka.3 Kolessa indicates
that the Ukrainian national composer, Mykola Lysen-
ko, collected most of the songs in his anthology.

The lonely chumak grave by the side of the
road, somewhere in the vast steppe, is one of the most
moving themes in many songs. One song, entitled
“Lito” (“Summer™), is typical. A chumak is on the
road from the Don Region to the Crimean Peninsula.
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On the way back, in the middle of nowhere, the salt
driver becomes gravely ill. Near death, he begs his
“Otamane-khazajine” to take pity on him, take off his
coat (svytu) and cover him, and if he is to die, to have
a coffin made of planks of the “klen” or maple tree.
The song discloses that he never got his wish. He dies
on a Sunday morning (v nedilju rano-vrantsi), and on
Monday he is put to rest in a coffin made of simple
pine (sosna) planks and not the “klen” planks he
wanted.

The term “otamane-khazajine” brings to mind
the title given to a Cossack leader. This word appears
in almost all sad chumak folksongs and reveals the
strong relationship between the Cossacks and the chu-
maky. This relationship has been recently documented
by Pierre Laszlo in his book, Salt: Grain of Life.
Laszlo enlightens us on this subject, drawing his in-
formation from the travel account of Westphalian
Baron August von Haxthausen, published in 1847.
From the account it appears that the chumaky were
indeed working for the Cossacks as hired hands.4 The
Cossacks, in turn, protected the chumaky from thieves.

This close relationship between chumaky and
Cossacks is illustrated in the cartoon, How The Three
Kozaks Went Shopping For Salt 5 In the cartoon, three
brothers-in-arms (one tiny, one skinny and one mighty
big) run out of salt. Their huge salt box, or salt cellar,
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is empty. They decide to go to the open market to re-
plenish their supply of salt. However there is no salt to
be bought anywhere. They learn that the chumaky,
have been attacked and robbed of their goods by a
powerful lord’s army. The Three Kozaks find the salt
carts at the lord’s estate. The lord and his men are rest-
ing and roasting a pig, and the Three Kozaks undertake
to recover the stolen property. The ox carts are driven
away and the tiny Kozak even manages to steal the
roasted pig for lunch! Soon after they leave the estate,
the lord wakes up. He and his men pursue the Three
Kozaks and a war is fought, with salt used as ammuni-
tion in guns and canons. Ultimately, the Three Kozaks
win the battle and bring the chumaky’s carts with their
loads of bagged salt back to the market. They refill
their salt pouches and return to their stronghold.

In the 1800s, there was a new development to
the salt trade with the establishment of new businesses
that provided work for cart drivers. The chumaky be-
came independent entrepreneurs who can be compared
to today’s semi truck drivers. In fact, a chumak was
also called a “burlak,” or someone who travels the
roads.6 With the purchase of a cart and a pair (or more)
of oxen, he could offer his services to transport any
goods. On the one hand, it was a risky business to sell
land-and-farm and to invest in cart-and-oxen. Some
lost everything in the process and in many songs the
term “pryhodon’ky,” meaning a mishap on the road,
appears. On the other hand, if business was good, the
chumak was sometimes greatly tempted to go to the
tavern and lose every penny he had earned. The chu-
mak could also end up in jail. The songs “Oj, pje
chumak, pje” and “Oj, bre more bre!” depict the weary
salt driver, obviously under the influence of alcohol,
who needs to be bailed out of prison. He calls for his
parents to come and bail him out. They come but have
no money. Then he calls for his brothers; they too
come but have no money either. Then he calls for his
wife. She finally arrives with the needed money to bail
him out.

The song “Zazhurylas® chumachynka” (The
Chumak's Wife Worries) clearly describes the chu-
mak’s itinerary that led to Odessa or Kherson on the
Black Sea, and from there to the market in Poltava. In
other songs alluding to this itinerary, one finds the ex-
pressions “Oj” or “Okh!”— expressions that suggest
hardships because the chumak faced an uncertain fu-
ture. Traveling by day and perhaps even more often
by night (following the“chumats’kyi sljakh” of the
stars) to avoid the scorching sun, he could be attacked
by thieves or Tatars and left for dead. The well known
Ukrainian love song “Okh, i ne stelysja khreshchatyi
barvinky” (Okh! My dear four-leaf periwinkle, do not
carpet the ground anymore), attributed to Marusia
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Churaj, depicts the sad story of a salt driver who sold
everything to buy a cart and oxen. Both cart and oxen
are taken away from him by the lords and the tax col-
lectors, leaving him destitute. His heart is broken at the
thought of his young wife and his small children whom
he has not seen for long periods of time. Now, in order
to continue with this occupation, he will have to earn
enough money to buy a new cart and a new pair of
oxen, but that would mean another seven years of
work in distant Bessarabia before he can come home
and start his business again.

