This might be an appropriate time to reflect on our history by browsing through the UNWLA’s
commemorative convention books. For instance, in the XXV Convention Book of 1999, one can read the first
official announcement (dated June 24, 1925) of the creation of UNWLA or read about all past UNWLA
conventions (the first was held in New York on May 30, 1932). With this nostalgic look in honor of this
significant anniversary in our hearts, we have initiated and promoted a new and ambitious social welfare
project: “Assistance and Caring for the Elderly.” Already introduced in past issues, this program is designed
to help ten selected nursing homes in Ukraine.

The new program was thoroughly discussed at our National Board Meeting in October 2009 and the
execution of the first phase of this much needed program was kicked off in early December. First Vice
President Ulana Zinych, Social Welfare Chairperson Iryna Rudyk, and | traveled to Chicago to coordinate a
shipment of donated goods to the carefully chosen nursing homes located in western, central, and northern
Ukraine. As previously noted, Mission Outreach, a Chicago based not for profit, donated 299 boxes of surplus
items to our cause. These items included wheelchairs, rollator walkers, canes, sanitary items, etc. With the
help of volunteers from the Chicago Regional Council (coordinated by Luba Kalin, the Regional Council’s
president), this mountain of goods was repackaged and packed; boxes were grouped and addressed. We thank
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the dedicated and lovely ladies who worked in a vast, high-ceilinged, and chilly warehouse but created a
warm and charitable atmosphere. Members of the Ukrainian Women's League of Ukraine will be overseeing
the distribution of these donated items. The next phase of the “ Assistance and Caring for the Elderly” project
will be carried out independently by each Regional Council with the logistic support of Iryna Rudyk.

While this project blossoms within each Regional Council, we also encourage our members to
remember the seniorsin their own communities. As this column was being written, | learned that Philadelphia
Regional Council members had already begun preparing for their annual Christmas Outreach to senior
citizens and to othersin need. At last count, they were scheduled to deliver 55 Christmas Eve boxed meals on
December 23. The Detroit and New Jersey Regional Councils, aswell as individual branches in other parts of
the country, have similar programs, and we applaud these beautiful and generous efforts.

Moving to a different theme, in September, we received a letter from Irene Zabytko, the author of The
Sky Unwashed and When Luba Leaves Home. In her letter, Ms. Zabytko requests financial support for the
production of a documentary film (Life in the Dead Zone) featuring three elderly women survivors living in
the Chornaobyl Exclusion Zone. At the Executive Board meeting on September 12, this proposal was passed.
The UNWLA/Mary V. Beck Chornobyl Fund will be one of the sources of funding for this ambitious project
and UNWLA/Mary Beck support will be acknowledged in film credits and any related promotional materials.
This project will keep the Chornobyl disaster and Mary Beck’'s contribution to ensure that its tragic
consequences are never forgotten in the forefront. Vice President Anna Macidinski will be working closely
with Ms. Zabytko on this very important endeavor.

On Monday, December 7, 2009, Andriy Sadovy, the Mayor of Lviv invited me and three other
community leaders to lunch in New York City. During this luncheon, | was able to unofficially intercede on
behalf of the Lviv Regional Council of the Ukrainian Women's League of Ukraine and touch upon an
administrative office rental issue. These women do amazing work and at this time are attempting to connect
children in their Oblast with their mothers who are working in Italy via Skype. | shared this information with
the Mayor and he assured me that SUU in Lviv would soon be relieved of its rental obligations (after a city
council vote). This would allow the organization to concentrate on its beneficial work rather than worrying
about paying its rent. Thank you, Mr. Mayor.

Allow me to take this opportunity to wish all of our readers and their families a Happy and Healthy
2010! Eighty-five active yearsin the life of our organization naturally leads us to reflect on accomplishments
and assess future directions and ways to stay relevant in a changing world. We need to continue to grow and
to direct our efforts and endeavors in a manner that helps us stay true to our principles and goals. Satisfaction
and successes will follow. With respect and love towards each other, we can ensure that the UNWLA
continues its important contributions to the lives of Ukrainians everywhere!

