“HAIIE XXUTTA”, YHEPBEHb 2013
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A TRULY INTERNATIONAL DAY AT
THE UKRAINIAN INSTITUTE

April 24, 2013, was a sunny, beautiful day,
too beautiful to spend indoors, one would think.
However, it was the date for an unusual event, an
Antique Ukrainian Women'’s Attire Fashion Show,
featuring Ukrainian folk songs performed by art-
ists of the Ukrainian Studio of Drama under the
tutelage of Maestro lvan Bernatsky. Rest assured
that no one regretted missing a day in the sun.

This event, called a “tea” by the United
Nations Delegations Women’s Club (UNDWC),
was organized by Dr. Natalia Sergeyeva, wife of
Mr. Yurij Sergeyev, the Ambassador and Perma-
nent Representative of Ukraine to the United Na-
tions, in cooperation with the United Nations
Delegations Women’s Club, headed by Madame
Amal’ Daou. Much of the planning and organiza-
tion was done by Mrs. Marta Kokolskyj, adviser to
Ukraine’s Permanent Mission to the UN.

Among the invited attendees were spouses
of Permanent Representatives of United Nations
Member States, women ambassadors to the UN,
and members of the UNDWC. The guests includ-
ed Mrs. Ban Ki-moon, wife of the Secretary Gen-
eral of the United Nations, and Mrs. N. Jeremic,
wife of the President of the United Nations Gen-
eral Assembly. Present were also some ladies of
Ukrainian descent, among them over twenty
members of the UNWLA, some members of chari-
table NGOs, and a handful of invited gentlemen.
As usual, the rooms of the historic Institute were
pristine and impressive, which added to the fes-
tive mood.

Before the official opening of the event,
there was much friendly chatter, greetings, intro-
ductions, laughter, flashing of cameras—just as
one would expect when close to 200 women gath-
er in one place. Two young ladies (both members
of the UNWLA), Alla Kutsevych in a costume
from Bukovyna and Ludmyla Hrabovsky in a
Podilla costume, quietly took their place at the
front of the room and began entertaining guests
with their musical prowess—Ludmyla singing and
Alla singing and playing the bandura.

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Contemporary Decorative and Applied Art” at the
Ukrainian Museum.

Following the greetings, the guests were
transported into another world, the beauty of an-
tiqgue Ukrainian fashion presented in a highly ar-
tistic manner. While each model/actor represent-
ing a given region of Ukraine walked, danced or
flowed down the “runway,” melodious sounds of
the region were heard. Some of the models actual-
ly sang while modeling their costumes. | cannot
mention all, but one of these was Lubov
Shepchyk, who beautifully sang an aria from the
opera Natalka Poltavka while modeling a cos-
tume from the Poltava region.

A very young lady, Ksenia Kaczurak, very
emotionally sang “Moya Ukrayino” while stepping
along the runway. This writer definitely experi-
enced emotional goosebumps during this arrest-
ing performance.

Mapisa 'namiok
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These past few weeks have produced am-
bivalent emotions and feelings for me—thoughts
filled with pride but also deep concern and frus-
tration. The Ukrainian Easter season is one in
which our Ukrainian roots and traditions shine
the brightest—the Easter Mass is filled with maj-
esty, pomp, and solemn ecclesiastic rituals; the
Holy Week leading up to the Easter Sunday Mass
includes numerous services replete with deep
spirituality and introspection; and let us not for-
get the wonderful smell of the paska as it exits the
oven! We so often take for granted the defining
moments of these times. But a time will come
when we will long to grasp these memories, taste
the paska on our tongues, and feel the comforting
embrace of tradition and national pride.

In this wonderful season of Easter accord-
ing to the Julian calendar, some disturbing tidbits
of community news surfaced in the New York City
area. On April 12-13, 2013, the Annual Meeting of
the General Assembly of the Providence Associa-
tion of Ukrainian Catholics decided to close down
the newspaper America on May 4, 2013, due to
the high costs of sustaining it. In addition, The
Ukrainian Weekly, which will celebrate the 80th
anniversary of its first issue in October, will be
converting to digital format only. Both of these
landmark newspapers state that economic reali-
ties have brought them to these very difficult de-
cisions. The informational landscape of the bilin-
gual and English-speaking Ukrainian America is
rapidly changing.

