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Since the very beginning of the Maidan
two years ago, the UNWLA has been supporting
first the students, then the soldiers, and now the
wounded and their families through generous
gifts of humanitarian aid and moral support.
Since the time when UNWLA members first saw
the excitement and hope in the eyes of the Maidan
participants and then the shock and pain in those
very same eyes, our Social Welfare Chair (first
Iryna Rudyk and then Lidia Bilous) and her
committee as well as our nationwide membership
have been working tirelessly to help Ukraine in its
internal and international struggle towards de-
mocracy. However, the first official trip to Uk-
raine of a National Board representative and the
first working visit with various officials and part-
ners in our quest to lighten the burden of our fel-
low Ukrainians was in December of 2015. Please
allow me to share the highlights of our December
3rd through December 13th trip to Kyiv and L'viv
(President Marianna Zajac and Financial Secre-
tary Vera Kushnir).

December 3rd Visit to the main Military Clini-
cal Hospital in Kyiv together with Dr. Maria Furtak
(UNWLA representative in Ukraine in the areas of
Humanitarian Aid and Social Welfare). We visited
about a dozen wounded soldiers, mostly volun-
teers, and their families. We also met with the
“Volunteers’ Hundred” organization.

Meeting with Dr. Ludmilla Porokhniak-
Hanovska, President of the National Council of
Women of Ukraine, and some of her membership
as well as with Maria Savchenko, mother of im-
prisoned Nadia Savchenko.

December 4th We met with Dr. Ulana Suprun,
Director of Humanitarian Initiatives for the
World Congress in Ukraine to discuss possible
project partnership.

We had meetings in the Parliamentary of-
fices with Iehor Soboliev, Chair of the Committee
on Preventing and Fighting Corruption; Mariia
Ionova, Deputy Chair of the Committee on Euro-
pean Integration; and Iryna Lutsenko, member of
the Committee on Human Rights. These visits
gave us an idea about the general political land-
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scape in Ukraine. It was clear that conducting ma-
jor political reforms is still an uphill battle.

December 5th-6th Visit to Saints Peter & Paul
Church in L'viv and Rev. Fr. Stepan Sus, Director
of the Center for Military Chaplaincy, who has
also helped establish chaplaincy programs for
children living in orphanages. On Sunday, De-
cember 6th, the “National Armed Forces Day” was
celebrated at the Church with many dignitaries in
attendance.

It was very rewarding that both two-star
General Pavlo Tkaczuk and Governor Synyutka of
L'vivshchyna acknowledged the many contribu-
tions of the UNWLA during this trying time in
Ukraine.

December 7th Visit to L'viv Military Hospital
and distribution of monetary aid to the most
needy wounded, especially those with spinal cord
injuries.

We met with the U.S. doctors and nurses
of the International Shriners Outreach Mission as
well as with their Ukrainian partners on this first
day of the mission. (Main reason for our trip to
Ukraine). The mission was scheduled for Dec. 7-
12 as the doctors prepared to examine 140 chil-
dren (burn victims) at the L’viv Children’s Re-
gional Clinical Hospital (Okhmadyt) and prepared
to select pediatric patients for surgery. A very well
attended press conference was held on this open-
ing day of the Clinic. (The UNWLA was instru-
mental in this historic medical mission as it fund-
ed the doctors’ flights and stay in Ukraine as well
the transport of needed medical supplies before-
hand.) This mission was most successful as 37
children were operated on (entirely without
charge to the parents) and 17 were evaluated to be
brought to Shriners in Boston. The Ukrainian
doctors worked side by side with the Americans
and the cooperation was very rewarding. The
UNWLA received much acknowledgement for
partnering with the doctors to make this historical
mission possible.

December 8th We participated in a Celebrato-
ry Mass and receptions on the occasion of the
Ukrainian Catholic University’s School of Theolo-
gy receiving accreditation by the Vatican.

