Section 3: Instructions for conducting a video recording of an interview with a senior

Goals

UNWLA member

The UNWLA Archives Standing Chair has undertaken a project "Video history of the UNWLA", the
purpose of which is to collect an archive of video recordings of interviews with senior UNWLA members
(age 70 and over) about their work and memories of the UNWLA. The snippets of video recordings will
be used for various projects.

Preparation for Recording an Interview

After introducing yourself and explaining the purpose of the video interview, the interviewer
should ask for written permission (see consent form below) to use the recorded material for
various projects. If the person does not wish to sign the consent, but has agreed to be
interviewed for archival purposes you should do an audio recording.
You should provide the list of questions to the UNWLA member so they are prepared before
recording. Modern cell phones allow you to record videos of fairly good quality. You can use
other recording device (video cameras, etc).
To ensure good quality, it is desirable to have:

v' a quiet room,

v' good lighting,

v' a stand for a cell phone/video camera. Before recording, check whether the angle of

inclination is good, whether the person is at a good distance from the recording device.

Preferably, but not necessary: Ukrainian attire of the UNWLA member.

Recording the Interview

The questions below are basic, you can add your questions. If necessary, repeat the question,
clarifying questions can be added. The tone of the conversation should be friendly, showing
sincere interest in the story of the soyuzyanka, and respect for her.

Duration of recording should be 7-15 minutes, longer if the story is interesting.

Ending the interview; final steps

Be sure to thank the UNWLA member for this interview. Ask if you can call again in case you
have additional questions.
Save the video file under the name:

“year-month-date_ UNWLAmemberlLastname_Firstname_Branch#’

(if the recording was made on April 3, 2023 with the UNWLA member of Branch 70 Camila
Huk, the file name would be “2023.04.03_Camila_Huk_Br70”)

Scan or take a photo of the consent document and send it to archives@unwla.org. Name of the
document “year-month-date UNWLAmemberlLastname_Firstname_Branch# consent_form”.
The UNWLA archivist will send you a link to the UNWLA Google Drive folder, to which you need
to upload the video file.

organization?

Why did you decide to join the UNWLA?

Did you meet someone interesting during your time with the UNWLA?

What is the most memorable thing/things your Branch did?

What was the funniest story from your life in the UNWLA?

What was your saddest time at UNWLA?

How did the UNWLA impact your life?

How did your participation in the UNWLA affect the life of the community - local or global?
What do you wish for your Branch (if it still exists) or for UNWLA as a whole for the next 100
years?
