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During the past 80 years, Our Life has documented historical
events such as the end of World War II, the postwar period, and
the history of the UNWLA, making the publication’s pages a vital
historical record. The magazine wrote about the declaration of
Ukraine’s independence on August 24, 1991, and the final collapse
of the USSR four months later. Since then, the publication’s focus ~ January 1944 issue of Hame xutrs
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has been sharply oriented on events in Ukraine, the revival of the Ukrainian Women’s League in Ukraine, and
the ongoing work of the UNWLA in the United States.

The name Our Life signifies the publication’s role in the mutual sharing of information about the UNWLA’s
life, both achievements and challenges. Reports on the activities of the National Board, Regional Councils,
and Branches, as well as global women’s movements are featured and the struggle to ensure that the voice of
Ukraine is heard, particularly within the United Nations. The magazine remains a cherished connection for
many long-time members, especially those who are now inactive, serving as their link to the organization
they devotedly served for decades.

Readers of Our Life vary in their engagement with the magazine. Bilingual members read our pages
extensively, while others focus on either the Ukrainian or English pages. In Ukraine, the magazine serves
both as a method to stay informed about and connected with Ukrainian matters, as well as to learn English.
Moreover, despite financial challenges, the UNWLA is committed to keeping the subscription affordable
and relies on the Press Fund to fill funding gaps.

Historically, the idea for a printed publication of the UNWLA emerged in the early 1930s. By 1944, the
need for an independent publication led to the launch of Our Life that has been published continuously ever
since. The success of the magazine is the result of dedicated editors and contributors who have enriched the
content with their talents and vision.

The magazine highlights notable Ukrainian women through sections such as “Women’s Portraits of Ukrainian
History,” a celebration of figures such as Natalia Kobrynska, Olena Pchilka, and Olha Kobylianska. Our
Life serves as a bridge connecting Ukrainian women worldwide, fostering friendship, and encouraging
continued activism and cultural preservation.

Beginning with the September 2020 issue, a new, more contemporary design was introduced, with greater
emphasis on photos and graphic elements, and the magazine began to be printed on higher-quality paper
than previously.

With each issue, our goal is to fulfill the mission of Our Life—to report on the scope and impact of our organization’s

work; to celebrate the achievements of our members and accomplishments of Ukrainian women worldwide, and

to share Ukraine’s rich culture and fascinating history — and to do so while representing and engaging all our
readers, whether younger or older, born in the United States .or in
Ukraine, native Ukrainian-language speakers or not.

INTRODUCTION

What guides us on this road? Unlike many exclusively Ukraine-focused organizations in the United
States concentrated in only one region, the Ukrainian National Women’s League of America (UNWLA)
is a network of Branches and individual members across the country. Their individual and combined
perspectives, experiences, and local initiatives pump blood to the heart of the UNWLA.

In all four pillars of our activity —advocacy, education, culture, and social welfare -UNWLA is guided by an
unwavering commitment to advocate for Ukraine, educate the community and the world about this beautiful
nation, and promote educational access and Ukrainian culture worldwide. Most importantly, UNWLA cares
for Ukraine, for her people, and I hope that every page of this report will contribute to illustrating this fact.

The details of the work that was accomplished by the many people who serve
on the National Board, in the Regional Councils and Branches, as well as by
Members-at-Large can be read in the respective reports in this XXXIII Convention book.
In this report are highlights of activities and areas in which
either I played a leadership role or was deeply involved.

PRE-FEBRUARY 24, 2022

When the UNWLA XXXII National Convention concluded in June 2021, little did anyone realize that life
would change so significantly only a few months later - that the unthinkable would happen and change the
life of every Ukrainian on the planet. So, while our organization continued to respond to the needs that
emerged after moscow’s incursion into eastern Ukraine in 2014, in response to russia’s invasion in February
2022, UNWLA focused on redoubling our efforts in growing and strengthening our organization. A strong
organization is better equipped to help those in need. These are several highlights from this effort:

e The first-ever digital UNWLA annual report was launched for use by Branches, Regional Councils
and Branches-at-Large Liaison. This change from a paper-based system not only made reporting easier,
this new method also enabled the National Executive Committee, as well as chairs of UNWLA Standing
Committees to better see a summary of the wonderful work being done by Soyuzianky nationwide.

e Education and training sessions, for example:

- September 18, 2021 — “UNWLA Basics” review with the entire National Board,
- December 4, 2021 — half-day training for Branch Presidents;
- January 29-30, 2022 — sessions on the implementation of the new annual reports format.

e Two new staff were hired — Office Administrator Halyna Cherednichenko, replaced the recently retired,
long-time employee, Olya Stasiuk, and Communications Coordinator, Alina Zhurbenko.
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e In December, in response to urgent requests for assistance, UNWLA launched a major fundraising
initiative for oxygen concentrators and CPAPs for those suffering from COVID-19 in Ukraine. The
“Oxygen for Life” campaign raised more than $30,000 in one month.

e In December 2021, our national initiatives were released as the first-ever “Calendar of Engagements.”
The first fundraising campaign in that series was for the Pediatric Burn Mission.

e A national Finance Committee was established, per UNWLA Bylaws.

POST-FEBRUARY 24, 2022

On February 24, 2022, moscow escalated its invasion of Ukraine

and the trajectory of our work changed dramatically. From the

very outset, our focus was on fundraising for humanitarian support

to send to Ukraine, and advocacy with elected officials and other

communities in support of Ukraine. I chaired weekly meetings

Crisis in Uk raine that began in March 2024 to coordinate our nationwide efforts.

Humanitarian Aid to Ukraine

In the early months of the war’s escalation, through my professional
contacts in healthcare, the New Jersey Hospital Association (NJHA) N I
assisted with medical aid. The NJHA and its many member hospitals =3 \ \ B
enabled us to send several tons of medical aid to Ukraine. More '
than 250 pallets of medical supplies and equipment and 40,000
doses of medications valued at more than $1.7 million were sent to

By December 2023, the UNWLA — through its members and generous donors — was able to send
the equivalent of $23 million of medical and humanitarian aid to Ukraine.

Social Welfare

In addition to the humanitarian aid that was provided in the early months of 2022, as the year continued, it
became clear that our social welfare efforts would need to be spearheaded by two separate individuals: Valentyna
Tabaka, UNWLA Second Vice President took the lead for sending medical supplies (specifically external fixator
devices and wound vacs, as well as albumin, and various pieces of analytical equipment needed by hospitals in
Ukraine), while Olga (Oka) Hrycak, Chair, UNWLA Social Welfare Standing Committee, focused on finding
support for non-medical needs. The details of these efforts can be found in their respective reports.
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As National President, routinely I was involved in the review of applications for financial assistance to programs
in Ukraine. Whether working with our partners in Soyuz Ukrainok Ukraine to expand the Babusi program, or
investigating possible new partnerships with organizations in Ukraine that were truly making an impact, my
engagement in social welfare was a constant.

Coordinating with Partners
In 2022 and 2023, in order to better understand the evolving needs in Ukraine, as well as coordinate with partners
in the U.S., Canada and internationally, I attended weekly humanitarian aid meetings with several groups:

e Ukrainian Congress Committee of America brought together representatives from the Ukrainian
Medical Association of North America, Plast, SUM, the Ukrainian Catholic University Foundation,
Ukrainian National Information Service, and United Ukrainian American Relief Committee.

e DEMAC (Diaspora Emergency Action & Coordination) funded
in large part by the Danish government and USAID, brought
together Ukrainian diaspora organizations with Ukrainian NGOs for
enhanced cooperation.

e Ukraine Health Cluster, a part of ReliefWeb Response (RW
Response), a specialized digital service of the United Nations Office
for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (OCHA).

UNWLA obtained a much-coveted approval for partnership with Airlink  Zoom session with UN agency
that provides free shipping of medical aid to Ukraine from the United States.  yepresentatives in 2022

Membership Growth and Visiting UNWLA Branches

From January 2023 through April 2024, I personally visited 47 Branches and held online sessions via Zoom
with nine branches, for a total of 56 branches within 15 months. A photo gallery of the visits can be found
in the June and December 2023 issues of Our Life magazine. Dubbed “vidviddil” [(a combination of two
Ukrainian words: vidvidyny (visits) and viddil (Branch)], this journey gave me a great insight into UNWLA
as a whole and where we should focus our efforts.

From the UNWLA XXXII National Convention in June 2021, our organization has grown from 1,662
members to 1,736 members in 2024 (a 4.45% increase) and acquired four new Branches (Cincinnati, Ohio;
Binghamton and Philadelphia; and Austin/San Jose, Texas). Although UNWLA lost several branches during
this period, today the UNWLA includes 66 Branches from New England to California. I have endeavored
to meet and get to know every Branch President, either during in-person meetings or via Zoom.

Major celebrations that I attended included:

Advocacy

During the evening of February 24, 2022, UNWLA held an already scheduled online national advocacy
training for all members with Vera Andryczuk, long-time UNWLA member and political activist from
Philadelphia, leading the training. The timing of the scheduled meeting with russia’s invasion was
unexpected and unsettling, however, this training kicked off a seven-day Advocacy Challenge. Each day of
the Challenge offered participants different ways in which to inform about and speak up for Ukraine. These
methods included contacting Members of Congress and the President, writing opinion pieces for local
media, and pushing for divestment from russia among university endowments and state pension funds. In
June 2022, the UNWLA launched an appreciation campaign — UNWLA Thank-a-Thon — thanking the
United States Government for the unprecedented support provided to Ukraine.

The next step was to create a UNWLA Advocacy Special Committee (National Advocacy Committee); the
committee’s membership has grown to about 40 individuals who participate in meetings that take place
every month (often bi-monthly). I frequently attend these meetings. Marianna Tretiak, Member-at-Large,
assumed the role of chair and has been in this position since 2022.

In 2022, the UNWLA, along with several other Ukrainian organizations in the U.S., co-founded the
American Coalition for Ukraine (ACU). The ACU brings together Ukrainian American, as well as non-
Ukrainian American organizations to:

e provide educational resources to elected officials and the American public about Ukraine’s history,
culture, and positive impact on the world;

e implement critical work in both the U.S. and Ukraine to support and encourage Ukrainian prosperity
and sovereignty;

e support American policies aimed at strengthening Ukraine’s defense, sovereignty, and reconstruction;
and serve as a strong voice in support of Ukraine’s sovereignty and territorial integrity.

The ACU held its first major summit in Washington, DC on September 18-20, 2022. A community advocacy
event on Capitol Hill, the event was attended by more than 270 advocates from 33 states. Two years later
in April 2024, more than 500 attendees representing 47 states, 200-plus electoral districts, and 100 diverse
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organizations came to Washington, DC for the fourth Action Summit.
Soyuzianky from around the country participated in all four summits.
I attended the first and fourth summits. During the fourth summit,
UNWLA had an information table at which we distributed information
about our organization and encouraged women to learn more about
UNWLA and become members.

Ukrainian children. The campaign, “Return Ukraine’s Children,” was
initiated and led by Marta Fedoriw, member of Branch 91 (Bethlehem, Pennsylvania). An important element
of this effort was the successful passage in Congress of H.Res.149 — Condemning the illegal abduction and
forcible transfer of children from Ukraine to the Russian Federation. The issue was raised by UNWLA in
many fora from Washington DC to New York City and by Branches across the country. The capstone event
in 2024 was a nationwide “Children Praying for Children” event on June 1 to coincide with International
Children’s Day. Many branches across the country held multi-faith prayer services for abducted Ukrainian
children to bring this horrific situation once again to the attention of the American public.

Culture

The Ukrainian Museum

According to the bylaws of The Ukrainian Museum (TUM), which is located in
New York City, the UNWLA President automatically becomes First Vice President
on the Board of Trustees of TUM. This mandate reflects the majority governance
role played by UNWLA, which founded TUM in 1976. While | had been a member
of the Board of Trustees since 2015, this new role added the responsibility of
monthly executive committee meetings to the quarterly Board of Trustee meetings.
My engagement also included monthly meetings of the Museum strategic planning
committee that began its work pre-COVID-19 and culminated its efforts with the
production in 2023 of a strategic plan for the Museum.

The Ukrainian Museum celebrated its 45th anniversary in 2022 (delayed by one year
due to the Coronavirus pandemic) and I represented the UNWLA by speaking about the
founding and early days of the Museum at a celebratory luncheon held June 5, 2022, at
the Water Club in Manhattan. This event also marked a farewell for long-time Executive
Director Maria Shust, who had guided the Museum from the time of its inception in 1976. -
The National Executive Committee provided substantial financial support for two exhibits i
at TUM: “Lesia Khomenko: Image and Presence” that marked Khomenko’s inaugural
solo museum exhibition in North America, delving into the exploration of identity and
politics, against the backdrop of russia’s war in Ukraine. UNWLA then supported the
“Maria Prymachenko: Glory to Ukraine” exhibit that featured more than 100 masterpieces

of Prymachenko’s work, including paintings, ceramics, embroideries, and children’s books.

Ukrainian American Artists Directory

The UNWLA Ukrainian American Artists Directory was an initiative that [
established when I still served as the chair of the UNWLA Committee on Arts
and The Ukrainian Museum [2017-2021]. The goal of this directory is to create a
searchable database of the many talented and diverse Ukrainian artists in America.
The catalog includes professional and commercial artists, as well as amateurs. The
final Artists Directory was launched in 2022 and can be found on the UNWLA
website: www.unwla.org/projects/unwla-artists-directory/ .
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Education

Digital Reports
The National Executive Committee, prior to the UNWLA XXXII National Convention,
established a subcommittee which I chaired to research the conversion of paper-based
annual reports required of the Branches and Regional Councils into a digital format.
As a result, a system for the submission of digital reports was launched in 2021. The
work was very demanding and required a great deal of attention and experience in data
management. To that end, in 2022, the National Executive Committee established the
Research and Data Management special committee chaired by Roksolana Sheverack,
member of Branch 98 (Holmdel/Middletown, New Jersey). Digital reports enable
UNWLA to:

e create outward-facing annual reports for the public and our supporters to see the work that we have

done in the previous year. To date, UNWLA published three Annual Reports (2021, 2022, and 2023) that

can be accessed through our website;

e provide Regional Council Presidents and Branches-at-Large Liaisons with detailed information about

the activities of their respective Branche;

e ensure compliance with IRS requirements for 501(c)3 charitable organizations; and

e cstablish a foundation for reporting that is focused more on impact rather than processes.

In 2023, inspired by the Staszkiw award, a new $4000 scholarship for students studying in the United
States was offered to UNWLA in partnership with the Vovk Foundation. The Vovk Foundation’s vision and
initiatives is to provide opportunities for students, entrepreneurs, and engineers/scientists to advance their
work and studies in the face of the brutal invasion of Ukraine. One student received an award in 2023. The
contest is now in its second year.

Scholarships for Students in America

Created in the 1980s and active until the mid-1990s, the Eva Staszkiw UNWLA
Scholarship was reinvigorated under my guidance in 2023. A devoted
Soyuzianka and advocate for educational opportunities, Staszkiw, a member
of UNWLA Branch 17 (Miami, FL) was committed to supporting those who
wanted to pursue Ukrainian studies. Two students were awarded $3000 each in
2023. The contest is now in its second year.

I played a leading role in creating the review panels for both scholarships. Both these scholarships are part
of the UNWLA mission to promote and develop educational opportunities for Ukrainians in the United
States. This scholarship is an investment in one of the most important factors of our Ukrainian community
in America — young people of Ukrainian descent.

Decolonization of Eastern European Studies Roundtable

On March 13, 2023, I convened and chaired a virtual roundtable

of representatives from various organizations interested in '

accelerating advocacy in the field of Eastern European studies:

Association for Slavic, Eastern European and Eurasian Studies ACADEMIC
(ASEEES), American Association for Ukrainian Studies (AAUS), ADVOCACY
and Shevchenko Scientific Society in America, along with NIRRT
professors of East European studies from various universities,

representatives from the organization Nova Ukraine and Razom;

as well as Soyuzianky interested in the topic all participated. This

meeting allowed us to become acquainted with the leaders of key academic organizations, demonstrate our
interest in advancing this topic, as well as present a roadmap for future action.

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Memorandum of Understanding with ENGin and Ukraine Global Scholars
In 2024, on my initiative, the UNWLA signed a Memorandum of Understanding with two exceptional
organizations based in the United States: Ukraine Global Scholars Foundation (UGS), and ENGin.

UGS identifies bright Ukrainian high school students (8-11 grades) from modest backgrounds in all corners
of Ukraine and helps them gain admission into, and receive full financial support from, some of the world’s
top boarding schools and colleges in return for their commitment to return and rebuild Ukraine. UGS is
raising a new generation of Ukrainian leaders capable of accelerating the development of post-war Ukraine.
UNWLA supports the UGS Summer Internship Program aimed at facilitating internships for UGS students
and the UGS Host Family Program by sharing information on UGS students looking for host families
during school breaks. During the summer of 2022, 2023 and 2024, National Executive Committee along
with all chairs of UNWLA Standing Committees worked with five UGS interns who were instrumental in
producing quality work products for the UNWLA (for example, in 2023, the “Decolonization of Ukrainian
Culture” was one such project). In the summers of 2023 and 2024, funding for the UGS interns was
generously supported by the Ukrainian Community Foundation of Philadelphia.

Launched in 2020 by UNWLA member, Katerina Manoff, ENGin is a grassroots nonprofit changing the
world one conversation at a time. In just four years, ENGin has connected more than 44,000 volunteers with
students for online speaking practice and cross-cultural exchange. Among other things, ENGin is designated
UNWLA’s official Volunteer Engagement Partner and UNWLA will share volunteer opportunities for our
members with ENGin.

Presentations

Chairs of UNWLA Standing Committees organize presentations that are offered to all members. Here are

a few that I organized through personal contacts with the individuals:
e “War in Ukraine: The Devastating Impact on Women and Children” on July 28, 2022. Presented by
Halyna Skipalska, MA, the Country Director for HealthRight International and the Executive Director of
the Ukrainian Foundation for Public Health, this was an early look at the already tragic effect of the war
on Ukraine’s most vulnerable.
e On June 1, 2022, Lisa Prytula, RN shared her experience volunteering with Ukrainian refugees in
Poland. She described ongoing efforts to improve health and quality of life for vulnerable Ukrainian
refugees and provide recommendations for ongoing medical support.
e On November 21, 2022, the UNWLA welcomed Dr. Emily Channel-Justice, the Director of the Temerty
Contemporary Ukraine Program at the Ukrainian Research Institute, Harvard University, and Dr. Kristina
Hook, Assistant Professor of Conflict Management at Kennesaw State University’s School of Conflict
Management, Peacebuilding, and Development. Both anthropologists and experts in Ukraine, they
discussed Dr. Hooks’s research of the 1932-1933 Holodomor and how this genocide fits in the context of
the current russian aggression against Ukraine.

External Representation

Roundtable for U.S. Department of State on status of Ukrainian women during the war on Ukraine
While many aid agencies currently work in Ukraine, the need for aid, nonetheless, remains immense.
Therefore, the outreach from the office of Acting Assistant U.S. Secretary of State for Global Affairs
Elizabeth Kennedy Trudeau to the Ukrainian National Women'’s League of America to convene a discussion
on global help for, and the current needs of, Ukraine’s women was welcomed by UNWLA. Held on
Wednesday, September 21, 2022, at the Ukrainian Institute of America (UIA) in Manhattan, the roundtable
was hosted by the UNWLA and the World Federation of Ukrainian Women’s Organizations (WFUWO)
represented by WFUWO First Vice President Marianna Zajac. Among those invited to brief the Assistant
Secretary were Kateryna Levchenko, Commissioner of Gender Equality Policy of Ukraine and Natalia
Karbowska, then head of the Ukrainian Women’s Fund.
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World Federation of Ukrainian Women’s Organizations
In October 2023, UNWLA Second Vice President Valentyna Tabaka
and I traveled to Przemysl, Poland to participate in the XII Congress
of the World Federation of Ukrainian Women Organizations
(WFUWO). The Congress was an opportunity to both celebrate the
75th anniversary of WFUWO and to hold the Second International
Assembly “Ukrainian Women in the World” that was, organized by = .

Directed by Lesya Kalynska, this impactful film follows a couple from the time of
the Maidan to the escalated invasion of Ukraine in 2022. Professor Timothy Snyder took part in an in-depth
conversation together with the film director. During the past two years, UNWLA has continued to support
the showing of the film.

Meetings with Representatives of American and Ukrainian Governments

From the start of the escalated invasion of Ukraine, the UNWLA was invited to multiple meetings with
organizations such as USAID, U.S. Department of State,, as well as the Office of the President of Ukraine.
In February 2023, I met with New York Governor Kathy Hochul at a prayer service for Ukraine at St.
George’s Ukrainian Catholic Church in lower Manhattan. Too numerous to iterate in this report, invitations
to these meetings were an important indicator of the regard these institutions have for our organization.

Communications

Weekly newsletter

During my tenure in 2019-2021 as a UNWLA Officer-at-Large, I tried my hand at producing a newsletter/
update for members. I may have produced about eight of these very homespun-looking newsletters. At
the time, I realized that a regular, brief communications with all our members was something that would
be a useful adjunct to Our Life magazine. In February 2022, it became abundantly clear that we needed a
dedicated resource for social media and communications and we hired Alina Zhurbenko as Communications
Coordinator. The weekly newsletter was launched and we have continued since then, producing close to
118 newsletters in this time period. I edit every single newsletter. In September 2023, Anna Bereznyak
took over as Communications Coordinator and the tradition of a weekly newsletter continued uninterrupted.
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Our Life Magazine

The UNWLA magazine, Our Life, is celebrating its 80th anniversary this year, an impressive milestone! Our
editor-in-chief, Romana Labrosse will share more about the last three years in her contribution to this XXXIII
Convention Book. My involvement in the magazine includes a review of each draft issue before it goes to
print, providing suggestions for content, submitting a monthly column (eight per year) and regularly contributing
articles. During the period June 2021 — August 2024, twenty-five (25) issues of Our Life will have been published.

Branding

An encounter at a summer festival in 2022 led me to realize that our members were being a little too “shy”
about promoting the UNWLA brand. With our “UNWLA Brand Guide” in place, I worked with an intern
(Nataliia Shyiika, UGS) to produce a tablecloth and T-shirt for members to reproduce and use; membership
materials such as postcards, posters and brochures were developed by Alina Zhburenko and subsequently
updated by Anna Bereznyak. In meetings with Branches and in articles in Our Life, we consistently send
the message about how important it is to represent a UNWLA Branch proudly, beautifully and consistently.

Media Interviews

In 2023 and 2024, I was interviewed by Village Voice for articles that were
published online. In 2022, I appeared on the morning program of the local
Fox channel, Good Day New York, to discuss UNWLA and our work in
response to the crisis in Ukraine. In 2023, a full-length interview with Voice
of America was conducted about the history of UNWLA and our response to
the war: This video resides on our website in the “About Us” section.

Administration

In June 2021, Olya Stasiuk, for many years the Office Administrator of the UNWLA office in lower
Manhattan made the decision to retire. After a lengthy process of interviewing numerous candidates, I,
together with members of a search committee, chose to hire Halyna Cherednichenko who began work
with UNWLA in January 2022. This was one month before the start of the full scale invasion by russia of
Ukraine, which caused an incredible surge in donations and activities on the national level, as well as across
all Branches, Regional Councils and among our Members-at-Large.