While on the road, a chumak could also be
badly injured while working. As he loaded and un-
loaded the cart he could be killed. In the song “Oj
chumache,” a chumak who has just returned home and
has. little time to attend to his domestic obligations, is
asked “Why don’t you plough nor sow?” The sad an-
swer is that he is mourning his brother who died in
Crimea. The words “the salt split his head open” indi-
cate that there was an accident—perhaps a heavy bag
of salt fell from the cart and crushed his head. These
bags weighed a “pood,” a measure that was equivalent
to forty pounds.

Other songs illustrate animals associated with
a chumak’s life, particularly the oxen that shared the
chumak’s road to-and-from the Black Sea. The chumak
would develop a very close friendship with his animals
and treat them with pride; many folk songs portray the
chumak treating his oxen with a decoratively painted
new yoke.

Birds are also associated with the chumak’s
life. Along the coastal region, it is the seagull that
sometimes ends up in the salt driver’s lunch! The song
“Ta i hore tyi tchaitsi” (This seagull is crying) is a la-
ment in which a seagull begs the chumaky to spare her
little ones. But it’s too late! They have already incor-
porated the baby birds into their porridge (kasa) and
the distraught mother seagull curses them. Another
bird mentioned in the chumak folk songs is the cuckoo
bird (zozulia). In the song “Smert’s chumaka i myla
zozulia” (A Chumak’s death and the dear cuckoo bird),
for instance, the dying chumak asks the bird to bring
the sad news of his death to his loved ones, especially
his mother.

The fish is also mentioned in chumak folk
songs. In the previously mentioned ”Okh, i ne stely-
sia, kreshchatyj barvinku,” the salt driver boasts that
he will bring carts full of salt and barrels of fish. The
fish image is also used to depict a dying salt wag-
goneer. In the lyrics of one song, the chumak lying on
the salt cart looks as lifeless as a fish: “vezut’ chu-
maka..tak jak vjaluju rybku.”

Some of the folk songs are sung while other
danced. There are two specific ballet patterns depicting
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the various stages of a chumak’s life and his relation-
ship to others, especially to his beloved. In the book
Ukrains’ki Narodni Tantsi,1 these choreographies are
called “first chumak™ and “second chumak;” in a mod-
em 1960 ballet composition, one is simply entitled
“chumak.” The folk dances require a chorus of men
(up to thirty) to sing and dance along with one female
performer. A folksong in the “second chumak” illus-
trates how a young woman in love barters her personal
possessions to offer her beloved chumak some of the
ancillary items for his next journey. She exchanges a
chicken (kurku) for a pipe (liul’ku), a comb (hrebin’)
for a small flint (kremin’) to light his pipe, her sleeved
corset-jacket (jupku) for a sponge (hupku) to refresh
himself with water, and some lard (salo) for a stronger
flint to strike a fire in the open (kresalo). In the end she
offers him a roll of tobacco leaves.

In the Eastern tradition, to this day, salt is
used as a sign of good faith when welcoming guests. It
symbolizes honor, friendship, trust and hospitality. It is
in this spirit that in the Ukrainian community, salt ac-
companies the heartfelt welcoming of guests in the
traditional “bread-and-salt” greeting. The origin of
this tradition can be traced to the Greeks who evidently
brought this tradition to the northern coast of the Black
Sea and Scythia (the ancestral name of today’s
Ukraine) when they were trading gold for wheat and
horses. The Greek historian Homer (circa 500 B.C.),
who traveled to Scythia and to Africa, described salt as
“divine,” and the Greek philosopher Plato said that salt
was “dear to the gods.” Greek poets wrote odes to
celebrate salt. In modem times, the Chilean poet, Pablo
Nemda, revived this tradition by composing an “Ode
to Salt.”’8

Today only 5% of the salt produced is used
for food. Through the ages man has found thousands
of new uses for salt, for instance, to preserve wood, to
set paint and color in textiles, and to make pottery. It is
used in the making of soap, bleaches, cleaning agents
and disinfectants; it is also used for water softeners and
refrigeration; for making paper, refining gasoline and
oil and smoothing paved highways. Thousands of tons
of salt are used every winter to clear the streets of
snow and ice and keep machinery from freezing. Doc-
tors, dmggists, cattle growers, meat packers, bakers,
and food processors however use the greatest quanti-
ties of salt. Chemists continually search for new uses
of this miracle substance.