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THE ICW GENERAL ASSEMBLY
FROM KYIV, UKRAINE TO JOHANNESBURG, SOUTH AFRICA

The International Council of Women (ICW)
holds its General Assembly (GA) every three years.
In 2003, the 30th ICW General Assembly convened
in Perth, Australia. It was in Perth, that the National
Council of Women of Ukraine offered to host the
2006 General Assembly in Kyiv. Some ICW
members were skeptical about Kyiv as a venue for
the 31st General Assembly, citing Chornobyl and an
unstable government as reasons other venues would
be more suitable. As NCW/USA delegate with
personal ties to Ukraine, | was among those who
lobbied to have Kyiv host the 2006 GA, and | was
thrilled when these efforts reaped the desired result.
Those who attended the GA in Kyiv were also
delighted. For me and other diaspora Ukrainians, it
was a momentous occasion—the culmination of a
long-held dream that the National Council of
Women/Ukraine would resume its rightful place in
the ICW and host women from around the globe in
Ukraine's capital. It was at this General Assembly
that Johannesburg, South Africa, was sdected as the
site of the next ICW GA.
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The 32nd General Assembly of the
International Council of Women convened from
October 13 to 20, 2009, and | attended as the United
Nations—New York Liaison Officer for ICW.

It took over 20 hours to get to Johannes-
burg, and it was a journey | was not sure whether |
should take. Because of the global economic crisis,
al of the NCW/USA members had declined
invitations to the event, and the thought of traveling
such a great distance alone was a little unnerving.
But my interest in the ICW’s work, in meeting old
friends from different countries, and in visiting
South Africa soon convinced me to take the plunge,
and | was rewarded by pleasant companions and in-
teresting conversations on the flight to and from
Johannesburg.

At the airport in Johannesburg, | was met by
a shuttle driver from the hotel where ICW delegates
were staying and was advised that, for safety
reasons, hotd guests should use the hotel shuttle
rather than cabsto travel around the city.

Once at the hotel, | began to meet with other
ICW delegates from around the world. All together,
there were 177 attendees—124 delegates and 53
observes—representing 27 countries. In comparison
to previous GAs, the number of delegates was rather
small—a reflection of the worldwide financial crisis.
As a result of the economic crunch, many National
Councils had not paid their dues to the ICW and
could not propose a candidate to the ICW Board or
even vote Despite financial difficulties, the
National Council of Women of Ukraine was
represented by 4 delegates: NCW/Ukraine President
Tetyana Kondratyuk, Larisa Gerich, Lyubov
Mlikhnyak, and translator Ekaterina Druzhinia.

Prior to the official opening ceremonies, GA
delegates and aobservers were taken on a tour of
Johannesburg and Soweto. From the bus, one could
see mountains of golden dust from the gold mines.
The dust is everywhere, an unheglthy side-effect of
South Africa’ s wealth. There are no plants or bushes
to hide the dust or amdliorateits effects.

During this trip, we also saw the street
where President Nelson Mandela and Bishop Tutu
live. The tour guide explained that nowhere else in
the world do you have two Nobel Peace Prize
winners living on the same street.

Johannesburg, at this time, had already
begun preparing for the World Cup soccer games
that the city will be hosting in 2010, and we could
see from a distance a huge soccer ball high on a
pole. Hotels are being built at a fast speed; un-
fortunately, as the African tour guide explained, top
jobs go first to outsiders—skilled workers from
other countiesin Africa and other parts of the world,
because there is little training available for South
Africans. We were also told that big companies are
moving out of the city due to violence and
robberies. Then the bus drove through the slums
where the poorest of the poor live in shacks with no
plumbing, surrounded by garbage. It was a pitiful
sight that contrasted with lush greenery, beautiful
flowers, colorful songhirds, and gorgeous peacocks
that roam freely in the streets and even in the hotel
dining room.

The ICW General Assembly officially
opened on the afternoon of the following day,
October 14. It was a momentous occasion that
coincided with the 100th anniversary of the National
Council of Women of South Africa and the 121st
anniversary of the ICW’s founding. ICW President
Dr. Anamah Tan opened the ceremony, and other
speeches followed. A girls' choir sang beautifully
and later played native wooden instruments that
were interesting to see as wdl asto hear.

As part of the anniversary celebrations, the
ICW president asked every delegation to sing Happy
Birthday in its native language. The proxy president
of Finland invited her husband to sing, and as he
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was quite a good singer, their “happy birthday”
sounded best. A reception and dinner followed,
there were more speeches and more traditional
songs and dances from our South African hosts. A
former ballerina, part of the delegation from
Ukraine, also danced.

The next day, the working meeting started
with a speech by the ICW president, thanking
NCW/South Africa for holding this GA in
Johannesburg. Actually, because of apartheid, two
National Councils exist in South Africa—the
National Council of Women of South Africa that
hosted the General Assembly, and the Nationa
Council of African Women, which was invited to
attend the General Assembly. During the GA, the
president of the National Council of African Women
thanked the National Council of South Africa for
helping the African women's group during the
apartheid years, sometimes risking their own livesto
do so. She added, “At this time, we are free and
need to do our part to rebuild this country.”