At about the same time, it became public
knowledge that the annual St. George (7th Street)
Festival had come very close to not being held,
until several community leaders spearheaded an
appeal for its continuation. Following this dis-
turbing news, it was announced that the grade
school of the only full-time Ukrainian school in
Manhattan was closing this June due to low en-
rollment. Will this dramatic step cascade into a
series of other closures, which might erase the
presence of Ukrainians in the East Village and
therefore in New York City? Once the grade
school closes, is the high school next? And will the
sale of the building follow? And if indeed the
building is eventually sold or rented, will this
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mean that Ukrainian Saturday school and Ukrain-
ian dance lessons will become homeless? And if
this occurs, and the traffic of Ukrainian young
families in the East Village becomes minimal, how
then will this affect church attendance? How does
this pattern of events affect the Ukrainian profile
in one of the largest cities in the United States—a
city which has been vibrant with Ukrainian activi-
ties, festivals, youth organizations, etc.? Perhaps
my spiraling predictions border on panic—but
perhaps they are also a wake-up call. For only if
we look into the future, rather than merely worry-
ing about today’s economic challenges, will we see
that we are in danger of losing our comforting
embrace of tradition and pride.

The May 5th issue of The Ukrainian
Weekly contains calendars of summer festivals—
“A Ukrainian Summer: where to go, what to do....”
and has pages of summer camp write-ups across
the United States and Canada. How wonderful to
see that our children and grandchildren can expe-
rience that comforting embrace of tradition and
pride! But is this where it ends, or are we ensur-
ing that experiences such as these are available
year-round? And are these activities (music,
dance, youth organizations, etc.) still part of a vi-
brant Ukrainian community and neighborhood?
Are we actively engaging in our communities to
ensure that a Ukrainian community, both social
and religious, lives, that the Ukrainian spirit
lives? Are we being proactive, or is passivity pre-
vailing? Is it winning? If the latter is true, the im-
portant question is why? And how do we fix this
malaise? Can we fix this malaise? Do we want to
fix this malaise?

Each of us should assess our role in this
guagmire. How much does the saving of our or-
ganizations, our communities mean to us? Let us
engage in active discussion to this end—Ilet us in-
vite our young adults to participate and listen to
what they have to say. On April 13th, a Communi-
ty Development Workshop was held in Toronto,
Canada. It was entitled “Stronger Communities
through Stronger Organizations: Addressing the
Challenges, Sharing the Successes.” Such open
discussions are, | believe, the only method for us
to examine where we are today, where we would
like to be in the future, and the path to get there.
However, these forums will only work if all our
organizations work together—putting aside per-
sonal views, personal ambitions. Can we do this to
ensure the future of that comforting embrace of
Ukrainian tradition and pride—the traditions
and pride which our forefathers rooted in the
United States and which it is our duty to preserve
for the future? Although | am addressing this is-
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sue from the UNWLA perch, | propose it is time
to take the initiative in organizing a concrete form
of dialogue, and address these issues community-
wide.

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SHORT HISTORY OF THE PHILADELPHIA REGIONAL COUNCIL - 75 YEARS
from 1938 to 2013

Delegates from the Philadelphia Regional Council at the XXIX UNWLA Convention held in 2011.

This year the Philadelphia Regional Coun-
cil will be celebrating its 75th Jubilee Anniver-
sary. It will be a time to reflect on the past, com-
memorate the vision of its founders, mark the ac-
complishments of its members, and plan for the
future of its organization.

From its inception in 1925, the Ukrainian
National Women’s League of America (UNWLA)
was created as one national organization until
recommendations were made by the delegates at
the UNWLA Third National Convention held in
Philadelphia on May 29-30, 1937, to reorganize
and form nine regional councils as the organiza-
tion grew in numbers. Each regional council
would have its own branches reporting to it. In
June of 1938, as a result of the resolution, a re-
gional council was established for the Philadelph-
ia metropolitan area which included Branches 2,
41, 42, 46, 47, 48 and 52. Of these branches, only
Branch 52 remains to this day, but many more
have been formed throughout the years.

The women during these difficult forma-
tive years were patriotic and committed to cultur-
al, educational, and humanitarian issues. They
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planted the seeds for an organization that would
grow and flourish for years to come.

Throughout its history there have been
twenty-one presidents, with some serving more
than one term. (See the next page for a complete
list of names.)

At the present time there are eleven
branches in the Philadelphia Regional Council.