Meeting with Natalia Klymovska, UCU
Vice Rector for Development and Communica-
tions, in order to discuss possible UNWLA contri-
bution to the development of rehabilitation pro-
grams at UCU. Rehabilitation (physical and psy-
chological) is a pressing need at this particular
time.

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December 9th Meeting with Rev. Fr. Zeleniuk,
former dissident and a partner for Dr. Maria Fur-
tak as she travels to visit Ukrainian soldiers in
military hospitals.

Meeting with Paraskovia Dvorianyn, Dep-
uty Chair of the Oblast Council of L'vivshchyna.
This presented an opportunity to familiarize Ms.
Dvorianyn with the extensive work of the UNWLA
as one of her top priorities is improving the lives
of people in her oblast.

December 10th Visit to Dzherelo, a children’s
rehabilitation center, whose vision is one in which
children with disabilities in Ukraine are given the
opportunity to realize their fullest potential, both
physically and intellectually—in a society that ac-
cepts as well as respects their rights and appreci-
ates their unique gifts. The UNWLA has support-
ed this center in the past and continues to com-
municate with its leadership.

We met with Dr. Oleh Romanchuk, Direc-
tor of UCU Institute of Mental Health, in order to
discuss the Institute’s plans to deal with post-
traumatic stress syndrome and the returning mili-
tary population and their families.

We attended the open lecture series with-
in the UNWLA Women’s Studies Lectureship at
UCU. The lecture was very well-attended. We
were able to witness the lectureship’s growing
success thanks to the determination and focus of
coordinator Halyna Teslyuk.

December 11th Visit to Hospital #8 and Dr.
Vasyl Savchyn with whom the UNWLA has been
partnering for five years. Dr. Savchyn and the As-
sistant Director of the hospital, Dr. Oleh
Stoyanovskyj, demonstrated the use of several
pieces of medical equipment which were donated
by Shriners and transported by the UNWLA. They
also showed us the storage of medical supplies
and materials received in the same manner for

the future use of the pediatric burn unit headed
by Dr. Savchyn.

We attended the presentation of the UN-
WLA-sponsored documentary film, Ms. Maydan,
within the framework of the UNWLA Women’s
Studies Lectureship at UCU.

Farewell dinner with the U.S. medical
team and the Ukrainian medical support team at
the home of Dr. Vasyl Savchyn. All those attend-
ing felt great pride and accomplishment after a
grueling week of intense work. Congratulations to
one and all!

December 12th At the invitation of Oreslava
Chomyk, President of the National Women’s
League of Ukraine, we attended the annual Na-
tional Board meeting. Prior to the official opening
of the meeting, an interview was given to L'viv TV.
At this conference, the UNWLA received certifi-
cates of appreciation from Archbishop Thor Woz-
niak of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church and
Patriarch Filaret of the Ukrainian Orthodox
Church, Kyivan Patriarchate. In addition, the Di-
rector of the regional children’s hospital also
passed along his personal gratitude through Pres-
ident Oreslava Chomyk.

December 13th Departure from L'viv and flight
back to the United States.

As you can read from the above summary,
our trip was very busy, extremely interesting and
rewarding. Many new contacts were made; new
and possible initiatives were discussed. The UN-
WLA’s profile has risen considerably—unfor-
tunately, it is during a time of political uncertain-
ty and human suffering in Ukraine. Each of our
members should feel proud and hold her head
high as we have formed a solid support system for
our brethren in Ukraine.

Here’s praying and hoping that 2016 brings hap-
pier times to Ukraine!

UNWLA DETROIT REGIONAL COUNCIL CELEBRATES DUAL
ANNIVERSARIES

On October 17, 2015, the UNWLA, the largest
and oldest Ukrainian women’s volunteer service
organization in the United States, celebrated its
goth anniversary in New York City. One week lat-
er, the first Regional Council established in 1935
in Detroit, Michigan, followed up with the festivi-
ties commemorating both the goth National and
8oth Detroit Regional anniversaries.