One of the most profound administrative changes was to transfer our member and supporter information
from Excel to a Customer Relationships Management (CRM) system. This required months of preparation
and training. I am happy to report that not only is the new CRM system (Neon) fully operational, but also
provides us with insights about our supporters in a way that was not previously possible.

Awards

In 2023, UNWLA was awarded the Platinum “Seal of
Transparency”, the highest award that Candid — a nonprofit that
provides the most comprehensive data and insights about the
social sector and not-for-profit organizations can offer. This is an
indication of the trustworthiness and impact of the organization
being recognized. In 2023, we were also given recognition by
“Great NonProfits.”

Governance

While this topic is at the end of my report, it is perhaps among the most important of all. The National
Board met seven times during a three-year tenure (June 2021 — September 2024). The National Board met
in-person once (May 2022), and the remainder of the meetings were via video conference.

As National President, my responsibility is to organize the agenda, as well as preside over these important
decision-making meetings.
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During the course of the past three years, a number of
changes took place:
- Tatyana Tymkiv stepped down as Officer-at-
Large;
- Iryna Buczkowska stepped down as Chair,
Archives Standing Committee and was replaced by
Orysia Soroka;
- Orysia Soroka stepped down as Secretary and was
replaced by Yuliya Penchak (not in this image);
- Iryna Chalupa stepped down as Branches-at-Large
Liaison East, Natalie Santarsiero assumed the role;
- Nora Mason became Branches-at-Large Liaison
West.
There were numerous changes at the level of the Regional Council Presidents..

The Chairs of UNWLA Standing Committees held regular meetings (often times, once per month)
and from 2021 to mid-2023, I held nearly monthly meetings with the chairs themselves, exploring new
possibilities for programming and also attending their video conference meetings, when feasible.

The National Executive Committee first convened in July 2021 and by the time of the UNWLA XXXIII
National Convention in September 2024, will have held 34 monthly meetings as well as numerous
emergency meetings in 2022-2023. It is also the responsibility of the National President to organize the
agenda and preside over these meetings.

Thank you

First and foremost, a huge thank you to every single member of this wonderful organization — it was a
privilege to meet many of you directly in 2023-2024. I am inspired by the creativity and the dedication to our
mission that [ witnessed during my visits to the Branches. And equally impressed with the collective efforts of
our Members-at-Large led by Olya Czerkas — even though you are all scattered across this great country of ours.

To Regional Council Presidents and Branches-at-Large Liaisons, thank you for your regular engagement
with the Branches in coordinating the work across our organization — this is where we can make the greatest
impact. Very glad to have Nora Mason, past president of Branch 107 in California, as part of the team and
for already making a difference.

To the chairs of UNWLA Standing Committees: this has been an exceptionally busy three years and you
can all be proud of all that you have accomplished. Special thanks to: Marianna Tretiak for her exceptional
leadership in steering our advocacy efforts across the nation and for her leadership in the American
Coalition for Ukraine; to Orysia Soroka for taking on the huge task of organizing our archives in the New
York City office and as a side bonus — beautifying the fifth floor; to Roksolana Sheverack who helped with
each iteration of the annual report, and turned data into understandable information; to Oka Hrycak for
continuously conversing with our humanitarian aid partners in Ukraine in times of crisis and coordinating ,
to the extent possible, the humanitarian aid work of the Branches; to Nadia Jaworiw who devotes three full
days per week to ensure that students in Ukraine receive their UNWLA scholarships in a timely manner,
and that sponsors are continuously engaged.

To the editors of Our Life magazine, Editor-in-chief Romana Labrosse and Ukrainian-language editor,
Larysa Topolia: thank you for producing a magazine that is both lovely to look at as well as engaging to
read. The magazine is our flagship communications vehicle and we can be proud to share it with everyone.

To UNWLA Office Administrator Halyna Cherednichenko — thank you for your constant professionalism,
diligence and excellent customer service — in spite of coming to work with us when we were being challenged
in ways for which we were not always prepared.
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Although you do not see her often, Natalia Honcharenko as the UNWLA Financial Administrator, keeps
the books and our accounts straight. And we can always count on her for expert advice in the realm of non
for profits and finances

My thanks to our former Communications Coordinator Alina Zhurbenko — the author of the phrase
“advocate, educate, cultivate and care*” as well as the term “vidviddil” — we would not have managed the
communications challenges of 2022-2023 without your sensitive and expert guidance. Optics are (almost)
everything and ours were always great. (* “care” added by Nadia Nynka)

Although Communications Coordinator Anna Bereznyak has only been with UNWLA for a short time,
already the impact of her work and communications, design and organizing skills are visible.

Thank you to the seven members of the National Executive Committee. This has been an extraordinary
three years: a crisis in Ukraine that no one expected to see in their lifetime has caused us to grow and evolve
at lightning speed. And I am grateful to each and every one of you for being here during this process, for
your thoughtfulness and engagement. I am especially appreciative of Oksana Lodziuk who, in addition to
her role as Officer-at-Large, agreed to chair the UNWLA Fundraising Special Committee. Together we
undertook the campaigns listed earlier in this report. Olenka Krupa whose legal background served us
throughout the years. Valentyna Tabaka, whose unflagging energy, professional experience and contacts in
the medical realm, enabled UNWLA to send millions of dollars worth of medical equipment and supplies
to Ukraine. Nadia Nynka, who was in every sense of the word, was my “right-hand” — whose wise counsel,
patience and good judgment made the organization better. Much of what is in the Member Portal was either
authored by, or influenced by, Nadia in one form or another.

Finally, I must offer deep thanks to my spouse, Yuri Mischenko, who enabled me to do the work of the past
three years. Without his constant support I do not think I could have survived.

So, here we are: ready for whatever life brings to us next. Wishing everyone continued strength and
inspiration because the road ahead will not be easy and so much is at stake. Our members are the lifeblood
of this organization. Without you, the UNWLA does not exist. God bless you. God bless Ukraine.

For this convention book, UNWLA compiled membership figures current as of July 31, 2024. This infor-
mation is provided below, and these numbers are now the most accurate.

UNWLA FIRST VICE PRESIDENT

The role of the UNWLA First Vice President is to assume the duties of the
President should she be unable to fulfill her responsibilities, to support initiatives
of the President and carry out functions assigned by her. Specifically, [ was
tasked with:

* serving as liaison between the National Executive Committee and Standing
Committee Chairs;

* developing and managing the UNWLA strategic plan;

* serving as liaison to the UNWLA Nominating Committee;

» overseeing the regular updating and maintenance of the Member Portal,
including UNWLA Policies and Procedures and UNWLA Position Descriptions;
* serving as a member of the UNWLA Finance Committee;

* serving as a member of the UNWLA Bylaws Committee.

Liaison to the Standing Committees

* Worked with Standing Committee Chairs to create a UNWLA Strategic Plan and Key Performance
Indicators (KPIs) document in Ukrainian and English that I presented at the 11/13/21 meeting of the
National Board and provided updates at other meetings of the NB.

* Led eight monthly Standing Committee meetings that were then converted into one-on-one meetings with
individual Standing Committee Chairs to provide more individualized guidance.

» Worked with the Social Media Chair and an intern to review all Branch and Regional Council Facebook
pages for compliance with Brand Book standards.

» Worked with UNWLA Cultural Affairs Standing Committee Chair to publicize two cultural projects: the
Batkivska Khata exhibit and Cultural Decolonization. To identify those to be interviewed, reviewed the
list of Ukrainian Global Scholars applying for summer internships in culture.

» Worked with the Archives Chair to develop a document repository on the UNWLA Google Drive where
Branches and Regional Councils can archive their digital documents.

* Presented the Standing Committee Chairs’ funding requests at meetings of the National Executive for
approval.

* Worked with the Standing Committee Chairs on preparing the criteria for hramoty. These criteria were
sent to all the Presidents of the Regional Council and Branch for submission from Branches and Regional
Councils of individuals who meet the criteria.

Liaison to the UNWLA Nominating Committee
Convened and chaired the first meeting of the UNWLA Nominating Committee on October 3, 2023.

* Reviewed the nominating process and committee rules with members.

* Presided over the election of the Nominating Committee President, Vice President, and Secretary.

* Authored a letter to the National Board and all Branch Presidents regarding the start of the UNWLA
nomination process, calling for members to propose candidates for all positions. I created a form to
collect this information.

* Attended all nine meetings of the UNWLA Nominating Committee.

Bylaws Committee

» As a member of the Bylaws Committee, I proposed several changes. All proposed changes were presented
at the June 15, 2024 meeting of the National Board and subsequently sent to all convention delegates.
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Convention Preparation

» Compiled all resolutions that were voted in at the XXXII Convention in June 2021 and submitted them
to Our Life.

» Worked with our designer to produce hramoty for the XXXIII Convention.

* Prepared an overview of changes to the UNWLA Bylaws for presentation at the XXXIII Convention.

* Continue to work with Standing Committee Chairs to develop resolutions for the XXXIII Convention and
review any resolutions received from Branches and Regional Councils.

Position Descriptions, Policies and Procedures, Forms

* Led the effort by the National Executive to review and update the organization’s Position Descriptions,
as well as Policies and Procedures. These documents, UNWLA Bylaws, various reporting forms, and
various templates are available to all members through the website’s Member Portal.

* Worked with the Archives Chair to create a new policy document: “UNWLA Physical Archives,” and
worked on several other archives-related procedures. I also created a Google Form to collect information
about the volume of archival material maintained by Branches and Regional Councils.

* Modified the “Creating a New Branch” policy and added a new form “Regional Council Endorsement.”

* Created Advocacy Chair position descriptions for Standing Committees, Regional Councils, and Branches
representatives to work with National Advocacy Chair.

* Created/modified position descriptions for Public Relations, Press, and Social Media at the Branch level.

* Created position descriptions for the Audit Committee at the National, Regional, and Branch levels.

* Wrote position descriptions for Marketing Volunteer and Fundraising Specialist.

* Modified policy documents for Branch and Regional audit process.

* Worked with Olya Czerkas to finalize the MAL Fundraising Policy, create additional forms in fillable
format, and review Renata Zajac’s MAL financial report spreadsheet template. Upon approval by the
National Board, these documents will be uploaded to the Member Portal.

Because important UNWLA documents were located in various places, including on members’ personal
devices and not in any one location, worked with Orysia Soroka to come up with a structure for all UNWLA
documents to be located on our UNWLA shared Google Drive folder “UNWLA Documents.” All National
Board members, Branch Presidents and archivists can access these documents and upload new ones into
this folder. This shared Google Drive folder will serve as an archival repository from which newly elected
officers can electronically retrieve records uploaded by previous officers.

* Attended the virtual Ukrainian World Congress annual General Membership meeting on October 23,
2021.

* Wrote and sent out a letter of greetings from the UNWLA for the UPA Concert Program book on the
occasion of the 80th anniversary of UPA.

» Attended and greeted the Philadelphia Regional Council Annual Meeting on behalf of the National
Executive Committee.

* Natalia Pawlenko and I attended a meeting with the rector of UCU, Dr. Taras Dobko, and members of the
UCU Foundation to discuss the Women’s Studies program at UCU that UNWLA helps fund and to hear
about UCU’s future plans.

In 2021, I was nominated and accepted the position of UNWLA Third Vice
President responsible for Public Relations. In February 2022, russia’s full-scale
escalation of aggression against Ukraine began, a situation that altered some of
the functions and duties of the UNWLA Public Relations Chair.

One of the most important developments was the creation of a more efficient and
timely communication method with our members. UNWLA has a publication
— Our Life — that comes out eight times a year; however, the daily news from
Ukraine required a faster method of informing our members. In response
to this new demand, a weekly and monthly newsletter was developed by our
Communications Coordinator. The weekly newsletter has become a valuable
source of information about activities and current events within our organization.

In addition to writing articles for publication in Ukrainian community newspapers, members were encouraged
to submit information to a wider audience by using social media, as well as local and national news feeds.
The goal was for people (including our own members) to become aware of the scope of UNWLA efforts,
and the role UNWLA continues to play in humanitarian, educational, cultural and advocacy work.

Although we are used to rolling up our sleeves and being hands-on, before we had not focused on promoting
our work. Therefore, from now on, a major part of our focus will be on promoting UNWLA and all our
efforts. As a result of our new emphasis on this focus, we recently were among the sponsors of a film “20
Days in Mariupol” and UNWLA is listed in the credits of this film. This further adds to our credibility and
promotes awareness of our immense amount of work.

Members were encouraged to work with other organizations to promote local and national publicity. As a
result, we were contacted by a Los Angeles school, and worked with Dr. Nelli on a letter-writing campaign
from American students to Ukrainian children in Ukraine and Turkey, expressing their empathy and sending
artwork to our displaced children.

Thanks to Marianna Tretiak, Chair, UNWLA Advocacy Special Committee and her committee members,
there has been much more publicity and awareness of our efforts to promote support for Ukraine. Going
forward we will need to continue our focus on outreach and awareness within and beyond Ukrainian circles.

I was honored to join the UNWLA National Executive Committee in June 2021.
Since then, the National Executive Committee has united to work for the benefit
of Ukraine and for the benefit of UNWLA members. The mission and work of the
UNWLA is truly inspirational.

As Treasurer of the UNWLA since the XXXII Convention, I stepped into a
role that had been vacant for a term. As the day-to-day financial responsibilities
increased for UNWLA during the previous two terms, Natalia Honcharenko’s
role as the organization’s accountant expanded. Natalia has managed the books in
an extremely organized and professional manner. She has always been available
and receptive to any of my questions, or requests, and gave guidance. We have
worked together on numerous occasions to compile analysis and reports and Natalia has been a wonderful
partner throughout my tenure.

Byhaving Natalia Honcharenko’s daily support, we were able to focus on some “bigger picture” organizational
matters. We created a Finance Committee of which I, as National Treasurer, and per the Bylaws, was the
chair. This committee’s main responsibility is to provide direction to the National Executive Committee and
National Board for fiscal responsibility and internal controls. Furthermore, we look at and advise on future
long-term planning.

As Treasurer, I authored the UNWLA Reimbursement Policy and Investment Policy. I also reviewed and
provided input to numerous other organizational policies and procedures as they were being developed.

The Finance Committee has been responsible for monitoring UNWLA funds held in accounts at Self
Reliance (NY) Federal Credit Union and invested through Stawnychy Financial Services, Inc.

As a not-for-profit organization, UNWLA is audited annually, and Federal and New York State tax returns
are filed. UNWLA’s CPA firm is Nisivoccia LLP. Our accountant has been working with the auditors,
responding to their multiple requests, reviewing up to 50 transactions and supplying requested backup
documents in all business areas and divisions of UNWLA. Once the formal Nisivoccia audit was completed,
the UNWLA financials were also audited annually by the UNWLA Auditing Committee of which Vera
Kushnir is chair. Natalia Honcherenko and I worked together to prepare documents and answer questions
during these internal audits. I then prepared and presented UNWLA financial statements and budgets at the
annual National Board meetings, as well as for this UNWLA XXXIII Convention.

I sincerely appreciate and value the opportunity that I have been afforded to serve as UNWLA Treasurer,
especially during the past two years since russia’s invasion of Ukraine, and to be able to witness the
generosity of our membership and communities in their support of Ukraine during this very trying time in
Ukraine’s history.

Thank you to UNWLA President Natalia Pawlenko and to all members of the National Executive Committee
for their cooperation and support. I wish the newly elected members of the National Board and Executive
Committee much success in their future projects, as well as gratification in their roles with UNWLA.

As UNWLA Financial Secretary during my term from June 2021 to March 30,
2024, we accomplished the following:

* Created a new digital financial report form for all Branches and Regional
Councils.

* Compiled the UNWLA certificate of incorporation in New York, the IRS letter
dated March 7, 2023, confirming exempt status for all subordinates, along with
a form letter to each Branch confirming their tax-exempt status, stamped with
the UNWLA corporate seal and certified by my office.

* Filed corrections, additions and changes to the annual IRS register report regarding dissolved Branches
and newly created Branches.

* Reviewed all Branch and Regional Council financial reports.

* Held 11 Zoom workshops in groups and individually with Branches regarding the new financial report.
* Prepared instructions for the reporting of in-kind goods sent to Ukraine since the invasion.

» Worked with Branches to ensure EIN number reinstatement.

» Worked with Branches to achieve the proper and timely filing of the 990 IRS reports on a yearly basis.
* Reported to the National Executive Board on the financial status and progress of Branch payments.

* Maintained computer files on every Branch and Regional Council containing all correspondence with
each entity concerning financial and organizational matters.

* Attended frequent Zoom meetings of the National Executive Board since the February 2022 invasion in
our efforts to mobilize and raise funds for Ukraine.

» Worked to ensure that all in- kind donations from the UNWLA National Executive Committee to various
hospitals in Ukraine from various donors in the US were properly documented with invoices and packing
slips to ensure transparency.

* Attend regular monthly National Executive Board meetings where decisions are made concerning policy
and where donations will be spent.

* Conducted extensive research of the IRS website for procedures concerning tax-exempt nonprofits.

I was honored to accept this position back in 2021 and I am humbled to have been asked to run for the
position again. I have been a member of UNWLA Branch 75 since 2015, where I was National Education
Committee Chair for two terms. I was also the Acting Treasurer for the New Jersey Regional Council
before accepting the position of National Financial Secretary. Although the invasion has presented many
challenges for the UNWLA, I know that justice will prevail in Ukraine. My goals over the next three-year
term are to continue to ensure that our organization remains the professional humanitarian entity that it has
been for almost 100 years.

When we assumed our roles on the UNWLA National Board in the summer of
2021, there was no expectation that only a few months later a brutal and full-
scale escalation by russia of an unprovoked war against Ukraine would begin
on February 24, 2022. This unforeseen escalation in a war that began in 2014
brought numerous projects planned by the UNWLA to a standstill. Instead,
everyone focused on obtaining and delivering urgently needed humanitarian
assistance to Ukraine. As a result of this immediate need to provide aid, in
addition to other responsibilities, suddenly I was also given the responsibilities
ofanewly created position: UNWLA Fundraising Chair. Projects and activities
associated with that role will be outlined in an additional report.

Although often varied, included among my key responsibilities this term as UNWLA Officer-at-Large were:

* to serve as a liaison between the National Executive and the UNWLA XXXIII National Convention
Committee (Convention Committee) and to coordinate the planning of the XXXIII Convention with
the Convention Chair; to serve as a liaison from the National Executive to the Convention Book
Committee.

* to serve as a member of the Finance Committee.

* to complete assignments received from the National President, including overseeing fundraising
initiatives, research for and writing of grants, and attending non-UNWLA committee meetings.

» to represent the National Executive on the UNWLA Cultural Affairs Standing Committee and Education
Standing Committee.

In addition to ongoing responsibilities, as Officer-at-Large, I had specific responsibilities related to several
UNWLA projects, listed below.

Digitization of the Gareth Jones Diaries

The diaries digitization project began during my previous term as Chair of the UNWLA Social Media
Standing Committee. The UNWLA was the primary sponsor of the digitization of the diaries of Welsh
journalist Gareth Jones; the diaries are now online, available to the public. However, due to the COVID
pandemic, both the completion of the project, as well as the presentation of the completed diaries digitization
project were delayed. In May 2022, an event was held at the Welsh Parliament in Cardiff, Wales, both to
honor the contributions to international journalism of Gareth Richard Vaughan Jones for his bold reporting
about the Holodomor of 1932-33 when other journalists denied the existence of massive famine in Ukraine,
as well as to celebrate the completion of the digitization of Gareth Jones’ diaries in which his personal
observations of the Holodomor were recorded. As the liaison from UNWLA to this project, I traveled to
Wales to speak before the Welsh Parliament about the UNWLA'’s key role in preserving the memory of the
Holodomor by supporting projects such as the digitization of the Gareth Jones diaries. The large audience
included Welsh First Prime Minister Mark Drakeford, members of the Welsh Parliament, and several family
members of Gareth Jones, including his great nephew. During my time in Wales, I spent time with several
members of Gareth Jones’ family, as well as with Professor Lubomyr Luciuk, who attended the event on
behalf of the Ukrainian Canadian Congress. Along with Gareth Jones’ great nephew, and Mick Antoniw, a
Welsh Parliament member, Prof Luciuk, and I visited the Gareth Jones gravesite to lay flowers. An article
that summarized the event was published in Ninnau, and in other Welsh newspapers. Upon my return, I
authored an article, which included my speech before the Welsh Parliament, for publication in the July
2022 issue of Our Life. During the National Board meeting in May 2022, I presented a slideshow of the
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commemorations in Wales. Besides traveling to Wales, I represented UNWLA in online events on this topic
hosted by the National Library of Wales and the Ukrainian Canadian Congress.

Ukrainian Bandurist Chorus Concerts

To commemorate the 150th anniversary of the birth of Ukrainian poet Lesya Ukrainka, I initiated
a partnership with the Ukrainian Bandurist Chorus (UBC) for a series of concerts. Due to the COVID
pandemic, these concerts were postponed from 2021 to 2022. A series of five concerts were held in various
American cities in the spring and fall of 2022. My responsibility was to oversee all aspects of UNWLA
involvement that included the promotion of the concert series, both in Ukrainian and American circles with
press releases to several local newspapers and posts on social media. An article was submitted to Our Life
after the completion of the concert series. A highlight of the concert in New Jersey was the attendance of the
great nephew of Lesia Ukrainka. The UNWLA received 50% of the profit from ticket sales of the two East
Coast concerts, as well as 50% of the proceeds of a separate UBC benefit concert in early 2022.

Electronic reporting

Near the end of the previous term, a small team began to develop a method by which annual reports
submitted by Branches and Regional Councils in paper format could be converted as submission of annual
reports in an electronic format. Early this term, this project was completed. A series of training sessions
were held in December 2021 and January of 2022. Leading this overall transition to electronic reporting,
I developed the 2021 Annual Financial Report in Excel that was used by Regional Council and Branch
Treasurers to submit their reports. I led two training sessions for Regional Council and Branch treasurers
on January 29-30, 2022, to review and answer questions about the new report categories.

UNWLA XXXIII Convention Liaison and Coordinator

My responsibilities as liaison between the National Executive and Convention Committee began with
researching previous convention materials, as well as visiting, reviewing, and corresponding with
numerous hotels as potential convention sites. The Convention Committee chose to hold the September
2024 convention at the Parsippany Sheraton Hotel. I negotiated the contract on behalf of UNWLA, served
as a liaison between UNWLA and the hotel and during several site visits with members of the Convention
Committee, final details regarding general planning, meals, specifics of room reservations were resolved.

The New Jersey Regional Council graciously agreed to Chair the XXXIII Convention this September and a
Convention Committee was established with each Branch in the Regional Council assuming responsibility
for certain tasks divided into seven working committees: Convention Book; Program; Registration;
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Reception; Fundraising; Boutique; and Décor. Each working committee is chaired by a member who
belongs to the New Jersey Regional Council. Oksana Konyk was elected to be Convention Chair. A list of
the working committees and chairs was included in an article with updates about the Convention published
in the May 2024 issue of Our Life.

I chaired the initial meeting of the Convention Committee and provided each chair of the working committees
with a detailed description of committee responsibilities. To assist the committees, I provided templates
from previous conventions. The Convention Committee established a timeline to prepare and manage the
Convention. I drafted the fundraising letter that was sent to credit unions for sponsorship. A similar letter
with different levels of sponsorship was sent to individuals and corporations.