There is so much salt in prepared and pack-
ages foods that we hardly use a salt shaker anymore.
Yet there was a time when people not only used salt
but also invested in beautiful salt cellars or containers
to store it. People also knew the difference between
gourmet salt (fleur de sel) and ordinary salt (gros sel).
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Good cooks today know what a difference the use of
salt can make in cooking pasta or potatoes. Recently, a
contemporary cooking magazine enlightened its read-
ers about the different kinds of salt used for cooking,
and their outlandish prices, in an article entitled “The
Emperor’s New Salt.”9

The old chumaky have passed into history,
their legendary journeys a distant memory that is re-
called in riddles, folksongs and folk dances. But the
salt that brought them their moment of glory is still an
important commodity, one which humankind relies on
for many different things, including life itself. There is
much to learn from our Ukrainian chumak forefathers,
and one can even speculate that the chumak tradition is
one that may be worth reinventing in toady's Ukraine
where tapping into salt and its manifold uses could
prove to be a significant economic treasure trove. The
implications for the tourist industry alone are endless.

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Philadelphia Regional Council Celebrates
the Ukrainian Woman and her Creativity

On Sunday, March 9, 2003, more than two
hundred members of the Ukrainian American commu-
nity gathered at Philadelphia's Ukrainian Educational
and Cultural Center for a special event sponsored and
organized by the UNWLA's Philadelphia Regional
Council in collaboration with the Red Poppy Ukrainian
Boutique, co-owned by Eryna Korchynsky and Marta
Shtompil (Branch 67).

The event, on surface, was a fashion show and
tea, an opportunity for Ukrainian American women
from Philadelphia and surrounding communities to
enjoy each others' company while admiring the artistic
endeavors of gifted designers. But in many ways, it
was much more. It was an event that embodied
Ukrainian community life in the Diaspora—as rich and
complex as a tapestry whose design depends not on an
individual thread, but on an interweaving of multiple
threads of distinctive hue and texture.

The afternoon was characterized by certain
features that many in our Ukrainian immigrant com-
munity have long accepted as appropriate and tradi-
tional. The "Tea" for example, was tea imbued with a
distinct flavor reminiscent of old world refinement, the
beverage itself merely a complement to the array of
canapes, multi-colored fruit, and delightfully enticing
pastries prepared by a contingent of volunteers who
took no bows and asked for no recognition.

During the event, guests enjoyed the comfort-
able familiarity of a musical program, beautiful songs
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Anna Makuch and Anna Maksymowych

performed by the Holubka Quartet (Branch 90) and by
soloist Iryna Vasylovska (Branch 128), who neither
expected nor received financial compensation for their
efforts.

The event was emceed by another volunteer,
Olena Karpinich (Branch 88), who traveled to Phila-
delphia from distant Wilkes-Barre to share with those
attending interesting insights into the depth and scope
of the Ukrainian woman and the range and breadth of
her creativity. In her remarks, Ms. Karpinich described
the Ukrainian woman as the "keeper of the flame," the
pivotal force within family and societal structures with
the strength to endure and conquer the traumas and
challenges of war, tyranny, famine, terror, and building
a new life in a new world.

History tells us that the Ukrainian woman is a
survivor. Events such as the one hosted by the Phila-
delphia Regional Council tell us that she is also a crea-
tor of worthwhile and wonderful things. She has many
names; she is both old and young. She is married and
single; she is a professional tycoon or homemaker or
both. She is an idealist and an activist, a traditionalist
and a modernist. She adapts, chameleon-like, to
circumstances and situations that shape life and she, in
turn, shapes situations and circumstances as they need
to be shaped—creatively, passionately, and produc-
tively. That she is multi-talented and multi-skilled is a
given. That she gives of herself generously, and often
anonymously, is also a given.
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This is the nature of the women who organ-
ized and who participated in the UNWLA's fashion
show, and the nature of the women who attended as
guests. And the fashion show itself reflected this mag-
nificent diversity and generosity of spirit in a poignant
and remarkable way.

The fashions, created by contemporary
Ukrainian designers from Ukraine and the Diaspora,
were designed to fit real people and designed, as well,
to be worn in real life, rather than to the sort of Holly-
wood extravaganza few of us will ever attend. There
were skirts, pants, dresses, jackets, and classic ensem-
bles in beige, white, navy, various shades of green and
muted red, most adorned with traditional Ukrainian
cross-stitching or nyzynka or beadwork applied to
knits and silks in distinctly non-traditional motifs.