On Friday, the ICW honored Mrs. Shirley
Boberg Munyan for her work in caring for women
and children suffering from HIV/AIDS. Shirley’s
life was also celebrated in the United States, where
she was recently honored for her contributions to
NCWI/USA and to the ICW. During this event, | was
asked to speak about her and thanked her for
everything she has done for so many during her life
time, especially for the NCW/US. Her generosity
includes donating mileage to many delegates from
third world countries, making it possible for them to
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attend meetings in the United States and at the UN.

Next on the agenda were 3-minute reports
given by NCW presidents. NCW/Ukraine reported
that its main objective was working to address the
following tasks: sustainable development, gender
equality, prevention of discrimination based on
gender, and combating all forms of violence. The
United States follows Ukraine alphabetically, and as
proxy president for NCW/US, | was to deliver our
president’s report, which | presented somewhat “ of f
the cuff” as | had been given no written version. |
did emphasize that the NCW/USA president worked
very hard, and that part of her work was to ensure
that our organization met its financial obligations to
the ICW.

The UN representatives in NY, Geneva,
Vienna, and Rome then reported on their work. As
ICW-UN representative from New York, |
reminded delegates at the GA that, since being
elected Co-Chair of Sustainable Development, | had
proposed that we mark the 100th anniversary of the
National Council of Women of South Africa and the
121st anniversary of the ICW by planting trees on
the hotel grounds.

One important feature of ICW Generd
Assemblies is the election of new ICW officers and
the sdection of atheme for the coming term. At this
GA, Cosima Schenk Monfrini from Geneva was
elected to serve as the next ICW president. The
theme for the ICW for the next three years is
“Progress for Women, Progress for All.”

| was asked to bid farewell to outgoing
President Dr. Anamah Tan. In my speech, | thanked
Dr. Tan for the support that she has given the UN
team and NCW/US during the past six years; | aso
thanked Vice President Laura Finne-Elonen for
paying dues for a new member of UN-ICW New
York team—a woman who has recently come to
New York from Ukraine and whaose special skill is
translating documents into the French language.

Onthelast evening before the closing of the
General Assembly, a banquet was held to honor the
outgoing ICW president and the newly eected
president. There were many thank you speeches and
a very special musical program—a group of street
children in colorful costumes performing native
South African dances. Their performance was
magnificent.

| close this article with a personal note about
one of the highlights of my stay in Johannesburg—
meeting women | had previously met at other IWC
General Assemblies. It was especially gratifying that
many delegates to the GA in Johannesburg ap-
proached me to thank me for playing a role in the
ICW'’s decision to hold its 2006 GA in Kyiv, an
event they remembered with glowing praise and
with enthusiasm.

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Yara at Twenty:

| discovered that Yara was going to be
twenty in the middle of my talk about our company
for the Coffeehouse Chronicles at La MaMa last
spring. When | was invited to talk at this series,
which documents the history of American theatre in
New York, | assembled my favorite photos from
each of our productions. | was showing them to the
audience, when suddenly it dawned on me: “We just
did our twentieth show—that must mean Yara's
twenty.” | just said it out loud and then started
figuring it out. “Let’s see, we started our company
in the winter of 1990, so next winter Yara will be
twenty,” and the audience applauded. | was a bit
startled—both by the news and that | let everyonein
on the random passing thought. Perhaps this had
happened because it was La MaMa—I was at home.

A month later | was sharing this same
revelation with an audience in Africa | had been
invited to come to Central Mozambique to record
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traditional folklore. Since this was my first trip to
the country, | was first to stop in Maputo, the capital
city, and meet people involved in culture. When |
shared these details of my itinerary with Peter
Bejger (Yara's great friend in Kyiv who now lives
in the United States), he told me there were
Ukrainians in Mozambique. Quite frankly | was not
sure how to react to this news. Was he pulling my
leg? Afterward | Googled this and sure enough
someone had a blog about Ukrainians in
Mozambique. | wrote a note and heard back almost
immediately from a Dmytro Yatsyuk who offered to
organize a lecture for me at the Polytechnic
University in Maputo.

I took him up on this offer. | already had all
the pictures for a presentation assembled in
PowerPoint. Soon a flyer about the event appeared
in my e-mail. There was a press release in the major
newspaper, and my Wikipedia entry appeared in
Portuguese, the predominant language of
M ozambique.

After a very long flight—Mozambique lies
on the east coast of southern Africa—I was
delighted to meet Mr. Yatsyuk. We spoke in
Ukrainian, but he wanted me to speak in English at
the lecture. Many of the students and artists invited
to the event could speak a little English, and he
offered to translate what | said into Portuguese for
the rest. The lecture (co-sponsored by the
“Comunidade Ucraniana de Mocambique’) went
very well. There were interesting questions and |
met some wonderful artists from the local theatre
and the National Company of Song and Dance.