Throughout its history it has
conducted many art exhibits
promulgating and fostering
Ukrainian culture. Beginning
in 1940, an outstanding event,

gional Council added a new
dimension to its mission by
organizing seminars on early
childhood education. By the
1970s, four branches initiated
Svitlychky, or  Ukrainian
nursery schools, which were
very much needed by young
families. Although the Region-
al Council today no longer
conducts Svitlychky itself, it
continues to support the
Svitlychka at the Ukrainian
Educational and Cultural Cen-
ter (UECC), and many of the
teachers are Soyuzianky.

From 1968 to 1982, the
Philadelphia Regional Council
continued to grow. There were
now twenty branches, making
it the largest regional council
in the UNWLA.

It also presented
an exhibit of exquisite icons
honoring St. Olha at the UECC.
Another highlight during this
time was the Ukrainian Folk
Art Exhibit at the prestigious
Philadelphia Museum of Art in

was a period of exponential
growth when many new immigrants arriving after
World War 11 joined our Regional Council. The
Council worked with the American Red Cross and
the United Ukrainian American Relief Committee
in helping new refugees acclimate to their new
homes. Many more exhibits and pysanky demon-
strations were held at the International Institute.
Books were published about the poetry and writ-
ings of Lesya Ukrainka.

In 1964, the Regional Council worked
with the Ukrainian Congress Committee of Amer-
ica in organizing a Philadelphia Community
Committee to attend the formal blessing and ded-
ication of the Taras Shevchenko monument in
Washington, D.C. This noteworthy event was at-
tended by thousands of people, including many of
our Soyuzianky, who took an active role in the
festivities honoring the Bard of Ukraine.

During the 1960s the Philadelphia Re-
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1974, which featured pysanky,
wood carvings, ceramics, and kylyms.

In 1980, when the Ukrainian Educational
and Cultural Center, a non-profit organization,
was incorporated in Jenkinstown, Pennsylvania,
the UNWLA Philadelphia Regional Council be-
came one of its founding members. After the
UNWLA sold its domivka in Philadelphia, it
opened its new home at the UECC, where it con-
tinues to this day.

At the UECC many fine art exhibits of
prominent Ukrainian artists, such as Andrusiw,
Bervinchak, Bozemsky, Hutsaliuk and others,
were presented for the benefit of the Ukrainian
Museum in NYC in 1982-83.

A highlight of the UNWLA Convention in
1982 was an exhibit of kylyms held at the Balch
Institute of Ethnic Studies. Three more fine art
exhibits were sponsored by the UNWLA in 1992-
93 at the UECC, featuring works by Nowakiwsky,
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Tytla, Hlushchenko, Hnizdovsky, Hryshchenko
and Moroz. They were all held for the benefit of
the Ukrainian Museum in NYC.

Another fundraising event was also held
in 1994 for the Building Fund for the Museum as
well. It raised more than $13,000.

Benefits held for Our Life magazine in-
cluded $10,000 for the Press Fund and $1,800 for
the Children’s Fund from the sale of a children’s
book.

Many literary events took place in the ear-
ly 2000s. The first one was an interesting presen-
tation of Lysty Tak Dovho Idut, a collection of the
correspondence of Lesya Ukrainka, compiled by
author Svitlana Kocherha and published by the
UNWLA. Another important event honored au-
thors Dr. Wira Wowk (pseudonym for Vira Se-
lianska from Rio de Janeiro) and Marta Tarnaw-
sky of Philadelphia.

In 2003 several exhibits were presented
in UECC about the artistic creations of
Soyuzianky from all generations and immigra-
tions. Also in conjunction with the Senior Citizens
Association, the Regional Council prepared and
distributed packages to needy seniors in and
around the Philadelphia area. It also collected
$10,000 for the humanitarian needs of Ukraine
during the days of Ukraine’s independence and
the Orange Revolution. It also supports the en-
dowment for Women’s Studies at the Ukrainian
Catholic University.

Three more museum-quality exhibits
were held at the UECC in conjunction with the
Heritage Studies Center at Manor College—in
pysanky, gerdany and embroidery from 2010 to
2012.

There were a number of exciting devel-
opments in the past year. The Council published
its first cookbook, Sharing Our Best, with 296
pages of recipes donated by the UNWLA mem-
bers. More than 500 copies were sold. Another
highlight was an excursion to the Pearl S. Buck
House at Perkasie, Pennsylvania, to view one of
our branches' three-time award-winning Ukraini-
an Christmas room exhibits.