On October 25, 2015, at the Ukrainian Cul-
tural Center, harnessing its current membership
of 200 representing eleven branches, amidst dig-
nitaries and invited guests, the Detroit Regional
Council gathered to celebrate this momentous
occasion. Under the banner of “Honoring the
Past, Working for the Future” the stage was
set to acknowledge the organization’s and its affil-
iate’s years of dedicated volunteer work toward
preserving our Ukrainian identity, culture, and
heritage.

The evening began with the welcoming re-
marks made by the mistress of ceremony, Natalie
Maruszczak, 3rd Vice President of the Detroit Re-
gional Council. Branch 76 members with its Pres-
ident Tetyana Bedrus then led the audience in
singing the American, Ukrainian, and UNWLA
anthems, accompanied on the piano by member
Iryna Svytka. Ms. Maruszczak then introduced
Vera Andrushkiw, Detroit Regional Council Pres-
ident, who welcomed our honored guests, UN-
WLA President Marianna Zajac, U.S. Senator
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Debbie Stabenow, D-Michigan, Amanda York,
representative from the office of U.S. Congress-
man Sander Levin, and Marion Reich, Executive
Director of the International Visitors Council of
Detroit.

While it is impossible to touch on everything
that occurred during these 90/80 years, we can
focus on the organization’s motivation, mission,
and goals. In her introductory remarks, Vera An-
drushkiw explained that the motivation for the
formation of the UNWLA was the direct result of
“the exclusion of the National Council of Ukraine
from the International Council of Women at its
General Assembly in Washington, D.C., in May
1925.” She went on to say that the organization
“had always given voice to the voiceless,” which
continues to be its mission to this day. She fur-
ther underscored that the goals of the organiza-
tion remain the same—“promoting the education
of children, preserving cultural heritage, fighting
for human rights, and providing charitable sup-
port in response to various disasters and social
needs.” With such lofty goals, the UNWLA and 11
branches of the Detroit Regional Council have a
challenging agenda to work on, given the current
situation in Ukraine in which thousands of per-
sons have been displaced by the war.

Ms. Maruczsczak then introduced the cere-
monial lighting of candles that symbolized the
unity between the UNWLA National Board and
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the Detroit Regional Council. UNWLA President
Marianna Zajac lit the first candle honoring all
the UNWLA members. The second candle was lit
by Lida Kolodchin, UNWLA Honorary Member
and Honorary President of the Detroit Regional
Council—for all UNWLA Honorary Members.
Vera Andrushkiw, President of the Regional
Council, lit the third candle for deceased mem-
bers. With this moving tribute we were all united,
past and present. To complete this ceremony, Zir-
ka Clark-Zubar, 1st Vice President of the Detroit
Regional Council, led the gathering in the UN-
WLA prayer.

We were elated to hear from our honored
guest, the Honorable Debbie Stabenow, and
grateful for her continued support of Ukraine in
its fight for a democratic European future. U.S.
Senator Stabenow acknowledged the contribu-
tions of the Ukrainian people by bringing diversi-
ty and a rich cultural heritage to Michigan. She
thanked the Ukrainian women for organizing and
being a source of strength and ingenuity to the
community.

The Philadelphia Regional Council (Okru-
ha) of the Ukrainian National Women’s League of
America and the Ukrainian Heritage School, both
located in the Ukrainian Educational and Cultural
Center (UECC), have jointly initiated a humani-
tarian project to aid children of the fallen soldiers
who have perished during the ongoing battle
against Russian invaders in eastern Ukraine.

“We wanted to do something during
Christmas time that would bring a little sunshine
and happiness into the lives of these children,
many of whom are now orphans, as a result of the
fighting in Ukraine,” said Halyna Keller, member
of the Philadelphia Regional Council. She added,
“We wanted every child to get a Christmas gift.”