I developed the Convention budget and maintained a database regarding Convention expenses, and
reviewed financial reports created by the Convention Treasurer, as well as the registration platform. To help
ensure that future UNWLA Conventions benefited from our experience, relevant Convention Committee
documents such as contracts, fundraising letters, worksheets, tracking forms, agenda, program information
are being stored in a shared UNWLA Google Drive folder accessible to Convention Committee members,
Branch Presidents, as well as National Board members.

The registration process has been streamlined to include online registration. Along with members of the
Registration Committee, researched and reviewed registration platforms before choosing a platform with
no fees, thereby saving the UNWLA thousands of dollars.

As the liaison between the National Executive and the Convention Committee, regularly met and spoke
with working committee chairs and the Convention Chair to consult on topics such as Convention program
and agenda, registration, vendors, décor, merchandise, films to screen, and other issues.

UNWLA Convention Book Committee Liaison

Among my chief responsibilities in 2024 was to be the liaison between the National Executive and the
Convention Book Committee. As liaison, at the beginning of the process of preparing the convention book,
I provided the Convention Book Committee with necessary documents and developed guidelines to create
an information package that explained the procedure to submit reports and greetings. This information
packet was sent to Branch and Regional Council Presidents, and members of the National Board. The
position of liaison also included overseeing all aspects of the production of the convention book, such as
coordinating with the convention book designer as well as with both the English-and Ukrainian-language
editors; responding to inquiries about the content of, and payment for, reports; supervising solicitation of
greetings and advertisements, including payments; follow up with credit unions regarding sponsorship;
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writing convention book content; reviewing working drafts of reports, greetings and advertisements;
reviewing the final draft of the convention book; coordinating deadlines and delivery of books with printer;
and attending all committee meetings.

Additionally, I served
as secretary for the Program Committee.

Ukrainian American Artist Directory

The Ukrainian American Artist Directory is an online platform that displays the work of 95 professional and
hobbyist creators across 32 artistic categories. From development to implementation and launch, I oversaw
every stage of the project, collaborating closely with a graphic designer to ensure the directory’s visual
appeal. I continue to manage the directory, regularly updating its content to include new artists and maintain
its relevance as a comprehensive resource.

Articles in Our Life

I have contributed articles to Our Life magazine highlighting notable events such as The Ukrainian
Museum’s 45th Anniversary celebration, the launch of the Ukrainian American Artist Directory, and the
UNWLA Members Appreciation Day at The Ukrainian Museum. These articles have served to amplify
the impact of our initiatives and celebrate the vibrant Ukrainian cultural heritage promoted through our
collaborative efforts.

Serving as the Chair of the UNWLA Standing Committee on the Arts and The Ukrainian Museum from
2021 to 2024 has been a privilege. I extend my best wishes to my successor in continuing to support The
Ukrainian Museum’s mission.

UNWLA CULTURAL AFFAIRS STANDING COMMITTEE

The past three years, from June 15, 2021, to March 20, 2024, my work as Chair
of the UNWLA Cultural Affairs Committee has been incredibly rewarding, in
large part thanks to the dedicated Soyuzianky with whom I have had the privilege
of working in a field that has always been central to my mission in life: educating
Americans about our Ukrainian history and cultural wealth. Adhering to my
core responsibilities and recommendations from the UNWLA XXXII National
Convention, I concentrated on initiating national projects that were intended for
audiences beyond our Ukrainian communities as educational approaches for
furthering understanding and appreciation of our Ukrainian cultural heritage.
I initiated dialogues with cultural institutions in Ukraine on cooperative
engagements, as well.

I organized Zoom meetings with the cultural representatives from Regional Councils and Branches, outlining
a proposed agenda for possible cultural programs to be presented in museums, libraries, and local institutions
of learning, always emphasizing the need to reach and educate non-Ukrainian American audiences.

When a “Calendar of Engagements” was presented to the National Board in December 2021, I informed
my circle of cultural representatives of the decision to pursue the suggested cultural activities for every
month, such as Christmas caroling in January; honoring Ukrainian heroines in February; pysanka festivals
in April, and library displays on Ukrainian culture, with each month addressing different topics.

The first international cooperative effort in Ukraine was with MIOK (International Institute of Education
and Culture with Diaspora Relations) in August 2021 at the 20th International Online Festival of Ukrainian
Culture. The festival was celebrated all over the world, as well as in Ukraine, held in Skadovsk, on the 30th
anniversary of Ukraine’s independence. The city of Skadovsk is a southern outpost of Ukraine bordering
the Black Sea, near Crimea. [ was asked to suggest Ukrainian dance and vocal groups to participate in this
festival, and to tape a greeting from the UNWLA, an organization which MIOK greatly admires. Just a few
months later, the full-scale war began and this city was occupied by the russians.

I contacted Oksana Pidsucha, Director, Diaspora Museum in Kyiv to cooperate on a display of UNWLA’s
history for our upcoming 100th anniversary.

With much interest, Ms. Pidsucha suggested creative ways to accomplish this. Unfortunately, this project
had to be put on hold due to the intensification of russia’s war against Ukraine.

With the intensification of war, UNWLA cultural efforts concentrated on the urgency of decolonizing our
heritage in literature, music, and fine arts, after hundreds of years of cultural oppression by russian and
Polish imperialisms and Soviet control. Much of our cultural history was falsified and negated. To counter
disinformation about the Ukrainian arts, we embarked on a national decolonization project. With the help
of a Ukrainian Global Scholars summer intern, Romana Mykhaileveych, we created a website toolkit
for UNWLA members to easily navigate, locating various art forms and information on how to actively
engage in decolonization efforts. Every Branch can choose a Ukrainian art form, promote it according to
the instructions given to correct any falsifications. Supporting documentation is available in the toolkit and
easily found on the UNWLA website.

Before this toolkit was created, I sought the advice of several Ukrainian leaders in decolonization efforts,
including art historians Oksana Semenik and Tetyana Filevska. Ms. Filevska of the Ukrainian Institute
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of Art in Kyiv agreed to a Zoom presentation for our organization’s cultural
chairs, providing a background on her decolonization efforts and offered us
constructive suggestions. Anna Petelina, Branch 143 Cultural Chair offered
to share her views on decolonization with a special presentation, giving a
historical perspective about the destruction of Ukrainian culture by the russian
empire. These educational presentations inspired our Branches to become
involved. I also distributed many articles from various publications on the
status of cultural institutions during the war and the world’s efforts to salvage
Ukraine’s culture from destruction.

Another initiative focused on the beautiful Batkivska Khata/Homestead
Project initiated in San Antonio, Texas by UNWLA member Olenka Bravo.
The project consists of a series of photos of models in folk costumes from
different ethnographic regions of Ukraine at the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th centuries, as
well as architectural forms and homes, depicting the lifestyle of their respective area. A special collection
of original Ukrainian traditional wear could be presented in a vintage fashion show. The project was
presented at the annual UNWLA National Board meeting in May 2022 to rave reviews. To promote this
beautiful display of our culture, I applied for funding from the Ukrainian World Congress for a grant
from the UWC Community Development Fund. UNWLA was awarded a stipend of $700 to be awarded
to the first UNWLA Branch that was interested in displaying the Batkivska Khata/Homestead Project.
Valentyna Shemchuk, Branch 64 Culture and Education Chair and honored advocate of culture in Ukraine,
was awarded these grant funds for presenting a multifaceted program utilizing Homestead Project displays.
This presentation, commemorating the 90th anniversary of Holodomor and honoring Ukraine’s war heroes,
was held in November 2023 in New York City and was publicized in the media and in Ukraine.

Another significant national cultural project was the introduction of recent Ukrainian documentary and
feature films. Since film is an immensely powerful tool, playing such an important advocacy role in the
ongoing war, we believe that this form of art deserves UNWLA support.

As a first step, we engaged Tatyana Logush, a member of Branch 136 in Naples, Florida, who received the
rights from the Ministry of Culture of Ukraine to organize screenings of Ukrainian films throughout the
United States.

We collaborated with the Ukrainian Institute of America in New York City to initiate a festival of films. The
first film, introduced in the summer of 2022, was the award-winning film “Mother of Apostles.” The film
was later shown in Los Angeles and Miami. During the summer of 2022, 11 Ukrainian films were shown
at the Ukrainian Institute of America. Proceeds from screenings of “Mother of Apostles” went directly
to the Ukrainian film industry, which has endured great hardships during the war. Mr. Dmytro Ovechkin,
the director of “Mother of the Apostles™ greatly appreciated our cooperation and distributed the funds to
families affiliated with the movie industry, who suffered casualties or were in dire need of aid.

There were many war documentaries presented to us. Outstanding examples of Ukrainian women at war were
presented by Volodymyr Sydko in his five short documentaries about Ukrainian women during the full-scale
invasion. One of the film’s heroines, Tetyana, drives a large van to the war zones with supplies as often as
possible. Several Branches, such as Branch 17 in Miami and the Ohio Regional Council showcased the films
during tributes to Ukrainian heroines. Other Branches will showcase these films in the autumn of 2024.

The UNWLA supports other quality film productions, such as Anastasiia Bazdyrieva’s documentary film
“Mariupol Survivors,” which is scheduled to be completed by the end of 2024. The film is a testament to the
injustices of war and the unwavering strength of survivors. Luba Keske’s film “The Raven,” a documentary
about the Holodomor, an important achievement, also was worthy of UNWLA’s support.
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Relating to Holodomor projects, the UNWLA received funds from
the “Naftali Grant” that supports educational and cultural programs.
Several projects were worthy of receiving stipends from this grant.
A story of the horrors a family endured under the Holodomor and
Holocaust, the project “Two Regimes” presents this history through
a narrative and paintings. A book, which UNWLA supported, lesson
plans, film and exhibit are included in this project.

The second project related to the Holodomor was the bilingual
adaptation by Emma Denson and Dr. Maria Rewakowicz of Vasyl
Boychuk’s play “Hunger” with music composed by Virko Baley.
As a unique form of homage to the Holodomor, with non-Ukrainian
artists and reaching out to non-Ukrainian audiences, the production
was deserving of support. Several performances were presented
at The Ukrainian Museum in New York City, and at a local Irish
theater. A full-length play is in the planning stages.

The third recipient of funds was the collaborative project between
Lidia Bodnar-Balahurtak and Dr. Victoria Malko on a Holodomor
book of illustrations from various artists depicting the agony of the
Holodomor with commentary from Holodomor experts. This color photo album brings awareness to the
public of the Holodomor, making a correlation with Ukraine’s present genocide.

Grants in support of cultural projects are crucial to continue the UNWLA’s efforts to popularize Ukraine’s
heritage throughout American commu-nities. Obtaining these grants will be an ongoing goal of the Cultural
Affairs Committee.

We continue to support The Women’s Bandura Ensemble of North America (WBENA) as an important
promoter of our Ukrainian heritage. They organize concerts and fundraising events for humanitarian aid
for Ukraine in many communities outside the Ukrainian diaspora, as well as reaching out to institutions
of higher learning. The UNWLA supports their multifaceted work with stipends to help them continue
their diverse projects. Inspired by the rich Ukrainian musical traditions, the Women’s Bandura Ensemble
brings together talented female bandurists from Canada and the United States through regional ensembles
to showcase the instrument and create new directions and artistry.

We continue to support two established cultural projects significant to the UNWLA’s mission of cultivating
Ukrainian literature.

The UNWLA Scientific-Literary Fund in the name of Lesya and Petro Kovaliv is an endowment established
in 1967 by Lesya and Peter Kovaliv, entrusting the administration of endowment funds to the UNWLA.
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The fund nurtures and promotes the study of Ukrainian

history and literature. Annually, the fund sponsors a contest: CINEMA ID NEW YORK. USA

literature is supported. Because of the war, some time elapsed
before the contest of 2021 was announced. Surprisingly, there
were many entries in the call for literary works. The 2021 prize
winners were announced in 2023. Under the expert guidance
of writer and poet Vasyl Makhno, a jury of literary experts
studied many excellent submissions and announced three
winners: Halyna Kruk, Iryna Vikyrchak and Oleh Kotsarev.

Iinvited Halyna Kruk to address our UNWLA audience inaspecial
Zoom meeting in December 2023. Her talk “The Experience
of Loss and Possibilities of Literature” was moderated by poet
and literary scholar Maria Rewakowicz. Ms. Kruk explained
her literary process and spoke of her connection to women in
their daily lives, and how they find new perspectives related to
the effects of war. The Kovaliv contest will resume in September
2024 with a call for works of historical themes.

The second long-standing UNWLA cultural project continues each year. The All-Ukrainian Scholars
Contest of William Shakespeare’s works in the name of Vitalij Kejs - this competition throughout Ukraine’s
institutions of higher learning provides Ukrainian Shakespeare scholars a platform to promote Shakespeare’s
works in creative ways other than just translations into Ukrainian. Options include audio-visual projects,
musical interpretations, or other adaptations. This competition popularizes the works of Shakespeare
in Ukraine, building up an intellectual elite by strengthening Ukrainian identity in relation to western
literature. This contest was initiated in 2010 by the Ukrainian Inter University Center in Zaporizhzhia
with the financial support of the UNWLA and organized by the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine
under the Ministry of Education of Ukraine. The contest honors Dr. Vitalij Kejs, a Ukrainian American
Shakespearean scholar, who inspired the creation of this annual competition and advocated for UNWLA’s
support. Dr. Natalia Torkut is the director and driving force of this project who tirelessly organizes the
competition while engaging her student populations in support of humanitarian aid for Ukraine and it has
been an honor to work with Ukraine in these efforts. Dr. Torkut’s incredible devotion to this academic
endeavor while, simultaneously, organizing shipments of necessary supplies to the front lines transcends
our expectations, motivating us to do more.

On June 10, 2021, when I was elected the new UNWLA Scholarship Chair for
the 2021-2024 term, I thought about the great responsibility given to me to steer
the Scholarship Program from the 54th year of the program’s existence through
the 57th. I thought about the awesome women who held the position before me
and on whose shoulders I stood: Maria Chymynets (1967-1971), Social Welfare
Chair, established scholarships for pupils/students of Ukrainian descent in Brazil
and Europe; Dr. Teodozia Sawycka (1971-1981), Social Welfare Chair, is credited
as the founder of the Scholarship Program as we now know it; Anna Krawczuk
(1981-1993, 2016-2021), as Social Welfare Chair, was instrumental in obtaining
approval at the 1984 convention for the establishment of the Scholarship Program
Standing Committee with a chair; Luba Bilowchtchuk (1993-2006) who worked with Soyuz Ukrainok
Ukraine (SUU) to establish SUU Scholarship Commissions to work as partners of the UNWLA Scholarship
program and recommend students from all regions of Ukraine to apply, and Maria Polansky;j (2006-2015)
who successfully added 400 new benefactors during her tenure.

Anna Krawczuk formally turned over the Scholarship Chair responsibilities to me and at the same time
joined the UNWLA Scholarship Program Standing Committee as an advisor. My work officially began,
and I quickly realized that I could not run the program without the support of the members of the UNWLA
Scholarship Program Standing Committee, Branch 98 volunteers, the Regional Council Scholarship
Program Committee, our Branches and Regional Councils, our trusted partners in Brazil and Ukraine, our
pupils/students, and the generosity of the program’s sponsors, benefactors and donors. I thank them all for
their support and cooperation with the Scholarship Program.

We were in our first year of distributing scholarships to pupils/students in Ukraine when on February 24,
2022, the unprovoked invasion of Ukraine by russia forced us to put scholarship payments on hold. A month
later, in collaboration with our partners in Ukraine, we developed a process for distributing scholarships
in Ukraine and started awarding scholarships in April 2022. We were heavily dependent on our trusted
partners in locating which pupils/students were still in Ukraine. Only by the end of 2022 were we able
to pay students, with 17 paid in 2023. All but 34 of the original recommendations for scholarships were
awarded. The money from the scholarships we could not deliver was allocated to new students in the 2022-
23 school year.

It is important that we appreciate the dedication and resilience of our partners in Ukraine. In between sirens
and other upheavals, they went to the bank to conduct business on behalf of the Scholarship Program.
They had to make multiple trips as the banks would close often for reasons of power shortages or threats
to security. Many times, the bank would close while our partners were waiting online. Our partners had
to track down regional SUU Scholarship Commission coordinators (some had left Ukraine) to obtain the
required student information so that the students who were still in Ukraine could be paid. I am grateful to
our partners in Ukraine who despite the war, persevere and continue their work on behalf of students in
Ukraine and the UNWLA Scholarship Program.

Each year the war in Ukraine brought new challenges. The Scholarship Program office converted all
communication with Ukraine to email and telephone calls via Viber, Facebook Messenger, and WhatsApp.
The Individual Student Scholarship distribution forms were converted from manual forms to MS Word-based
and delivered as PDFs via email for distribution to the students when they received their scholarship. Our
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partners now send student documents to us via the international parcel service Nova Poshta; the documents
usually arrive within two to three weeks. When Meest closed down their money transfer division in August
2023, we began utilizing the services of Western Union and now deliver the stipends directly to SUU
Regional Scholarship Commission heads. With this change, I have had the opportunity to connect with
SUU coordinators in the different regions of Ukraine and thank them personally for their work on behalf of
the UNWLA Scholarship Program.

For the 2022-2023 and 2023-2024 school years in Ukraine, we processed a total of 304 new scholarship
requests. We experienced a 26% turnover in the existing base of students and a net gain of 139 students. Due
to the generosity of our sponsors and donors we were able to cover this new demand.

In Brazil, we have been able to award scholarships to students without interruption. We are thankful to those
sponsors and benefactors who continue to support students in Brazil.

In the reporting period, the UNWLA Scholarship/Children -Student Sponsorship Program has provided
1,076 scholarships in the sum of $259,755 US dollars distributed as follows:

Country Scholarships awarded Amount Awarded
Brazil 139 $56,600

Ukraine 937 $203,155

Total 1076 $259, 755
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Over the course of three years, 143 students finished their studies in high school and/or trade school,
university, lyceums, and academies. One student received a PhD degree and 16 completed their Master
degree programs. We are deeply grateful to sponsors, donors, and benefactors for supporting these students.

I extend my sincere thanks to members of the UNWLA Scholarship Standing Committee for their support
and volunteer work and to the Branch 98 volunteers who come to help out in the scholarship office. A
special thank you to Anna Krawczuk for her advice and guidance, to Myron Krawczuk for his volunteer
care of our office computers, and Luba Bilowchtchuk for being there day in and day out helping me run the
Scholarship Program. Her experience, knowledge and hard work are appreciated.

Thank you for the opportunity to run the Scholarship Program these past three years. We were able to
continue helping students in both Brazil and especially in Ukraine, where students now are faced with many
challenges as they continue their education under war conditions. They have many tragedies in their lives,
the worst being the loss of a parent. When our scholarship recipients write to us and thank us, they share
their reality with us, and we are amazed at their patriotism and willingness to protect their homeland.

The role of the Social Media Chair is to manage the online presence of UNWLA
National and guide the Regional Councils, Branches, and Members-at-Large
(MAL) towards embracing online options to enable rapid communications
with membership, with our partners and with the broader community. Besides
facilitating communication, social media is essential to promoting the UNWLA
image and brand.

Since June 2021, I have had the honor to work with amazing women and continue
to build UNWLA’s online media presence. My objectives were to expand the use of
established platforms (Facebook, the UNWLA website, Instagram) to inform about
our UNWLA history, initiatives, and accomplishments, increase membership, as
well as enhance fundraising capabilities and opportunities. The key initiatives
focused on the basics: (1) improve communication within the organization about social media (2) understand
how members are currently using our SM platforms (3) improve the flow of information and (4) highlight
UNWLA National initiatives.

The first eight months I focused on raising the awareness of the social media platforms available to all
members, communicating national initiatives including Oxygen for Life and Pediatric Burn Victims by
targeted Facebook posts and content on the website, and helping members understand their role in promoting
UNWLA'’s image and brand.

In February 2022, UNWLA President Natalka Pawlenko and the National Executive Committee recognized
the need to create a dedicated position and centralize all communications. As a result, my role changed
with the hiring of a new UNWLA Communication Coordinator. Unexpectedly, this hiring coincided with
russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine in February 2022, exactly when more effort was required and more
help needed. This new position was and has been instrumental in leading the emergency response to the war
in Ukraine, enabling fundraising for UNWLA to provide ongoing humanitarian aid and collaborating with
like-minded organizations to further our mission. I had the pleasure to work closely with Communications
Coordinators Alina Zhurbenko from February 2022 to September 2023, and with Anna Bereznyak from
September 2023 to the present. This coordinated approach enables us to continue increasing UNWLA’s
visibility and positive image both within the UNWLA and externally.

Key accomplishments include:

* jointly with Olenka Krupa, Third Vice President for Public Relations, conducted Zoom meetings with
our public relations and social media counterparts at the Regional Councils, as well as with MAL
Liaison and Branches-at-Large (BAL) Co-Liaisons;

* solicited feedback on UNWLA communication methods with membership, website content, Facebook
and Instagram social media platforms, the weekly UNWLA newsletter, and Our Life magazine;

* helped Branches create Facebook pages;
* prepared presentations to explain the role and importance of social media for the UNWLA,;

« with the assistance of an intern, reviewed the Regional Council, Branches and MAL Facebook pages to
ensure compliance with the UNWLA Brand Guide;
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» worked with volunteer Polina Oliynyk to build UNWLA’s presence on Instagram with unique content
targeting current and potential new, younger members;

 encouraged members to share their achievements as individuals, Branches, Regional Councils or
National to reinforce the value of our organization;

« attended all meetings of the National Board, virtual and in-person.

Each of'us has arole to play in promoting UNWLA’s brand. All members need to remember that social media
platforms are public and anything that we post, upload and share represents our organization. UNWLA’s
continued success hinges on maintaining its relevance. Social media is a way to positively broadcast our
actions and results. We need to continuously build on the strong foundation that has been established and
further the mission of our organization.

HUMANITARIAN ACTION in UKRAINE

As of February 24, 2022, russia’s devastating war against Ukraine escalated,
bringing many new challenges to our Ukrainian sisters and brothers. Immediately,
UNWLA responded. Loyal members and friends gathered together to bring
humanitarian and medical aid to the regions affected by the brutal bombings. We
are fortunate to have the support of many partner organizations that helped us
deliver humanitarian relief to Ukraine. We thank them for their dedication.
Below are types of, and value of, the aid provided:

UNWLA Humanitarian Aid 2022 (from UNWLA Annual Report 2022)
Total value: $399,730

General Humanitarian Aid: $258,500

Keep Ukraine Warm: $62,900

Care for Internally Displaced Persons: $30,000

Between 2022 and 2023, the value of the aid provided decreased by almost $80,000. As often happens in
fundraising, a phenomenon referred to as donor fatigue sets in. However, [ would like to point out that the
“Keep Ukraine Warm: Support Women Soldiers” effort in partnership with the organization Zemliachka
was established only in the latter weeks of November, 2023. By Spring 2024, an additional $83,000 was
collected and distributed for this 2023 program, compensating for the $80,000 difference.

UNWLA partners for 2022-2023:

Internationale de Cooperation Medicale, AICM-Ukraine was first established in 2006 by a team of doctors
from France to provide assistance in the care of cancer. At the onset of the russia’s initial invasion of
Ukraine in 2014, AICM began to collect and deliver supplies from their established warehouses. Efforts
expanded with the escalation of russia’s war, now aiding communities in five oblasts. UNWLA has partnered
with AICM since January 2022. Contribution from our membership and donors has been vital in aiding
thousands of Ukrainians.