The models, like the clothing they modeled,
were an eclectic group. Some were tall; some were
short. Some were pencil thin; others were full-figured.
There were toddlers, teenagers, young adults, thirty-
something and middle-aged singles and matrons, and
even senior citizens. There was a striking family tab-
leau, a mother and daughter combo, and even a debut-
bound young lady with escort in tow.

Irina Galai, Ukrainian language editor for
America, provided concise biographical information
about the designers, each identified only by a first
name. Ms. Galai also presented the models (more than
eighty) as they walked down the runway, providing
narrative descriptions of the outfits they wore.

It was a pleasant afternoon, a special moment
shared by women of different generations and different
waves of immigrations, partners in a community that
understands that it is strengthened by the diversity of
its members and understands, as well, that a woman's
creativity is multi-faceted and multi-dimensional. It is
through the complex interweaving of individual crea-
tive threads that the tapestry of a community or or-
ganization evolves into patterns and shapes that are
strong and beautiful. It is in the interweaving of indi-
vidual endeavors that make such events possible and
meaningful.

In her closing remarks, Regional Council
President Christine Chomyn lzak thanked all of the
branches and individuals whose creative and generous
contributions had made "The Ukrainian Woman and
her Creativity" such a success. Proceeds from the
event are earmarked for refurbishing the recently relo-
cated UNWLA headquarters in New York City.

It's Just Common Sense

No rule in medicine is more important than
this - common things occur commonly. A corollary to
this rule is that some diagnoses or some solutions to
medical problems are so common or so obvious that
they are commonly overlooked.

Take for example, hearing loss. The most
common cause for this condition is ear wax buildup.
When ear wax builds up against the ear drum in the ear
canal, it can decrease hearing, cause a "hissing sound"
or aringing in the ears that is both unpleasant and wor-
risome. It can lead to an imbalance that makes walking
difficult or even activate a chronic cough reflex be-
cause of nerve stimulation. Often, the symptoms are
attributed to other causes to be treated as independent
conditions rather than as the result of ear wax buildup.
Once the underlying cause has been found, however,
the solution can be as simple as a thorough cleaning
and most of the annoying and worrisome symptoms
can vanish as if by magic.

Sinusitis is another one of those common
problems that is sometimes overlooked because many
of the symptoms seem to point to other conditions or
problems. Headaches upon awakening, a stuffy nose,
loss of sense of smell, and nasal tenderness, for exam-
ple, can be signs of a cold. If you put them together
with an earache, neck pain, pain at the top of the head,
aching jaws and teeth, and a forehead that hurts when
it is touched, all of these symptoms point to one com-
mon and simple cause - sinusitis.

Sinuses are air spaces in the bones that lie
behind the cheeks, eyebrows, and jaw. Every sinus
cavity opens to the nose for an exchange of air and
mucus. When the lining of the sinuses becomes swol-
len due to an infection, blockage, or some allergic re-
action, the result is sinusitis Symptoms depend upon

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the location of the affected sinus. The condition has
various forms and is usually easily treated with decon-
gestants and antibiotics.

When it comes to musculoskeletal problems,
the perceived site of pain is sometimes not the true site
of origin of pain. Knee pain, for example, may actually
be pain "referred" from the hip. This means that the
underlying problem is in the hip but the pain is felt in
the knee. Pain at the front of the thigh is another com-
mon manifestation of a problem with the hip. Pain in
the buttock area is often felt when a nerve in the back
is compressed. This compression is commonly referred
to as sciatic pain. A burning, pins-and-needles pain in
one area of the body is commonly caused by an in-
flamed nerve or a compression problem in another area
of the body. Because attention is given to the part of
the body where the symptoms are felt, the true site of
the problem can be overlooked.

Feeling pain while at rest is usually a result of
inflammation, as is stiffness after prolonged immobil-
ity. Individuals with non-inflammatory joint pains,
often the result of osteoarthritis, have focal morning
pain which worsens as the day progresses or after pro-
longed activity. Symptoms of "giving way" or "locking
in" are usually caused by a mechanical problem, either
a loose body within a joint or cartilage or a ligament
tear.

On a final note, most of the problems de-
scribed are common problems, but because symptoms
vary or appear as malfunctions or pain in other parts of
the body, they are not always associated with the un-
derlying causes. If the symptom has been addressed
and the problem is not solved or ameliorated it is likely
that the real root of the problem, usually a common or
typical disease, still remains to be dealt with.

Preheat oven to 400°

Grease 12-cup muffin pan