The day after my lecture, Mr. Yatsyuk and
his wife took me around Maputo and introduced me
to the sights of the capital. | stopped by to see the
couple two months later on my way back to New
York, and now we are old friends.

So now “next winte” is here. Yara is
celebrating twenty years of theatre with a winter
festival of poetry, music, and art at the Ukrainian
Institute of America on January 22-23, 2010. We've
invited other artists to create new art inspired by our
twenty shows.

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Sorting It All Out

Mass media and Internet resources for
information have profoundly changed our behavior
and the way we acquire information. We have, in
fact, access to so much information that a new
problem has arisen—how to sort, sift, and apply this
information to our specific needs. This information
overload applies to many aspects of our lives,
including health concerns. So if you are confused
with the current onslaught of medical recommenda-
tions and innovations, you are not alone. Even the
medical community has not unanimously embraced
nor completely understood some of the purported
“new knowledge’ and the changes this knowledge
seems to indicate.

Confusion aside, access to the Internet pro-
vides a tremendous amount of information that at
times can be frightening, with or without valid cause.
Such information captures and lists in great detail a
range of conditions and situations which may not be
relevant to us personally but is often presented in a
manner that overwhelms us and takes us down a
path of worry and concern. Knowledge is power, but
unfiltered information has the power to create
unnecessary anxiety. This is especially true if such
information has to do with health and medicine.

While the purported purpose of the health
recommendations we read about and hear about isto
inform and to make an elegant case for how to
protect health while at the same time avoiding
unnecessary tests, not all of these recommendations
can be viewed as “gospel truth.” Some of the most
recent recommendations, for example, those related
to postponing mammograms and other diagnostic
procedures, have created a stormy controversy in the
scientific community and in the medical community.
Similar recommendations and advice have made
many people wonder what they should believe and
what they should do: Should | have this test? Should
I have this X-ray? Should | get this shot? Should |
take this pill?
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But the real question we should ask is what
information we should we heed and what we should
avoid or ignore. The answer could have a profound
and measurable impact on our lives. This is a
revolutionary time that embodies advanced inquiry
and a desireto learn. Many of the new findings and
recommendations augur well for the future and are
based on extensive research designed by leaders in
the field of medicine. Unfortunately, some informa-
tion does not come from qualified sources and may
do more harm than good.

Wisdom and prudence means stepping back
from the information that is coming at us from so
many directions and evaluating it from a rational
perspective. The first thing to do is “consider the
source.” Is the person or institution or organization
making the recommendation reputable? Is the
information/recommendation backed by solid re-
search? Also remember that medicine and medical
recommendations are seldom “one size fits all.” So
while it is good to seek knowledge, it is better to
make certain that the information you have found is
valid and appropriate for your persona
circumstance and well-being. And thus the best way
to begin sifting, sorting, and processing the infor-
mation, recommendations, and advice is to discuss
what you have heard or read with your physician.

The future will bring new changes to the
face of medicine, new recommendations, and new
innovations. Inquisitive scientific minds will dis-
cover new ways to deal with old diseases and new
treatments or diagnostic protocols will proliferate.
An inquisitive public will continue to seek
information about all aspects of health care, whether
to seek cures for personal ailments or to find
answers to generic health questions. Imagine how
far we might cast our inquisitive nets and how rich
and abundant the results might be.

“The Art of Listening

Listen. v. to hear something with thoughtful attention.

In good communication, it is very important
to hear what someone else is saying rather than
getting into the “art of things’ and missing out on
the true and intended message. Listening (rather
than just hearing) begins with the ear and under-
standing how it functions. To begin with, humans
have two ears. One is an anatomical ear and oneis a
social ear. I'll let the doctors dissect the anatomical
ear; I'll have fun exploring the social ear.

The Ear. The ear in its social sense consists of two
channels and the necessary switches to service them.

So don't even
ask mel” Her outburst starts a chain reaction of
considerable proportion.

Chain Reaction. Hearing Basia's words, Masia
(who has similar PBC data stored in her Ear) pipes
up, “1 have no timeto bake. I’'d rather give money.”

By now, Madam President Dosia has begun
to notice that her remarks have been misunderstood
by Basia and Masia and begins trying to clarify her
previous statements: “Ladies,” she says, “you don’t
have to bake, and we don’'t need your money.”

This comment is heard by all, including
Annia, president of Chapter A, who has her Ear
switched to Open Mind Channel (OMC), a channel
that is wide and roomy and which allows
information flowing into the ear to be analyzed by
the brain, which sorts and processes the sounds
Annia has heard.