In recent years, newer immigrants have
been joining the UNWLA again. Some are form-
ing their own branches, and others prefer to be-
come part of existing groups.

The Philadelphia Regional Council will be
celebrating its 75th anniversary on June 9, 2013,
at the Ukrainian Educational and Cultural Center
with a round table discussion, “Seventy-Five
Years—What Follows?” A jubilee luncheon and
musical interlude will follow. A commemorative
book, which will be available at the banquet, is
also being published about the activities of the
Regional Council from 1938 to 2013.

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LANGUAGE EDUCATION, WRITING, AND CULTURAL VALUES
IN UKRAINE AND THE UNITED STATES

An Interview with Olexandra Kostenko

Just twenty years ago most students in Ukraine could hardly dream
about enhancing their education in the United States or elsewhere in
the West. Today spending a few years studying in an English-speaking
country is both a desirable and an entirely possible experience, which
not only significantly improves one's spoken and written English, but
also imparts a broad, cross-cultural perspective on any number of
things, including education. On my recent visit to the University of Illi-
nois, I met with a graduate student who hails from the opposite end of
Ukraine, but happens to share my educational background in English,
my interest in teaching language, and even my name (Oleksandra).
Over coffee, Olexandra and I compared studies in Ukraine and the
United States and talked about language education—including about
how it reflects different mindsets and cultural values.

Olexandro, what and where did you study
in Ukraine, and what brought you to the
United States?

In Ukraine, | studied the English language and
literature at the Oles’ Honchar National Universi-
ty in Dnipropetrovsk. After graduating, | stayed
on to teach English at this institution and found it
to be a challenging experience. | realized that
many of my students were only slightly below me
in their level of English, and | knew that I could
truly benefit from exposure to an authentic Eng-
lish-language environment. So | decided to pur-
sue a teaching degree in the United States. | ap-
plied to the Fulbright Program, which is an aca-
demic exchange program that operates world-
wide. It took me three years of applying to finally
receive the scholarship, but | was encouraged by
the fact that a good friend of mine was able to get
this grant the very first year. So | pushed hard and
finally succeeded.

| came to the United States in 2011, and
the Fulbright Program placed me at the Universi-
ty of lllinois at Urbana-Champaign. Only with
time was | fully able to appreciate their choice of
university for me. This institution’s MA program
in Teaching English as a Second Language, in
which 1 enrolled, is very strong, and | soon dis-
covered that several of my professors are well-
known and respected scholars in the field of se-
cond language acquisition. So this has been an
extremely beneficial educational experience for
me.
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Olexandra Kostenko graduates with an MA
in Teaching English as a Foreign Language from
the University of Illinois, Urbana-Champaign.

I know that as part of this program, you
wrote a very interesting MA thesis. Could
you please describe this project and ex-
plain the rationale behind it?

As a teaching assistant at the University of Illi-
nois, | taught the principles of academic writing
to foreign students. During my studies in Ukraine,
I never had a course in academic writing myself,
which is unfortunate because the ability to write
clearly and persuasively is such a vital skill. So |
decided to utilize this teaching experience in my
Master’s project and compare the principles of
academic writing, in particular the writing of ar-
gumentative essays, in the United States and in
Ukraine. As you know, in Ukraine high school
graduates are required to take an exam in the
Ukrainian language and literature as one of sev-
eral external evaluation tests. An important part
of this exam is writing an argumentative essay.
As | noticed, however, the expectations and
guidelines for these essays are very different from
the academic writing standards in the United
States. Compared with American academic writ-
ing, which is very straightforward and clear, writ-
ing in Ukraine is often more vague and philosoph-
ical.

I decided to see if | could adapt some of
the principles of testing academic writing in the
US—for example, from the English placement test
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for foreign students at the University of Illinois—
to the external exam in Ukrainian for high school
graduates. | wrote up a proposal to modify the
existing essay requirements, and make the essay
more specific, more argumentative, and more
clearly structured. Then | got in touch with a
number of teachers of Ukrainian, both in the
United States and in Ukraine, and asked them to
give me some feedback on this test proposal and
on the feasibility of introducing it in Ukraine.

And what kind of a response did you re-
ceive?