Danna Yudina, Social Welfare Chair of the
Philadelphia Okruha, traveled to Ukraine to identi-
fy the children who would benefit most from this
program. She visited 41 children, ages five months
to 19 years, from different parts of Ukraine, who
were affected by the Maidan. She talked with them
and their mothers, and took photos.
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She told the moving story of one little boy,
Matviyko, who was born on the day his father was
buried. His mother Luba is now a devastated wid-
ow with five children. Another story was about
Mykhaylyk, whose father perished during battle
and mother died of throat cancer a month later.
He is now being cared for by his grandparents.

“Every child has his or her own heartrend-
ing story. I felt I had to go home to organize a way
to help these poor victims—a way to make them
feel loved and not forgotten,” said Danna Yudina.

Ms. Keller and Ms. Yudina contacted Olha
Kostiv, principal of the Ukrainian Heritage
School, and Vera Pryszlak, PTA President, to pre-
sent the project. Both were overwhelmingly in
favor of it and quickly prepared a way to imple-
ment it. It was decided that each classroom, K-12,
(total of 17) would adopt a boy and girl (ages
comparable to the class). In addition, Svitlychka
took two infants and two toddlers. Branch 91 of
the UNWLA “adopted” one boy, and the Philadel-
phia Regional Council took the last two.
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The children from the Ukrainian Heritage
School were excited to help their “brothers and
sisters” in Ukraine. Collections began on October
28 through November 21. The Okruha room at
the UECC was inundated with packages of goods
for the children. The items that were collected
included warm clothing, toys such as dolls, Legos,
and Hot Wheels, as well as toiletries, school sup-
plies, candy, etc. When news of this was posted
on the Ukrainian Heritage School website, an
anonymous benefactor donated $1,000 for mail-
ing costs.

Ms. Keller said, “The response to the pro-
ject has been overwhelming. I knew we would get
a generous participation from our community,
but I never anticipated the amount of thoughtful-
ness and the incredible generosity of our students
and community. I hope this will make this
Christmas season a bit easier and a little nicer for
these children who have been through so much.”

The project should enable the children to
receive their Christmas gifts on time. Not only will

For
example, our month-long poignant Easter dis-
plays organized by our Art/Museum Representa-
tives Katya Steciuk and Tania Silecky are exhibit-
ed not only in North Port, but also in Venice, Eng-
lewood, and two Sarasota libraries—all thanks to
Katya’s vision of expanding this program. Mem-
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bers who helped in this project are Oksana Lew,
Roma Guran, Irena Radzykewycz, Roxolana Yary-
movych, Myroslava Futey, and Chrystia Stecyk.
We also appreciate the contributions of non-
members who shared crafts from their extensive
collections and helped with setup, as did Irene
Copie and Adrian Lazor. In addition, Tania and
Irene have given demonstrations in the art of
writing pysanky at the libraries and at the Emeri-
tus Assistant Living Community. The feedback is
always superlative and the public looks forward to
our exhibits every year. In December, Slava Stefa-
nyshyn is known for her displays at the North
Port Library, for they are always a feast for the
eyes. Also at this library, we continue participat-
ing in “Christmas in the 1800s” by helping chil-
dren create the traditional Ukrainian ornament of
a spider on a golden web while telling them the
charming background legend. Nadia Belej, who
prepared the kits for this activity in the last two
years, gets help from other members during the
event.

Neonillia Lechman and Dr. Vira Bodna-
ruk, our Public Relations Representatives, reach
out by educating the American community about
Ukrainian history and major current events. They
fulfill their primary function by constantly keep-
ing our legislators abreast of crucial Ukrainian
issues through letters and meetings with them. At
North Port High School, via lectures with videos,
they effectively teach students about the Ukraini-
an Holodomor. In Sarasota and Venice, month-
long library displays present a variety of informa-
tive sources on this tragedy.