Sts. Peter and Paul Ukrainian Greek Catholic Garrison Church has been a UNWLA partner since 2017.
Rev. Taras Mychalchuk organized many summer and winter programs for children and families of war
victims. Activities such as games, sports, master workshops, and spiritual reflection were included in the
programs. The “Always Close” program was initiated in November, 2022 to provide respite for up to 50
children in five weekly cycles during this time of war.
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Rev. Yuriy Ostapyuk heads the Student Chaplaincy program. Students from universities and technical
schools are invited to participate in the program where they are taught skills in working with close to 300
children of diverse abilities. As the students learn skills, they are able to reflect on their own needs and
coping mechanisms. The student chaplains serve as camp counselors in the summer.

Rev. Roman Prokopec;j is the director of Tsentr Opiky Sirit, a center caring for orphanages. Summer camp
and Winter ‘school’ sessions have created opportunities for up to 600 children to experience a safe day
camp environment with frequent excursions to parks, the zoo, museums, etc. Since the escalation of war,
orphans have been transferred to Poland and the center is now a shelter for internally displaced families,
mostly mothers and their children.

The Pediatric Burn Mission led by Dr. Gennadiy Fuzaylov is supported in part by UNWLA. Medical
professionals from many countries gathered in Ukraine, providing surgeries, wound care, and rehabilitation
to Ukrainian children affected by severe burn injuries. The mission also supported psychological counseling,
recognizing the emotional impact of burn injuries on children, their families, and communities. In 2023, the
mission transferred 19 Ukrainian children to Leczna, Poland where 69 surgical procedures were performed
by the team. This project has been helping children for 13 years.

Babusi Fund is a long-term project established by UNWLA to provide moral support to elderly women
who have no family. These women are members of the “All Ukrainian Society of Political Prisoners and
Repressed People” who live throughout many oblasts. At Christmas or Easter, UNWLA provides a personal
greeting and small financial gift. Up to 500 women have been helped within a year.

Caritas Ukraine was established in Ukraine by local Catholic communities in 1992, soon after Ukraine’s
independence. Aid to poor families consisted of food and hygiene kits, cash grants, resolving housing
needs, as well as counseling for personal emotional needs and general social support for the vulnerable.
UNWLA has partnered with Caritas Ukraine since October 2022 and has provided funds for 200 wood
stoves and sleep sets for 700 needy individuals.

Kakhovka Dam Disaster Relief was brought to families in Ukraine after thousands were left homeless and at
least 62 lives were lost. UNWLA delivered packages to survivors containing first aid kits, hygiene products,
water filters and purifying tablets, bedding, stoves, and other necessary supplies.

Someone Prays for You was organized by Ukrainian-Canadian artist Taras Polatajko and began as a
collective photo series showcasing works of art by elderly Ukrainian artists from Chernivtsi. The project is
now a fundraiser for soldiers in special operations units. UNWLA contributed to their efforts by funding 16
pairs of high quality boots, warm clothing and non-military goods for repairs of equipment.
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Care at Mechnikov Hospital
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Lviv Region Medical Corps is a volunteer movement established in 2014 when russia invaded Ukraine.
Ever since then, the Corps has been assisting the Armed Forces of Ukraine by collecting and delivering
critically needed supplies and humanitarian aid to the front lines. As of February 24, 2022, their efforts
increased greatly. The diverse group also includes those who prepare baked goods, meals, sew fleece fabrics
into vests, and crochet netting for use as camouflage. UNWLA began to partner with the Corps in 2021.

Zaporizhzhia Community is led by Rev. Yuriy Yurchyk, and is a group of volunteers who began to gather in
2022, after the escalation of russia’s war against Ukraine. The group provides aid to meet the non-military
needs of the Armed Forces of Ukraine such as warm clothing, boots, and sleeping bags. As circumstances
of residents changed with the continuation of war, the project began including aid such as water filters,
medical supplies, medicines, tarps, universal first aid kits to families in need. In addition, some home
repairs were made.

Otchyi Dim is an orphanage in Pokrovsk that UNWLA has supported for six years. In 2022, Rev. Kahan,
was grateful to UNWLA for our assistance in transporting 38 children through Poland to Germany.

Prostir Nadii is a program of the Mental Health Institute at Ukrainian Catholic University in Lviv. The
project was established in 2016 with an initial contribution from UNWLA of $100,000. The goal is to help
soldiers and their families with treatment of PTSD. At UNWLA’s request, all victims of war are treated
without charge. The program has provided training for mental health professionals, publication of articles,
and translations of professional journals.

Path to Life ([lInax oo scumms), an organization providing aid to the community in Lutsk, and primarily
supports internally displaced persons and the vulnerable. In 2021, UNWLA supported the establishment
of a gym for displaced youth. However, with the escalation of the war, Path to Life focus has changed. The
gym was transformed, in part, into a shelter for those escaping eastern regions of Ukraine being invaded by
russia. UNWLA continued to support Path to Life efforts, including the provision of twice-weekly meals
and packages of needed supplies for 200-250 homeless and displaced people.

A delivery by Medicniy Korpus Lviv Delivering a generator via AICM
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Children Without War is a program of evacuation and
protection of Ukrainian orphans and children who
do not have stable parental care. With the escalation
of the war, children were moved to shelters within
hotels in Turkey. The program included daily care,
meals, and leisure activities. Young children are
enrolled in school, while older students participate
in online school sessions from Ukraine. Both
medical and dental care is provided. Throughout the
years of the war, participation in the program varied
between 547 to 2,000-plus children. UNWLA began
to support the program in March 2022.

Zemliachka is an NGO well-known for its efficient
and consistent aid to women soldiers who are
active on the front lines. As of 2023, UNWLA is
collaborating with this organization. As of May
2024, more than $110,000 had been raised for
much-needed winter uniforms tailored for female
bodies. Uniforms are designed and sewn in Kharkiv
factories, also securing jobs for local residents.

Dzherelo Center is a rehabilitation and school  Babusia thanking UNWLA

facility in Lviv for children and youth and young

adults with moderate to severe physical and cognitive disabilities. Similar centers throughout Ukraine now
model its state-of-the-art practices. The UNWLA supported this program from 2017-2022. In 2022, 700
hygiene kits were donated.

Rodyna Ukraine in Kyiv provides camp opportunities for children living through the challenges of war.
Two-week programs feature games, workshops, weekend activities throughout the year, and counseling
with trained staff. The UNWLA provided a one-time grant in 2022 to support four two-week sessions for a
total of up to 500 children.

Ukraine Trust Chain used grant funds provided by UNWLA to set up warming centers. These warming
centers were essential for keeping residents and internally displaced persons warm in cities with long-term
power outages. Their teams and partners purchased six generators, as well as stoves and related supplies.
These warming centers were organized in southern and eastern Ukraine where russian bombs and missiles
damaged or destroyed infrastructure.

Harmonia is an orphanage based in the Kharkiv oblast. In February 2022, 1,500 children were evacuated
to a facility in Chernivtsi. The UNWLA provided a one-time grant in April 2022.

Kherson Center for Social and Psychological Rehabilitation is an orphanage serving 23 children in-
residence and 35 in-need children, ages 3-17, who live in the neighborhood. The UNWLA provided a one-
time grant in August 2022.

Collective Home for the Elderly in Kherson was supported by the UNWLA in 2023 when an urgent need
was expressed for 19 mattresses and clothes dryer. Our UNWLA liaison, Dr. Maria Furtak, based in Lviv,
facilitated the purchases and deliveries. Dr. Mariya Furtak also passed on UNWLA funds to Lviv Oblast
Hospital for Veterans, Tuberculosis Dispensary in Dnipropetrovsk, Urgent Care in Mykolaiv, Mykolaiv
Children’s Clinic, and Krakovetskiy Rehabilitation Center.
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Besides working with UNWLA projects, I communicated with Branches, met periodically with the Social
Welfare Committee members, and solved issues that needed clarification. 1 attended National Board
meetings, meetings with other committee chairs and the National Executive Board, as well as many
performances and fundraisers organized by UNWLA. I contributed several articles to Our Life, including:

The UNWLA Advocacy Special Committee (National Advocacy Committee)
was established immediately after an informational Zoom webinar on the topic
of advocacy led by Vera Andryczyk. The webinar was scheduled for February
24,2022, and when that date was first selected, none of us knew what that day
would come to mean to Ukraine, Ukrainians and to the entire world. On that
day, many of us awoke to images of russian missiles slamming into Ukraine;
Vera Andryczyk’s presentation about advocacy showed us a way to transform our
collective shock into purposeful action. As the Zoom webinar ended, UNWLA
President Natalia Pawlenko asked participants if anyone was interested in
coordinating further advocacy for UNWLA members. I volunteered. Soon, thereafter, we launched a seven-
day advocacy challenge and quickly realized there was a huge interest in further advocacy efforts. Our ad
hoc team of advocates grew into a regular conference call that united us in our determination to support
Ukraine. The National Advocacy Committee was officially established at the UNWLA National Board
meeting in May 2022; we have been working very hard ever since.

To advocate means “to speak in support of” or “to give voice to.” While the National Advocacy Committee
is a new committee of the UNWLA, our members have been advocating for Ukraine since the early days
of our founding. Whether we wrote letters to Eleanor Roosevelt about the Holodomor, collected and
curated exhibits about Ukrainian culture and heritage to show at various World Fairs, or forged Sister City
relationships between American and Ukrainian cities, Soyuzianky have been giving voice to Ukraine and
her people for ten decades; next year will be a full 100 years of advocacy on behalf of Ukraine.

With the escalation of russia’s full-scale genocidal war against Ukraine, there was a great and immediate
need for consistent and coordinated advocacy throughout the United States. Our membership, with Branches
in many states, each Branch with deep ties to the local American community, was perfectly positioned to
advocate for Ukraine.

The Committee’s efforts fall into three distinct categories: Political Advocacy, Local Advocacy, and Cultural
Advocacy. In Political Advocacy, we have empowered our members to engage with elected officials to
educate them about key Ukraine-related legislation; we provide tools for effective communication with
representatives. Our Local Advocacy initiatives have equipped members to promote Ukraine in their cities
and states, fostering community ties and raising awareness. Through Cultural Advocacy, we have shared
resources enabling our members to bring Ukrainian culture to their communities, ensuring our rich heritage
remains visible and celebrated.

Throughout our efforts, one truth has become clear: our voices are powerful. Regardless of age, career,
or birthplace, each member adds to our harmony of support for Ukraine. Our biggest impact comes from
consistently giving voice to Ukraine, her people, and culture. My deep thanks to all the Soyuzianky who
joined our campaigns, called their elected officials, organized events, and raised their voices in support
of Ukraine. Serving as the chair of the UNWLA Advocacy Special Committee has been one of the great
honors of my life; I am incredibly grateful to UNWLA President Natalia Pawlenko, the National Executive,
and National Board for entrusting me with this responsibility.

UNWLA is one of the founding members of the American Coalition for Ukraine, an umbrella organization
for many Ukrainian American and non-Ukrainian American organizations to unite in the common cause
of advocating for Ukraine among legislators in Congress. Not only is UNWLA a founding member of
this important coalition, I was chosen as the ACU’s first Chair, a position I continue to hold. The Ukraine
Action Summits are coordinated by the ACU, and the UNWLA National and our Branches have been
critical to the success of these major advocacy events. Beginning in the autumn of 2022, there have been
four summits; for each one, UNWLA members have joined hundreds of other Ukraine-supporters who
have traveled from across America to come to Washington DC to meet with their elected representatives on
topics of importance to Ukraine and to Ukrainian Americans. These summits have also connected UNWLA
advocates to an untapped pool of passionate and driven Ukrainian American women -- many of whom have
joined us as members!

Return Ukraine’s Children

In 2022, with horror, we began to read reports that emerged about russia stealing tens of thousands of
Ukraine’s children. In early 2023, the National Advocacy Committee created the Return Ukraine’s Children
initiative to draw attention to, and advocate for, Ukraine’s stolen children. Led by seasoned advocate and
long-time Soyuzianka Marta Fedoriw, the initiative was instrumental in garnering support for Congressional
House Resolution 149 that harshly condemned the abduction and forced deportation of Ukraine’s children
into russia and russian occupied territories of Ukraine. Our members directly advocated their elected officials
for co-sponsorship of this resolution and these efforts paid off when this resolution passed overwhelmingly
on March 19, 2024.

We continued to draw attention to the issue of russia’s theft of Ukraine’s children with the Children
Praying for Children campaign. UNWLA joined the Embassy of Ukraine in the United States for an event
in Washington DC, while more than 16 branches participated nationwide. This powerful event gave our
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members another way to engage their local communities and to explain the impact of this brutal war on
Ukraine’s families and children.

As a result of russia’s full-scale escalation of a brutal war against Ukraine, the
position of UNWLA Fundraising Chair was established and approved by the
National Board in 2022, in order for UNWLA to raise urgently needed funds
swiftly to aid Ukraine. I was asked to assume this post in addition to my role as
UNWLA Officer-at-Large.

The position of Fundraising Chair at the National level was new for the UNWLA,;
previously, no such position had existed. A description of the responsibilities of the
new position was developed. The responsibilities of the new position were focused
specifically on securing donations in support of UNWLA initiatives to aid immediately to Ukraine. Donations
were accepted as direct financial contributions, from grants, or through monies generated through fundraisers. In
the early months of the war’s escalation in 2022, I received, responded, and redirected hundreds of emails from
those who sought to help Ukraine. I met with bank managers, organizational representatives, artists, authors,
others, in the effort to raise the necessary funds.

UNWLA raised more than 3.5 million dollars at the National level. This amount does not include the monies
raised by Branches and Regional Councils. The combined funds, as well as in-kind donations, enabled us to
send the equivalent of more than 23 million dollars of lifesaving medical equipment to frontline hospitals in
Ukraine, as well as more than $700,000 for other humanitarian assistance such as generators, wood stoves,
emergency medical kits, food, clothing, and protective gear. I participated in developing various UNWLA
initiatives to aid Ukraine, working closely on many of them with UNWLA President Natalia Pawlenko.

Fundraising, the asking of others to give you their money, requires accuracy and scrupulous attention to
detail, regardless of the type or amount of a donation. During these past two years, I met and spoke with
numerous individuals in order to brainstorm ideas for a variety of fundraising events. Besides events,
proposals were sent to foundations to receive grant money, while other efforts targeted individual donors.
UNWLA had good success with all of these approaches.

In particular, grant applications and the subsequent filing of reports often required several meetings with
the grantor, the completion and submission of often lengthy online forms that required detailed information
about our organization, such as balance sheets, invoices, a narrative of funds spent, documentation with
videos, photos, and other post grant documentation
regarding use of and distribution of allotted funds.

Examples of grants received include TD
Charitable Foundation for $50,000; a $25,000
grant from Citizens Bank: Grant plus additional
matching funds of nearly $4,000 for a total of
$29,000; Turkish Philanthropy Fund grant for
$2,988, and Japan Foundation grant for $2,000.

Citizens Bank commissioned a mural by a
Ukrainian artist to be painted on an outside wall
of their East Village location and invited the
community to add their creative touch by painting
some part of the mural. Donations received the
day of the unveiling were matched by the bank.

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I had the good fortune to collaborate with partners across different fields to create effective fundraisers and
attended most as a UNWLA representative. Besides assisting in the development of events, I engaged in
event promotion by writing articles and by posting information to social media.

Two events were held at the New Jersey Performing Arts Center (NJPAC): July 29, 2022, and May 24,
2023. I belonged to the committee led by Victor Herlinsky; more than $450,000 was raised at these events.
UNWLA, as one of the recipients, received $100,000. I attended both fundraisers and represented UNWLA
at the May 2023 event. Among the guests were New Jersey Senator Cory Booker, New Jersey Governor
Phil Murphy, First Lady Tammy Murphy, as well as other dignitaries.

In March 2023, I was the project lead for the Pysanky of Hope Digital Collectibles fundraising campaign.
These digital collectibles or NFT (non-fungible token) designs were based on original pysanky created
by Sofika Zielyk and transformed into digital art by Anthony Fatato. As part of this fundraising effort, I
organized and moderated a press event held at the Ukrainian Institute of America and authored an article
for Our Life magazine that appeared in the June 2023 issue. As an interesting component of this project, |
was able to introduce members of our National Executive committee to the world of crypto currency, by
coordinating tutorials with experts in the field of digital currency and digital platforms.

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The Sunflower Gala was a major fundraising event held on April 4, 2024, at the Ukrainian Institute of America.
Along with me, the planning committee included President Natalia Pawlenko, and two members of the group
Ukrainian Business Professionals. A highly successful, sold-out gala was organized during which nearly $54,000
was raised for the support of orphanages and safe spaces for vulnerable children and women affected by the war in
Ukraine. The event featured Maestro Oksana Lyniv as guest of honor and four talented musical artists. In attendance
were representatives from the Ukrainian, Polish and Japanese consulates. I was the point of contact between the UIA
and event sponsors, sent invitations, and recorded income and expenses to create a post-event report.

As Fundraising Chair I was very gratified to realize how many people outside our Ukrainian American
community were willing to help Ukraine. During the first few months of the war, an individual with no
Ukrainian background contacted me asking how she could help Ukraine. We discussed several ideas, and
the result was a tennis round robin in April 2022 organized by her Ladies’ Club that raised almost $11,000
for UNWLA’s Medical Equipment initiative. Similarly, a high school teacher contacted me and told me
that her students organized a mini walkathon and donated their pizza money, an effort that raised $1,500
for UNWLA. Another school counselor’s initiative raised several hundreds of dollars as well. These acts of
kindness by individuals both moved and motivated me to pursue additional avenues of fundraising.

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Throughout the past two years, the UNWLA has participated in many events held at the beautiful Ukrainian
Institute in America. On May 18, 2023, I spoke at an event as a representative of the UNWLA. The event
was attended by diplomatic representatives and leading members of the Ukrainian cultural community and
was organized as part of a project to produce a documentary about women and their efforts in support of
Ukraine during the war. A great deal of interest was shown in UNWLA, and as a result, we attracted new
volunteers. Approximately $1,500 of the funds raised from the event’s online auction were donated to
UNWLA.

The UNWLA was also the recipient of proceeds from three additional fundraising events held at the UIA: two
pysanka workshops and a film screening of “Recovery Room,” as well as proceeds from the screening of Roxy
Toporowych’s film “Julia Blue.” The combined total was close to $3,500 for UNWLA projects.

Together with Natalie Pawlenko, I worked on four successful mailing campaigns requesting donations
that raised more than $100,000. The mailing campaign was an idea that I proposed at our National Board
meeting in 2022 and am gratified at the success.

The UNWLA received proceeds of nearly $15,000 from two East Coast Ukrainian Bandurist Chorus
concerts held in collaboration with the UNWLA during the fall of 2022, as well as from a special benefit
concert held earlier in 2022 in the Midwest.

Other fundraisers included donations given at the Soyuzivka festival made directly to UNWLA via a QR
code, and a day featuring Ukrainian culture at the Picatinny Arsenal in New Jersey.

I'was apanelist during a book chat with a successful author and various artists, two of whom were Soyuzianky.
The UNWLA received a donation of $100,000 from the New York Jets Foundation, a significant donation
from Morey Piers water park of Wildwood, New Jersey, and donations from numerous other fundraisers
specifically created for the UNWLA.

Besides raising funds that were sent to provide aid directly to Ukraine, other UNWLA National projects
that needed support included:

* Convention fundraising: drafted sponsorship request letter sent to credit unions; follow up to sponsor
letters sent to corporations, as well as personal letters of appeal to businesses and individuals both for
the convention itself and the convention book, which brought in significant donations.
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* Reviewed list of Ukrainian Global Scholars: interviewed four students to assist in the area of fundraising
and selected one intern who collaborated with me to research corporations and foundations to assess
their donor potential; based on our research, letters were sent to 60 organizations.

* Reviewed documents, minutes, and information from various sources to put together a list of the funds
spent on various UNWLA initiatives, particularly medical equipment. This information was then used
as the basis of fundraising letters sent to potential donors.

The UNWLA held organization-wide fundraising campaigns for UNWLA special initiatives that included:
Oxygen for Life, Medical Aid for Hospitals, Keep Ukraine Warm, and Kakhovka Dam Flooding Relief.
With the support of our Branches and Facebook fundraising campaign, the UNWLA donated $113,000
towards the Zemliachky campaign.

In order to secure funding to sponsor the film “A Rising Fury,” I reached out to the National Board, as well
as the New York, Detroit, and Philadelphia Regional Councils to support the screening of the film. The
UNWLA was the largest sponsor of the film’s premiere at the Walter Reade Theater in Lincoln Center in
New York City in 2022, which I attended.

Regarding fundraising, I authored articles for Our Life, among them “UNWLA Launches New Fundraising
Committee” (September 2022) and “Pysanky of Hope Digital Collectibles: Raising Funds for Widows of
Fallen Heroes” (June 2023).

I'am grateful for having had the opportunity to serve as the first Chair of the UNWLA Fundraising Committee.
A sincere thank you to President Natalia Pawlenko for her guidance, support, insights and for undertaking
the development of many of these fundraisers with me. I also thank all the members of the National Board
for their support and for their camaraderie. My good fortune was to meet many interesting and dedicated
individuals in this position, people who shared their ideas and shared our passion to help Ukraine. May the
UNWLA continue to flourish in the decades to come!

The Art of Office Administration: The Canvas for UNWLA Success

As the Ukrainian National Women’s League of America’s Office Administrator,
I see every donation and inquiry that comes into our office through email,
mail, or phone — the full picture. Before painting on any canvas, it must be
prepared. One, two, even three layers of primer ensure that the colors of a
future masterpiece lie better on its surface. Similarly, I think about my job
as an invisible protective layer of a beautiful painting that helps our National
Leadership, Branches, Members-at-Large aid Ukraine in the best way possible.
With this article, I invite you behind the scenes of the UNWLA headquarters to
see how this painting is being created.

Step 1. Preparing the Surface

A sturdy canvas is needed to create a big painting — just as when an organization grows, it needs a scalable
system to manage membership and donation data. The most crucial task I have undertaken as a UNWLA
Office Administrator was to transition the wealth of information about our members and supporters to
a professional relationship management system (CRM) tailored specifically for non-profit organizations.
Previously, our data was retained in Excel spreadsheets, a cumbersome method to manage the increasing
number of members and supporters. Like an artist selecting the appropriate brushes and paints, | meticulously
reviewed and corrected data for more than 1700 member accounts in the new system. Now, when you
receive a member newsletter or a donation acknowledgment, this means our system is working. We can
tally all contributions, see who supported us and for how long, and engage them in tailored messages of
thanks. Just as a primed canvas allows the paint to lay properly, our new system provided a solid foundation
for our data management and donor engagement.

Step 2: Smoothing the Base Layer

Modernizing our administrative processes was another significant effort. It reminded me of a layer of primer
that protects the canvas for generations to come. Transitioning all our documents from hard copies (e.g.,
checks, reports, utility bills, contracts, etc.) to digital cloud storage ensured that we would never lose an
important document and save hundreds of dollars by reducing paper and printer ink usage. When I think of
the work being done by our members and leaders, I feel motivated to make operations as easy as possible
for them so that they can continue to support our beloved Ukraine with projects and campaigns. The digital
transformation provided a clean, organized, and efficient platform for our operations, much like a well-
prepared canvas ready to receive the artist’s vision.