It's interesting, but not many teachers wanted to
participate in this study—not even the ones at my
alma mater in Dnipropetrovsk. Only with difficul-
ty was | able to find several interested professors
from a few Kyiv universities, for example. | re-
ceived eight responses total, so it is hard to gener-
alize, but my results show that those teachers who
had at least some exposure to academic writing
abroad received my ideas very positively. They
praised the innovations | proposed, including
making topics for the argumentative essays spe-
cific and practical rather than broad and abstract,
such as “What is love?” They also liked the specif-
ic argument structure which | proposed to intro-
duce. The rest of the teachers, however, disliked
the innovations and suggested that we keep the
test the way it is right now.

Why do you think they disliked your sug-
gestions? Did they explain their point of
view?

I think it is because high school education in
Ukraine is more aimed at developing general hu-
man values. You probably remember that this
general humanistic framework was part of all the
subjects we studied at school—not only literature
or history, but also the sciences, etc. Many of my
Ukrainian respondents insisted on keeping this
framework because they consider it an important
goal of high school education to teach these values
to students. Some Ukrainian teachers even men-
tioned in their responses that the social problems
faced by the United States right now, such as gun
violence and mass shootings in public places,
stem from the lack of an education in humanistic
values in American schools.

Of course, this is a philosophical question.
I understand where these teachers are coming
from, but I also think that mastering the skills of
clear and persuasive argumentative writing is in-
valuable for the students’ future academic and
professional careers.
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You’ve been here for about two years.
What surprising differences or similarities
between the educational systems in
Ukraine and in the US did you discover?

I discovered that here, there is more of a focus on
practical ability, on implementing the skills that
you learn in class. In Ukraine, it's more about the
theory: we read, we discuss readings, but we do
not really go outside the classroom and apply it in
practice. And here all the research that people
undertake in linguistics and language teaching is
connected to practical ability. For example, as
part of my coursework here, | had a compulsory
teaching component. | taught English to a group
of volunteers—usually spouses of international
students at the University of lllinois—and had a
chance to practice and test the ideas and methods
learned in class.

Another difference is that in Ukraine stu-
dents don't do much group work in class, espe-
cially outside of language classes. Because of it, |
think Ukrainian students lack group skills. And
it's a good set of skills to have, it's teamwork. Alt-
hough we have this expression that two heads are
better than one, we don’t seem to implement it in
education.

What do you see yourself doing in 5-6
years from now? Could you talk a little bit
about your future plans?

I plan to continue my studies in the USA. | would
like to complete my Ph.D. here and | want to con-
tinue my research in writing and testing. In the
long run, I envision myself in academia—maybe
here and maybe in Ukraine—but | want to work
on developing tests and curricula for writing, and
I want to work with international students...

Are you more interested in developing
curricula for teaching Ukrainian or for
teaching English?

I would say for teaching Ukrainian because | think
I can bring more useful input into the practices of
teaching Ukrainian in Ukraine—taking as an ex-
ample the practices of teaching English which 1
studied here. Even though these languages are dif-
ferent, classes are different, and audiences are dif-
ferent, there are many things that could be benefi-
cially adapted in Ukrainian education.

Branch 108 of New Haven, CT, $howcases Ukrainian Culture

UNWLA Branch 108 of New Haven, in
conjunction with the Connecticut Ukrainian-
American Historical Society, recently created a
Ukrainian culture and traditions exhibit that is
currently on display at the Ethnic Heritage Cen-
ter. The Center is located on the campus of South-
ern Connecticut State University in New Haven,
Connecticut.

The exhibit, “Ethnic Cultural Traditions,”
showcases the cultural heritage of the five mem-
ber societies: the Greater New Haven African-
American Historical Society, the Connecticut
Irish-American Historical Society, the Italian-
American Historical Society of Connecticut, the
Jewish Historical Society of Greater New Haven,
and the Connecticut Ukrainian-American Histori-
cal Society.

Six professionally prepared Ukrainian
panels display the following celebrations, tradi-
tions, customs, commemorations, and folk arts:
Christmas and Easter, Taras Shevchenko, Ukrain-
ian Independence, the Holodomor, lvana Kupala,
and pysanky, wood carvings, bead work, embroi-
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dery and kilim. In addition to the exhibit panels,
there are two large displays of Ukrainian folk art,
as well as of Easter and Christmas traditions.