OUR COVER ARTIST

Halyna Mazepa was born in 1910 in St. Petersburg, Russia, where her parents were students; d. in Ca-
racas, Venezuela, 1995. Her family settled in Dnipropetrovsk in 1915. Halyna’s father was appointed prime
minister of the Ukrainian National Republic (UNR). Halyna left Ukraine with her parents in 1921 after the
Bolshevik Revolution. The family was interred briefly in a camp for UNR soldiers in Kalisz, Poland, and then
lived in L’viv (then part of Poland) until 1923, unable to return to Ukraine. Eventually Halyna and her parents
settled in Prague. There, Halyna studied illustration at the State School for Applied Art (1929-1933) and sub-
sequently had a successful career illustrating children’s books and designing costumes for the theater and
dance. She also attended Ukrainian Studio of Visual Art, Prague, where she met the artists Mykola Krychevsky
and Sophia Zarytska. Halyna visited Paris in 1933 and met the artist Vasyl Diadyniuk, whose neo-Byzantine
style and addition of icon-painting elements into his images influenced her painting style. She exhibited in
Berlin and Prague (1933), in the Retrospective Exhibition of Ukrainian Art (National Museum, L'viv, 1935),
and in other shows. In 1945, Prague bombing killed her mother and two sons, and the approaching Soviet ar-
my compelled her to flee to Germany with her husband. They immigrated to Venezuela in 1947 with their new
son. A second son was born, and Mazepa resumed painting, continuing to incorporate Ukrainian historical
themes and folklore. She had a solo show at the Museo de Bellas Artes, Caracas, in 1948 and continued to
work as an illustrator. Her work is held in numerous museums and private collections. Halyna Mazepa’s
paintings are currently part of the exhibition at the Ukrainian Museum in New York City, The Ukrainian Di-
aspora: Women Artists, 1908-2015.

OVER-THE-COUNTER PAIN MEDICATION: WHAT IS THE DIFFERENCE?

Nobody likes being in pain. Untreated
pain has significant functional, emotional, cogni-
tive, and social ramifications that negatively affect
our day-to-day life. Fortunately for us, there are
multiple over-the-counter (OTC) options availa-
ble to relieve our pain, allowing us to carry on
with our regular routines. It seems pretty easy to
take a pill and have your pain go away, until you
have to decide which one to take. So what is the
difference between acetaminophen (Tylenol), as-
pirin, ibuprofen (Advil), and naproxen (Aleve),
and does it really matter which one we actually
take? Here is a brief guide to help you make the
right choice.

Pain medications work as analgesic, anti-
pyretic, or anti-inflammatory agents. Analgesic
pain includes headaches, muscle pain, or men-
strual pain; an example of pyretic pain is the pain
from a fever; and inflammatory pain includes
pain from swelling. Acetaminophen works best as
an antipyretic agent (if the fever is below 101°
Fahrenheit) and works well as an analgesic agent.
Too much acetaminophen (more than 3.2 grams
per day) may cause liver toxicity; acetaminophen
is found in multiple cough and cold products so it

is important to check the ingredients to make sure
that you are not taking too much of it. Ibuprofen
and naproxen work best as analgesic and anti-
inflammatory agents, and ibuprofen works well as
an antipyretic agent (if the fever is above 101°
Fahrenheit). Because of the risk of cardiovascular
events and gastrointestinal irritation, ibuprofen
and naproxen should not be used for a long dura-
tion of time without first consulting your doctor.
Aspirin works well as an analgesic, antipyretic,
and anti-inflammatory agent and may also be an
option to consider. Aspirin, ibuprofen, and
naproxen should be taken with food or milk to
minimize stomach discomfort while acetamino-
phen may be taken without regard to food.

Depending on where your pain is coming
from, it is important to select the proper OTC
agent to get optimal relief. All four options work
for the three different kinds of pain, but aceta-
minophen works better for the fever and ibu-
profen, aspirin, and naproxen work better for
generalized and inflammatory pain. If you are ev-
er unsure of what to take, ask your local pharma-
cist for help!