Step 3. Brushstrokes of Gratitude

The very first brushstroke on a fresh canvas is always exciting, as well as a little bit intimidating. Each time
I see a stack of donation acknowledgments prepared to be sent to supporters, I feel a flutter of trepidation.
UNWLA office prepares and mails donation acknowledgments for every single contribution, a task
previously limited only to donations of more than $250. In 2022, I prepared and mailed more than 1150
such letters and emailed approximately 490. Behind each of these is someone’s heartfelt donation to our
cause. | feel immense pride and hope when I think of how these donations help our homeland.

Step 4. Blending Colors

The UNWLA is an organization with a century of tradition, and balancing transformative initiatives with
regular administrative duties requires dedication. As an Office Administrator, [ constantly communicate
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with members of the Branches, with Members-at-Large, with Regional Councils’ leadership, as well as
with members of the Executive Committee and National Board. I also cultivate relationships with various
members of our community. Collectively, we create a picture of an organization in its soon-to-be second
century of existence — and I am in awe of the richness of the colors — the experiences, and initiatives that
are undertaken by the UNWLA. When I ensure that every detail is attended to, every email is promptly
addressed, and every task is completed with care, this is my tribute to everyone who works to fulfill
UNWLA'’s mission.

Finishing Touches

Administrative work is an invisible, but solid foundation on which many impactful initiatives are built. In
this rare moment when my job is visible, I extend heartfelt thanks to the UNWLA community. Just as a well-
primed canvas allows an artist’s vision to come to life with brilliance, together we create a masterpiece — a
positive impact for Ukrainians worldwide and a lasting legacy of service and support.

The previous UNWLA Convention was held in June 2021, approximately nine
months after the UNWLA flagship publication Hawe Kummsa / Our Life was
re-designed, and seven months after I became the magazine’s editor-in-chief.
The magazine had a fresh, modern look, with a greater emphasis on visuals and
a renewed focus on the publication’s mission: to report on the important work
of the UNWLA, its Branches and members, and the impact of these activities;
to celebrate the achievements of our members and of accomplished Ukrainian
women worldwide, and to share Ukraine’s rich culture and fascinating history.

The refreshed magazine retained recurring features, such as a message from the
UNWLA President, donations to the UNWLA and to the UNWLA Scholarship
Fund, Dr. Magun’s popular “Our Health” column, the children’s pages “Hauwum
oimam” and classic Ukrainian recipes in “Hawe xapuysanus.” A new feature
about the The Ukrainian Museum was added that provides information about the Museum’s latest
exhibitions, events, and public programs. Our July-August 2022 issue reported on the Museum’s 45th
anniversary celebrations and on the institution’s changing of the guard: the retirement of longtime The
Ukrainian Museum Director Maria Shust, as well as the introduction of the new head of The Ukrainian
Museum, Director Peter Doroshenko.

We also continued to report extensively on UNWLA news and initiatives, such as leadership changes, the
formation of the new Fundraising and Advocacy special committees, and President Natalie Pawlenko’s
VidViddil campaign, which saw her visiting more than 50 Branches (with hopes to visit many more). Branch
events, among them a number of milestone Branch anniversaries, have been a staple of the magazine, as
have articles about the many accomplishments of our members and Ukrainian women worldwide.

Each year in our November issue, we honor the memory of the millions of Ukrainian men, women, and
children who perished during the 1932—1933 Holodomor, and at the same time report on the UNWLA’s and
the greater community’s efforts to educate non-Ukrainians about this genocide, as well as efforts to have the
Holodomor recognized officially by government entities as a genocide.

In each August issue, we celebrate Ukraine’s renewed independence. In our August 2021 issue, we marked
the 30th anniversary of Ukraine’s independence with several special features: an interview conducted by
Nadia McConnell, a co-founder and President of the U.S.—Ukraine Foundation with Professor Serhii Plokhy,
Executive Director, Harvard Ukrainian Research Institute at Harvard University; reflections by Ukrainian
journalist Olha Herasymiuk, as well as by our frequent contributors Irene Jarosewich and Marta Zielyk.

Then came February 24, 2022. The focus of Hawe sicumms / Our Life changed markedly with russia’s brutal
invasion of Ukraine. Since that time, our priority has been to report on the effects of the war on Ukrainians of
all ages and across all segments of society. Every issue has included extensive information about the many
UNWLA initiatives undertaken to help the victims of the war, with humanitarian aid targeted at children,
orphans, widows, refugees, wounded and displaced civilians, and, of course, Ukraine’s courageous troops.
We have reported proudly on the millions of dollars of life-saving medical equipment and other supplies
shipped to Ukrainian hospitals and front lines thanks to the support of UNWLA members and our partner
organizations. With equal pride, we have brought forth the stories of the selfless individuals who distribute
these supplies under the most dangerous conditions.
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We have described the numerous fundraisers organized by our Branches and members, as well as the work
of countless volunteers in Ukraine whose efforts are alleviating the suffering of our fellow Ukrainians.
We have heralded the intense advocacy undertaken by UNWLA members on behalf of Ukraine and its
cultural heritage, a heritage that russia has set out to destroy. We featured heroes from Ukraine’s armed
forces on several covers — mothers, fathers, and severely wounded veterans who are recovering thanks to
UNWLA’s support. In a small, but not insignificant gesture, in the August 2022 issue, the 31st anniversary
of Ukraine’s independence, an anniversary that russia had planned would never again be celebrated, we
stopped capitalizing the first letters of the words russia and russian. This decision needs no explanation.

Against the backdrop of the ongoing war in Ukraine and as a reflection of the ceaseless courage, resolve,
and resilience of the Ukrainian people, this year — the year of the UNWLA XXXIII National Convention —
Hawe scumms | Our Life celebrates our 80th anniversary. We are marking this milestone in three ways:
with a banner across the cover of every 2024 issue; with articles newly grouped by the UNWLA’s pillars
of Advocate — Educate — Cultivate — Care, and with a look-back in each issue at a highlight from one of the
magazine’s eight decades of publication.

However, most of all, we honor the magazine’s history by building on its proud legacy and by doing our
utmost to provide our members with a publication that they will continue to treasure for years to come.

Since our last UNWLA Convention held virtually via Zoom in June 2021,
there has been a reshuffling of Branches-at-Large East for geographical
reasons. Branches-at-Large East now includes Branch 14 of Atlanta, Georgia,
Branch 17 of Miami, Florida, Branch 56 of North Port, Florida, Branch 78 of
Washington DC, Branch 97 of Buffalo, New York, Branch 120 of Rochester,
New York, Branch 124 of St. Petersburg, Florida, Branch 136 of Naples,
Florida, and Branch 145 of Binghamton, New York.

Meetings via Zoom were held twice a year between September and May
with good participation of all Branch Presidents or Vice Presidents. Emails
were sent out regularly to apprise Branches of new UNWLA initiatives, campaigns, and important news.
Most Branches have been active in focusing on some, if not all areas of the UNWLA goals of Advocacy,
Education, Culture, and Care. The majority of our Branches support our UNWLA Scholarship Program
by financially sponsoring students for higher education. UNWLA National President Natalie Pawlenko
was a witness to these various activities since she visited these Branches in 2023. In 2023, Branch 17
of Miami celebrated their 70th anniversary and Branch 97 of Buffalo celebrated their 55th anniversary.
Certain Branches, such as Atlanta and Washington DC, have experienced some difficulty as membership
and participation has dwindled for various reasons. We encourage young women living in these areas to
consider joining and revitalizing these Branches!

Florida: Branch 17 of Miami has been very active in the field of culture, and continues to raise funds for
humanitarian aid for Ukraine. The North Port Branch continues to be one the largest Branches within the
UNWLA. They have been a stellar example for many of the other Branches in Florida. They continue
to excel in all areas of our organization’s missions! The St. Petersburg Branch has been active for more
than 20 years, focusing on all aspects of our UNWLA goals. They are especially busy with hosting and
accommodating physicians and other health care providers from Ukraine to work and train with their
American counterparts. Their membership keeps growing. Branch 136 of Naples also continues to grow.
Since the Branch’s inception in 2014, they now have 54 members with three members having dual
membership. They are especially active in culture and social welfare. Their library exhibits and pysanka
workshops are a highlight of the spring months in Southwest Florida. They have established a good rapport
with local media being featured in many print articles and on local television.

New York: Branch 97 of Buffalo continues to focus on culture and social welfare. Unfortunately, they have
lost many active members due to ill health and old age. They continue to encourage younger women to join
their ranks and keep the Branch alive and well. Branch 120 of Rochester has been revitalized these past
several years due to some young, energetic, and innovative Ukrainian women. Their now annual fashion
show is considered a “must go” social event in Rochester raising thousands of dollars for humanitarian aid
to Ukraine. Branch 145 of Binghamton, New York, was chartered as a new Branch although the Branch had
once existed for many years before disbanding. The new president, Christine Charuk, is the daughter of one
of the past original members. This Branch is very active in advocating for Ukraine and our organization.
This is a young and vibrant group of ladies who once again are exposing the local community to Ukrainian
culture and traditions while raising funds for humanitarian aid.

It has been a pleasure serving as the Liaison for Branches-at-Large East these past few years. Meeting and
working with this fantastic group of talented and enthusiastic Ukrainian women has been a wonderful and
memorable experience.

Members-at-Large Have Made a Difference in Many Lives

The Members-at-Large (MAL) is comprised of women who are interested in
belonging to our outstanding organization, the Ukrainian National Women’s
League of America (UNWLA), but are too distant from an established UNWLA
Branch. As such, they may join the Members-at-Large (MAL). Members-at-
Large (MAL) can be found in thirty (30) states which also includes Hawaii. In
the past few years, the MAL membership has grown substantially, averaging
one-hundred sixty (160) members.

Though the physical distance between the MAL members may be great, there are many opportunities to
connect, share ideas, stay current on important topics, and help Ukraine during these very difficult times.

MAL members receive Our Life, the UNWLA magazine which is written in both Ukrainian and English. They
also receive the weekly newsletters written by our UNWLA President, Natalia Pawlenko. MAL members are
invited to join and be involved with our UNWLA Committees to Advocate, Educate, Cultivate, and Care.

Olya Czerkas, the liaison for MAL, disseminates important information, stays in contact with MAL
members through e-mail, phone calls, and MAL Zoom meetings. She works with UNWLA committees and
encourages MAL members to participate and become involved in their special interest groups. MAL Zoom
meetings are held monthly in order to stay connected and informed.

Most MAL Zoom meetings can be divided into formal and informal sessions. During the formal portion of
the meeting an agenda is followed, minutes are shared, and guest speakers which have included members
of the UNWLA Executive Committee and Committee Chairpersons, and MAL members themselves, have
presented information covering a wide range of topics. MAL members have taken opportunities during
meetings to ask questions regarding UNWLA events, fundraisers, and the future goals of our organization.

During the informal portion of our MAL Zoom meetings, we share information about our communities,
our backgrounds, fundraising activities, discuss our future goals, and hold many interesting conversations.
During our meetings we have had friends recognize one another, therefore rekindling friendships from
years past. Our MAL Zoom meetings have also been instrumental in establishing new friendships.

We always try to make our MAL meetings enjoyable, educational, and memorable. MAL members have
held a virtual Zoom Christmas party where everyone brough their own snacks and drinks to enjoy during the
festive Zoom meeting. During our Christmas party, we all shared memories of Ukrainian family traditions
we enjoyed while growing up. Many members were reminded of Ukrainian traditions which had been
celebrated in years past and hoped to bring some of these traditions back to their homes during future
Christmas seasons.

Sharing ideas during the MAL Zoom meetings has been considered very important and inspirational. Over
the past three years, we have established a “MAL Book Share”. Monthly, members add the title, author, and
short synopsis of a book they highly recommend. The “MAL Book Share” is now quite extensive with a
wide range of recommended books from which to choose.

The MAL members are a strong and inspirational group of women. They live great distances from Ukrainian
communities, yet they continue to be pro-active, and take the lead in organizing varied events which
highlight and support Ukraine. Investing much time in these events, they take great pride in educating
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others about Ukraine, Holodomor, Ukrainian culture, history and traditions. MAL Members have held
workshops, displayed Ukrainian artwork, and were instrumental in organizing educational programs.

When the war began, our MAL members organized a MAL Fundraiser. Working together and with the
generosity of MAL members, we raised almost $5000 in support of orphan children who were taken out
of Ukraine for their safety. This money was allocated and sent for food, medical and educational supplies,
and personal needs. We are proud of how the MAL members worked closely together in raising money for
such an important cause.

The war in Ukraine has made a great impact on the world and changed the lives of many. Our organization,
UNWLA, understood the need for humanitarian aid during these very difficult times and implemented
specific programs to help those in need. Medical aid for wounded soldiers, support of orphan children, and
assisting the elderly are but a few of the implemented UNWLA projects.

Members of MAL throughout the United States understood the importance of the UNWLA projects and
personally took on the responsibilities of establishing fundraisers in their community while educating the
public about the war and the needs of Ukraine and her people during these times.

Established MAL fundraisers varied from concerts, fashion shows, food sales, art shows and classes,
musical programs, virtual Zoom programs in support of Ukraine, along with many other outstanding events.
Many members collected donated items such as hygienic products, baby and children’s items, along with
warm clothing for the military. Food and blood drives were established by some MAL members as a way of
giving back to local communities and as a “Thank You” for their support of Ukraine.

Raising awareness about the war in Ukraine and requesting support continues to be an important goal of
MAL Members. The Advocacy Committee, under the direction of Marianna Tretiak, has been instrumental
in keeping our MAL members informed. Many of the MAL members have continuously contacted their State
Representative through phone calls, e-mails, letters, and visits. Extraordinary rallies have been organized
by MAL members throughout the United States. These rallies were frequently covered by the media and
press, which brought awareness of the inhumanities occurring during the war, the need for humanitarian
aid, the pleas for emotional, physical and financial support to keep democracy and the free world protected.

Though we are not individually mentioning MAL members or their outstanding projects and events, we
are very proud of them and their many positive accomplishments. Through the inspirations, dedication, and
hard work of our MAL sisterhood, we have made a positive impact on Ukraine and Her people.

Branch 3 thrives in the heart of Arizona within the Phoenix metropolitan area, proudly representing Branches-
at-Large West. As one of the three oldest Ukrainian American organizations in the region, we stand as a
pillar of the community. Our membership is composed of dedicated women from those in their thirties to
a remarkable member who has reached 102 years of age! And our membership is steadily growing. Every
year, our Branch holds at least nine meetings, often in the home of a member, or at the Ukrainian Cultural
Center. In 2021, the Branch welcomed new members: Nataliya Anderson, Anna Kysil, Irene Szwez, Nikole
Jelden, and Katya Komarnyckyj. Involved since the inception of the Ukrainian language program at Arizona
State University, Brach President Christine Boyko continued her participation through the year.

2022-Responding to Crisis: The year 2022 marked a time of horror and disbelief. Beginning with russia’s
first invasion of Ukraine in 2104, our members had dedicated themselves to supporting the victims of
this harrowing conflict. As the full-scale russian invasion unfolded in 2022, we swiftly galvanized our
community through various initiatives: made signs, banners, and posters; organized impactful events such
as the Stand with Ukraine rally on February 27 and Save Ukraine rally on March 27, constantly generating
support and solidarity with Ukraine. Led by the Branch President’s nephew, Asst. Fire Chief Mike Grant,
we spearheaded efforts to gather emergency medical supplies, and we collaborated closely with St. Mary’s
Protectress Ukrainian Orthodox Church and Ukrainian Congress Committee of America. Through our
combined efforts, we successfully collected, packaged, and dispatched more than 700 boxes of vital aid.
Demonstrating fiscal prudence and resourcefulness, we optimized shipping logistics and purchasing power,
channeling our focus towards fundraising for UNWLA projects. We organized community meetings with
Governor Doug Ducey, who expressed genuine interest in helping us help Ukraine. Two weeks later came

an announcement that a cargo plane had departed Arizona for Ukraine, carrying bulletproof vests, helmets,
and other gear. We met with Representative Ruben Gallego, a veteran, who provided valuable insights
into the process of sending military aid to Ukraine; he pledged to advocate vigorously in Congress for the
necessary legislation to support Ukraine. Additionally, we held meetings with staff at Senator Mark Kelly’s
office; held a Zoom meeting with Senator Kyrsten Sinema. On April 16, we joined the “Phoenix Stands
United for Ukraine” interfaith program at Central United Methodist Church, organized by our supporters
Patience and Jim Huntwork. Mike Baraban, a new member of our community, brought in 200 chairs adorned
with Ukrainian flags to create a memorial for the 200 children who have been lost to the war. The event
featured faith, prayer, music, and inspiring words from Ukraine supporters, and concluded with a march
down Central Avenue, one of Phoenix’s busiest streets. Branch 3 President Christine Boyko met with Kim
Covington of the Arizona Community Foundation and gave a presentation about the war. The Foundation
gave our Branch an honorarium of $8,500; later we received an additional $1,000. Natalka Zeleny, Branch
3 Advocacy Chair, was also responsible for media outreach and public relations. She graciously accepted
these roles that she fulfilled exceptionally well. We donated $10,000 to the UNWLA initiatives for Wound
Fixators and Negative Vacuum Canisters. Later, after receiving more donations, we contributed an additional
$5,000. Irene Szwez and Olena Melnyk successfully secured camp scholarships for eight refugee children
to Camp Toku in Prescott.. Stefka Tkachuk, Irene Szwez, Vera Hoerner, Nadia Taft and Chrystia Boyko
sewed five very large Ukrainian flags that are used regularly. We reached out to the Kyiv Military Academy
and promptly sent $2,000 for urgently needed generators and home essentials for students, including
war orphans. The headmaster expressed heartfelt thanks to us and to the UNWLA President with a letter
of gratitude. Our Branch was asked to assist in the selection of three students from Ukraine to receive
scholarships to complete master’s degrees in the Psychology program at Northern Arizona University in
Flagstaff. Branch 3 President collaborated with a team of professors who diligently prepared for the arrival
of the selected students. Stefka Tkachuk met one family at the Phoenix airport and brought them to Flagstaft.
The generosity of Patience and Jim Huntwork was outstanding, providing the family with the use of their
summer home outside of Flagstaff. Branch 3 members participated in the commemorations that honored
the heroes of Ukraine held at the Ukrainian Cultural. Many of us contacted city, state, and county officials
to light up government buildings in blue and yellow for Ukrainian independence. The Ukrainian flag was
flown at the State Capitol Building that week. In October, we held a “Uke-tober Fest” fundraiser. In 2022,
the new member who joined Branch 3 was Kateryna Kostiuchenko. Sadly, we lost one of our most beloved
and longtime members, MaryAnn Turiw, who passed away on March 18, 2022.

2023-Continued Support and Advocacy: We were excited to learn in February that soldiers and co-
founders of the Ukrainian League of American Football would be visiting Phoenix. The guests from
Ukraine attended Super Bowl XLVIII in Glendale, and were honored at the NFL Honors Night Program.
The community warmly welcomed the guests at a luncheon at the Ukrainian Cultural Center where they
were given bandanas and made honorary Arizonans. Branch member Maria Groll continued to contribute
to the UNWLA Scholarship Committee until her illness, and we send her our warmest wishes for a swift
recovery. In March, at our annual Branch meeting, UNWLA National President Natalie Pawlenko joined
us on Zoom. Our other distinguished guest speaker, Dr. Celia Hildebrand, Member-at-Large from Tucson,
demonstrated auricular acupuncture for pain relief, which can help wounded soldiers in Ukraine on the
battlefield and in hospitals. She provided a more detailed presentation during our Ukrainian Independence
Day celebration, followed by a certification workshop in auricular acupuncture. In October, we held another
successful “Uke-tober Fest.” In November, we attended a signing ceremony for an agreement between the
Arizona Defense Industry Coalition and the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine.

2024-New Endeavors and Community Involvement: Our most recent endeavors include being a vehicle
for donations from the United States to Caritas Ukraine’s program of assistance in Lviv. Focused on helping
Ukrainian families, our support started in January. We held a Stand with Ukraine community rally on
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February 24. Our guest speakers included Representative Ruben Gallego and Maryka Chabluk, Secretary,
Ukrainian Congress Committee of Manitoba, Canada. Our recent fundraiser, a Tea Party luncheon, was our
most successful yet.

Acknowledgements: The past few years have been extremely taxing. However, because of the long history
and the strong leadership of our oldest community organizations, together we were able to do a lot of
good. We appreciate the consistent support of community leaders such as Victor Szwez, Rick Tkachuk,
Yuriy Melnyk and Tony Kovar, husbands of our members, whose efforts have been invaluable. Since the
onset of the war, newcomer Mike Baraban has played a crucial role in our community, defending our
organizations, championing our events across social media. Thanks to the extraordinary dedication of active
members such as Stefka, Olena, Irene S., Vera, Nadia, Irene B., Gerry, Marusia, Hanusia, Natalka, Kristina,
LeJune, Nataliya, Oksana B., Anna, Natalie and Mariya, all our accomplishments have been possible. Other
members support us financially. Branch President Christine Boyko offers, “a special thank you to my loving
husband Peter who has patiently endured countless evenings of meetings, phone calls; thank you for your
unwavering understanding and support.”

Branch 10 was established in Philadelphia in 1953. In 2009, after more than 50 years of active work, Branch
10 welcomed a new generation of Soyuzianky- a group of young professionals, many of whom immigrated
from Ukraine as children and young women. Their desire to be a part of the Ukrainian community in Amer-
ica, while being far from their homeland, connected these young ladies through participation in various pro-
grams at the Ukrainian Cultural and Educational Center in Jenkintown, Pennsylvania. The new Soyuzianky
learned about the history of UNWLA from existing Branch members, as well as organized and engaged
in cultural events around the greater Philadelphia area. Furthermore, from first being established until the
present, fostering social welfare remains a priority of Branch 10.

When russia launched a full-scale invasion of Ukraine, members of Branch 10 immediately felt the need to
help. The Branch spearheaded numerous efforts to provide humanitarian aid and relief to those impacted
by the war. During the early months of 2022, the Branch focused on helping families, including those with
sick children, as well as single mothers, both financially and with evacuations, through collaboration with
Razom for Ukraine. During this difficult time, Branch 10 experienced another significant infusion of new
ideas and womanpower by recruiting new members. Branch 10 is also very proud to partner with Soyuz
Ukrainok in Kalush, Ukraine, which received the Golden Heart Medal from President Zelenskiy in recogni-
tion of their significant and highly transparent efforts in providing humanitarian aid to Ukrainian defenders,
as well as to civilians.

Recognizing their fundraising success in the spring and summer of 2022 through local bazaars, fairs, festi-
vals, as well as through social media, the Branch became very motivated to make a powerful difference, and
use our resources and connections to support Ukrainians impacted by war in a very grassroots effort. The
Branch’s fundraising efforts rely heavily on the use of social media; it was very important to have control
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over decisions and monitor as to where humanitarian aid would be delivered so that regular updates could
be provided to donors and followers.

In line with the objectives of UNWLA — Advocate, Educate, Cultivate, Care — Branch 10 launched a series
of creative, culturally focused fundraising events. In October 2022, Branch 10 together with Branch 67,
hosted a master class “Making Didukhy.” A Christmas photo session with a professional photographer was
organized that generated donations, and also provided immense positivity during a difficult time. Soyuz-
ianky of Branch 10 provided an opportunity for families to create beautiful memories through carefully
staged photo sessions in Ukrainian embroidery and traditional décor.