The 32” x 40” panels were created by
UNWLA members Gloria Horbaty and Lida
Choma, who researched and wrote the text. They
were assisted by UNWLA member and curator of
St. Michael's Ukrainian Heritage Center, Iryna
Hladkyj. Mrs. Horbaty is also President of the
Connecticut Ukrainian-American Historical Soci-
ety and a member of the Ethnic Heritage Center’s
Board of Directors. The UNWLA is a “friend” of
this non-profit, 501c3 organization.

On April 7, 2013, in conjunction with the
exhibit, a pysanka lecture and demonstration was
given at the Center by Gloria Horbaty.

EASTER ACTIVITIES AND GAMES

Easter in Ukraine was a time of community celebra-
tion—the beginning of spring and the end of the Lenten peri-
od. Children enjoyed all aspects of the Easter traditions, es-
pecially the activities.

One of the oldest customs of Easter was performance
of the vesnyanky (spring songs) and the hahilky, the song-
games which date back to Ukrainian pagan times, in the
fourth century A.D. or earlier. The ancestors expressed their
joy of nature by creating a variety of songs, dances and

games that imitated and celebrated nature. After Christianity was adopted in Ukraine, these ancient
dances and songs continued.

The first activity to be expected after Easter brunch was the sound of the church bells being rung
by one of the village boys. It is said that whoever first rang the bells after eating was predicted to be the
first in many things during the coming year. The krashanky (dyed hard-boiled eggs) were used in many
games played by the children of all ages. In one, krashanky were rolled towards each other in the grass.
Another variation is the game Trial of the Krashanka (chokannia krashankamy) where two eggs would
be tapped together. Young boys would sit in a square and roll an egg to the opposite corner; if their egg
cracked, their place was taken by another boy. Older boys played more active games. They would toss
their egg high in the air and see if it survived the fall to the grass. In Kranakohuta, a krashanka was
tossed between two boys who had to both avoid breaking the egg and avoid throwing it to a third boy, the
Kohut (rooster), who would try to catch the egg. If he succeeded, the one who last held the egg became
the new Kohut. The winners of all the games were those who finished with
whole eggs.

COURTING CUSTOMS AT EASTER TIME

After Christianity was accepted, many rituals were discontinued;
however, the courting customs remained, since weddings were restricted
during the Advent and Lenten periods.

The courting custom that took place on Easter Monday, or “Sprin-
kling or Dousing Monday,” represented an earlier time when water was
regarded as life-giving. On that day, the most popular young women
would be sprinkled with water by the eligible young men. Young maidens
prepared pysanky to distribute to all admirers, a ransom paid to stop the
dousing. A distinctive pysanka would be given a young man of special in-
terest. If accepted, an engagement and marriage might be expected in the
months to follow.
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What’s Up with the Gluten-Free Craze?

The label “gluten-free” is just everywhere
—in supermarkets, restaurants and on food prod-
ucts. Is this a new fad? What exactly is gluten and
why are we talking so much about it?

Gluten is a protein that is found in wheat
and wheat products. It is also present in other
common grains, such as barley and rye. Gluten
and the related substance, glidin, are proteins
that produce significant problems in the disorder
referred to as “celiac disease” or “sprue.”

Celiac disease is an autoimmune disease
that can affect individuals from infancy to adult-
hood. It is caused by a reaction to wheat/glidin.
There is no specific cause of this disease but it is
more common in individuals of European de-
scent, individuals with autoimmune thyroid dis-
ease, type-one diabetics (those requiring insulin
from a young age), those with Down's syndrome
or a condition known as microscopic colitis. Celi-
ac disease is more common in women. Many pa-
tients go undiagnosed or are told that their condi-
tion is simply IBS—irritable bowel syndrome.

The best way to describe the condition is
to discuss the changes that happen in the walls of
the intestine. Under normal conditions, the walls
of the intestine have hair-like projections called
“villi.” These can be likened to a plush carpet
with deep piles. The piles permit the absorption of
vitamins, minerals and nutrients. In celiac dis-
ease patients, the villi are damaged (by the glu-
ten) and the plush carpet is now more like a
smooth floor. The surface cannot absorb the nec-
essary nutrients, vitamins and minerals, which
are lost in the stool. Symptoms include ab-
dominal pain, weight loss, malnutrition, fatigue,
anemia and other issues stemming from the intes-
tinal losses. Untreated patients develop malnutri-
tion, despite an adequate diet. It should be em-

phasized that many patients may not possess all
the intestinal symptoms that suggest this diagno-
sis, but could have unexplained anemia, puzzling
bone disease with bone pain and osteoporosis—
as Vitamin D and calcium are some of the nutri-
ents that are lost.