On December 1, 2022, Branch 10 hosted the “Ukraine War Photo Exhibition,” in collaboration with the
Ukrainian League of Philadelphia. The work of several war photographers and correspondents was dis-
played and the event received media coverage. During this event, Branch 10 welcomed Anton Kovalchuk,
a soldier from the Azov Battalion. Branch 10 sponsored Anton to receive an arm prosthesis in the United
States. Branch 10 continued to raise funds for Anton’s prosthetic, and to raise awareness about the atroc-
ities of russia’s war in Ukraine. Sponsoring Anton was a significant administrative effort that members of
Branch 10 undertook in collaboration with Soyuz Ukrainok in Kalush. Anton needed new documents to
replace those lost during the war, exit visa, entry visa, travel documents, vaccinations, living arrangements,
and raising a sum of at least $35,000 in the short period of three months for his travel and stay. To ensure
success of this effort, Branch 10 received guidance from the organization Revived Soldiers of Ukraine, and
worked with a prosthetics center in nearby Eddystone. Less than a month after his arrival, Anton received
his new prosthetic arm!

Members of Branch 10 had the honor to accompany Anton to the 100-year celebration of “Carol of the
Bells” at Carnegie Hall in New York City, as well as to an event in Washington, DC organized by the Em-
bassy of Ukraine to honor Ukrainian soldiers. In early February 2023, Anton returned to Ukraine, where he
continues to serve with the Armed Forces of Ukraine in a non-combat setting.

Branch 10 began to raise funds in support of women defenders of Ukraine. Upon learning that the combat
medic who saved Anton’s life was a woman, with a pseudo Valkyria, Branch 10 engaged directly with her
to purchase and ship medical supplies, valued at more than $20,000, to her unit that provides medical care
and evacuations to Ukrainian soldiers in some of the most dangerous zones on the frontlines.

During Women'’s History Month in March 2023, Branch 10 honored several important women in Ukraine’s
fight for freedom and peace through a social media campaign. Combat medic Valkyria, who joined Ukraine’s
fight against russia immediately at the start of the war, was an honoree. Other heroines included Yuliia
“Taira” Paievska, Lina Kostenko, Maria Prymachenko, Solomiya Krushelnytska, Maria Zankovetska, and
Olena Zelenska. Branch 10 aims to bring attention to, and further highlight, the critical role of all women
in the war effort, including female soldiers and combat medics, doctors, nurses, volunteers, teachers, moth-
ers, daughters, grandmothers, and sisters. Branch 10 was honored to join the UNWLA initiative to provide
military uniforms for Ukrainian female defenders through a collaboration with the Zemliachka non-profit.

In preparation for Easter festivities in 2023, Branch 10 hosted a paska-baking and decorating class, as well
as an Easter-themed photo session with a professional photographer. Branch 10 also hosted an embroidery
masterclass on Den’ Vyshyvanky — a beautiful and inspiring event in which Ukrainian women (and a few
men) joined an intimate class where they embroidered a map of Ukraine and learned about the different
embroidery styles of Ukraine’s regions.

Summer 2023 was quite busy. In response to the damage from the destruction of Kakhovka Dam, Branch
10 raised thousands of dollars used to purchase rescue and life-saving items, including boats for evacuation,
purifying filters and tablets. Branch 10 members participated in local Ukrainian festivals and conducted a
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collection drive for toys to provide to Ukrainian children who live near the front lines. In collaboration with
Branch 54, also a member of the Philadelphia Regional Council, Branch 10 donated funds to support a new
orphanage at St. Josaphat Monastery of the Basilian Sisters in Ukraine. Recognizing the immense value
of nurturing the special bond among Soyuzianky, Branch 10 dedicated a weekend in the Pocono Moun-
tains for a retreat where together we cooked meals, played sports, painted Ukrainian artworks, and bonded
with each other to reenergize and plan further work. Year 2023 ended with a visit from UNWLA President
Natalie Pawlenko, as well as a “Painting with a Twist” class that honored the Ukrainian folk artist Maria
Prymachenko.

In 2024, Branch 10 continued collaboration with Soyuz Ukrainok in Kalush by sourcing and sending tour-
niquets and bandages for the Armed Forces of Ukraine. Additionally, this year, Branch 10’s work has
focused on advocating for continued support and aid for Ukraine’s fight against russia. Members of the
Branch traveled to Washington DC and participated in the Ukraine Action Summit: Spring 2024. Branch
10 took part in community events with local representatives. As the war in Ukraine continues and the needs
of Ukrainians impacted by war evolve, Branch 10 remains dedicated to continuing raising awareness about
Ukraine’s fight for freedom and promoting social welfare through humanitarian aid efforts. Branch 10 also
looks forward to continued collaboration with local organizations and fellow Soyuzianky to further the
goals of UNWLA and to promote Ukrainian culture and traditions.

Branch 17 is alive and well! In 2022, we were represented and led by UNWLA Cultural Affairs Committee
Chair Oksana Piaseckyj, who shared our mission at several events held by the Miami Cuban community
in Miami. This continued as she was joined by other Branch members at a local Chamber of Commerce
meeting and at the Coral Gables Museum’s “Evening of Art.”

Karyn Maksymowich Wilk held a pysanka demonstration and exhibit at the Aventura branch of the Miami
Public Library; we created a book exhibit at the Coral Gables Museum, held a film screening of “Mother
of Apostles” at the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary Ukrainian Catholic Church in Miami as a
fundraiser for the Ukrainian film industry that has been hit hard by the war.

We participated in several events at HistoryMiami Museum in our support of their chosen 2022 Artist-in-
Residence, the Ukrainian Dancers of Miami. As part of the troupe’s four-program series at this museum, we
organized a UNWLA information table during their “Family Fun Day” and presented the “Two Regimes”
photo exhibit as part of the November Holodomor commemorations.

We participated in the Critical Medical Supply and Keep Ukraine Warm campaigns by publicizing and donating
money to both of these causes. We joined other Ukrainian organizations at rallies and flag-raising events both
at the start of the war, as well as on the day of commemorating Ukraine’s independence, such as the event held
at the Coral Gables History Museum that included a film and candlelight vigil. Several Branch members wrote
to our local politicians, asking for continued support for Ukraine; our Cultural Chair represented our Branch in
Washington, DC during Advocacy Days in November; she was interviewed by a local television station about
the war in Ukraine and about efforts in our community to raise funds to help Ukraine.
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During 2023, we continued to be active in community events. Members attended an art exhibit at Temple
Emanu-El titled “Confession-An Exhibition of Ukrainian Artists.” Members attended the film screenings
for “Mavka,” “Sisters of Ukraine,” and “Our Ukrainian Sky.” Patricia Krysa arranged for four Ukrainian
tsylyanky to be included in a new “Miami Culture” folk art exhibit at HistoryMiami Museum.

Our Branch held a program for Den’ Sobornosty (Zluky Zemel) and then sponsored an art contest at our
community-wide Den’ Nezalezhnosty commemoration. The commemoration event was organized by, and
held at, the Ukrainian American Club of Miami. Several members attended other Den’ Nezalezhnosty
commemorations, as well, including a family picnic and a fundraising concert “The Power of Ukraine” that
featured various Ukrainian musicians.

Branch President Olya Sperkacz was involved in selecting the Eva Staszkiw Scholarship recipient, and the
entire Branch is grateful that UNWLA has reinstated this scholarship that was funded long ago by Mrs.
Staszkiw, our very own Branch member.

The highlight of our year was the celebration of our 70th anniversary that included a luncheon and auction.
Branch 17 anniversary events were featured in the March/April 2024 issue of Our Life.

In January 2024, our Branch co-sponsored a successful inaugural “Malanka Cruise” held in support of
the Ukrainian American Club of Miami and the Ukrainian Dancers of Miami. We held a Den’ Heroyiny
program that honored the valiant women fighting in the Armed Forces of Ukraine, as well as raised money
for the UNWLA Keep Ukraine Warm initiative. We created a program for and held a luncheon that honored
poet laureate Taras Shevchenko.

Being a small, unique Ukrainian community we have no choice but to continue our 70-year tradition of
collaboration with the afore-mentioned equally long-standing Ukrainian organizations in the south Florida
area. In this way, under the leadership of our new Branch president, Patricia Krysa, we forge even closer
relationships, attending concerts, exhibits, and rallies together as one Ukrainian family. We also support
those of our housebound members in need via telephone calls and home visits, and some of our members
have assisted in helping with translation or finding places for Ukrainian refugees to live.

Sadly, since the conclusion of the UNWLA XXXII National Convention, several dear to us Branch 17
members have entered eternity: former Branch President Uliana Romaniv, Cami Huk, Marijka and Bronya
Kovalevych. For them all, Vichna Pamiat’!

Currently, Branch 38 in Denver, Colorado has 22 members. In 2021, during the COVID pandemic, we
held our monthly meetings via Zoom and attended the UNWLA XXXII National Convention virtually. The
invasion of Ukraine in February 2022 dramatically shifted our focus. With our hearts broken, we started
doing all we could to try to change the course of history.

Our members not only participated in weekly demonstrations, waving our protest banners and Ukrainian
flags in front of the Colorado State Capitol to focus attention on the invasion of Ukraine, but also on multiple
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occasions, we joined with representatives from other organizations in meetings with our State Senators and
with the Governor Of Colorado during which the goal was to advocate for accepting Ukrainian refugees
into the United States, as well as to condemn russia’s invasion of Ukraine.

On the local government level, Branch members spoke at a Denver City Council meeting; a proclamation
in support of Ukraine and denouncing russia was signed. We also participated in national email and
phone campaigns to our elected national representatives to put forth legislation supporting defensive and
humanitarian aid for Ukraine. We took part in an interdenominational prayer vigil attended by our local
representatives at Denver’s Babi Yar Park.

We raised funds for UNWLA National initiatives for medical supplies, external fixators and the Keep
Ukraine Warm initiative. Our members reached out to their friends and neighbors whose generosity was
humbling. We saw an incredible outpouring of support from Coloradans with financial contributions,
clothing drives, fundraisers and volunteerism.

Branch President Inya Saldyt took part in weekly national virtual meetings for all Branch Presidents that
continued for several months, to focus our efforts and energies during this very difficult time. Our Branch
held monthly meetings at the homes of our members and continued fundraising efforts to maintain our
Scholarship Fund students and support aid to Ukraine throughout 2023.

In March 2023, after several winter storm delays, we elected a new board. After many years of service,
President Inya Saldyt and Treasurer Olga Bugir stepped down. By May, President Helena Schultz, Vice
President Olya Paris, Treasurer Catherine Shaw and Secretary Olena Mackey had transitioned into their
new roles.

During the past three years, Branch 50 membership has tripled in size, with the number of members currently
at 29. The key to this growth is the active position taken by Branch 50 in response to the full-scale invasion
of Ukraine by russia in February 2022. Since then, the Branch organized and took part in numerous rallies
to advocate for Ukraine and to keep a focus on Ukraine: a campus-based commemoration of the beginning
of the full-scale invasion of Ukraine, a Holodomor vigil, a Den’ Vyshyvanky festival, and an Independence
Day picnic — all these events have become annual traditions.

Along with the organization of public events, Branch 50 excels in social welfare efforts. During 2023
alone, we have led 11 initiatives in fundraising for humanitarian aid for Ukraine. Included were donations
to Frontline Medical Ukraine, the design and sponsorship of a program of support to orphaned Ukrainian
children, and aid to art therapists in Ukraine. In addition to activities in Ukraine, we have an extensive
program focusing on Ukrainian refugees in our county. Our members provide ongoing support to a number
of Ukrainian families, helping with the immigration process, relocation, housing, employment, and daycare
for their children.
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Branch 50 has a long-standing tradition of educational and cultural initiatives. In 2023, the Branch teamed
up with the Ann Arbor Public Library and organized lectures, a film screening, and poetry readings. Historic
ties with the University of Michigan offer opportunities to co-organize cultural and educational events that
involve the University community. Since August 2022, the Branch has supported four “Ukrainian Scholars
at Risk” who came to Ann Arbor at the invitation of the Weiser Center at the University of Michigan. Last
year, members of the Branch curated the exhibit “Guardian Passage: The Power of Ukrainian Cultural
Memory in the Face of War.” For more than two months, the exhibit was on display in two University
galleries; the exhibit was well attended by students, faculty, and the general public.

From June 2021 through March 2024, Branch 54 of Wilmington, Delaware was very active. In June 2021,
our Branch participated in a community flea market at Holy Myrrh-Bearers Ukrainian Catholic Church in
Swarthmore, Pennsylvania. Our Branch filled a table with custom-made apparel, Ukrainian heritage items,
and other products. In November 2021, we held a varenyky sale with help from Rev. Daniel Troyan and the
members of the Holy Myrrh-Bearers Guild.

In 2022, our Branch participated in various fundraisers with similar tables filled with custom-made apparel,
buttons, bracelets, and beautiful crafts handmade by Branch members. In March, we partnered with
Wilmington Brew Works to raise money to support Ukraine. The Wilmington Brew Works used a recipe
from a Ukrainian brewery and proceeds from the sale of that product went back to the brewery in Ukraine,
which was helping with the war effort. Also, in March, we partnered with Hedgerow Theatre in Rose Valley,
Pennsylvania in an effort where a local music duo performed, and proceeds went for assistance to Ukraine.
In June, our Branch participated in a flea market held at the Ukrainian Educational Cultural Center in
Jenkintown, Pennsylvania. In August, we joined other vendors at the annual Ukrainian Independence Day
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Festival at Tryzubivka in Horsham, Pennsylvania, and in September, we had a booth at the annual Arden
Craft Fair in Arden, Delaware. In October, we returned to Arden to the Arden Gild Hall supporting the band
DakhaBrakha from Kyiv.

In 2023 and 2024, we continued fundraising by participating in a variety of community fairs and events. We
resumed our regular Branch bake sales, holiday luncheons, and our annual BBQ at St. Nicholas Ukrainian
Catholic Church in Wilmington, Delaware. To promote awareness about Ukraine, several members installed
flag brackets outside her home to display the flags of Ukraine and the United States. This action drew
attention to our support of Ukraine from her neighbors and passersby. Together with St. Nicholas Ukrainian
Catholic Church, we have been fortunate to obtain support from local organizations and businesses such as
the Knights of Columbus, W.L. Gore, Front Line Design Custom Tees, Wilmington Brew Works, Frank’s
Wine, Wilmington Rotary Club, the City of Wilmington, and the State of Delaware. All have shown support
for our organization in various ways. Our Branch also received generous donations from individual donors.
Our participation in events helped raise money and provided supplies that included more than 35 boxes
of new and gently used winter wear, bedding, towels, and toys for distribution to both children and adults
in Ukraine. Our local shipping company Ukraine Express absorbed the shipping cost for many of these
packages. All funds and goods collected went to support a monastery and orphanage in Ukraine, as well as
UNWLA National campaigns.

We continue our community involvement efforts. At our request, the City of Wilmington displayed the blue-
and-yellow colors of the Ukrainian flag at the city’s courthouse and water tower. One of our Branch members
was instrumental in obtaining from the State of Delaware the recognition of Holodomor as genocide and a
proclamation in observance of Ukrainian Genocide Remembrance Month.

We have expanded our active membership from 11 women to 17 during this time. This increase in
membership has allowed us to continue supporting our activities and efforts into 2024.

Since the last UNWLA Convention, our Branch, as all other Branches, has endured the social and physical
effects of the COVID 19 pandemic, and then watched with horror and fury as putin brutally escalated an
aggressive, genocidal war against the people, land, and culture of Ukraine that began on February 24,
2022. For the past three years, certain activities had to be curtailed and as of February 2022, most of our
activities were concentrated on raising funds to help Ukraine receive humanitarian aid during the war, while
continuing to promote Ukrainian culture and Ukraine’s true history.

Despite unusual, historical change, we nevertheless continue to care for the welfare of the people who
are in need in the community in which we live. In 2021, during the COVID lockdown, we kept in touch
with Branch members and our community through Zoom meetings. Our annual rizdviana zustrich was
held on Zoom. Our goal was to cheer up our Branch members and viewers from our community with the
Ukrainian koliady, reading of poems, and sharing Christmas wishes. Branch President Lesia Popel opened
the program, and event chair Ksenia Rakowsky served as emcee.

Again during the COVID lockdown, in order to lift the spirits of Branch members, Branch Cultural
Committee Chair Ksenia Rakowsky presented via Zoom, a multi-faceted evening of Ukrainian literature,
music, and humor. The program featured readings of Ukrainian humorists Edward Kozak, and Pavlo
Hlazovyi, poetry recitations, vocal and instrumental selections.
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In May 2021, delegates to the UNWLA XXXII National Convention, Vira Bodnaruk, Lesia Popel, Ksenia
Rakowsky, Ann-Marie Susla, and Roksolana Yarymovych participated in a Zoom roundtable discussion of
proposed changes and amendments to the UNWLA Bylaws.

In June, delegates participated via Zoom in the UNWLA XXXII Convention, which was held virtually.
Branch 56 members Nadia Iwanczuk and Orysia Zinycz were awarded UNWLA Gold Pins for 50 years
of service in the UNWLA. Branch 56 received awards for extraordinary accomplishment in six UNWLA
programs.

In September 2021, the Branch held the first post-Convention general meeting with 26 members attending.
In October, we agreed to donate $300 towards the purchase of diapers much needed by the Puhachiv
Znamianka orphanage in Kropyvnytskyi, formerly Kirovograd. Worthy of note is that Branch 56 member
Halya Lisnyczyj published a cookbook of her favorite recipes; proceeds from the sale of her cookbook
are used to help cover the costs of running the orphanage. To date, Halya has donated $33,000 to this
orphanage. In November 2021, Branch 56 held the bi-annual elections for Board positions. The newly
elected Board members were:

In December 2021, the UNWLA National Board made an urgent appeal to address the unprecedented wave
of COVID-19 infections in Ukraine. They asked Branches to assist with a short-term, intensive campaign
to raise funds for much-needed oxygen concentrators in Ukraine. Branch 56 donated $500.00 to the appeal
of the Oxygen for Life campaign. Due to a COVID outbreak in our Ukrainian community, the January
meeting of Branch 56 was canceled. The installation of the new Board members was postponed until the
first Tuesday of February 2022.

On February 24, 2022, putin escalated his genocidal war against Ukraine. From that horrific date, our
Branch mobilized immediately to help Ukraine and her people. However, members were deeply concerned
by news of the war coming from Ukraine. Members of Branch 56 with immediate family members in
Ukraine presented a program during which they shared news from family members.
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February 25, 2022, we participated as a Branch in a public protest, standing along a major roadway (US 41)
in North Port Florida; the event was organized by Ukrainian American Club to bring awareness about, and
protest against putin’s invasion of Ukraine.

March is the month when our Branch honors women. In March 2022, Oksana Lew presented a wonderful
program held soon after russia’s brutal escalation of war against Ukraine. Presenters included U. Rondiak,
C. Kryzaniwsky, H. Lisnyczyj, L.Bilous, and V. Bodnaruk. During the program, these women shared
personal experiences of modern Ukraine, and recounted stories about their involvement in various struggles
being experienced throughout the various regions of Ukraine.

Branch members attended the farewell luncheon for departing priest of St. Mary’s Ukrainian Catholic
Church, Rev. Vasyl Petriv, offering him warm thanks, and welcomed incoming priest, Rev. Dmytro Kasiyan.

During April’s meeting, led by Second Vice President Lida Bilous, plans were finalized for the annual
participation in the St. Mary’s Church Bazaar, chaired by Lieda and Olena Boyko. Proceeds from sales,
$4,000, were dedicated for aid to Ukraine.

Advocacy, community, and public relations are important aspects of Branch activities. Members Ivanka
Olesnycky and Ksenia Rakowsky met with the Venice Catholic Archdiocese to discuss how we could
partner to raise funds for humanitarian aid for Ukraine. The Venice Jewish Congregation invited members
of our Branch to speak about russia’s war against Ukraine and explain how they could help support Ukraine,
and a small group of our members attended. CYA members participated in a protest rally in Sarasota,
Florida, against “Rumble,” a pro-russian social media platform, receiving tax incentives from the city, at
taxpayer’s expense. Exhibits of pysanky, embroidery, gerdany, carved wood, and gem- encrusted artwork
were displayed in Sarasota County libraries, organized by Slava Stefanyshyn, and installed by members
of the Branch’s Arts and Museum Committee. After viewing these displays, librarians from other county
libraries expressed interest in having exhibits the following year.

Professor Lubomyr Luciuk addressed the North Port, Florida community in March 2022, addressing the
topic of Soviet efforts to provoke tensions between Ukrainian and Jewish diasporas. The legacy of these
ugly disinformation efforts can be found in his recent book, “Operation Payback.”

Halya Lisnyczyj, Social Welfare Committee Chair organized members to bake pasochky or kolachi, donate
cookies and chocolates, tree ornaments or pysanky during Easter and Christmas holidays. (Recently ornaments
are made by members of the Branch’s newly created craft group, which is led by Bohdana Puzyk). Items are
packed into beautifully arranged baskets then distributed by members of the Social Welfare Committee to the
many sick or elderly in our community and those living in nursing homes or who are housebound.

In April, Branch 56, members participated in the opening of an exhibit at the Chasen Gallery II in Sarasota,
“Ukrainian Kids Art” that was a visually beautiful, deeply moving, and thought-provoking exhibit.

Ms. Gallagher from the General Federation of Women’s Clubs, of which UNWLA is a long-time member,
was the guest speaker at the May 2022 general membership meeting; Branch President Bohdana Puzyk met
Ms. Gallagher at another event, and the good relations between the two organizations resulted in a donation
by the General Federation of Women’s Clubs for aid to Ukraine.

Dance for Ukraine, a program held at Sarasota National and organized by Ivanka Olesnycky, raised money
for Ukraine.

We were scheduled to participate in a program in October to thank the community for their support, organized
by the Ukrainian Community Committee, of which Branch 56 is a prominent member. Unfortunately,
Hurricane Ian landed in our area and all plans were postponed.
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We were asked to raise money for the UNWLA National initiative Keep Ukraine Warm and with the approval
of the National Board, we took on our own project to purchase a mobile ultrasound unit for field hospitals.
Our annual picnic was held on October 29 at Maxine Barrett Park where we gathered, ate, sang songs, and
socialized. Our efforts raised $10,000 for Keep Ukraine Warm and $6,300 towards the ultrasound unit.

We honored the Ukrainian holiday Pershoho Lystopada (November 1) and commemorated the Holodomor
with a program coordinated by Dr. Vira Bodnaruk. To participate and help the needy in our local community,
Branch 56 annually allocates the proceeds from our monthly 50/50 to a local charitable cause.

In December 2020, during the Branch monthly meeting, we held a food drive for a local food pantry,
and donated $316.50, the proceeds from our monthly 50/50. The Branch 56 crafts group made Ukrainian
Angels, which were distributed by our Social Welfare Committee in the gift baskets destined for our needy
and housebound elderly. The remaining were sold at the bazaar, which earned $1,300.

The year 2023 was full of activities, mostly fundraising to help support the troops in Ukraine, as well as the
civilian victims such as orphans and widows with families to support. In 2023, we designated the proceeds
of our fundraising projects for the support of Ukrainians in need. We began the year with the gifted singers
in our Branch participating in our annual traditional koliada, chaired by Roxolana Saciuk that raised $3,565.