Interestingly enough, the only reason that
the disease is now more openly discussed and ad-
dressed is because more individuals know that
they carry this diagnosis—thanks to better screen-
ing and knowledge.

Certain criteria should be met in order to
substantiate the diagnosis. Blood tests are readily
and easily available. They can detect elevated an-
tibodies. The tests should be done with gluten
ingested so as to be certain that the antibodies are
present. Testing on a limited or gluten-free diet
will result in a normal test. Confirmatory tests
can include an actual biopsy of the intestine, and
they are both highly specific and sensitive. Many
individuals actually do a self-confirmatory pre-
liminary evaluation: they follow a strict, gluten-
free diet for at least one week and see if their
symptoms improve (diarrhea, bloating, ab-
dominal pain, cramps). Then they resume a glu-
ten diet and see if the symptoms return.

There are many resources for gluten-free
diets. In fact, many supermarkets devote a spe-
cial aisle to such resources, mostly using rice-
based products. These tend to be more expensive
but work well as substitutes. There has also been
a barrage of cookbooks for gluten-free diets, and
certainly the Internet is full of information that is
easily available. Finally, decreasing the consump-
tion of wheat and wheat-derived products many
not be a bad idea for everyone, as this may help
with optimal weight maintenance.

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BURIED CHERRY COOKIES

1/2 c. butter 1/4 tsp. salt
1 c. sugar 11/2 c. flour
1egg 10 oz. maraschino cherries,
11/2 tsp. vanilla save juice
1/2 c. unsweetened cocoa powder 1 c. semisweet chocolate chips
1/4 tsp. baking soda 1/2 c. sweetened condensed milk
1/4 tsp. baking powder 4 tsp. cherry juice

Mix butter and sugar. Then add in vanilla and egg. Then mix in cocoa powder, salt, baking powder, bak-
ing soda and then flour. Roll into 1-inch balls and place on ungreased baking sheet. Poke a hole in the
middle and place a maraschino cherry. Bake at 350° for 10 minutes. When cool, frost with fudgy frost-
ing—put chocolate chips, sweetened condensed milk and cherry juice in a pan and slowly heat until
chocolate is melted.

STRAWBERRY CREAM SHORTCAKE Olga Bochna, Branch #43
11g. Sara Lee pound cake 1 c. sweetened condensed milk
1 (5.1-0z.) pkg. vanilla instant 1 tsp. vanilla extract
pudding mix 1 (12-0z.) ctn. Cool Whip
11/2 c. water 2 c¢. strawberries, hulled and sliced

Slice the cake very thin and lay half the slices in a 13 x 9-inch glass baking dish. In a bowl, combine the
pudding mix, water, milk and vanilla with an electric mixer. Fold in the Cool Whip. Pour half of this over
the cake and lay half of the strawberries on top. Repeat to make a second layer. Refrigerate until well
chilled. Serves 8 to 10.

Cut up 1 cup strawberries into a small saucepan. Add 1/4 cup of water and bring to boil. Mix sugar and
cornstrarch in cup; add the other 1/4 cup water and mix and stir into the sliced strawberries and mash
strawberries. Reduce heat and simmer about 5 minutes. Slice remaining strawberries (approximately 1
1/2 cups). Place over angel food cake, pound cake, waffles and/or ice cream. Top with sauce. Or: stir
sliced berries and cooled sauce together, then pour over whatever you wish.

11/2 c. boiling water 11/2 c. sliced strawberries
1 (6-0z.) pkg. or 2 (3-0z.) pkgs. 1 (8-0z.) tub Cool Whip whipped topping,
Jello strawberry flavor gelatin thawed, divided

1 ¢. cold water

Add boiling water to gelatin mix in large bowl; stir 2 minutes until completely dissolved. Stir in cold wa-
ter. Place strawberries in 6-cup mold; cover with 2 cups gelatin. Refrigerate 30 minutes or until gelatin is
set but not firm. Meanwhile, refrigerate remaining gelatin 30 minutes or until slightly thickened. Whisk
in 2 cups Cool Whip until well blended. Spoon over gelatin layer in mold. Refrigerate 4 hours or until
firm. Unmold. Serve topped with remaining Cool Whip.