In January, President Bohdana Puzyk gave an informative presentation about the UNWLA, Ukrainian
traditions, and customs to the Embroidery Guild in Fort Myers, Florida.

We held our annual February zabava fundraiser, Karnaval for Ukraine, chaired by Lida Bilous. From the
event, more than $4,700 was designated to help soldiers in Ukraine. Christyna Sheldon and Bohdana Puzyk
represented UNWLA at the annual luncheon for the Greater Federation of Women’s Clubs in Fort Myers.

In March, President Bohdana Puzyk was invited to the Greater Federation of Women’s Clubs meeting and
honored with a donation from them to our humanitarian aid for Ukraine. Members attended a talk by Sarasota
native, Nolan Peterson, Herald Tribune war correspondent and, first U.S. journalist embedded with the
Ukrainian military after the invasion of Ukraine by russia. He shared his five-year experiences in the war.
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Cultural Affairs Committee Chair Ksenia Rakowsky presented a program about women in the Armed Forces
of Ukraine. Funds from the Karnaval were allocated to support women serving in Ukraine’s AFU. Bohdana
Puzyk volunteered to research which organizations support Ukraine’s women soldiers. Branch 56 began its
campaign to support women in Ukraine’s AFU and Branch 56 involvement with the organization Zemliachka.

In April, our Branch participated in St. Mary’s Easter Bazaar, chaired by Ksenia Rakowsky. Even though
our Branch members are also mostly retired seniors, we make sure to remember to take care of our very
elderly, those who are ill, living in nursing homes or house bound, with holiday baskets prepared by Halya
Lisnyczy and members of the Social Welfare Committee.

Together with the Ukrainian American Club, the Branch hosted Professor Lubomyr Luciuk, as guest
speaker. Professor Luciuk’s topic was how the Soviets were able to provoke tensions between the Jewish
and Ukrainian diasporas.

In May, we hosted UNWLA National President Natalie Pawlenko at a luncheon, co-chaired by Lida Bilous
and Ksenia Rakowsky. President Pawlenko shared with us how to explain the mission of the UNWLA —
Advocate, Cultivate, Educate, Care (ACE-C). She stressed the importance of advocacy at this time in the
history of Ukraine.

Bohdana Puzyk was invited to speak about UNWLA and Ukraine at the Democratic Club of Venice meeting,
where we received a $500 donation. No meetings were held during July and August, but Branch members
Roxolana Saciuk, Slava Stefanyshyn, and Lesia Popel did not rest. They set up a pysanka presentation at
the Port Charlotte Library, and a Ukrainian artifacts exhibit at the Jacaranda Library in Venice, Florida. In
September, we resumed our work with our first fall meeting at which we made plans for the fall season.

Beginning in October, we started to hold Saturday workshops to make Christmas decorations that we would
sell and gift to those in our community who receive a Christmas basket filled with baked goods and gifts
from the Social Welfare Committee. Inia Tunstall took the initiative to have our Branch take on the project
“Christmas in Venice.” A Committee was formed, and work began immediately in full force.

In November, UNWLA Branch 56 was invited to a luncheon with the Jewish Sisterhood in Venice. Halya
Lisnyczyj coordinated the food members would share, Christyna Sheldon prepared songs, Ksenia Kuzmycz
gifted three books about Ukrainian-Jewish relations, and Bohdana Puzyk gave a brief and interesting history
of the UNWLA and its mission.

We held our fun and fundraising annual picnic. The craft group continued meeting on Saturdays to make
Christmas ornaments for our gift baskets as fundraiser sales. Our bi-annual elections were to take place
in November, but the Nominating Committee had difficulty finding a candidate to agree to be Branch
President for the next two-year term. We have aging members and the new members are not ready to lead.
Since there was no President in November, we postponed the elections to December.

On December 2, 2023, “Christmas in Venice” took place at the gazebo in Centennial Park of Venice, Florida.
All organizations and local Ukrainian-speaking churches were invited to participate. The entertainment was
provided by church choirs, various singing groups, soloists, instrumentalists, and dancers. They prepared a
three-hour extravaganza. Viewers sang along, whistled with pleasure, clapped loudly, cheered, and waved
Ukrainian flags.

Our Branch participated in St. Mary’s Ukrainian Catholic Church Christmas bazaar, chaired by Katya
Steciuk-Shevchuk. The proceeds of approximately $4,000 were designated for women serving in the Armed
Forces of Ukraine. In December, elections were held once again. A wonderful individual agreed to serve as
Branch 56 President: in the person of Inia Tunstall.

On January 16, 2024, we had our formal installation of the new Board, at the annual general membership
meeting. At this meeting, two members of the Branch were awarded the title of Honored Branch member:
Lidia Bilous and Halya Lisnyczyj, for work done beyond the demands of their referentura. Outgoing
Branch 56 President Bohdana Puzyk was named Honorary President. Newly elected President Inia Tunstall
greeted all members and laid out some plans for the next year. Guest Tania Vitvitsky gave a PowerPoint
presentation about her eight-week trip to Ukraine. The meeting ended with a luncheon.

On February 2, 2023, on the initiative of President Inia Tunstall, the UNWLA, the UAV (Ukrainian
American Veterans) and UAC (Ukrainian American Club) hosted a luncheon for academics visiting from
Ukraine. On February 24, the second anniversary of the war in Ukraine, at the initiative of Branch 56
in cooperation with all organization members of our local Ukrainian Community Committee, Advocacy
Chair Ivanka Olesnycky organized a special event committee to organize “Pray for Ukraine.” Serving were
Ivanka Olesnycky Chair, B. Puzyk, K. Shevchuk, L. Bilous, K. Rakowsky, O. Piaseckyj, and I. Tunstall.
A half-page ad was placed in the local newspaper to invite the greater community. With the help of Rev.
Dmytro Kasiyan, the young new priest of the Ukrainian Catholic Church in North Port, Ivanka worked
tirelessly to make this event the great success that it was. It was attended by nine interfaith clergy. After the
church services, a reception was held at the church hall, with a short program and greetings from officials
of the city. This truly spiritual event brought a very large Ukrainian community and supporters of Ukraine
together in common prayer.

In March, Bohdana Puzyk organized a meeting with photographer Allan Mestel who spoke about the
potential of visual storytelling that is reflected in his exhibit “Portrait Ukraine” at Lexow Gallery in
Sarasota. Oksana Piaseckyj, UNWLA National Cultural Affairs Committee Chair proposed that the Branch
invite actor Ludmilla Kolosovych from the Mariupol Theater to present a monologue drama “Cry of a
Nation” about the life of Vasyl Stus. Branch 56 Cultural Affairs Chair 1 Katya Steciuk-Shevchuk led this
successful event. Slava Stefanyshyn, Arts and Museum Committee Chair organized five pysanky exhibits
at Sarasota County participating libraries. Bohdan Puzyk, Outreach Chair worked with Slava Stefanyshyn
to schedule pysanka presentations at all the libraries. Besides the pysanky demonstrations at the libraries,
pysanka workshops conducted by Bohdana Puzyk were held at Venice Golf and Country Club, Oseredok
and at St. Mary’s Ukrainian Catholic Church for children and parents. The Easter Bazaar was chaired by
Ksenia Rakowsky. Sixteen Easter baskets were distributed to the needy in our community. At our May
meeting, we held a program about the Ukrainian heroine Olha Basarab. In June, Advocacy Committee
Chair Ivanka Olesnycky organized Branch 56 participation in the UNWLA National program Children
Praying For Children with the help of Rev. D. Kasiyan. Children of all faiths came to St Mary’s Ukrainian
Catholic Church to pray for the children of Ukraine. After the prayer service, the children created chalk
drawings, videoed by drone camera, while others decorated cards to be sent to children in Ukraine.

In 2023, the interesting story of Branch 56 involvement “with the Zemliachka initiatve began: after a
program prepared by our then Cultural Affairs Chair Ksenia Rakowsky about the needs of women soldiers
in Ukraine, our members decided that as a woman’s organization we should specifically support the women
in the Armed Forces of Ukraine (AFU). We learned that there were no uniforms made specifically for
women soldiers. During a Branch 56 Board meeting, the suggestion was made to investigate who might be
doing this kind of work in Ukraine. Bohdana Puzyk, at the time still Branch 56 President, said she would do
the research. She found three possible groups, reached out to all, and vetted all three. Zemliachka was one of
the three organizations. Zemliachka had been featured on an American news channel, she learned and found
their website online, and was impressed. Two young Ukrainians, Ksenia Draganyuk and Andriy Kolesnyk,
established a charitable project to support women defenders at the front. Bohdana Puzyk invited First Vice
President Ksenia Rakowsky and Second Vice President Lida Bilous to join her on a Zoom call during which
the Ukrainian couple took the Branch 56 members on a tour of their small workshop and packing place.
Zemliachka rents a space in a warehouse in Kharkiv where women sew the uniforms. They are paid by
donations received from businesses, charitable foundations, non-profit organizations, and individuals. They
are a growing charitable organization. Branch 56 decided to order their uniforms. Originally, we sent only
$5.000 to see how the funds would be managed. All went well. Into each uniform box, for which our Branch
paid, a card was included informing the recipient that UNWLA Branch 56 provided them with the uniform,
along with an expression of hope for the war ending with Ukraine’s victory. We then received photos of
soldiers in their uniforms. We ordered more uniforms (68). We inquired if they could make bulletproof vests
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for the women. They hired workers and technologists, who created state of the art bulletproof vests and we
bought these vests for the women on the front lines. Each event in 2023 was dedicated to supporting women
in the Armed Forces of Ukraine. To that end, we raised over $40,000 for that cause. We worked hard and
were dedicated, and our community supported us and made our donations possible.

Branch 56 undertook our Zemliachky project with the initial approval of the UNWLA National Board.
Due to the efforts of Bohdana Puzyk and Branch 56, the National Board began to raise funds nationally to
support the Zemliachky initiative, as well.

All of these important projects and initiatives that Branch 56 has undertaken is because we have members
who never stop working: they volunteer to chair committees that plan and deliver fundraising events; our
advocacy team never rests, always reminding us to call, write, text, and pressure elected officials to support
Ukraine; we support the UNWLA mission to advocate, cultivate, educate and care. We work hard and are
dedicated; our community supported us and made our donations possible, for which we are grateful. We
thank all those who, along with all members of Branch 56, believe in Ukraine’s inevitable victory!

For 50 years, members of Branch 75 have devotedly and tirelessly shared their passions, talents, and energies
in alignment with the mission of the UNWLA to promote educational and cultural efforts, as well as provide
humanitarian aid to Ukrainians throughout the world. During the past three years, in this time of russia’s
war against Ukraine, under the leadership of Branch Presidents Zoryana Kovbasniuk, Irena Sawchyn Doll
and Margaret Nycz, our Branch met the various challenges presented to us with vigor, dedication, diligence,
and successfully implemented projects in keeping with the UNWLA four pillars of activity.

EDUCATE

Branch 75 is committed to presenting to both Ukrainian and non-Ukrainian audiences the history of the
Holodomor. Since the UNWLA XXXII National Convention, we have sponsored several events with that
specific goal in mind. In 2021, the Branch hosted an event titled “What We Didn’t Know: New Insights into
the Holodomor and Jewish-Ukrainian Relations.” The guest speaker was Holodomor expert Prof. Lubomyr
Luciuk of the Royal Military College of Canada. He discussed two books: one by Yiddish journalist and
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Holodomor witness Mendel Osherowitch “How People Live in Soviet Russia: Impressions from a Journey”
that Prof. Luciuk edited, and the newly released book “Operation Payback™ authored by Prof. Luciuk that
details Soviet disinformation about relations between Ukrainians and Jews.

An event in 2022 addressed the topic “History, Trajectory and War Update” in a discussion that drew
parallels between russia’s current war against Ukraine and the 1932-1933 Holodomor-Genocide. The panel
of distinguished speakers included Professor Emeritus Roman Serbyn from the University of Quebec at
Montreal; Professor Victoria Malko, Founding Coordinator, Holodomor Studies Program at California
State University, Fresno; Andrew Stuttaford, an editor with National Review, and Olena Muradyan, Dean,
Faculty of Sociology, V.N. Karazin-Kharkiv National University.

In 2023, members of our Branch, in collaboration with the New Jersey Regional Council and the Ukrainian
Students Club at Rutgers University, led three events intended to engage students and the general public.
These events included a Holodomor exhibit at the Douglass Library of Rutgers University, a screening
on campus of the movie “Mr. Jones” and a presentation at the university by attorney Victor Rud titled
“Moscow’s Starvation of Ukraine (1932-1933) — Why, How, and So What?”’

In another community program, our Branch invited Prof. Muradyan to speak on the impact of russia’s war
on daily life in Ukraine and, in particular, the impact on university students in Kharkiv. Several articles were
submitted to Our Life and The Ukrainian Weekly to highlight these efforts.

An event at the Welsh Parliament (Cardiff, Wales) in 2022 honored Welsh journalist Gareth Richard Vaughan
Jones for his reporting about the Holodomor and celebrated the completion of the digitization of his diaries.
The UNWLA was the primary sponsor of the digitization project; the Jones diaries are now accessible to the
public online. As the UNWLA liaison for the digitization project, a member of our Branch, Oksana Lodziuk
Krywulych, traveled to Wales to deliver a speech before the Welsh Parliament regarding our organization’s
key role in preserving the memory of the Holodomor. The large audience included First Prime Minister of
Wales Mark Drakeford, members of the Welsh Parliament and several relatives of Gareth Jones.

Branch 75 continues to sponsor students via the UNWLA Scholarship Program. Our Branch contacted a
local library to increase the number of books available in Ukrainian and English regarding the Holodomor,
as well as the Chornobyl disaster, and continue to purchase materials for the Ukrainian Montessori preschool
led by one of our members.

CULTIVATE

With Dr. Natalka Pavlovsky as the instructor, our Branch organized a well-attended “Paint, Learn and
Sip” event that focused on the art of Maria Prymachenko. We initiated a new community event, a social
gathering on the occasion of the international Vyshyvanky that we plan to continue annually. We presented
two literary-musical evenings featuring the works of Lesia Ukrainka, Myroslav Skoryk and Lina Kostenko.
Our Branch also hosted the Women’s Bandura Ensemble of North America that held a major rehearsal at
the Ukrainian American Cultural Center of New Jersey (UACCNYJ). In addition, each year our Branch raises
funds for UNWLA projects by organizing groups of Christmas carolers. In summer 2023, we held a pottery
workshop for our members with Ivan Bratko at the Bratko Art Studio.

CARE

Branch 75 supported many UNWLA national projects and donated approximately $35,000 to these efforts
during the past three years. We contributed to the Oxygen for Life project, to the Pediatric Burn Mission,
Keep Ukraine Warm — Zemliachky project. We provided general humanitarian aid and contributions to a
fund for wartime needs such as medical supplies, equipment, and medicine. Branch members continue
to contribute funds and energies to war-related UNWLA social welfare efforts by reaching out to the
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community-at-large, as well as supporting various UNWLA events in New Jersey and the New York Metro
area. Individual Branch members continue to be involved in humanitarian aid efforts at the UACCNJ and
through local Ukrainian churches.

With the end of the COVID pandemic, our Branch revived its 40-year-long tradition of delivering Easter
baskets to the homebound. We continued a five-year-old program of sending greeting cards to the elderly at
Thanksgiving, Christmas, Easter, and Mother’s Day. More than 200 cards were sent out during three years.
Our Branch organized prayer services (Pray in Pink) for those who suffer from breast cancer, as well as for
the general health of our members. We also hosted a presentation by a massage therapist in order to learn
how to better care for ourselves.

ADVOCATE

In support of the UNWLA advocacy policies, Branch 75 members participated in several celebrations and
commemorations: the 30th anniversary of Ukraine’s independence, the 90th anniversary of the Holodomor;
first and second anniversary events of russia’s escalation of war against Ukraine. A significant number of our
members attended the major rally in Washington DC in support of Ukraine held in February 2024. Members
continue to attend annual Holodomor memorial services at St. Patrick’s Cathedral in New York City, and
have participated in local parades during which Ukraine and the Ukrainian community were highlighted.

We continue to support The Ukrainian Museum as members and participants in Museum programs. Our
members have responded to the UNWLA initiative on decolonization of Ukrainian art and launched efforts
to identify museums in New Jersey that have mislabeled Ukrainian artists as Russian. Our Branch, through
the efforts of our Archives Chair, now participates in the UNWLA archive program begun at the national
level, taking the necessary steps to organize Branch documents and history. Members participate in online
UNWLA National Advocacy Committee meetings, and disseminate information urging elected federal,
state, and local government officials to support Ukraine. We publicize our Branch activities and other
UNWLA events through social media posts.

Branch 75 is very proud that many of our members have shown a deep commitment to the UNWLA by
accepting leadership roles at the national and regional levels. The National Executive Committee includes
Nadia Nynka, First Vice-President; Karen Chelak, Financial Secretary; Oksana Lodziuk Krywulych,
Officer-at- Large, UNWLA Fundraising Chair and XXXIII Convention Coordinator; Oka Hrycak, Chair,
UNWLA Social Welfare Committee; Romana Labrosse, Editor-in-Chief, Our Life. Leaders in the New
Jersey Regional Council include committee chairs Elizabeth Buniak, Social Welfare; Marusia Kvit-Flynn,
Arts and Museum; and Oksana Lodziuk Krywulych, Audit, Public Relations, and past Council President.

On October 21, 2023, Branch 75 joyfully celebrated our 50th anniversary - 50 years of activity and
commitment to the Ukrainian cause - with a highly successful banquet and dance. Those Soyuzianky who
became UNWLA members 50 years ago, or more, were honored, as were past Branch Presidents. A lovely
program book was published for the occasion, and the history of the Branch was captured in a video
montage. The event was not only great fun, but also raised $12,000 for UNWLA goals!

On May 31, 1988, a group of 20 young, talented, and enthusiastic women established Branch 88, which
then joined the Philadelphia Regional Council. Our Branch has now grown to 33 members and our focus
has always been the preservation of Ukrainian culture and sharing our cultural heritage with the Ukrainian
and non-Ukrainian communities. In the process, we have embraced charitable and fundraising activities,
folk art exhibits, and educational seminars.

Throughout the years, Branch 88 has worked in conjunction with the Ukrainian Heritage Studies Center
at Manor College presenting many exhibits at the Ukrainian Educational and Cultural Center (UECC) in
Jenkintown, Pennsylvania.

Highlights of our activities in the past, as well as in recent years, include:

2006 — organized first exhibit of straw mosaics, tapestries, batiks on silk, gouaches, and mixed media at the
UECC, featuring the works of three generations of the Sayenko family from Ukraine;

2009 — organized the exhibit “Ukrainian Embroidery — A Metamorphosis in Beauty and Function” that
included seminars over three days that explained the origins, symbolism, design patterns of Ukrainian
embroidery and different colors used in various regions of Ukraine;

2010 — organized the exhibit “Pysanky Through the Ages” at the UECC;
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2011 — held a presentation “The Art of Making Gerdany: Preserving Old Traditions and Making New
Ones”;

2011 — collaborated with Philadelphia Regional Council members to publish the “Sharing Our Best”
cookbook;

2010 through 2014 — participated, along with Manor College, in the annual “Festival of Trees” display at
the Pearl S. Buck House in Perkasie, Pennsylvania. For three consecutive years, Branch 88 won first place
for our presentation of rooms decorated around a specific theme: “Ukrainian Christmas,” “The Mitten,”
“Little Angel’s Journey,” and the “Ukrainian Woodland Christmas,” the legend about the Christmas spider;

2016 — published a new children’s book, “Stories for Every Season,” a collection of original, enchanting
stories based on Ukrainian folktales and traditions, as well as exercises and activities developed alongside
the book to promote language skills and other learning skills;

2021 Christmas and 2022 Easter bazaars — participated in the UECC bazaars, where we sold Ukrainian
collectibles and our children’s book “Stories for Every Season” and during which we raised $2,125 that was
donated to UNWLA National to purchase medical supplies for the soldiers in Ukraine;

September 10, 2022 — Branch 88 participated in a classic car show and bazaar benefit “Americans for
Ukraine” to which we contributed gift baskets. The event was held at the Classic Auto Mall in Morgantown,
Pennsylvania, where antique and classic cars, trucks and motorcycles were featured. All the proceeds from
the event went to the United Ukrainian American Relief Committee for aid to victims of war in Ukraine;

2022 Christmas — donated 30 books “Stories for Every Season” that were distributed by St. Nicholas to
recently arrived Ukrainian refugee children. The Branch donated $1,800 for the UNWLA National Keep
Ukraine Warm campaign;

May 19, 2023 — in celebration of Den’ Vyshyvanky observed at the UECC, Branch 88 presented an exhibit
of vintage vyshyvky, (shirts, towels, tablecloths), as well as traditional Ukrainian ceramics. Many of the
items displayed had been brought to America decades ago by Soyuzanky, and their families, who had fled
Ukraine during World War II;

December 2023 — Branch members visited the beautiful Cairnwood Estate, a national landmark renown for
Beaux Arts period architecture, for a Christmas tour at the Glencairn Museum located in the estate’s Bryn
Athyn Historic District. The tour included Christmas displays, ornaments, and traditions from countries
around the world.

In 2024, Branch 88 will continue to work to preserve and share our Ukrainian culture by presenting more

exhibits and by contributing to fundraising events to aid Ukraine.

We are proud to report that Branch 91 membership has increased by 15 since the previous UNWLA
convention in 2021. During the past three years, our activities included Den’ Nezalezhnosty flag-raising
events, Ukrainian Christmas tree displays, as well as folk art displays at the Eckley Miners’ Village, the
Bethlehem Public Library, and Moravian University. Our biggest event was an Ivana Kupala Festival at
The Ice House in Bethlehem featuring a stage show with Ukrainian dance troupes, singers, and a renowned
violinist. As well as exhibits such as gerdany, headdresses, pysanky, dioramas, wreath-making workshops,
genealogy, Ukrainian photo stands, and more.

Annual events also included Holodomor memorial services, panakhydy, at local Ukrainian churches,
in particular a 90th anniversary remembrance event, with a Holodomor survivor as a guest speaker,
accompanied by a food drive.

In 2021, our Branch donated a modest $325 to UNWLA National. However, 2022 was a different story.
Beginning with russia’s brutal escalation of the invasion of Ukraine in February, the Branch raised and
contributed $25,000 for medical supplies such as fixators and wound vacs, and then an additional $2,455
for other causes. In 2023, we again sent $13,501 for fixators and wound vacs and $7,750 for the UNWLA
Keep Ukraine Warm initiative, and $17,067.71 to other humanitarian causes.
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Advocacy efforts are supported by Congresswoman Susan Wild and Senator Robert Casey, who attended
the town hall organized by UNWLA, three days after russia’s invasion in late February 2021. Every year,
Rep. Samuelson attends and speaks at the Den’ Nezalezhnosty commemoration, which is also attended
by the Mayor of Bethlehem. Elected officials who cannot attend send representatives and proclamations
annually. The Bethlehem Interfaith Group, the General Federation of Women’s Clubs - Bucks County, and
Ukrainian American Veterans Post 42 are all active supporters of Branch 91.

2021 — (Branch 95’s 30th anniversary year). As COVID restrictions began slowly to wind down, our
members navigated the changing requirements and found ways to return to our former Branch activities. We
continued with our meetings being held by remote conference calls and eventually transitioned to in-person
meetings. The Branch continued to participate in the Feeding America initiative and also made monetary
donations to local food pantries.

2022 — The year began slowly and unremarkably. In February 2022, when russia began a full-scale invasion
of Ukraine, our perspective changed dramatically. Initially, our members felt shock, grief and anxiety for
Ukraine and the people caught in the disastrous war. Very quickly, after these initial reactions, Branch
members became resolute in the desire to do whatever was needed to help Ukraine.

We held numerous fundraisers: selling raffles for a handmade Ukrainian-themed quilt, holding several silent
auctions, gathering at a local university for an informational/fundraising event. In addition, non-Ukrainian
community members were making substantial donations for aid to Ukraine through our Branch. All monies
raised were sent to UNWLA for the various National humanitarian aid initiatives. The war generated a
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great deal of interest among our local non-Ukrainian community, as a result, we participated in many
informational outreach programs. Some of these programs were by invitation and others were of our own
initiative.

2023 — This was a very busy year for our Branch. We had an event of one type or another almost every
month of the year. Most events generated funds that we were able to channel towards UNWLA humanitarian
aid for Ukraine initiatives. Our first event was our holiday luncheon/meeting with UNWLA President
Pawlenko as our guest. In February, we hosted, jointly with CYM, a “Prayer Service for Peace in Ukraine”
at Holy Trinity Ukrainian Catholic Church. That same month we participated in the International Food
Fest at the Adriance Library. In the following months, members packed and sent packages to Ukraine;
hosted a “Ukrainian Family Fund Workshop” at the Sarah Hull Library. During the summer, we set up a
table at the annual Ukrainian Festival at Soyuzivka. In the early fall, members participated in a yard sale in
Kerhonkson Our Branch held an Open House/Art Show and recruitment event in November. As a result of
these efforts, our Branch grew by three new members. The year ended with the Christkindlmarkt (craft fair)
at the German Choir Hall and participation in the Christmas bazaar at Holy Trinity UCC. One of our very
active, creative and enthusiastic members, Cathy Gorham, passed away. She had been a member of Branch
95 since our inception. We are honored that Cathy bequeathed a significant donation for UNWLA through
our Branch. Vichna Pamiat’!

2024 — Our newest members were welcomed into the Branch. We are looking forward to their fresh insight
and suggestions. In March, gift baskets were donated to two Ukrainian refugee families with young children
in our community. Our current plans for the future include hosting an art show, in 2025, featuring Ukrainian
women artists; the show will coincide with UNWLA’s 100 anniversary.

Since the UNWLA XXXII National Convention three years ago, the world emerged from the COVID
pandemic and witnessed the brutal escalation of russia’s war against Ukraine.

In 2021, in the aftermath of COVID, Branch 98 held most meetings via Zoom. Nonetheless, the Branch
continued its work, conducting workshops, organizing exhibits, fundraising, and engaging in other activities.
In July, Olia Kobryn, Chair, Branch 98 Arts/Culture/Museum Committee arranged for a vyshyvanky exhibit
to be displayed at the Barron Arts Center; also exhibited, but separately, was a display of rushnyky and
Petrykivka ceramics curated by Natalie Pawlenko and Yuri Mischenko. At this location, Mrs. Kobryn
conducted a virtual lecture, “Art of Ukrainian Embroidery.” Our annual Christmas party fundraiser was held
outdoors in October as a creative option to keep everyone safe in the final days of the pandemic. Through
various fundraising events, we were able to donate $755 to aid wounded soldiers in Ukraine, $6,000 to the
Babusi Fund, and $2,000 to the Oxygen for Life campaign. Other activities included providing baked goods
at a festival, donating books to freestanding libraries, attending New Jersey Regional Council meetings or
participating in conference calls, holding a Christmas ornament-decorating event, and attending a Holodomor
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event at the Ukrainian History and Education Center (UHEC). Five Branch members continued to volunteer
their services in support of the UNWLA Scholarship Program. Branch members participated in the UNWLA
Convention, held virtually in June. Two members of Branch 98 were elected to UNWLA leadership positions:
Natalie Pawlenko was elected as UNWLA National President; Nadia Jaworiw was elected Chair, UNWLA
Scholarship Standing Committee. An article, “Pride of Membership,” authored by Branch 98 member Irene
Krawczuk, highlighted this event in the October issue of Our Life.

In 2022, the world witnessed the escalated russian invasion of Ukraine. Branch 98 focused efforts in support
of the UNWLA goals to Advocate, Educate, Cultivate, and Care. In the role of advocate on behalf of
Ukraine, the Branch arranged to celebrate Den’ Nezalezhnosty on August 24, 2022. The flag-raising event
included the participation of members of the public, local dignitaries, as well as. U.S. Congressman Chris
Smith. Thomas Arnone, Director of the Monmouth County Board of Commissioners, presented Branch 98
with a framed proclamation that honored the anniversary date of Ukraine’s independence. With the goal of
education in mind, the Branch created a Holodomor exhibit in November. Branch 98 honored Ukrainian
culture with a pysanky workshop in March at the Carteret Cultural Center led by Halyna Lojko. In July,
we exhibited a display of vyshyvanky at the Monroe Library. A number of fundraising events took place
during the year to enable us to provide care for our fellow Ukrainians. These included a Garden Tour, Craft
Fair, Christmas party, and sale of Ukrainian-themed jewelry. As a result, Branch 98 was able to support
a number of UNWLA National initiatives to aid Ukraine. A total of $13,267.98 was raised and donated
for Humanitarian Aid for Ukraine. To the Pediatric Burn Victims Fund, we donated $98. We were able to
donate $7,750.98 to the Babusi Fund. Through the Branch’s sponsorship of three students and relationships
with family and friends, $1,540 was donated to the UNWLA Scholarship Program.

The year 2023 began with our annual meeting and election of officers: Tamara Tallman, President, Halyna
Lojko, Vice-President, Luba Bilowchtchuk, Treasurer. The Secretary position will be filled on a rotational
basis. Chair of the newly established Membership Committee, Helena Blyskun, created a Branch 98
informational brochure for distribution to new members and to the public, as well. Den’ Nezalezhnosty
was honored again in August by the reading of a proclamation from the Monmouth County Board of
Commissioners. In the area of education, the Branch arranged for a screening of the film “Mr. Jones™ with
speaker, Michael Andrec, who helped explain the Holodomor and fielded questions from the audience.
Our efforts at raising awareness about Ukraine’s cultural heritage included a pysanky workshop at the
Shrewsbury public library in March, then later an embroidery exhibit, and a Ukrainian folk art exhibit at the
Tuckerton Seaport Museum, where we also provided a display of a favorite Ukrainian Christmas dish, kutia,
at an international food exhibit. The Branch continued to raise funds throughout the year, including another
Garden Tour and Christmas party. In keeping with our goal to care, in particular for Ukrainians suffering

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during the war, the Branch was able to donate $4,000.98 to Humanitarian Aid for Ukraine (Give Hope the
Tools), and $6,498 to the Babusi Fund. Nadia Jaworiw, Chair, Scholarship Standing Committee, along
with Branch volunteers, continued to administer the UNWLA Scholarship Program. Branch 98 sponsored
three students and through very generous donations from Branch members, family, and friends collected
$47,368.93 for the program. In the years 2021-2023, $91,041 in donations/sponsorships was provided to
the program through Branch 98.

The year 2024 began with our annual meeting in January. Due to the earlier resignation of Branch President,
Halyna Lojko, Branch 98 Vice President agreed to assume the position. New member Oksana Sorochan
was instrumental in producing the Ukrainian Music Competition Gala Recital at Carnegie Hall in New York
City on January 12. Members were invited to the Ukrainian History and Education Center on February 26 to
participate in the event “A Prayerful Commemoration of the Second Anniversary of russia’s Genocidal War
on Ukraine.” Branch 98 members continued to advocate for Ukraine aid by calling/emailing the Speaker of
the House of Representatives and their congressional representatives. Our cultural events continued with
an exhibit of embroidery and pysanky at the Old Bridge Library and a pysanky workshop at three different
venues during February and March.

Since its founding in 1985, Branch 113 has been particularly focused on Ukrainian arts and culture and this
focus is reflected in our activities. Three Branch members are artists: Lydia Piaseckyj, Romana Rainey, and
Ilona Sochynsky. Several of our members have served on the Board of Trustees of The Ukrainian Museum
(Museum) in New York City over the years; three members served during this reporting period: Alla
Leshko, Daria Mehrle, and Ilona Sochynsky. Branch President, Orysia Stryzak, has chaired the Museum’s
Audit Committee for three years.
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In the fall of 2021, at the height of the COVID pandemic, we enjoyed a virtual presentation via Zoom of
the Lesia Ukrainka play “Forest Song” (Jlicosa Ilicus), translated and staged by Virlana Tkacz of LaMaMa
Theatre in New York City. An interesting discussion with director Virlana Tkacz followed.

The 45th anniversary of the founding of The Ukrainian Museum by the Ukrainian National Women’s League
of America was celebrated in 2022. Alla Leshko and Daria Mehrle were on the Organizing Committee of
the 45th Anniversary Luncheon. Many of our Branch members attended the celebration and fundraising
event. The event also marked the retirement of Maria Shust, the Museum’s longtime director who had
been at the helm of the Museum since its inception — 45 significant years. This important and enormously
successful celebration, which raised substantial funds for The Ukrainian Museum, was held at the beautiful
Water Club on the East River in Manhattan. Our Branch was proud to welcome Maria Shust as a member
upon her retirement from the Museum.

In 2023, The Ukrainian Museum held an important exhibit under the leadership of the new director
Peter Doroshenko featuring the work of the acclaimed Ukrainian artist Maria Prymachenko. Our Branch
contributed $1,000 as a sponsor of this exhibit. Recently, a substantial number of her works were destroyed
during the russian bombardment of the Prymachenko Museum near Kyiv.

The brutal escalation in February 2022 by russia in its war against Ukraine compelled us to direct most of
our efforts toward helping Ukraine. We sent packages with warm winter clothing to Ukrainian soldiers in
Zhytomyr and received a moving thank-you letter with numerous signatures and a hramota.

During the 2022 and 2023 Christmas seasons, we organized a Christmas card campaign requesting donations
for Ukraine. The campaign was a great success! The artwork for the card campaign was created by Branch
member Lydia Piaseckyj.

We participated in various UNWLA National fundraising initiatives, such as Widows of Heroes of Ukraine,
the Babusi Fund, Keep Ukraine Warm, and the Zemliachky initiative for Ukrainian women soldiers. All
these fundraising efforts enabled us to contribute more than $22,000 in humanitarian aid.

Alexandra Rakowsky has done brilliant, long-term work as Scholarship Chair, expanding our Branch
sponsorships under this program.

A gratifying moment for our members, as well as for all UNWLA members in the greater New York City
area, came on February 22, 2024, the second anniversary of russia’s barbaric and criminal war against
Ukraine. We watched as many monumental New York City skyscrapers lit up in blue-and-yellow, the colors
of the Ukrainian flag. Branch 113 Advocacy Chair, Barbara Senzone has established personal contacts with
local, state, and federal government officials to advocate for Ukraine, and was behind the success of this
endeavor. Like clockwork, Barbara has been sending Branch members email reminders to “CALL YOUR
REPRESENTATIVES!”

Established in 1975, Branch 118 currently has 34 members. As of March 2024, Branch 118 has grown
by 11 members since the UNWLA XXXII National Convention in June 2021. Between June 15, 2021,
and December 2021, we participated in the 58th Annual Houston Slavic Heritage Festival; held online
fundraisers for UNWLA Oxygen for Life initiative and for Feeding America initiative in remembrance
of those who died during the Holodomor. Branch 118 also continued to support two students through the
UNWLA Scholarship Fund, made contributions to the Babusi Fund, the War Victims Fund, The Ukrainian
Museum, Ukrainian Catholic University, and Our Life magazine.

In 2022, our Branch participated in, and contributed to, the same initiatives as in 2021 Also, in 2022,
together with other Ukrainian organizations in Houston, we planned a “Welcome to Houston - Ukrainian
Family Picnic” in July to welcome new Ukrainian refugees to Houston.

In 2023, a local chapter of Catholic Daughters of the Americas invited Branch 118 to give a talk about
russia’s aggression in Ukraine. Members also spoke about what life was like for Ukrainians in America
after World War II. The presentation was well received. In March 2023, Branch 118 held a 50-plus year
anniversary celebration of UNWLA in Texas. The celebration was held in honor of Branch 14, the first
Branch established in Texas, as well as in honor of first Branch President Justyna Uschak, and first Branch
Treasurer Irene Pawlowski. In addition, we screened the recent release of the documentary film about
Justyna Uschak’s experiences during World War II: “Ukraine’s Daughter—Justyna Uschak,” which is now
available for viewing on YouTube.
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Also in 2023, we held a pysanky design class and three weeks later, held our largest fundraiser of the year,
our 43rd Annual Ukrainian Easter Bazaar. Members also participated in the Easter event organized by the
Consulate General of Ukraine in Houston. Branch 118 held a Den’ Vyshyvanky event that was attended by
close to 100 guests. In celebration of the summer festival of Ivana Kupala, our Branch gathered socially to
enjoy refreshments and sing traditional Ukrainian songs.

In August, as downtown Houston lit up blue and yellow, together with the building of the Consulate General
of Ukraine in Houston, Branch 118 co-sponsored a Ukrainian Independence Day fundraising event for
more than 300 guests that included local and state government representatives. Branch 118 participated
in the 60th Annual Houston Slavic Heritage Festival, and a celebration for the arrival of St. Nicholas with
the children of Ridna Shkola, Houston’s Ukrainian Saturday Day School. Together with the Ukrainian
American Cultural Club of Houston, we participated in International Human Rights Day at the Holocaust
Museum of Houston, also on the final day of their Holodomor exhibit. We continued to support two students
through the UNWLA Scholarship Fund, and provided contributions to the Humanitarian Aid to Ukraine
initiative, as well as special initiatives such as Return Ukraine’s Children, Pediatric Burn Mission, Babusi
Fund, War Victims Fund, Keep Ukraine Warm: Zemliachky, The Ukrainian Museum, Ukrainian Catholic
University, and Our Life magazine.

In 2024, we continued to focus our fundraising efforts on humanitarian assistance. Together with other
Ukrainian organizations in Houston, we participated in a rally, part of a national initiative Freedom is Not
Free, at Houston City Hall on February 23 with City Hall lit up in blue and yellow. In March, we held a
“Pysanka Egg-stravaganza” (pysanka design class with pizzazz), followed by our major fundraiser, the 44th
Annual Ukrainian Easter Bazaar. We held a class on the topic of Petrykivka designs at Houston Center for
Contemporary Crafts. We organized a screening of, and presentation about, the film “Uprooted” to a group
of 75 teenagers at a confirmation class at St. Rose of Lima Catholic Church. Our Branch was represented in
Washington DC at the Ukraine Action Summit. Branch 118 held our annual Den’ Vyshyvanky event and did
not let 100 mph winds and tornados stop us! We held a prayer service and reception at Pokrova Ukrainian
Catholic Church for the UNWLA National initiative, Children Praying for Children. Branch 118 supports
two students through the UNWLA Scholarship Fund, and provided funds for Humanitarian Aid to Ukraine,
Return Ukraine’s Children, Pediatric Burn Mission, Babusi Fund, War Victims Fund, Keep Ukraine Warm:
Zemliachky, The Ukrainian Museum, Ukrainian Catholic University, and Our Life magazine.

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The years of the COVID pandemic did not prevent our Branch members from meeting, although the format
did change as we learned to navigate Zoom to connect with each other. While we could not meet in person,
we made a point to remain in touch virtually. However, with mandatory distancing, masks, and risks of
contagion, no activities our organization held no activities during this time.

Cautiously, as the COVID pandemic was ending, we took the step of beginning to meet in person. The
invasion of Ukraine by russia created a new focus for our organization and we united with members from
our local Ukrainian Catholic parish to deliver humanitarian aid to Ukraine. This major undertaking brought
not only our members, but also the non-Ukrainian community, to our parish hall that became a facility
for collecting desperately needed supplies for Ukraine. Medical supplies, men’s and women’s toiletries,
children’s activity sets with coloring books and crayons, items for sanitation, backpacks, and numerous
other necessities were collected and packed for shipment to Ukraine.

As the war continued, our Branch was asked to work with the Open World program of the U.S. Congressional
Office for International Leadership to aid a Ukrainian team of doctors, therapists, and delegates who arrived
to receive specialized training in the treatment of trauma at the James A. Haley Veterans Hospital in Tampa,
Florida. The team spent two weeks in January 2023 and one week in January 2024 learning about the most
recent methods of treating soldiers while in combat. Dr. Chrystyna Rakoczy and Olya Czerkas worked
together to plan a successful visit and training for the guests from Ukraine. This included providing host
families for our Ukrainian guests, coordinating social and community events and sightseeing in the Tampa
area. Our members made our Ukrainian guests feel welcome and Branch members thanked them for all they
are doing to save those who fight to save Ukraine from destruction and annihilation.

Our members continue to promote
knowledge of Ukraine, its history, and its
culture. This includes workshops on how
to make pysanky, displays of pysanky
in local libraries, and education of the
American public about the Holodomor.

Some of our members participated in
a fundraiser dinner hosted by Refugee
and Migrant Women’s Initiative. This
organization provides mental health
support for refugees who resettle in the
Tampa Bay area and strives to empower women by focusing on their personal growth and healing as they
adjust to their new surroundings. Our Soyuzanka, Snizhana Korobchenko, modeled a Poltavskij ensemble
while ten other women displayed native attire from such diverse countries as Afghanistan, the Congo, Iraq,
Haiti, Myanmar, and Eritrea. Refugees, who had left their war-torn countries, presented stories of courage
in their search for a safer life for themselves and their children in America.

Annually, our Branch members have helped the Ukrainian American Association at the St. Petersburg
International Folk Festival, a four-day event held in downtown St. Petersburg, Florida. Children from local
middle schools and high schools attend this event during the mid-week and the public is invited to attend on
Saturday and Sunday. This event draws more than 30,000 attendees; our members have an opportunity to
display beautiful Ukrainian embroidery, pysanky, woodworking skills, and sell our delicious food.

In November each year, Epiphany of Our Lord Ukrainian Catholic Church holds a two-day “Autumnfest”
that gives people from near and far an opportunity to enjoy the culture of our native Ukraine including
song and dance, folk art, and traditional food. Besides helping with the preparation of borshch, pyrohy, and
holubtsi, our Branch members staff a table that provides information about UNWLA that includes visual
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displays, pamphlets, and members are ready to answer questions
about our organization and its importance in our community.

Every December our Branch prepares the annual visit of St. Nicholas
to our community. Younger Branch members, with the help of the
schoolchildren, create a program that is enjoyed by all, especially
the guests who come to welcome St. Nicholas. During the Christmas
holidays, Branch members also meet at a local restaurant, a tradition
that allows us to celebrate, exchange presents, and sing Ukrainian
carols.
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Last year our beloved and active member, Marion Serna, who had been a member of our Branch since its
inception, passed away at the age of 90. We held a luncheon in her honor and took the time to recall all
the wonderful things she had done for Soyuz Ukrainok, the Ukrainian American Association, and the local
Ukrainian Catholic parish. She was a superb role model who will be missed dearly.

In the blink of an eye, ten years have passed since a group of Ukrainian women gathered for a luncheon
in Bonita Springs and made a commitment to establish a new UNWLA Branch. On March 12, 2014,
the UNWLA Executive Committee granted Branch 136 a Membership Charter. Our initial goal was to
introduce the people of Southwest Florida (SWFL) to our Ukrainian culture and traditions. In succeeding
to meet our goal, we created a wonderful rapport with local media and various community organizations.

On August 24, 2021, the entire Ukrainian community happily celebrated the 30th anniversary of

Ukraine’s independence at an event organized by our Soyuzanky. We began another season of activity and
projects in September. Little did we know that our entire focus would change on February 24, 2022!

As russia’s war against Ukraine raged on, we focused our time and efforts on helping our brothers and
sisters in Ukraine, with primary emphasis on advocacy and fundraising for humanitarian aid. The people
of SWFL eagerly supported us both morally and financially. Through fundraisers and generous donations
totaling more than $30,000, we were able to support various UNWLA humanitarian/medical initiatives, as
well as directly sending humanitarian aid in the form of food, clothing, medical supplies, solar lanterns,
and other needed items to the babusi and the soldiers in the hard-hit Kharkiv region. Protein bars and other
supplies were sent to soldiers from the Kolomiya region. Medications, warm clothing, and tourniquets
were sent to the Armed Forces of Ukraine brigade fighting at Bakhmut. For a third year, we continue to
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financially support a widow, Nadia Tanska and her two daughters who lost their husband and father in the
early days of the war in eastern Ukraine in 2014. Care packages are sent to them several times a year. From
Kyiv, a friend of our member who is a teacher reached out for funds to purchase benches for school children
who are forced to attend school classes in a bomb shelter; we funded the purchase of 30 benches.

We advocated for Ukraine by organizing rallies in support of Ukraine along the major roadway intersections
in Naples. These rallies caught the attention of the media and interviews were given to various TV and radio
stations, as well as to the print media. We also realized our obligation to teach the true history of Ukraine
and many presentations were given to community organizations, churches, and clubs in the area. Professor
Lubomyr Luciuk of the Royal Military College of Canada was invited to speak at several venues in Naples
as part of the Florida Gulf Coast University Adult Education Program in February 2023.

In February 2023, acknowledging the first anniversary of russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine, Naples
Mayor Theresa Heitmann issued a proclamation that was read at a film and raffie event. In August 2023, we
once again organized and celebrated Ukraine’s Independence Day with a dinner, film, and raffle event. All
proceeds were dedicated to providing humanitarian aid to Ukraine.

In reviewing the past three years, and in light of the ongoing conflicts in Ukraine and the Middle East, among
the most significant events was a Shabbat of Solidarity. Temple Judea and Temple Beth El of Ft. Myers and
our Branch and friends shared a Shabbat service and dinner in March 2022. The Jewish community stood
in solidarity with Ukraine, and donations for $4,000 were accepted that evening to provide humanitarian
aid to Ukraine. When offering her thanks, President Natalka Santarsiero noted that many of those from the
Jewish community attending the event no doubt had ancestral roots in Ukraine.

In turn, when Israel was attacked on October 7, 2023, our Branch expressed solidarity with the Jewish
people and donated to Magen David Adom, Israel’s national emergency medical, disaster, ambulance, and
blood bank service.

On Saturday, February 10, 2024, our Branch participated in the first International Festival held at the
Mercato in Naples. All members participated wearing their beautiful vyshyvanky. Our booth was very well
received. Our arts and crafts were displayed and Ukrainian items were available for purchase. Of special
interest was our display of pysanky.

On March 16, 2024, we marched for the third time in support of our Ukrainian brothers and sisters in the
annual St. Patrick’s Day Parade along Fifth Avenue in Naples. In March 2022, our Branch had been invited
for the first time to participate. During all years, it was encouraging and heartwarming to see the crowds
and hear the applause and shouts of support for Ukraine. We have earned a great reputation here in SWFL!

An annual tradition for our Branch is to display Ukrainian arts and crafts at three libraries located in Collier
County. A Holodomor exhibit is always featured in the month of November. Our three pysanka workshops
have become the favorite program offered by these major libraries.

Since our inception, we have almost doubled membership. We are proud of our heritage, continue to thrive,
and as members of this wonderful organization — the UNWLA — are proud to put forth our time and efforts
for our Ukrainian community and for Ukraine!
